The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met in a regular meeting on the above date and the following commissioners were present:  Chairman Laure B. Roberson, Jr., Ivie Fowler, Douglas M. Udell, J. D. Grinstead and Eddy Hillhouse.  Also present were C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney, and Bennice C. Wolfe, Deputy Clerk.


The meeting opened with prayer by Morris Poole, and the pledge of allegiance to the American flag.


Chairman Roberson opened a public hearing to consider adoption of an ordinance to adopt the National Fuel Gas Code, 1992 Edition of ANSI Z223.1-NFPA 54, compiled by the American Gas Association and National Fire Protection Association.  There was no response to Chairman Roberson’s invitation to speak for or against adoption of the ordinance.  The public hearing was closed by Chairman Roberson who then invited discussion by the Board.


Commissioner Fowler made a motion to adopt the ordinance adopting the National Fuel Gas Code, 1992 Edition of ANSI Z223.1-NFPA 54, compiled by the American Gas Association and National Fire Protection Association.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse, and carried unanimously.  (See Ordinance No.  95-01)


Chairman Roberson then opened a public hearing to consider adoption of an ordinance to adopt the Standard Gas Code, 1994 Edition, compiled by the Southern Building Code Congress International, Inc.  There was no response to the Chairman’s invitation to speak for or against adoption of the ordinance.  Chairman Roberson closed the public hearing, and invited discussion by the Board.


Commissioner Grinstead made a motion to adopt the ordinance adopting the Standard Gas Code, 1994 Edition, compiled by the Southern Building Code Congress International, Inc.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Udell, and carried unanimously.  (See Ordinance No.  95-02)


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the January 17, 1995 Board meeting, and the Workshop held on January 24, 1995.


Luanne Mixon, Administrative Services Director, presented the Employee of the Month Award for the month of  January, 1995, to Mary Ann Green, who has been employed at the Suwannee River Regional Library for over twenty-two years.  Mrs. Green was complimented as a dedicated and reliable employee who works well with others, is eager to learn new ways to be more productive, is not afraid of a challenge, and always gets the job done. 


Chairman Roberson reviewed that on December 20, 1994, Mr. Lewis was rehired as the County Attorney under a 1990 Agreement, and on January 3, 1995, Commissioner Hillhouse requested a contract identifying the duties and responsibilities covered by the County Attorney’s retainer.  Chairman Roberson stated that a contract has been prepared and submitted for approval, then opened the floor for discussion of the proposed contract.


Mr. Lewis distributed copies of his prepared written remarks, which stated that it was his understanding that, by unanimous vote of the Board on December 20, 1994, he was reappointed as County Attorney for another year, under the same terms to which he had agreed on April 17, 1990, which was a retainer fee equal to the salary of a County Commissioner, plus $125 per hour for other services.  Mr. Lewis added that he had not objected to Commissioner Hillhouse’s expressed opinion that the retainer agreement between the County Attorney and the Board should be in a separate writing, and agreed to develop an agreement.  


Mr. Lewis continued reading his prepared remarks which stated that the matter had become publicly confused due to inaccurate newspaper coverage of the issue. Mr. Lewis’ letter went on to explain the percentage of his time devoted to work for the county since 1975, listed projects undertaken by the county, and litigation in which it has been involved in the past few years, and presented a comparison of retainer fees and other compensation received by County Attorneys in the immediate area, and other Florida counties of a size comparable to Suwannee County.


Mr. Lewis’ remarks concluded with his statement that the compensation paid to him is in line with the compensation paid to attorneys in counties of a similar size, and  his     request that the Board  consider approval of the proposed retainer agreement submitted for consideration.


Chairman Roberson stated that he hoped the Board had reviewed the proposed agreement, and gave an opportunity for discussion.


Commissioner Fowler explained his view of the situation, and stated that, in the interest of fairness to all involved, and his belief that the county could save over twenty-five per cent, he felt that a Request For Proposals would be the best course of action.  
Commissioner Fowler then made a motion to reject the proposed contract, and send out a Request For Proposals for the position of County Attorney.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse.


In the discussion that followed, Commissioner Hillhouse stated that he felt that the Board needed to set an example for all departments by demonstrating that all budgets will be scrutinized, and then work together on the serious business of the county.


Commissioner Grinstead stated that the cheapest is not always the best, and that he felt the county should get the best for its money.  Commissioner Grinstead continued that neighboring counties are in trouble and Mr. Lewis has kept Suwannee County out of trouble.  Commissioner Grinstead concluded that he felt Mr. Lewis should be retained because of his familiarity with Suwannee County’s issues.


Commissioner Udell stated that the information supplied today is relevant to an extent, but reminded the Board that Commissioner Hillhouse’s request had been for a contract defining the responsibilities of the County Attorney under the agreement that currently exists.  Commissioner Udell pointed out that Mr. Lewis has provided a contract stipulating the current agreement, as requested, after approval by the Board of his appointment as County Attorney for another year. 


Chairman Roberson stated that he did not think the motion on the floor to send out a Request For Proposals could be accepted, since Mr. Lewis’ position as County Attorney has already been approved, and under the existing agreement, thirty days notice must be given by either party to end the agreement.


Commissioner Fowler stated that Mr. Lewis’ position had been approved after the lapse of the previous contract, and it was time to renegotiate the agreement.


Commissioner Udell reiterated that renegotiation of the contract was not the request made by Commissioner Hillhouse.  Commissioner Udell said that a contract defining the specific duties of the County Attorney was requested, and has now been submitted.


W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Court attempted to call the Board’s attention to the fact that without approval of the County Attorney’s contract, there was no authorization for him to pay the bills submitted by  Mr. Lewis for payment.  Chairman Roberson informed Clerk Henderson that he was out of order, as the matter was presently under consideration by the Board.


Chairman Roberson called for a vote on the motion that had been made and seconded, to reject the contract submitted, and send out a Request For Proposals for the position of County Attorney.  Motion failed by a vote of  2 - 3, with Commissioners Udell and Grinstead, and Chairman Roberson opposing.


Commissioner Udell made a motion to approve the Legal Services Agreement stipulating a retainer fee equal to the salary of a County Commissioner,  and the services to be provided by the County Attorney, as well as compensation at the hourly rate of  $125 for additional services, except bond issues and eminent domain actions, for which the fee will be negotiated by the Board.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Grinstead, and carried by a vote of  3 - 2 with Commissioners Fowler and Hillhouse opposed.  (See Agreement No.  95-06)

Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously approved adoption of a resolution proclaiming the week of February 26 through March 4, 1995 as Hazardous Materials “EPCRA” Awareness Week.  (See Resolution No.  95-03)


Commissioner Fowler advised the Board that, in order to accommodate the separation and redevelopment of the library regions, Suwannee County is agreeing to reimburse Dixie County up to $30,000 for the cost of hiring a Library Director for the new regional library consisting of Dixie, Lafayette and Gilchrist Counties, for Fiscal Year 1995.


Mr. Lewis questioned the acceptability of only Suwannee and Dixie Counties signing the agreement when the regional money belongs to six counties.  Commissioner Fowler responded that the regional board members from all six counties had approved the reimbursement agreement.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Grinstead and second by Commissioner Fowler, the Board unanimously approved the Agreement for Reimbursement of up to $30,000 to Dixie County for the cost of hiring a Library Director for Fiscal Year 1995, for the Southern Region under development.  (See Agreement No.  95-07)


The meeting was recessed for a break at 9:55 A. M.

The meeting was called back to order by Chairman Roberson who announced that a public hearing was to be held at 10:00 A. M., to consider amending the budget for the 911 Implementation Reserve Fund for Fiscal Year 1995.  Chairman Roberson stated that he had a question regarding the advertisement of the hearing, and stated that according to law, such a hearing is to be advertised no less than two days, and no more than five days of the advertised hearing date, and calculated that it had been six days since the advertisement of today’s scheduled hearing, and declared that the advertisement was, therefore, invalid.  Chairman Roberson also asked Clerk Henderson if there is a statute requiring the advertisement of  such a budget amendment to be a 1/4 page ad. 


Clerk Henderson responded that when he took office, because of the tremendous number of duties and responsibilities that fell to him all at once, he relied upon what had been done historically in an effort to make certain that things were done properly.  Clerk Henderson continued that historically, budget amendments have been approved for advertisement in this fashion, and questioned why Chairman Roberson was now declaring an advertisement invalid that is of the same specifications that were previously approved.


Chairman Roberson replied that, as one gets older, they also get wiser, and he had called Tallahassee to research the matter.


Clerk Henderson pointed out that there is no difficulty advertising within the statutory guidelines in a newspaper that is published daily, but a little more calculation and flexibility is required when advertising in a newspaper published only bi-weekly.  


After considerable discussion and debate, Commissioner Udell, appealed to the Board to put past differences aside. Declaring that we have all made mistakes, Commissioner Udell said that if the advertisement was improper, then we would find out the correct way to do it and do it correctly from this point forward.


Clerk Henderson stated that, no matter how he is treated because of personality conflicts, it is his intention to work with and serve the Board of County Commissioners.  Clerk Henderson then offered to research the issue and bring back a recommendation to the Board later during today’s meeting.


Noting that the advertised time for the public hearing was 10:00 A. M., Chairman Roberson tabled the matter of the budget amendments, and said that, hopefully, everything will be in line for consideration at the next regularly scheduled meeting.


Edward L. Allen, County Coordinator, presented a proposal for a purchase order policy for the county.  Mr. Allen listed the expenditures that would be exempt from the requirement of a purchase order, and stated that there had been a recommendation that purchases totaling less than twenty-five dollars also be excluded from the purchase order requirement.  Mr. Allen went on to explain that the county is now looking at a manual procedure, but, in maybe a couple of months, the computer purchase order system will be in place,  including an encumbering system, which will streamline the process.

 
Clerk Henderson stated that county departments are purchasing PC’s and equipment to implement the computer purchase order system, but added that the manual procedure will break the department heads into the purchase order process.


Chairman Roberson asked for, and received, confirmation that the proposed policy includes a provision for issuance of purchase orders in emergency situations.


Upon a motion by  Commissioner Hillhouse and second by Commissioner Udell, the Board unanimously approved implementation of the purchase order system.

Commissioner Eddy Hillhouse proposed holding one Board of County Commissioners’ meeting a month at night, in response to public request, stating that 6:00 P. M. had been recommended as the meeting time.  


Commissioner Udell indicated his support of  the proposal, and Commissioner Fowler stated that he had no problem with it.  Commissioner Grinstead said that it was not a great concern of the people in his district.


Chairman Roberson advised the Board that he was personally against the proposal, stating that he was concerned about the overtime salary for county employees, other than the commissioners, who would be required to attend the meeting, and also the possible lateness of the hour to which the meetings might run when there is a full agenda.  Chairman Roberson added that night meetings had been tried in the past, and were discontinued when attendance fell off.


Commissioner Hillhouse maintained that it is what the people want, and Commissioner Udell commented that perhaps the television and radio broadcasts of the Board meetings have stimulated public interest, and stated that he thinks it is worth a try, regardless of the additional cost.


Commissioner Fowler asked for a show of hands from the audience, indicating their interest in Board meetings at night.  A majority indicated that they were in favor of the proposal.


Commissioner Udell made a motion to hold one Board of County Commissioners’ meeting per month at 6:00 P. M., on a trial basis, starting with the second regularly scheduled meeting in March.  Commissioner Hillhouse seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.


Ronnie Poole, Chairman of the Development Authority, presented a proposed amendment to the Special Act which created the Suwannee County Development Authority, to change the appointment of members of  the Authority, from the Governor to the Board of County Commissioners.  Mr. Poole pointed out that the change would shorten the process of appointment of members to the Authority, as well as give more local control.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Hillhouse and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously  voted to approve the amendment and send it on to Legislature.


For the benefit of the new members of the Board, Frank A. Darabi, Darabi and Associates, Inc., stated that he is a consulting engineer for the county, working on the county’s solid waste program.  Mr. Darabi explained that a health department sample showed contamination of a well at the Suwannee County Road Maintenance Yard, and a request has been made, by DEP, to determine the source and extent of contamination.  Mr. Darabi then requested the Board to consider approval of a proposal to perform a Contamination Assessment for petroleum contamination at the Suwannee County Road Maintenance Yard. 


There was discussion regarding funding for the assessment, the length of time required to complete it, and remedial action required following the investigation.


Commissioner Fowler made a motion to approve the proposal to perform a Contamination Assessment for contamination at the Suwannee County Road Maintenance Yard.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Grinstead, and carried unanimously.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                              


Mr. Darabi commended the county on its efforts that have resulted in a state grant proposal in the amount of $2,090,000 for closure of the old landfill.  Mr. Darabi stated that it had taken three years to get this approval, and Suwannee County was one of only seven counties receiving the state grant.  Suwannee County’s remaining contribution to the project is $27,570,  Mr. Darabi advised.


Mr. Darabi then briefed the Board regarding the issue of unexpected levels of contamination revealed by the gas monitoring wells at the landfill. Mr. Darabi explained both the passive venting system, and the active gas collection system, and stated that the previous engineer had installed the passive gas system, which is not doing the job.  Mr. Darabi stated that the problem needs to be investigated to determine the rate of gas generation, and an active gas collection system should be designed to modify the passive gas system already installed, which will require a permit modification with DEP.


Mr. Darabi explained that, although there is no health hazard, a safety hazard is involved, but the necessary modification has been determined to be one hundred per cent grant eligible, and there is about a million and one half dollars remaining in the state fund allocated for small counties landfill closures.


Mr. Darabi recommended proceeding with engineering design, investigation, and permit modification, in order to put it into the contract document, and bidding for closing of the landfill and construction of the gas management system at the same time.


After additional discussion, Mr. Darabi stated that his proposal includes revising the plan, preparing the specifications, doing the studies, revising the permit application and preparing the contract document, and he requested approval to proceed.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Grinstead and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board voted unanimously to honor Mr. Darabi’s request to proceed with the revisions and studies necessary to secure a state grant for the modification of the gas collection system at the landfill.


Commissioner Fowler commended Mr. Darabi for his efforts on behalf of Suwannee County.


The matter of consideration of the Donated Space Agreement with North Florida Mental Health Center, Inc. for Fiscal Year 1995 was tabled until a representative is present to discuss the services offered by the Mental Health Center.


Clerk Henderson advised the Board that the Suwannee County Chamber of Commerce has met all requirements of the Board, and the requested budget and audit information is on file in the Clerk’s office.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Udell, the Board unanimously approved a grant agreement with Suwannee County Chamber of Commerce in the amount of  $18,000 for Fiscal Year 1995.  (See Agreement No.  95-08)


Chairman Roberson opened the floor for public comment.


Charlie Whitworth questioned whether or not the statutory requirement concerning advertisement of public hearing could be met with the publication schedule of the Suwannee Democrat, and wanted to know the legal implications.


Chairman Roberson said that the issue may need to be taken up with the legislative body.


Mr. Lewis stated that there is a method of  posting notification without newspaper publication.


Arthur Hollis, 114 Scriven Avenue, described an ongoing garbage and trash collection problem he has been having.  Chairman Roberson advised Mr. Hollis that the Board of County Commissioners has no jurisdiction over city collection, and suggested that he take the matter before the City Council.  Mr. Hollis said that he had already spoken to the Council, but wanted the issue to be publicized.


L. H. Hamilton admonished the county officials to work together, and not against each other.


Hollis Owens stated that he wished the County Commissioners would represent the people in their district, and expressed his opinion that a certain constituency makes their word heard, which gives them power, but others are not represented.


Raymond Payne questioned the Board regarding the  911 budget transfer that was to be considered at public hearing today.  Mr. Payne also suggested that the county renegotiate the legal services contract.  Finally  Mr. Payne recommended overlooking the technicalities regarding advertising of the public hearing, as has been done in the past.


Chairman Roberson stated that being unaware of the technicalities is one thing, but continuing to advertise improperly after becoming aware of the requirements is another.


Chairman Roberson closed the public comment portion of the meeting.


Mr. Lewis responded to Mr. Payne’s comments regarding the amount of expenditures to his office last year, explaining that the amount included amounts paid to bond counsel, and refunded to the county, as well as payment to him for related legal services over a four year period.


Mr. Lewis reviewed the Robert Palumbo case, and stated that a $3,500 offer of settlement has been received.  Mr. Lewis advised that approximately $2,700 to $2,800 has been paid by the county in legal fees, and stated that he told Mr. Palumbo that he would not recommend settlement for less than $10,000.


After discussion, Chairman Roberson tabled the issue of the Palumbo case until the next meeting, and requested that Mr. Allen determine the total fees and expenses incurred by the county in this case before that time.


Edward L. Allen, County Coordinator, provided an update for the Board regarding an Economic Development Summit that had been discussed, advising that Mr. Arrington will get back to him with possible dates, but is looking at the latter part of  March for a meeting starting at 2:00 or 3:00 P. M. to accommodate interested business people.


T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, briefed the Board regarding the Ada Black claim, stating that the insurance company, United States Fidelity and Guaranty Co., has  rejected the claim for the second time, and Mrs. Black has indicated that she intends to file suit against the county.


After review of the case, and discussion, Chairman Roberson requested that the deductibles be determined, and the amount for which Mrs. Black is willing to settle, and tabled the issue until the next meeting.


Mr. Sikes advised the Board that the Advent Christian Village has requested a permit to run 300 feet of  sidewalk on the county’s right-of-way along County Road 136.  


After discussion, Commissioner Udell made a motion to approve a permit for the Advent Christian Village to lay 300 feet of sidewalk on the county’s right-of-way along County Road 136.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Fowler, and carried unanimously.


For the benefit of new members of the Board, Mr. Sikes reviewed the maintenance and buy back agreements pertaining to heavy equipment purchases.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Udell, the Board unanimously approved authorization to advertise for bids for the replacement of three motor graders for the Road Department.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Grinstead and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board unanimously approved authorization for advertisement for bids for road signs.


Mr. Sikes advised the Board about a problem involving a blind curve on 31st Road, which has reportedly  been the site of a couple of close calls involving a school bus.  Mr. Sikes said that there is no way for the county to correct the visibility problem within the existing easement.  


The property owner, Mrs. Wigglesworth, is agreeable to granting additional easement, Mr. Sikes reported, with the stipulation that existing fence be replaced by the county, in exchange for easement.  Mr. Sikes stated that the problem is, that a policy exists on the books, prohibiting the county from  such an agreement.  Mr. Sikes said that he thought the policy was established as a result of abuses in the past, when deeds were not obtained for easements.


Chairman Roberson stated that he personally felt that a written agreement regarding the fence replacement, and a written deed for the easement, that would enable the county to provide good visibility on the curve, would justify waiver of the policy.


After additional discussion, Commissioner Hillhouse made a motion to waive the county’s policy  prohibiting replacement of fence in exchange for easement, in the case involving the dangerous blind curve on 31st road only.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Udell, and carried unanimously.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Udell, the Board unanimously approved payment of invoice batch numbers 120 through 134, totaling $1,120,981.28.


Commissioner Grinstead made a motion to waive the fifty dollar permitting fee required for the Community of  O’Brien to change the pumps on the well at the cemetery.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Fowler and carried unanimously.


As promised, Clerk Henderson returned to report to the Board that, as previously stated, budget amendments have historically been advertised as the amendments to be considered at today’s meeting were advertised.  Clerk Henderson pointed out that the newspaper was in circulation and not replaced on the news stands until Friday, which would put the advertisement within the five day limitation, but stated that it is his desire to satisfy the Board, and he will advertise in the future according to its direction.


Chairman Roberson thanked Clerk Henderson for the information, and advised that his interest is in saving money for the county.


The meeting was recessed for lunch until 1:15 P. M.

The meeting was called back to order by Chairman Roberson.


Mr. Lewis advised that, upon request of the Board, he has drafted an ordinance for advertisement that prohibits dumping of certain items in the green box system, and prohibits use of  the green boxes by out of county residents, and requiring them to pay the tipping fee for use of the landfill.


Mr. Allen raised a question regarding the possibility of this ordinance opening the door for out of county corporations to pay the minimal tipping fee, and legally transport waste to the Suwannee County  Landfill.


After lengthy discussion, it was agreed that Mr. Lewis would redraft the ordinance, taking into consideration the suggestions made.


Mr. Lewis reported, regarding a proposed settlement in a class action suit against airlines, that basically, county officials are entitled to a discount of ten per cent for domestic air transportation when used for official governmental travel.


Chairman Roberson announced that a workshop was now to be held pertaining to short and long term investment of surplus funds.  Clerk Henderson stated that the county’s policy regarding investments has been security first, liquidity second, and yield last, then reviewed the three surplus funds which the county currently has invested.


Clerk Henderson then introduced the following guests:  Betsy Burch, Ed Woodbury and Chris  Kornatowski from Barnett Bank, and Ken Kent representing the Florida Association of Court Clerks and the Florida Counties Investment Company.  Clerk Henderson also introduced Bill Fray, Suwannee County Financial Advisor.


Stating that his role today was that of an educator, Chris Kornatowski made a presentation of  Barnett Bank’s Corporate Money Desk.


Ken Kent followed with a report presenting the Florida Counties Investment Trust.


Clerk Henderson thanked the guests for the information provided, and the meeting was recessed for a break at 2:40 P. M.

Chairman Roberson called the meeting back to order, and invited Clerk Henderson to conduct a workshop pertaining to invoices billed to the Board.  Chairman Roberson explained that, according to the 1993 audit, forty-one percent of the Clerk’s revenue was derived from billing the Board of County Commissioners, and stated that he thought the Board would like to have an overview of the charges.  


Clerk Henderson distributed hand outs responding to questions asked by Chairman Roberson pertaining to billing for postage, copies, recording, courts fees and miscellaneous Clerk’s fees.  Clerk Henderson stated that he is more than willing to provide any information requested by the Board, as he wants the commissioners to feel completely comfortable with the billing system.  Clerk Henderson reviewed the response sheet, discussing each item, and Supervisors Anita Summers and Glenda Williams distributed samples of forms that have been revised for greater clarity and efficiency.


The workshop was concluded at  3:35 P. M. and Chairman Roberson recessed the meeting to clear the meeting room, in order to hold an attorney-client session with County Attorney, C. Dean Lewis, pursuant to Chapter 286.011 (8) Florida Statutes, to discuss pending litigation in the lawsuit of Shands Teaching Hospital and Clinic versus Lafayette County and Suwannee County.


Everyone was dismissed and left the meeting room except Mr. Lewis, the five county commissioners, Clerk Henderson and Court Reporter, Leo Powell.
