The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met in a regular meeting on the above date and the following commissioners were present:  Chairman Laure B.  Roberson, Jr., Ivie Fowler, Douglas M. Udell, J. D. Grinstead and Eddy Hillhouse.  Also present were C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney, and Jean M. Fieler, Deputy Clerk.


The meeting was opened with prayer by Sam Carter, and the pledge of allegiance to the American flag.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the March 21, 1995 Board meeting.


Luanne Mixon, Administrative Services Director presented an employee of the month award to Pat Cooke of the recreation department.


Circuit Judge Thomas J. Kennon, Jr. and Nancy Nydam, Court Administrator requested the Board to consider advertising for the adoption of a proposed ordinance to establish service charges to defray cost of arbitration and mediation services.


Judge Kennon advised that the Third Judicial Circuit, through an increase in marriage license fees in July, 1994, has been allocated approximately $17,000 for mediation services.  He explained however, that by implementing Florida Statute 44.108 the $17,000 can be supplemented by imposing a $5.00 fee on county court and circuit court proceedings plus $10.00 for modifications of final judgments.


Judge Kennon encouraged the Board’s support and stressed the advantages of the availability of mediation services.  He mentioned another circuit in Florida where every case must first go through mediation and as a result a great deal of judicial time has been freed up.


It was brought out that the proposed ordinance reflected “Columbia County” rather than “Suwannee County” in several places, and C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney pointed out that in the language of the ordinance the Clerk of Court must make a levy for the service charges.


Nancy Nydam clarified that the county would receive a percentage of all funds generated by these service charges, based on our case filings.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously approved advertising for the adoption of the ordinance to establish service charges to defray the cost of arbitration and mediation services.  The Board’s approval is subject to the following changes in the proposed ordinance:  “Columbia County” will be changed to “Suwannee County”, and the ordinance will read that the Clerk of Court make a levy for the service charges.


Upon the application of Dowling Park Church of God to close Louisiana and Arizona Avenues in Dowling Park Subdivision, a motion was made by Commissioner Fowler and seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse to advertise to close Louisiana Avenue and Arizona Avenue, together with the two alleys accompanying those Avenues, in Dowling Park Subdivision.  Motion carried unanimously.


Upon the application of Lloyd and Dorothy McCall to close 192nd Street, a motion was made by Commissioner Fowler and seconded by Commissioner Udell to advertise to close 192nd Street.  Motion carried unanimously.


David Grotefend, Programs Director for the Suwannee River Economic Council, Inc. requested the Board to consider the adoption of a Resolution amending Resolution No. 94-02 adopting the Florida State Housing Incentive Partnership (S.H.I.P.) Program.  
The amendment, he explained, is a technical correction to the Housing Incentive Plan developed by the Citizen’s Advisory Task Force.  The Florida Housing Finance Agency asked that a correction be made in the permitting process by inserting a figure that would represent a “backlog”.  Such a backlog would then trigger a change in the permitting process in order to expedite the review of said permits.  The number selected is 300 single-family new construction permits per year.  In the event the number of single-family new construction permits exceeds 300 in one year, then affordable housing developments would become a top priority in determining attention from the department.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Grinstead and second by Commissioner Fowler, the Board unanimously agreed to adopt a Resolution amending Resolution No. 94-02 adopting the Florida State Housing Incentive Partnership (S.H.I.P.) Program to institute the practice of reviewing the affordable housing development first in the event more than 300 single-family new construction permits are received per year.  (See Resolution No. 95-09.)


Next, Mr. Grotefend presented the quarterly report on the State Housing Incentive Partnership (S.H.I.P.) Program.  He informed the Board that the program is in its third year and in good standing with the state requirements.


Chairman Roberson remarked that the S.H.I.P. Program has been serviceable for both the residents of our county and the builders and contractors.


Sam Carter, Design Specialist, was next on the agenda to discuss an addition to the Suwannee County Health Department.  He explained that Nancy McCullers, Public Health Unit Administrator, was not able to attend the meeting and in her place was Lois McCallum, Business Manager for the Suwannee County Health Department.


Mr. Carter described the addition as a one-story, 1,259 square-foot file room together with four ten foot by ten foot offices.  He further advised that the addition would be on the back side of the existing building away from Nobles Ferry Road, with a one hundred foot by fifteen foot by eight inch retention pond.  Further, the construction would match the existing building and the cost of construction is approximately $96,800., which is available in the County Health Unit Trust Fund in the State Comptroller’s office.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board agreed to advertise for bids for construction of the addition to the HRS Suwannee County Public Health Unit, the documents being subject to review by C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney.  Motion carried unanimously.


Lloyd McCall and Donald Watson from the Elk’s Lodge presented two checks totaling $2,000 toward the construction of the new library facility.


Next on the agenda was John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries to request approval of Amendment No. 2 to Suwannee County Agreement No. 94-04 for a ninety-day extension of the library construction project agreement DLIS94-8.  Mr. Hales explained that this is the final extension available as a total of 540 days will have been used.


A motion was made by Commissioner Udell and seconded by Commissioner Grinstead to approve Amendment No. 2 to Suwannee County Agreement No. 94-04 for a ninety-day extension of the library construction project agreement DLIS94-8.  Motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 95-13).


Mr. Hales also had a request for four weeks’ unpaid leave of absence on behalf of Shirley Clark, the manager of the Branford Library.  Mr. Hales explained that Mrs. Clark’s husband recently passed away and pointed out that the county rule allowed for four weeks’ unpaid leave of absence with the employee being responsible for insurance premiums during that time.


Mr. Hales offered that Mrs. Clark does an excellent job in Branford and he approves the request from his standpoint.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Grinstead and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board unanimously approved Shirley Clark’s request for four weeks’ leave of absence without pay, with the provision that Mrs. Clark be responsible for her insurance premiums during that time.


Mr. Hales concluded by reporting that he is approximately $20,000 shy of his final goal for the new library facility project and took the opportunity to thank everyone for their efforts and good work.


W. W. “Billy” Jernigan approached the podium to request that the Board adopt a resolution terminating the deed restrictions of the old hospital property currently owned by Florrie Adams Jernigan and Laverne A. Jernigan.


C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney then read the resolution out loud and explained to the Board that when the hospital corporation was dissolved the assets and liabilities were delivered to the county.


A motion was made by Commissioner Udell and seconded by Commissioner Grinstead to adopt a Resolution terminating the deed restrictions recorded in Deed Book 74, pages 207-208 and Deed Book 77, pages 209-210 of the official records of Suwannee County, Florida on the old Suwannee Hospital Corporation property currently owned by Florrie Adams Jernigan and Laverne A. Jernigan.  Motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 95-10.)


The meeting was recessed for a break at 9:45 A. M.

The meeting was called back to order by Chairman Roberson.


Dean Papapetrou, Tourist Development Council Chairman took the floor and advised the Board that the grant application in the amount of $3,000 for resurfacing the floor in the coliseum building was approved at the Tourist Development Council’s regular meeting on Tuesday, March 28, 1995.  He explained however, that their approval is subject to any roof leaks being repaired prior to expending funds to resurface the flooring.


Mr. Papapetrou further advised the Board that the Tourist Development Council approved the expenditure of up to $17,000 as a fifty-fifty match with the Board of County Commissioners for improvements necessary to bring the restrooms at the front of the coliseum into compliance with ADA requirements.


On behalf of the Tourist Development Council, Mr. Papapetrou, requested a “Master Plan” of sorts regarding further improvements necessary to the coliseum and/or any other public facility in order to meet the requirements of Florida Statutes, Section 125.0104 so that recommendations regarding the imposition of an additional one percent tourist development tax can be considered.  Chairman Roberson reported that the requested information is in the process of being collected.


Mr. Papapetrou read aloud a proposed Resolution proclaiming Wednesday, May 10, 1995 Hospitality Employees Appreciation Day and announced that on that day two identical events will be held at the loading dock of the Suwannee County Museum, one at 12:00 noon and the other at 6:00 p.m. Door prizes and the selection of a 1995 Hospitality Employee of the Year is planned.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Fowler, the Board unanimously agreed to adopt a Resolution honoring the hospitality employees of Suwannee County by declaring Wednesday, May 10, 1995 Hospitality Employees Appreciation Day.  (See Resolution No. 95-11.)


Murel McDonald, Emergency Services Director requested permission to purchase EMS field unit and office software packages from MicroNexus, Inc. of Williston, Florida with EMS grant funds.  He stated that the grant is funded 75% by the state with a 25% match, which is in the budget.  Mr. McDonald communicated to the Board many positive features of the software, including the fact that the software correlates with the existing reports provided by the State.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Hillhouse and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously approved the purchase of EMS field unit and office software packages from MicroNexus, Inc. with EMS grant funds.


Murel McDonald also brought a matter before the Board on behalf of Edward L. Allen, County Coordinator.  He requested approval to bring a part-time employee in the addressing department to a full-time capacity to assist in clerical work in Emergency Management as well as continue to work in addressing.  He explained that there would be zero cost to the county as the funds would come out of the Emergency Management System Federal Grant Fund.  He further stated that the employee will have the understanding that the full-time position will only be available as long as the grant funds are available.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously approved bringing a part-time addressing employee into a full-time position to continue his or her duties in addressing as well as assisting with clerical work in Emergency Management for as long as the grant funds are available.


Next on the agenda for the Board’s consideration was serving as the coordinating unit of government in the Department of Community Affairs’ Drug Control and System Improvement Program and designating Mary Cundiff, Jail Administrator to coordinate the preparation of applications for grant funds with the Bureau of Community Assistance.


Mary Cundiff briefed the Board on grant moneys made available by the United States Department of Justice, $46,906 of which have been allocated for Suwannee County.  The county would have to match 25%, which would come out of the fine and forfeiture fund.  The grant, known as the Edward Byrne Memorial State and Local Assistance Program, is for drug control and system improvement.  She explained that  the Sheriff’s Department has not come up with a specific program to use the grant as of yet because of the short notice, but it can be used for prevention, education, rehabilitation and treatment of drug abuse.  One program being considered is the Florida Department of Juvenile Justice’s Level 10 program, if that pans out for Suwannee County.


Commissioner Udell asked Ms. Cundiff if the Sheriff’s Department would entertain suggestions from the community for utilization of the grant funds and Ms. Cundiff responded that they would. He then took the opportunity to emphasize the need for drug enforcement in our county.


A motion was made by Commissioner Udell and seconded by Commissioner Fowler to agree to serve as the coordinating unit of government in the Department of Community Affairs’ Drug Control and System Improvement Program and designating Mary Cundiff, Jail Administrator to coordinate the preparation of applications for grant funds with the Bureau of Community Assistance.  Motion carried unanimously.


Alzada Adams, Deputy Sheriff, approached the podium to request the Board’s approval to use $6,500 from the Law Enforcement Trust Fund to purchase a narcotics police dog to replace the dog presently being utilized by the Sheriff’s Department.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Udell, the Board unanimously approved the use of $6,500 from the Law Enforcement Trust Fund to purchase a narcotics police dog to replace the dog presently being utilized by the Sheriff’s Department.


A motion was made by Commissioner Udell and seconded by Commissioner Grinstead to appoint Catherine Adams Thorton and Reverend C. C. Curry each to three year terms on the Suwannee County Historical Commission.  Motion carried unanimously.


A motion was made by Commissioner Udell and seconded by Commissioner Fowler to approve the Grant Agreement with Falmouth Volunteer Fire Department, Inc. in the amount of $5,000 for Fiscal Year 1994-1995.  Motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 95-14.)


Edward L. Allen, County Coordinator presented for the Board’s approval Addendum III to the Conceptual Approval Agreement with Florida Communities Trust pertaining to the Little River Springs property.  Addendum III extends the Conceptual Approval Agreement until October 7, 1995.


Mr. Allen also advised the Board that the appraisal of the property reflected a value substantially more than what was originally projected, and with that in mind, the county is looking into scaling down the size of the project.  At this time, he continued, the county is looking into a pie-shaped piece of property in Section One containing approximately one hundred sixteen acres.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Grinstead and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board unanimously approved Addendum III to the Conceptual Approval Agreement with Florida Communities Trust pertaining to the Little River Springs property.  (See Agreement No. 95-15)


T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director requested permission to purchase four pickup trucks off the State contract.  He explained that with the exception of one pickup truck, all the trucks in his fleet have over 100,000 miles on them.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Udell, the Board unanimously approved the purchase of four pickup trucks off the State contract for the public works department.


Mr. Sikes then requested the Board’s consideration on a proposal from Curtis Humphries, Jr. for the county to purchase property from him for use as a solid waste collection site.  Mr. Sikes described the property as a five-acre tract off the road formerly known as Smith Road, approximately 1,000 feet off Highway 129.  While Mr. Humphries’ offer of $22,000 is approximately ten percent above the appraised value of the property, Mr. Sikes explained that small tracts of land to be used for the purpose of a solid waste collection center do not seem to be readily available.  He also pointed out the fact that the existing timber on the property will be an asset to the county as a buffer around the collection center.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Grinstead and second by Commissioner Udell, the Board unanimously approved the purchase of the five-acre tract of property from Curtis Humphries, Jr for $22,000, located off the road formerly known as Smith Road, approximately 1,000 feet off Highway 129, for use as a solid waste collection site.


Next, Mr. Sikes conveyed six bids received for the purchase of road signs.  The bids received are as follows:  Vulcan Signs of Foley, Alabama for $7,471.72, Universal Signs and Accessories of Fort Pierce, Florida for $8,176.66, Municipal Supply and Sign Company of Naples, Florida for $8,342.27, Fisher Sign Company of Muncie, Indiana for $9,161.70, Signs and Blanks, Inc. of Akron Ohio for $13,378.01, and Barricade Service of Lake City, Florida for $13,521.77.


Mr. Sikes recommended awarding the bid for road signs to Vulcan Signs of Foley, Alabama for $7,471.72.  A motion was made by Commissioner Udell and seconded by Commissioner Fowler to award the bid for the purchase of road signs to Vulcan Signs of Foley, Alabama for $7,471.72.


Chairman Roberson opened the floor for public comment.


Mr. Bob Brown offered some suggestions for the use of the proposed grant money from the Department of Community Affairs’ Drug Control and System Improvement Program.


Chairman Roberson closed the public comment portion of the meeting


Edward L. Allen, County Coordinator again took the floor to discuss possible solutions to the recent increase in the workload and paperwork in the permitting office.  He offered two solutions; one being hiring additional staff to take up the slack and the other being the implementation of a computer system.


Mr. Allen first looked for existing software packages that would meet the needs of the permitting office but was not able to find one designed for Suwannee County standards and procedures.  He advised that he was able to locate three companies that have the capability to customize the software to tie in with the Suwannee County permitting office:  Advanced Computer Training of Jacksonville, Florida for $5,800; Shepard Computer Services of Tallahassee, Florida for $6,590; and Automated Business Software of Live Oak, Florida for $11,900.


Mr. Allen recommended the proposal submitted by Shepard Computer Services and explained that although it is not the lowest, it includes all the interface with the zoning department and in addition, will have the communication software which makes it possible for Shepard Computer Services to troubleshoot and correct problems in the system from Tallahassee.  He further advised the Board that he is exploring the hardware options but is not in a position to provide any solid figures at this time.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board unanimously agreed to accept the proposal submitted by Shepard Computer Services of Tallahassee, Florida for $6,590 for a customized software package to be used in the permitting process.


Touching upon a similar topic, Mr. Allen recommended that the Board authorize the purchase of a personal computer for Board business.  He explained that although the Board’s work had previously been accomplished through the computer system in the county offices, that system has been down for approximately a week and pointed out that by design when one computer goes down on that system, all computers go down.


Commissioner Fowler pointed out that the $10,000 that was placed into the budget for a computer when Elaine Robinson, Administrative Assistant to the Board first moved over to the county offices is still available.


A motion was made by Commissioner Fowler and seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse to authorize the purchase of a personal computer and printer to be utilized at the county offices.  Motion carried unanimously.


Chairman Roberson announced that the public hearing in consideration of the adoption of the Ordinance on the Green Box Collection System would begin.  Mr. Lewis read the Ordinance aloud, with the exception of the definitions, and Chairman Roberson then offered the floor for public comment.


There was a great deal of discussion on enforcement of the ordinance.  Mr. Bob Brown brought up the problem of identifying out of county residents.  Mr. Wayne Thomas suggested that a citizen could offer a violator’s tag number under sworn statement.  There was another suggestion of producing a videotape of violations taking place but then there was mention of the problem of determining the authenticity of the tape.  Tim Alcorn offered the idea of running a broadcast on the local radio stations warning potential violators that sheriff’s deputies would be available to enforce the Ordinance.


It was evident that many citizens were concerned that the Ordinance would not be enforced.  Mr. Sikes reported that he had been advised that Sheriff’s Deputies on duty would be available for enforcement, and initially, in order to get the Ordinance in motion, could be made available off duty at the rate of $12.00 per hour.  Many of those present were of the opinion that the county should not have to pay Sheriff’s Deputies extra wages to enforce the ordinance.  Mr. Sikes clarified that the on-duty Deputies would be available to enforce the ordinance, but in the beginning, if necessary, could be made available off duty as well at $12.00 per hour just long enough to get the spirit of the ordinance off the ground.


Chairman Roberson declared the public hearing closed.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board unanimously agreed to adopt the Ordinance on the Green Box Collection System.  (See Ordinance No. 95-03.)


Mr. Sikes asked the Board if they thought it was necessary to open the landfill on Saturdays.  Chairman Roberson answered that he felt like that was a good idea to open the landfill on Saturdays one-half or three-quarters of a day.


W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Courts advised the Board that the Fine and Forefeiture Fund balance is dangerously low and continuing to decrease.  Mr. Henderson explained that in the past he would borrow moneys from one fund with a generous balance and transfer them into another fund that was low and replace those moneys at a later date.  However, he continued, taking into consideration that the Clerk does not necessarily have the authority to make those transfers he requested approval by the Board for these transfers.  


The members of the Board recognized the impracticality of the Clerk having to come before the Board in a meeting each time he needed to transfer funds, however, they hesitated to give a blanket authority for these transfers.  Chairman Roberson suggested that the Clerk could come to the Chairman for approval each time these circumstances arise, and the Chairman could then consider approval on behalf of the Board.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Fowler, the Board unanimously agreed to designate Chairman Roberson to consider approval on behalf of the Board to Clerk Henderson for inter-departmental transfers when the need arises.


Clerk Henderson added that audit interviews are scheduled for Tuesday, April 11, 1995 beginning at 9:00 a.m.  It was then established that the Board would like the audit delivered as soon as possible and Clerk Henderson agreed to set it up.


The meeting was recessed until 1:30 P.M.

The meeting was called back to order by Chairman Roberson.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Udell, the Board unanimously approved payment of invoice batch no. 9500 176 through no. 9500 189 totaling $1,012,112.21.


Mr. Frank Koutnik and Mr. Eric Gentry of the Department of Community Affairs, Division of Emergency Management came before the Board to present a Public Official Conference pertaining to emergency support functions.


Mr. Koutnik began the presentation by stressing the importance of having individuals in the county who understand the Emergency Management process in order to receive the assistance to which the county is entitled in a disaster, such as a County Emergency Management Director.  He described some of the changes happening in disaster assistance, some of which stemmed from analyzing the handling of Hurricane Andrew, such as House Bill 911, which he described as “earmark and landmark legislation”.  Mr. Koutnik offered some statistics that were quite startling.  For example, in 1994 approximately one-half of the State of Florida was Presidentially declared a disaster area.  He cautioned the Board to examine Suwannee County’s potential for disaster.


Eric Gentry gave a narrative on the four phases of emergency management:  mitigation, preparedness, response and recovery, and described the assistance available on the local, State and Federal levels. One such program available is the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program, which provides 75/25 matching funds to eligible applicants to implement immediate and long-term hazard mitigation measures.  Commissioner Udell brought up the question of whether the Coliseum would be considered for a possible emergency shelter, and if so, would funds be available through the program for the much-needed roof repairs.  Another suggestion Commissioner Udell had for an emergency shelter was the new library facility.  


Mr. Gentry and Mr. Koutnik concluded their presentation by indicating that those ideas suggested by Commissioner Udell could be explored although it would be up to the discretion of the House of Appropriations.  Mr. Gentry stated that the competitive grant cycle opens in approximately one month and it takes about sixty days to get an answer back after a grant request has been submitted.

Chairman Roberson recessed for a break.
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2:15 P. M.


Chairman Roberson called the meeting back to order.


Commissioner Hillhouse brought up a proposed agreement regarding the Wellborn Volunteer Fire Department, however, it was the general consensus of the Board that more information would be needed and an agreement drawn up before further discussion.


Next, Commissioner Hillhouse presented a modified version of the proposal presented at the last meeting for refinancing of existing debts and financing of capital projects:


1.  Refinance existing jail and road debt of $5.1 million for 20 years, with an annual debt payment of $460,000.


2.  Borrow an additional $1.5 million for 20 years to finance:

In addition, this proposal would free up $470,000 annually of local gas tax. Commissioner Hillhouse pointed out the need to repave the roads as soon as possible in order to avoid further deterioration and subsequently, cost.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Udell, the Board unanimously approved the proposal for presentation to the financial advisor for his review and recommendations.


C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney informed the Board that while the two lawsuits regarding the Migrant Labor Facility were not settled during mediation, some issues were narrowed down.


Mr. Allen reported to the Board that he was advised just a few moments before that the main air conditioner in the Agricultural Center had given out.  It was then established that a call for bids would not be necessary in this instance because the repair is an emergency.  


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously authorized repairs to the air conditioner in the Agricultural Center.
