The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met in a regular meeting on the above date and the following commissioners were present:  Chairman Laure B.  Roberson, Jr., Ivie Fowler, Douglas M. Udell, J. D. Grinstead and Eddy Hillhouse.  Also present were C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney, and Jean M. Fieler, Deputy Clerk.


The first item on the agenda was approval of the minutes from the June 6, 9, and 20, 1995 Board meetings.  Chairman Roberson noted a correction on page 284 of the June 9, 1995 minutes:  “Chairman Roberson questioned Mr. Earley whether he was asked before the bids....”.  He stated that “before” should read “after”.  Next, on page 292, Commissioner Udell is indicated to have made both the motion and second regarding bond council for Suwannee County.  Jean M. Fieler, Deputy Clerk, responded that she consulted her notes from that meeting and that motion was made by Commissioner Fowler and seconded by Commissioner Udell.  Commissioner Fowler pointed out on page 270 that the motion made by Commissioner Udell to award the bid for waste tire disposal does not reflect a second nor a vote.  Ms. Fieler stated that she would have to get back to the Board on that one.  (Review of the notes from that meeting revealed that Commissioner Grinstead seconded that motion and it carried by unanimous vote.)


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the June 6, 9, and 20, 1995 Board meetings, subject to the aforementioned corrections.


Next on the agenda was Luanne Mixon, Administrative Services Director, to present the award for employee of the month to Rhonda Hollie of the building department. Ms. Hollie’s fellow employees described her as cheerful and always willing to help.  Her friendliness and helpful attitude work well with the public.  Ms. Hollie stated that she likes working with the public and is thankful for her job.  She continued that it is very enjoyable to be working with both her boss, Pat Sura, Building Inspector, and the County Coordinator, Edward L. Allen.


Murel McDonald, Emergency Services Director advised the Board that the county received one bid in response to the request for bids for a new ambulance.  He expressed that this bidder, First Response, Inc., has been the lowest bid in the past by at least $4,000 to $5,000 and recommended that the Board award the bid to them.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board unanimously approved Murel McDonald, Emergency Services Director’s request to award the bid for an ambulance to First Response, Inc. for $65,825.


J. Danny Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries requested approval of a sixty-day extension of the State Library Construction Grant, which, he explained, has been authorized by the State Library.  He proposed that the Board approve the sixty-day extension, which will extend through September 23, 1995, in order to firm up the plans before initiating the bidding process.  He stressed the county’s good fortune in obtaining this additional sixty days, in that the State Library usually only authorizes extensions up to 540 days from the date of the original agreement.


Sam Ferrari explained that the sixty-day extension is necessary because of the contractors’ need for water and sewer at the construction site.  Mr. Ferrari was hopeful the city will run water and sewer out to the site, however, it will take some time.  In addition, the plans are being firmed up in order to be in a better bidding position.  For example, approximately $30,000 to $40,000 has been cut from the overall cost due to some revisions to the drainage.  He anticipated that the bids will start coming in sometime in early September, which is actually better than the summer months because a lot of contractors will be on vacation.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously granted J. Danny Hales, Jr., Director of Library’s request to approve the sixty-day extension to the State Library Construction Project Agreement DLIS-94-8.  (See Agreement No. 95-23)


Chairman Roberson opened the floor for public comment.  There being no public comment at that time, Chairman Roberson closed the floor for public comment.


Chairman Roberson then recessed for a short break.

Chairman Roberson called the meeting back to order and offered the floor to George L. Burnham, Jr., Tax Collector, who requested approval of Recapitulation of the 1994 Suwannee County Tax Roll.  He explained that the county ended up receiving $11,541,138.39 from the 1994 tax roll.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously agreed to grant George L. Burnham, Jr., Tax Collector’s request to approve the Recapitulation of the 1994 Suwannee County Tax Roll.


W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Circuit Court requested approval of destruction of Clerk of Court and Board of County Commission records that have met their retention period.  He established that he does not need Board approval to destroy the Clerk’s records, only the Board of County Commission records.  He pointed out that the records disposition request has already been approved by the State.  Clerk Henderson stressed the urgent need for space and noted that the volume of the records is approximately thirty cubit feet.


C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney directed Clerk Henderson’s attention to the probate records on the request.  He asserted that probate records should be kept forever, and Clerk Henderson agreed that probate records do have a lifetime retention.  Clerk Henderson called Glenda B. Williams, Director of Records into the board room.  Ms. Williams explained that “Section D, Retention” on the records disposition request is filled out by the State, and apparently they indicated ten years next to Probate Case Files.  Mr. Lewis maintained that many titles to real estate are located in probate records and should not be destroyed.  Ms. Williams assured Mr. Lewis that the probate records being destroyed have been disposed for at least ten years and would not include probate files dealing with real estate.  She also pointed out that a director would have to review the file before it is destroyed.


Ms. Williams also addressed Chairman Roberson’s question regarding the date ranges from January 1, 1995 to December 31, 1995 on traffic infractions.  He wondered how those infractions could be destroyed if they have not yet been written.  Ms. Williams explained that the retention period for traffic infractions is sixty days from the date of disposition and those traffic infractions are pre-approved by the State.


Commissioner Udell also voiced concern over the destruction of probate files.  He advised that he occasionally utilizes them and asked the Clerk to keep them if possible.  Clerk Henderson agreed to retain the probate case files.


With the exception of the probate case files as agreed to by W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Circuit Court, Commissioner Udell motioned that pursuant to Florida Statute 28.31 the Board approve destruction of the records listed on the records disposition request, provided they have been approved by the State and they have met their retention guidelines.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Grinstead and carried unanimously.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Udell, the Board unanimously approved payment of invoice batch numbers 9500268 and 9500283 totaling $1,589,989.98.


Chairman Roberson announced that there will be a workshop beginning at 1:30 p.m. on this date in the Commissioner’s Room on the 1994-95 budget and 1993-94 audit.  Accordingly, Chairman Roberson then recessed the meeting until 1:30 p.m.
