The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met in an emergency meeting on the above date and the following commissioners were present:  Chairman Laure B.  Roberson, Jr., Ivie Fowler, Douglas M. Udell, J. D. Grinstead and Eddy Hillhouse.  Also present were C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney, and Jean M. Fieler, Deputy Clerk.


Chairman Roberson expressed his concern that the Board's act of setting the millage rate at 9.050 from 9.136 may jeopardize the county's attempt to qualify with the State for indigent relief regarding funding on the cleanup involved with the gasoline leak in the county tank located at the road department.  He asked the Board to consider placing the millage rate back up to 9.136.


T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director echoed Chairman Roberson's concern.  He pointed out that if you ask the State for indigent status and then turn around and lower the millage rate, the State may determine that you do not need the funding.


Commissioner Hillhouse noted that if the county's indigent status would be compromised by reducing the millage rate, then the county has already compromised their position by demonstrating that they have the ability to borrow $800,000 for the library project.


After a lengthy discussion, the general contention was to keep the millage rate at 9.050.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board unanimously agreed to adjourn the emergency meeting.
