The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met in a regular meeting on the above date and the following commissioners were present:  Chairman Laure B. Roberson, Jr., Ivie Fowler, Douglas M. Udell, J. D. Grinstead and Eddy Hillhouse.  Also present were C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney, and Jean M. Fieler, Deputy Clerk.


The meeting was opened with prayer by Edward L. Allen and pledge of allegiance to the American flag.


The first item on the agenda was consideration of approval of the minutes of July 25 and August 1, 3 and 7, 1995 Board meetings.  Commissioner Udell had a question regarding the Sheriff's response to his question as to whether or not the Sheriff would be willing to patrol the interstate.  (The response, located on page 461, is correct as it stands:  “...if that is what the Board instructed him to do...”).

Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Udell, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the July 25 and August 1, 3 and 7, 1995 Board meetings, subject to confirmation of the Sheriff's response to Commissioner Udell's question, located on page 461:  “if that is what the Board instructed him to do...".  (Jean M. Fieler, Deputy Clerk reviewed her notes and the cassette tape for that meeting and confirmed that the text was consistent with the Sheriff’s statement.)

Next, Chairman Roberson presented a plaque to Wilbur Harrington honoring him upon his retirement after twenty-three years of service in Suwannee County's Public Works Department.


Mr. Harrington commended the current Board of County Commissioners on being the best the county has ever had.  He thanked his department head, T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director and the Board for the recognition.


Luanne Mixon, Administrative Services Director presented an award to the employee of the month, Kevin Evans, of the Suwannee River Regional Library.  His fellow employees described him as friendly to everyone in the workplace, as well as the public.  In addition, if you want the job done well, he is the capable of doing it.


Keith Daniels of Daniels Funeral Home was present to discuss the Board's new fees for pauper burials and transportation of remains to the Medical Examiners office.


Mr. Daniels voiced his concern that the decision to set the fees was set without the input of the local funeral directors.  He had several suggestions for the Board.  First of all, he felt that it would be beneficial if local funeral directors could come to an agreement on the fees.  Other alternatives included having the Suwannee County EMS handle the remains, bid the service out, or just stay with the current fee of $150.  In any event, he urged the Board to allow the local funeral directors to offer their input.


Mr. Daniels pointed out that delivering the remains to the Medical Examiner requires two employees, and at least five hours of time.  On occasion, the remains have to be left at the Medical Examiner's office and then picked up later, which is two round trips.  In addition, while those two employees are delivering the remains they must be replaced back at the funeral home.


The Board was in agreement that they and the local funeral directors need to get together to further discuss the fees.  Chairman Roberson offered to meet with the directors on behalf of the Board.  Accordingly, he tabled this matter.


James Dees of the Florida Department of Transportation presented the Tentative Five Year Work Program for Fiscal Years 1996-97 through 2000-01.


He reminded the Board the deadline for submission of the letter listing Suwannee County's road project priorities is September 25, 1995.


Chairman Roberson took the opportunity to go over several priorities:  lighting at the intersection of Highway 129 and Interstate 10 and State Road 136 and Interstate 75; and widening to four lanes Highway 129 for approximately one mile heading North past Interstate 10.


Mr. Dees explained that it is difficult to find money for lighting at this time, however, he would certainly look into that possibility.  As for widening Highway 129, a study would have to be conducted to determine the need to widen the highway and to identify any environmental problems that might be involved with such a project.  He felt sure that construction would not happen within this five-year program but he would at least try to set the preliminary phases into motion.


He did mention that turn lanes could possibly be added to the existing roads if a large business locates out that way.


Commissioner Fowler mentioned the problem out at County Road 250.  He felt that since County Road 250 connected two State Roads, 51 and 53, and once was a State Road, it should be eligible for resurfacing under the program.  He strongly urged Mr. Dees to look into helping the county resurface County Road 250.


Mr. Dees explained that County Road 250 is eligible for Federal funds, and he would look at the possibility of programming that project.  He cautioned that the funds are minimal and are obtained on a competitive basis between eighteen counties.  He reminded the Board that Suwannee County has already received some of those moneys for the project out on County Road 236.


Commissioner Grinstead asked Mr. Dees to explain the figures and dates located on the five-year work program regarding the Suwannee River Greenway.  Mr. Dees pointed out that the Suwannee River Greenway is an expensive project, which is why it is being scheduled toward the end of the project.  The funds, called "enhancement money" is to be used throughout eighteen counties, and Suwannee County's share is based on population:  $50,000 to $60,000.  He remarked that these funds may not be enough to finish the project, but on the plus side, not all counties ask for these dollars so there may be some more dollars that may come available.


Some of the main projects mentioned by Mr. Dees include the resurfacing of U.S. Highway 90 from the Madison County line to the West city limits of Live Oak, the turn lanes at Highway 129 North at Palm Avenue, the widening and resurfacing of 136 between Live Oak and Interstate 75, the replacement of the bridge on County Road 250, and six-laning Interstate 75 in Suwannee County.


Myron Holmes, City Administrator mentioned that he has been in contact with the Department of Transportation regarding a roundabout at the five points intersection, which includes State Road 51.


Mr. Dees, in response to a question by Dean Papapetrou, Chairman of the Tourist Development Council, stated that the cost Highway 129 and Interstate 10 and State Road 136 and Interstate 75 would be between approximately $75,000 and $100,000.


Jimmy Jones of Alltel Florida, Inc. communicated to the Board that he has heard the county is considering buying a new telephone system, or enhancing the current system.  He explained a little bit about the current system and assured the Board that he is always available to serve their telephone needs.  Mr. Jones stated that although he is not aware of a problem with the current system, Alltel can certainly fix it if there is.  Furthermore, if the county is seeking a newer system, Alltel will be glad to talk to the county about it.


Chairman Roberson clarified that the county is looking for a system that will control the abuse of the telephones.  Mr. Jones felt confident that Alltel could offer a system to suit the county's needs.  The Chairman assured Mr. Jones that the Board would get a letter out to Alltel with a date to come back before the Board with a proposal.


Luanne Mixon, Administration Services Director presented a proposed safety program guide.  She reported that the county currently follows several safety practices that have been included in the proposed plan, as evidenced by the county's current loss ratio of 10%.


Ms. Mixon introduced Lee McGriff and Trevor Hickman of the Employee Awareness and Incentive Program.  Mr. McGriff addressed the Board regarding the incentive program.  He stressed that making the program tangible to the people working for the county from day to day is an essential factor in the safety program's success.  


Mr. McGriff explained the incentive program:  Each department would receive a percentage of the incentive based upon the percentage of that department's insurance premium.  The incentive could then be used any way the Board sees fit, such as an employee bar-b-que or a bonus check for each employee.  Mr. McGriff stressed that when you share with people, you get it back ten times over.


W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of the Court pointed out that the white-collar worker's impact on the safety program due to the low risk nature of their work.  Although they have a very low risk factor, the percentage of incentive they would get back would be low because the white-collar county employees are so few in number.


Mr. McGriff explained that relative to the blue-collar workers, the white-collar premium dollars are dramatically less.  


Upon a motion by Commissioner Hillhouse and second by Commissioner Fowler, the Board unanimously approved the safety program guide as presented by Luanne Mixon, Administrative Services Director, with the exception of section seven.


Chairman Roberson recessed for a break.

Chairman Roberson called the meeting back to order and announced a public hearing to consider adoption of an ordinance providing for ex-parte communication with local public officials.


C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney read the ordinance aloud.


Chairman Roberson opened the public hearing.  There being no comment from anyone present, the Chairman then closed the public hearing.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously adopted an ordinance providing for ex-parte communication to local public officials.  (See Ordinance No. 95-10)


The next item on the agenda was the opening of bids received for the wells at fourteen solid waste collection centers.  The bids were opened and read aloud by Jean M. Fieler, Deputy Clerk, as follows:  

D. P. Well Drilling and Geological Consulting, Inc., Route 2, Box 1936, Live Oak, Florida  32060:  per unit $2,650, drilling $7.00 per foot, 4" casing $4.00 per foot, 1" pipe $1.00 per foot;

GZA Drilling, Inc., William G. Toomer, Manager, 7257 N.W. 4th Boulevard, #2, Gainesville, Florida  32707:  per unit $3,439, drilling $12.00 per foot, 4" casing $9.50 per foot, 1" casing, $3.50 per foot; and

CUIDI, Inc. d/b/a Citrus Well Drilling, Post Office Box 369, Hernando, Florida  34442:  per unit $3,885, drilling $5.50 per foot, 4" casing $8.25 per foot, 1" casing $2.50 per foot.


C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney asked if the bid specifications required performance bonds.  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director responded that the specifications did not require a bond although the bidders are required to be licensed.


In response to Mr. Lewis' next question, Mr. Sikes explained that the specifications did require grouting for the wells.  Mr. Lewis remarked that grouting has recently almost doubled the price of well installation.


Chairman Roberson tabled the announcement of the apparent low bidder until Mr. Sikes has had the opportunity to determine if the bids meet the specifications.


Greg Scott, Live Oak/Suwannee County Recreation Department Director requested approval of an agreement with the Department of Environmental Protection for a Florida Recreation Development Assistance Program Grant.  He described it as a $100,000 matching grant that will cover such things as fields, fitness trails, volleyball courts, restrooms and parking.  Mr. Scott also informed the Board that the $100,000 match is in the bank.  


Mr. Scott concluded his presentation by expressing his graditude to Representative Randy Mackey for his leadership and contribution toward this grant.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Grinstead and second by Commissioner Udell, the Board unanimously granted Greg Scott, Live Oak/Suwannee County Recreation Department Director's request for approval of the agreement with the Department of Environmental Protection for a Florida Recreation Development Assistance Program Grant in the amount of $100,000.  (See Agreement No. 95-29)

Chairman Roberson referenced a previous request by Eva Moses to sell boiled peanuts at Little River Springs and recommended that a response to Ms. Moses' request be delayed until such time as the purchase of the land around Little River Springs is completed.  At that time, the Chairman continued, the Board could consider a lease agreement with prospective venders with a portion of the proceeds going to the Recreation Department.  In addition, Chairman Roberson suggested that one of the requirements of the lease be that the vender keep the area around the springs cleaned up.


Mr. Scott reported that he has just returned from a seminar where he learned some other ways to generate some dollars for the Recreation Department, such as scuba diving and canoe rentals.  


Murel McDonald, Emergency Services Director requested the Board's approval of a grant application to the Department of Health and Rehabilitative Services/Office of Emergency Medical Services for a 100% funded, EMS County Grant for approximately $13,000.  The grant moneys will be used to purchase a new extrication unit consisting of a spreader unit and cutter unit, a specialized hose for the county fire department's use, a new stretcher, cardiopulmonary resuscitative training equipment, and a satellite system for the new station.  


Mr. McDonald further requested that the Board adopt a resolution stating that the grant funds will not supplant existing county EMS budget allocations.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board unanimously granted the request of Murel McDonald, Emergency Services Director to approve a grant application to the Department of Health and Rehabilitative Services/Office of Emergency Medical Services for an EMS County Grant.  (See Agreement No. 95-31)


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Fowler, the Board unanimously granted Murel McDonald, Emergency Services Director's request to adopt a resolution stating that the EMS County grant funds will not supplant existing county EMS budget allocations.  (See Resolution No. 95-32)


Murel McDonald Emergency Services Director requested the Board's approval of an Emergency Management Participation Agreement Grant, which are the funds received through the Department of Community Affairs, Division of Emergency Management to fund the emergency management program, including the salaries of two employees.  He informed the Board that the grant is a $3,000 matching grant.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board unanimously approved the request by Murel McDonald, Emergency Services Director to approve the Emergency Management Participation Agreement Grant, which is a $3,000 matching grant.  (See Agreement No. 95-30)

Mr. McDonald then requested authorization to rent property from Mrs. Merle Jernigan at the rate of $400 per month to be used for temporary housing for the Live Oak EMS Station.  


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously approved the request by Murel McDonald, Emergency Services Director to rent property from Merle Jernigan for $400 per month as temporary housing for the Live Oak EMS Station.

Before Mr. McDonald left the podium, Commissioner Udell asked him what, if anything, could be done about certain individuals using/abusing the ambulance service for transportation rather than emergencies.  Mr. McDonald agreed that it was a problem, however, he was not sure how to resolve it.  He referenced an instance that was taken to the State Attorney's office for action, however, the State Attorney's office would not prosecute.  He indicated he would talk to the Sheriff about the possibility of filing misdemeanor charges against those individuals calling 911 in non-emergency situations.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously appointed Reverend C. C. Curry and Chestine Curry to the Suwannee County Historical Commission, each to three year terms.


Next item on the agenda was consideration of extending the option to December 7, 1995 for the purchase of property from William Kenneth Daughtry for the proposed prison site.  Chairman Roberson stated that this extension is the final extension, and the current option expires on September 7, 1995.


Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Lewis to update the Board on the status of the prison situation.  Mr. Lewis reported that the county has prevailed each step of the way, and the case is now before the District Court of Appeal.  The other side is in the process of preparing and filing their brief, at which time the county will respond.  If the county is successful, then the county will have to ask for a special exception before the Board of Adjustments, at which time the opposing side can again appeal.


Responding to questions by the Board, Mr. Lewis clarified that this matter is not final until the First District Court of Appeal rules.  


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Fowler, the Board agreed to extend the option agreement in the amount of $2,000 with William Kenneth Daughtry for the purchase of land for the proposed prison site.  Motion was carried in a four to one vote with Commissioner Grinstead opposed.


Edward L. Allen, County Coordinator conveyed that the First District Court of Appeal informed him that the county could go ahead with the special exception process before the decision of the First District Court of Appeal.  Mr. Lewis disagreed and again reiterated that the decision is not final until the First District Court of Appeal rules.  At Mr. Allen’s request, Mr. Lewis agreed to contact the attorney for the Department of Community Affairs to confirm.

Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Fowler, the Board approved the amendment to the option agreement with William Kenneth Daughtry for the purchase of land for the proposed prison site to extend the lease for a period of one year in four additional quarter-annual installments.  Motion was carried in a four to one vote with Commissioner Grinstead opposed.


Edward L. Allen, County Coordinator referenced F.S. 633.025 and informed the Board that the county is required to adopt a fire code and the National Fire Protection Association Life Safety Code.  He recommended that the Board adopt the 1994 Standard Fire Code and the 1994 National Fire Protection Association Life Safety Code 101, with the following change:  In Appendix "D", Qualifications, the code requires that the fire inspector have ten years' experience.  He suggested instead that the Board would want to set their own qualifications for the county fire inspector.

The Board authorized Edward L. Allen, County Coordinator to proceed with the drafting of the necessary document involved in adopting the 1994 Standard Fire Code and the 1994 National Fire Protection Association Life Safety Code 101, with the recommended change in Appendix "D", Qualifications, that the Board set their own qualifications for the Suwannee County fire inspector.  

Chairman Roberson opened the floor to public comment.  There being no public comment at that time, Chairman Roberson closed the floor to public comment.


Mr. Allen again approached the podium; this time to request guidance on the disposal of the old EMS building.  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director expressed an interest in the building for the landfill.  Mr. Allen reported that Paul Dial of the Suwannee County Maintenance Department has indicated that the building would not withstand a relocation.  Mr. Sikes voiced that he would still like the opportunity to look into the possibility of moving the building to the landfill.  It was the general contention of the Board that Mr. Sikes have that opportunity.


Mr. Allen then informed the Board that he is in the process of preparing a draft of the proposed changes in Suwannee County's Comprehensive Plan and Land Development Regulations.  He also asked the Board to let him know as soon as possible of any changes they may have in mind.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Grinstead and second by Commissioner Udell, the Board unanimously granted approval of the final draft of the specifications for the solid waste collection centers presented by T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, and further authorized him to advertise for bids.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board unanimously approved the bid specifications for utility poles at fourteen solid waste collection sites submitted by T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, and further authorized him to advertise for bids.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Hillhouse and second by Commissioner Udell, the Board unanimously approved the job description for Collection Site Attendants at the solid waste collection sites submitted by T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director.


Chairman Roberson asked Mr. Sikes how the county was planning to handle the recyclable items.  At this time, Mr. Sikes explained, the county stockpiles recyclables and has someone else haul it off at a break-even basis for the county.  He indicated that he would have to see how much recyclable material will be collected at the collection sites before he can determine how the county will handle it.  


W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of the Courts was next on the agenda to discuss several matters, beginning with the county's investment policy.  He informed the Board that the law requires that the Board have investment policies.  Clerk Henderson explained what is expected of the county in their investment policies according to Florida Statute.


He reviewed the investment policies currently utilized by the county, which stay within the guidelines set forth in the Statutes.  Clerk Henderson reported that the investment committee meets on a thirty day schedule, with the members of the committee including E. Dianne Herring, Director of Finance, Janet Crawford, and Clerk Henderson.  Also, Commissioner Hillhouse and representatives from the public have also been invited to the meetings.


Clerk Henderson stressed that the investments being utilized are safe investments, based upon the "SLY" policy:  Security, Liquidity, and Yield.


The Board felt confident that the current investment policies were satisfactory.


Clerk Henderson moved on to the issue of a telephone policy for the county.  He pointed out that he cannot say the phone system is being abused at present, because there is no telephone policy being implemented at this time.  He offered to write a telephone policy.


He also clarified that he did contact Alltel regarding the situation with the long-distance program, and they indicated that they can block long distance calls from being made from county lines.  It was agreed that Clerk Henderson would write a letter to the department heads requesting their input on which telephones should be authorized for long distance.  He did stress that this is not a permanent solution to the problem, only a temporary fix until such time as the Board makes a decision on the long distance carrier.


Clerk Henderson requested the Board's approval to purchase a microphone for use in the Commission Room at a cost of $205 from the Music Center.  Chairman Roberson suggested that the Clerk investigate the possibility of a package deal on microphones.  Clerk Henderson agreed to look into it.


Clerk Henderson requested approval to advertise the following budget amendments for fiscal year 1994-95, fine and forfeiture fund:  Transfer out to Sheriff in the amount of $57,776 and transfer out to Clerk in the amount of $12,500.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Udell, the Board unanimously approved advertising to hold a public hearing to amend the budget for fiscal year 1994-95 in the fine and forfeiture fund in the amount of $70,276.

Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Fowler, the Board unanimously approved advertising to hold a public hearing to amend the budget for fiscal year 1994-95 in the road improvement debt service fund in the amount of $117,165.


Chairman Roberson recessed for a break.

Chairman Roberson called the meeting back to order.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Grinstead and second by Commissioner Fowler, the Board unanimously approved payment of invoice batch numbers 9500322 through 9500345 totaling $995,859.08.  Commissioner Udell abstained from voting because this batch contains an invoice submitted by him for services rendered as a funeral director.


Chairman Roberson had some other business to bring before the Board.  First, he reported that he was contacted by Levis Lawson with a request to consider lifting the restrictions on subdivisions requiring paving as opposed to limerock.  Mr. Lawson would like to be able to put six inches of limerock twelve inches down and mix it together to stabilize the road.


It was the general contention of the Board that the restriction requiring paved roads in subdivisions remain in place.


Next, Chairman Roberson touched base with Mr. Lewis regarding some the State ordinances covering the problem of unsupervised dogs running loose.  Mr. Lewis reported that he has tentatively researched that topic and there are currently several ordinances in place.  However, those ordinances do involve creating a position of “animal control officer”.  Mr. Lewis stressed that he has not had sufficient time to digest the Statutes.


Mr. Allen cautioned that Hardee County has just budgeted $124,000 toward the implementation of an animal control program.


Mr. Lewis added that the owner of a dog still has personal liability for their dog, even without an animal control officer.


The Board then appointed three members to the Value Adjustment Board:  Chairman Roberson and Commissioners Udell and Hillhouse.  The hearing of the Value Adjustment Board was set for Tuesday, September 26, 1995 at 9:00 a.m.


Chairman Roberson referenced a letter he received from Clerk Henderson implementing a new policy for approval of the minutes.  The policy involved the Board reviewing a preliminary draft of the minutes and any changes or additions to the minutes would be presented in the final draft of the minutes at the next regular meeting.  It was the consensus of the Board that the minutes of the previous meeting would continue to be presented and approved in final form at the next regular meeting. 


The Board then entered into a lengthy discussion regarding salary increases for county employees.  Chairman Roberson advised the Board that E. Dianne Herring, Director of Finance indicated that the budget would allow for a 2% increase for county employees, excluding the department heads and supervisors.  Commissioner Udell was opposed to a 2% across the board raise, because the higher paid people would get a large raise and the lower paid people would get a significantly lesser raise.  Commissioner Fowler agreed with Commissioner Udell, and pointed out that 2% is not even a cost of living raise.  He suggested instead a .20SYMBOL 203 \f "Symbol" raise for each employee, because it costs the lower paid employees the same amount of money for a loaf of bread that it costs the higher paid employees.  Commissioner Hillhouse suggested basing the percentage on an average of the employee's salaries.


Chairman Roberson tabled this issue.


Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Lewis if an individual member of the Board would have any personal liability in reference to ex-parte communication.  Mr. Lewis stressed that any ex-parte communication must be fully disclosed at the quasi-judicial proceedings.  If a member of the Board fails to disclose, they may be subject to removal.  He strongly cautioned the Board members that they must disclose any type of communication at the hearing, including telephone conversations and written communication, and urged the Board members to act in good faith at all times.


Commissioner Udell recommended Tommy Jefferson for membership on the Zoning Board in light of Keith Mixon's resignation.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously approved Tommy Jefferson to serve as a member of the Zoning Board.


John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries requested approval of an Amendment to Agreement for Reimbursement between Dixie and Suwannee Counties pertaining to the new regional library system.  It was established that the amendment was approved at an earlier meeting, and at that time, Chairman Roberson was authorized to sign the amendment on behalf of the Board of County Commissioners.  (See Agreement No. 95-32)


Mr. Hales then presented a Long Range Plan and Policies for the Suwannee River Regional Library for the State Aid Grant.  He explained that unlike in the past, this plan is now required to be adopted by the Board.  He explained that he would present the final draft at the next meeting after the Board has had the opportunity to review it and offer any input.


Mr. Hales described the library as a popular materials library and a door to children's learning.  Some of the many features covered in the plan are talking books and involvement with Internet.


Mr. Hales recommended the library continue with it's current policy of accepting several different forms of identification and proof of residency from potential patrons of the library to avoid excluding people because they do not have a driver's license or voter's registration card. 


Mr. Hales informed the Board that the final draft will contain two additional pages covering a meeting room policy and a donation policy.  He explained that the library needs to be able to control the material they are required to accept.


The Board thanked Mr. Hales for his presentation.  Before Mr. Hales left the podium, Chairman Roberson asked for an update on the time capsule.  Mr. Hales reported that he has located two companies that manufacture time capsules, and for a large capsule (1'x1'x2') the cost is just over $1,000.  Commissioner Udell offered to look into time capsule at a lower cost.


Chairman Roberson announced that Mr. Lewis completed the drug free policy for Suwannee County, and suggested that the Board members review it and be prepared for further discussion at the next regular Board meeting.


Chairman Roberson recessed for a break.

Chairman Roberson called the meeting back to order. 


Ms. Herring set forth several proposals regarding salary increases for county employees.  The Commissioners thoroughly discussed the possibility of across the Board raises, percentage raises, percentage raises based on an average of the employees' salaries, or an increase in the form of a lump-sum payment.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Grinstead and second by Commissioner Udell, the Board unanimously approved an across the board raise of 17SYMBOL 203 \f "Symbol" per hour to county employees for fiscal year 1995-96.
