The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met in a budget hearing on the above date and the following commissioners were present:  Chairman Laure B.  Roberson, Jr., Ivie Fowler, Douglas M. Udell, J. D. Grinstead and Eddy Hillhouse.  Also present was Jean M. Fieler, Deputy Clerk.

Chairman Roberson announced that the purpose of the meeting was to adopt the tentative budget and millage rate for fiscal year 1995-96.


Chairman Roberson read aloud the total budget for fiscal year 1995-96 of $40,534,196:


General revenue fund-$4,666,465, hospital revenue budget proposal for the hospital investment fund-$996,852, 911 fund budget request-$101,042, fine and forfeiture fund-$4,061,256, State Attorney's fund-$96,483, municipal services fund-$296,852, law enforcement trust fund-$1,650,067, narcotics control grant fund-$60,979, EMS grant fund-$17,000, emergency management grant fund-$91,035, law enforcement education fund-$6,200, tourist development tax fund-$81,500, road and bridge fund-$2,705,231, solid waste management grant fund-$196,939, Staples family park fund-$0.00, rails to trails fund-$125,000, library fund-$1,425,500, recreation fund-$243,368, sports complex fund-$230,821, recreation improvement grant-$50,000, SHIP fund-$250,000, criminal justice trust fund-$36,800, CBGD-$0.00, road improvement debt service-$2,817,812, landfill debt service-$407,800, jail project debt service-$2,726,611, 1995 sales tax bond issue debt service-$605,072, landfill closure fund-$3,016,209, collection site construction fund-$470,900, airport improvement grant fund-$890,000, infrastructure surtax project-$2,165,000, ADA compliance renovations-$7,517,000, library construction fund-$1,475,300, fire protection fund-$304,589, landfill management escrow-$252,535, solid waste collection fund-$646,927, and solid waste disposal-$1,536,904.


Chairman Roberson opened the floor to public comment.


Jack Moody had some questions regarding the debt services that were answered to Mr. Moody's satisfaction.


The Chairman then moved on the Supervisor of Election's budget request-$155,697, Property Appraiser-$417,139, Clerk of Court out of fine and forfeiture-$166,827, Clerk of Court out of general fund-$177,265, with the total budget for the Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners being $40,534,196.


Chairman Roberson then announced the tentative millage rate at 9.050.


There being no public comment at that time, Chairman Roberson closed the public hearing.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board gave approval to the tentative budget for fiscal year 1995-96 in the amount of $40,534,196.  Motion carried in a three to two vote with Commissioners Fowler and Hillhouse opposed.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board approved a tentative millage rate of 9.050 for fiscal year 1995-96.  Motion carried in a three to two vote with Chairman Roberson and Commissioner Grinstead opposed.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Grinstead and second by Commissioner Fowler, the Board unanimously adjourned the meeting.
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
