The Value Adjustment Board of Suwannee County met on the above date, and the following members were present:  Chairman Laure B. Roberson, Jr., County Commissioner Ivie Fowler, School Board Member Jessie Philpot, School Board Member Bill Howard and County Commissioner J. D. Grinstead.  Also present were C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney, and Bennice C. Wolfe, Deputy Clerk.


The recessed meeting was called back to order by Chairman Roberson, who announced that the purpose of the meeting was to review the decisions prepared by County Attorney, Dean Lewis, regarding the petitions filed with the Value Adjustment Board.


Mr. Lewis advised that he had prepared the proposed decisions and mailed copies to members of the Value Adjustment Board for review, in advance of today’s meeting.  Mr. Lewis stated that, subsequent to a call from Chairman Roberson regarding the vote on Petition No. 1, he had redrafted the decision to record a vote of  3 - 2 in favor of granting the relief requested, rather than a unanimous decision, as stated in the original draft.


Chairman Roberson questioned whether or not Mr. Lewis had reviewed the decision pertaining to Petition No. 6.  Mr. Lewis stated that he had reviewed the decision and felt that no revision was necessary.  Upon questioning, the members of the Board indicated that they had no objections to or questions regarding the decisions as prepared.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by School Board Member Howard, the Value Adjustment Board unanimously voted to approve and adopt the decisions pertaining to Petitions No. 1 through 22, excepting only Petition No. 18, which was withdrawn by the petitioner at the hearing.


Mr. Lewis then instructed the members of the Board to sign each of the original decisions, and directed the Clerk’s office to prepare copies to be mailed to the individual petitioners.   Each decision was then signed by the members of the Value Adjustment Board.


Linda Vought identified herself and stated that she is employed at the Property Appraiser’s office in Suwannee County, Florida. Mrs. Vought stated that Certificates of the Value Adjustment Board are required showing any value adjustments made by the Board for Real Estate or Tangible Personal Property.


Mrs. Vought reported that no value action was taken by the Board affecting the Tangible Personal Property, leaving a Tangible Personal Property Assessment Roll of $130,841,174, as submitted by the Property Appraiser in July, 1994.


Mrs. Vought stated that the total Real Estate Assessment submitted by the Property Appraiser was $374,059,920.   A net change in taxable value due to actions by the Board, Mrs. Vought stated, totaled $11,300, leaving a total Taxable Value of Real Estate of  $374,048,620. 


Mr. Lewis presented the signed decisions to the Chairman, instructing that the originals should be filed as a part of these proceedings, and the Clerk’s office should mail a copy of the appropriate decision to the petitioner in each case.


The signed Certificates of the Value Adjustment Board on Real Property and Tangible Personal Property were also presented by Mr. Lewis to the Chairman, with instruction that they were to be delivered to the Property Appraiser.


Mr. Lewis then advised that the business of the 1994 Value Adjustment Board was now concluded.


Chairman Roberson thanked the members who served on the Board this year stating that he thought they had done a good job in justifying the action taken.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by School Board Member Howard, the Board unanimously voted to adjourn the meeting.
