The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met in a regular meeting on the above date, and the following commissioners were present:  Chairman W. W. Jernigan, Ivie Fowler, Elliott E. Scott, J. D. Grinstead and Laure B. Roberson, Jr.  Also present were C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney, and Bennice C. Wolfe, Deputy Clerk.


The meeting opened with prayer by Garry Ferrell, and the pledge to the American flag.


Chairman Jernigan announced the addition of items to the agenda that were received after the agenda had been completed, but need to be addressed before the next Board meeting.  Chairman Jernigan also advised that item number three on the agenda, pertaining to the contract for the three-county organization of the library, would be tabled, as Danny Hales, Director of Libraries, was unable to attend the meeting due to illness.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Scott, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the October 11 and 18, 1994 Board meetings.


Sheriff Robert Leonard requested the Board’s approval of a transfer of $10,000 from the Law Enforcement Trust Fund to the PAL program.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Scott and second by Commissioner Roberson, the Board unanimously approved transfer of $10,000 from the Law Enforcement Trust Fund to the PAL program.

Sheriff Leonard  expressed his appreciation to the Board.  


Edward L. Allen, County Coordinator, presented the employee of the month award for September, 1994 to Lewis S. “Steve” Sharpless.  Mr. Sharpless has been an employee in the Maintenance Department since April, 1984.  Mr. Allen commended Mr. Sharpless for the friendly, courteous manner in which he handles his job.  


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and  second by Commissioner Scott, the Board unanimously approved declaring a GE refrigerator as surplus property, as requested by Tax Collector, George L. Burnham, Jr.                          


County Coordinator, Edward L. Allen, requested that the Board approve a contract with North Central Florida Regional Planning Council to provide annual monitoring service of hazardous waste generators for 1994-95.   Mr. Allen stated that this is a separate agreement that is sent to the county each year. 


Commissioner Roberson made a motion to approve the contract with North  Central Florida Regional Planning Council to provide annual monitoring service of hazardous waste generators for the Fiscal Year 1994-95.  Commissioner Grinstead seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 94-47).

Mr. Allen requested that the Board consider final plat approval of Suwanwood Subdivision, stating that a utility easement had been omitted from the plat, but has since been added, and a concurrency assessment completed.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Scott and  second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously granted final plat approval of Suwanwood Subdivision. 


Mr. Allen advised the Board that the 1994 Florida Legislature enacted a law which allows a reduction in permit processing fees for water management for counties with a population of 50,000 or less.  Mr. Allen stated that the factors that Suwannee County is using are: that the per capita taxable value is less that the statewide average, and the percentage of assessed property values exempt from ad valorem taxes is higher.   Mr. Allen asked that the Board adopt a resolution requesting the Suwannee River Water Management District to reduce the permit fees based on the aforementioned factors. 


Commissioner Roberson made a motion to adopt a resolution requesting Suwannee River Water Management District to reduce permit fees.  Commissioner Grinstead seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 94-44). 


 The Board considered adopting a resolution to amend the following budgets to include unanticipated revenues for Fiscal Year 1993-94.    Mr. Allen stated that the budget changes reflect monies received from unanticipated sources, for a particular purpose,  causing the specified fund to be in excess of the advertised budget.  The funds are as follows:

Upon a motion by Commissioner Scott and a second by Commissioner Fowler, the Board unanimously adopted a resolution amending the aforementioned budgets to include unanticipated revenues for Fiscal Year 1993-94.  (See Resolution No. 94-45). 


Tim Alcorn stated that he had read the proposed Interlocal Agreement between Suwannee County and the  Development Authority pertaining to the Spirit of the Suwannee Park, and clarified that the intention of the Development Authority was to request that the county’s one-half of the lease payment for one year be postponed and added to the county’s equity when the property is sold, rather than postponement of the payment until  October, along with the 1995 payment, as stated in the proposed agreement.  C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney, said that it was his  understanding that the payment due Suwannee County on October 1, 1994 was to be postponed for one year, and, if necessary, the issue could be discussed again next year, however, Mr. Lewis stated that he could revise the agreement if that was the desire of the Board.


After some discussion, Commissioner Scott made a motion to execute the interlocal agreement with the Development Authority pertaining to the extension of the 1994 lease payment of the Spirit of the Suwannee Park, contingent upon the changes as discussed.   The motion was seconded by Commissioner Roberson.  Motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 94-48). 


Mr. Allen advised the Board  that the Town of Branford is requesting that the county assume the responsibility of issuing building code applications and permits, and performing inspections for the Branford area, as the Town of Branford does not have personnel on staff who meet the state certification requirements.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Roberson and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously authorized the chairman to execute an interlocal agreement with the Town of Branford, pertaining to permitting and building inspections by the county for the Town of Branford.  (See Agreement No. 94-49).


Mr. Allen reminded the Board that several years ago the Master Plan for the airport had to be updated, and DOT provided a grant to pay 90 percent of the cost  for the update.  Mr. Allen stated that last year, when the decision was made to add a fire station facility at the airport, the Master Plan had to be modified, and he requested that DOT pay 90 percent of that cost.  DOT agreed, the modifications were made, at a cost of $1,500, and now it is time to approve a Supplemental Joint Agreement with the Department of Transportation,  Mr. Allen stated. 
  


Commissioner Roberson made a motion to approve the Supplemental Joint Participation Agreement with the Department of Transportation, to provide additional state funding for amendment of the Airport Master Plan, to include a  fire/rescue station, and to adopt a resolution authorizing the chairman to execute the agreement.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Grinstead.  Motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 94-50 and Resolution No. 94-46). 


W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Court, was present to discuss line item budget amendments for Circuit Court fees.  Mr. Henderson explained to the Board that the new supervisor of the courts division thought that, when transactions were entered into the new computer system, both revenues and expenses were automated, but actually only the revenues were entered.  Mr. Henderson said that the misunderstanding necessitated  expenses being billed by hand for an eleven month billing at once.  Mr. Henderson assured the Board that, from this point forward, billing would be done monthly.

The commissioners discussed the likelihood of a shortfall and asked the Clerk for direction.  Mr. Henderson said that it would be best to wait until the end of the 1994-95 Fiscal Year to amend the budget, and explained that the commissioners did not see the figures because they were not billed out and, if they had been, then more money could have been budgeted. 


Commissioner Roberson suggested closer monitoring of the line item budgets and asked when the budget would be amended to adjust for the shortfall. 


Mr. Henderson reminded the Board that several months ago he asked the Board to send out a memo to each department asking them to hold back on their spending.    Mr. Henderson said that because the Board neglected to do this, finance is posting more bills in the month of October than has ever been done.   Mr. Henderson said that, because the bills continue to come in, the  balance keeps changing.  For this reason, Mr. Henderson said that it is less expensive to wait until activity is over before advertising to amend a budget that may be adjusted several more times.    


In answer to a question asked by Commissioner Fowler, Dianne Herring, Finance Director, stated that, technically, the cut-off date for spending money out of the 1993-94 budget is November 15, 1994.    


The meeting was recessed for a break at 9:45 A.M.

Chairman Jernigan called the meeting back to order, and opened a public hearing pertaining to amendment of several budgets for the 1993-94 Fiscal Year.  Clerk Henderson discussed each of the amendments with the Board.  


Mr. Henderson said that the approved budget for the Fine & Forfeiture Fund was $4,142,353 and was to be amended to $4,279,539.  


 Upon a motion by Commissioner Scott and a second by Commissioner Fowler, the Board unanimously approved the amended  Fine & Forfeiture Fund Budget for Fiscal Year 1993-94 as advertised.  


Mr. Henderson stated that the Road Resurfacing Project Budget was approved for $663,000 and was to be amended to $696,025.

Commissioner Fowler made a motion to approve the amended Road Resurfacing Project Budget for FY 93-94, as advertised.  Commissioner Roberson  seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.  


The approved budget for the Criminal Justice Trust Fund was $20,875, Mr. Henderson advised and stated that it is  being amended to $30,677.  


Upon a motion by Commissioner Roberson and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously approved the amended Criminal Justice Trust Fund Budget  for FY 93-94 as advertised.  


Mr. Henderson stated that the Fire Protection Fund Budget was approved for $300,399 and is  being amended to $350,600.

Commissioner Scott made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Fowler, to amend the Fire Protection Fund Budget for FY 93-94 as advertised.  Motion carried unanimously.

The approved budget for the Infrastructure Surtax Projects was $500,000 and the amended budget is $885,000, Clerk Henderson stated.  


Upon a motion by Commissioner Scott and a second by Commissioner Roberson, the Board unanimously approved the amended Infrastructure Surtax Projects Budget for FY 93-94 as advertised.

Mr. Henderson stated that the approved budget for the Landfill Debt Service Fund was $219,284 and the amended budget is $3,054,700.   Mr. Henderson said that the large increase in this budget was for the purpose of repaying a loan to Barnett Bank.

Upon a motion by Commissioner Roberson and a second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously approved the amended Landfill Debt Service Fund Budget for FY 93-94 as advertised.

Mr. Henderson stated that there were no monies budgeted for an Emergency Management Fund and a transfer of $72,325 from the General Fund is needed to balance the budget.
 
Commissioner Roberson made a motion to approve the amended Emergency Management Fund for FY 93-94 as advertised.  Commissioner Grinstead seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.  


The approved Municipal Services Fund Budget was $140,117 and the amended budget  is $164,329, Clerk Henderson stated.

Upon a motion by Commissioner Roberson and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously approved the amended Municipal Services Fund Budget  for FY 93-94 as advertised.  


Mr. Henderson stated that the Property Management Fund is for the coliseum complex and no money was budgeted for this item in FY 93-94.  Clerk Henderson advised that the fund needs to be amended from $0 to $6,928.  


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Scott, the Board unanimously approved the amended Property Management Fund for Fiscal Year 1993-94 as advertised.  


Mr. Henderson pointed out that the wrestling match that was held on the previous Saturday at the coliseum did not bring in any money to the Board.  He stated that only $970 was collected and all went to the promoter.  Mr. Henderson reminded the Board that the county does not receive any money until collections exceed $1,000.  Mr. Henderson cautioned the Board  to keep a close eye on the complex.  


Mr.  Allen  advised that the Board received a copy of a letter from their attorney stating that an emergency ordinance adopted previously, concerning Peacock Lake, should be rescinded, as water management has an ordinance that automatically goes into effect when the river reaches flood stage.  


Commissioner Scott made a motion to rescind the ordinance previously adopted, concerning Peacock Lake.  Commissioner Fowler seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.  


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and  second by Commissioner Scott, the Board unanimously agreed to rescind the second to the motion to adopt the emergency ordinance. 


Don  Snyder, Fire Coordinator, gave an update on the first month of operation of the county fire department, reporting thirty-five runs in the month of  October, 19 fire calls, and 16 calls for extrication, with an average response time of seven or eight minutes, and an average of twelve firefighters responding.


Mr. Snyder also reported that he has been researching grants for dry hydrants, and has learned that Resource Conservation and Development denied funding for Suwannee County
 this year because funds were appropriated to Taylor County, but indicated that there is a good possibility of funding next year.  Mr. Snyder said that he is still investigating  grant possibilities.


Training has been set up by the state fire college, Mr. Snyder reported, and four classes will be taught January 21 and 22, 1994  at the Vo. Tech. school. 



Mr. Snyder also reported that he had set up an exercise drill for the fire departments which will determine the best and fastest of each department, as well as provide practice which will make fire fighting responsibilities second nature to the participants.  Mr. Snyder said that the departments have been given one month to train, and the winners  of the competition, determined by the best time on the drill, will receive tee shirts with the fire department logo.  Mr. Snyder said that there has been good participation in the exercise, and the firefighters want to be among the best in the state of Florida.


There was discussion regarding the water capacity available for fires, the availability of training and the response of volunteers for the new department.


Russ Davis made an offer of a house to burn for training, and Mr. Snyder said that it would provide excellent training for the volunteers.


In response to Commissioner Scott’s inquiry, Mr. Snyder indicated that there has been enthusiastic response of volunteers, especially among the young men.  Mr. Snyder said, however, that it will take some time before these young men will be trained to the point that he will feel confident to have them enter a structure fire.


Mr. Snyder said that one delay that has been encountered in the investigation of dry water supply is the requirement of a fifty year drought study.


Chairman Jernigan recommended approval of payment of invoices in batch no. 950023 through no. 950039, totaling $467,855.57.  Upon a motion by Commissioner Roberson and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously approved payment on invoices in batch no. 950023 through no. 950039, totaling $467,855.57. 


C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney, advised the Board that he had received the appraisal summary on the property owned by C. O. Palmer near the coliseum.  Mr. Allen distributed copies of the final correlation of  value which indicated $6,500 per acre as the appraiser’s opinion of  the “fair market” value of the parcels.  


Chairman Jernigan mentioned that legislature will be voting on the issue of allowing casino gambling in Florida, and stated that he wished to go on record as being opposed to casino gambling in Florida, and most assuredly, in Suwannee County.


Chairman Jernigan stated that he wished to discuss the proposed bond issue.  Mr. Allen distributed lists of projects that have been discussed, and possible loan options for the Board’s consideration.  Mr. Allen stated that there is a possibility of receiving grant money from the state for both the library and health department in Branford, but because of the grant cycles, it will not become available until 1996. Mr. Allen also stated that the Board may revise or add to the list of  possible projects.  Six million dollars is the minimum amount needed to refinance the existing outstanding debts, Mr. Allen summarized, and pointed out that, at a 6.5 per cent interest rate, nine million dollars can be borrowed for twenty-five years with a lower payment than is currently being paid for the two outstanding loans for the jail and road project.


Mr.  Allen said that he is in contact with the financial advisor, who is awaiting the Board’s decision regarding the amount to be borrowed.  Mr. Allen stated that, upon his inquiry about borrowing for the Branford projects when grant funds will be delayed until 1996, the financial advisor suggested that the money borrowed for those projects could be put in an interest bearing account until the grants are available, and said that he would include a provision in the agreement so that the money can be refunded without penalty if a decision is made that the project will not be undertaken due to lack of grant funding.


Russ Davis wanted to know the amount of interest currently being paid on the outstanding loans.  Mr. Allen said that he did not have the figure.


Commissioner Roberson wondered how much longer the county has to pay on the jail loan.  Mr. Allen answered that it would be repaid in eight years.


Mrs. Miller asked what the county’s income might be from casinos if the casino bill passes.  Mr. Allen said that legislature would decide the distribution, but there have been no projections.  Mr. Allen said that local governments might not receive any of the income, as it may all be retained by the state.


Tim Alcorn questioned the figures used for the estimated cost of remodeling the old State Attorney building.  Mr. Allen said that the estimate was based on a cost of  $25 per square foot.  Mr. Alcorn asked if that figure was not slim, and questioned the expenditure of $750,000 for expansion of the Sheriff’s Office, and the expense of remodeling the coliseum when the income potential is zero.


Commissioner Grinstead responded that the coliseum is supposed to bring in an income, but Mr. Alcorn maintained that the potential is not there.  Mr. Alcorn said that the coliseum is a worthwhile project, but realistically $250,000, to lower the ceilings and install heating and air conditioning, is too much to invest for no return.


Commissioner Scott agreed that there is limited potential for income at the coliseum, but stated that it is a matter of what the Board wants to invest for the community.


Mr. Alcorn said that he would like to see the Board really study the list of projects before making a decision.


Commissioner Scott questioned Mr. Alcorn about his opposition to the expense for additional space for the Sheriff’s Office, and Mr. Alcorn responded by asking what the county’s annual income is from the Sheriff’s Department.  Mr. Alcorn wanted to know when the county would receive a pay back for the six million already spent on the jail, and now an additional $750,000, and asked if there was not space in the jail that could be utilized by the Sheriff’s Offices.


Raymond  O’Cain suggested that the Board select a committee to study the issues and make a recommendation.


Hollis Owens pointed out that the outlook for the future of small counties is not bright, and cautioned that the plan to pay back money borrowed now should be seriously studied, as what is spent now to be repaid in the future does not leave money for future Boards to work with on projects during their administration. Mr. Owens stated that all the projects are good, but the Board needs to be realistic.


A citizen asked, if the money is so limited, then why not spend it on the law abiding citizens, and commented that she had not heard discussion about the Sports Complex.


Harry  Gray stated that he favored paying as you go over borrowing.


Charlie Whitworth questioned the amount spent for preventive maintenance at the coliseum and other county buildings, and stated that it was not wise to spend $750,000 on improvements when no routine maintenance is performed.


Keith Leibfried, First Federal Savings Bank, joined the meeting, and Chairman Jernigan questioned him as to whether or not he felt the Recreation Department could uphold their responsibility if the county and city  donated a certain amount toward the Sports Complex.


Mr. Leibfried stated that initially, five or six years ago, it was felt that a debt service of a couple hundred thousand dollars could be handled by the Recreation Department, but he has not had the opportunity to review the situation, however, he added that he would think that the potential for generating funds through tournaments, etc. exists.


Chairman Jernigan observed that it will take a couple years for that revenue to begin being generated.


Greg Scott, Recreation Director, stated that the key to the income potential is building the complex right to start with.  Mr. Scott said that the county will have to graduate into hosting tournaments gradually, fewer at first to establish a reputation, then more will be available.


Chairman Jernigan wanted to know if a pledge of $150,000 would be sufficient to provide four or five lighted ball fields.


Mr. Leibfried asked for clarification of whether or not the pledge of $150,000 by the county would be matched by the city and the Recreation Department to total $450,000.


Greg Scott answered that  the total would not be what the Recreation Department would like , but they could make it work.  A contribution of $200,000 each would be better and take the project a step further, Mr. Scott added.


Chairman Jernigan stated that the main concern is whether or not the Recreation Department can uphold their portion of the commitment because the county will not be able to come up with additional funds later. 


Mr. Whitworth wanted to know if a detailed set of drawings is available, and stated that the total cost should be considered and exactly what will be provided for that amount.


Mr. Leibfried responded that there are some drawings, and the money to hire an engineer to provide more drawings is available.


Greg Scott stated that $700,000 is needed to provide a facility that can generate revenue.


Commissioner Roberson wanted to know if the Recreation Department will be able to service the debt for the first few years while it is growing into the position of being able to generate revenue.  He asked how the operation costs would be met and the payments to the bank during that period of growth.


Commissioner Scott asked if the bank could facilitate this period of growth.


Mr. Leibfried said that he would like to be able to tell the Board just what could be done with a certain facility.


Commissioner Scott said that the underlying concern is whether all three parties will be able to make their payment.  If the county and city commit a certain amount, but the Recreation Department falls short of their portion, Commissioner Scott said that there is concern over whether or not the county and city will then be expected to cover the shortage. 


Clerk Randy Henderson asked if the Recreation Department’s portion of the debt service could be postponed until the later years of the repayment period, allowing time to draw the surrounding area into revenue producing activities at the complex.


Commissioner Fowler stated that public support could be enlisted if a plan was developed, and mentioned the Band Boosters group as an example.  Commissioner Fowler said that public contributions could help meet the Recreation Department’s responsibility whether or not revenue can be generated through activities.


Mr. Whitworth maintained that a plan and figures would still be needed in order to generate public support, and stated that he did not see the need for five ball fields, but maybe three.


Mr. Leibfried said that five ball fields would be required in order to host tournaments.


Chairman Jernigan suggested recessing the meeting to allow time for some figures to be compiled.


Commissioner Grinstead said that his feelings about borrowing for the Sports Complex are known, and stated that, in his district, there is a big problem with road maintenance, and suggested that the Board consider borrowing money for the purchase of two more graders.  Commissioner Grinstead acknowledged that he understood that the initial cost is the greatest, but additional operational costs are also involved.


T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, pointed out that an anticipated shortage of operational revenue is the matter that originally brought the Board to consideration of the bonding issue.  Mr. Sikes reviewed several factors involved that put an increased demand of the roads of the county and road maintenance, mentioning the fact that Suwannee County has more roads and less income than neighboring counties.  Mr. Sikes also pointed out the inherent problems of unpaved roads, and stated that rain causes increased maintenance problems, and also delays the grading cycles.


Mr. Sikes said that there is a matter of priorities involved here, and to improve the situation, the choice is either to pave the roads or grade them more often, but lack of money is the problem with either choice.  To make an effect on road maintenance, Mr. Sikes continued, two more motor graders would probably be needed, and with those would come additional operating expense.  The initial cost is greatest, Mr. Sikes stated, but the operational costs are long term.


Commissioner Grinstead proposed borrowing $200,000 for the initial expense of two graders, and stated that they would only cost about $5,000 per year after the purchase.


Commissioner Scott corrected that $50,000 or $60,000 per year would be required for operation expense including operators for the new graders. 


Mr. Sikes reminded the Board that the Road Department is already facing a $500,000 shortfall.


Dean Lewis, County Attorney, stated his observation that refinancing the existing debt of six million dollars at 6.5 per cent interest, and extending it for twenty-five years would free up enough money to cover the anticipated shortfall of the Road Department, but any additional projects will cost money.  Mr. Lewis added that he thought the money might be borrowed at a lower interest rate, and stated that all the projects are desirable, and some needed desperately, particularly the remodeling of county buildings to bring them into compliance with the ADA, which could save money in the long run, by avoiding a potential lawsuit. 


Commissioner Fowler stated that the money for the library has already been committed.  Commissioner Fowler added that the Sheriff is supposed to have a million dollars in drug money coming in, and a computer system was purchased on the prospect of that money, so maybe the county should let the Sheriff use the drug money for expansion of his offices, when it comes in.


Additional discussion followed regarding the condition of the roads and the need for additional road maintenance.


Harry Gray suggested that some money be reserved from paving money for the purchase of additional graders.
