The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met in a special called meeting on the above date and the following commissioners were present:  Chairman Laure B. Roberson, Jr., Ivie Fowler, J. D. Grinstead and W. W. Jernigan.  Also present were C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney, Edward L. Allen, County Coordinator, and Bennice C. Wolfe, Deputy Clerk.  Commissioner Elliott E. Scott was absent.


The meeting was called to order by Chairman Roberson who announced that the purpose of the meeting was to approve bond for Douglas M. Udell and Eddy Hillhouse, newly elected members of the Board of County Commissioners.  


After review of the bonds, Mr. Lewis announced that the bonds appeared to be in order and in accordance with the law, except that the amount of bond was not set out on Mr. Hillhouse’s, and it should be filled out to read two thousand dollars.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Jernigan, the Board unanimously approved bond for Douglas M. Udell in the amount of two thousand dollars.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Jernigan and second by Commissioner Fowler, the Board unanimously approved bond for Eddy Hillhouse in the amount of two thousand dollars.


Mr. Lewis read a letter advising the Board that Suwannee County served as the vehicle for issuance of  bonds in behalf of the Advent Christian Village in 1989, in order that revenue earned by the bonds would be tax free, and as the original issuer of the bonds, must now sign an arbitrage rebate form.    Mr. Lewis counseled that a save harmless agreement should be secured from the Advent Christian Village in connection with this matter, prior to execution of Form 8038-T by Suwannee County.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Jernigan, the Board unanimously agreed to authorize the Chairman to execute the Arbitrage Rebate Form 8038-T, to be delivered subject to receipt of the save harmless agreement stipulated by Mr. Lewis.

There being no further business to come before the Board, a motion was made by Commissioner Fowler and seconded by Commissioner Jernigan, to adjourn the meeting.
