The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met at a regular meeting on the above date and time and the following were present:  Chairman Ivie Fowler, Commissioner Eddy Hillhouse, Commissioner J. D. Grinstead, Commissioner Douglas M. Udell, Commissioner Laure B. Roberson, Jr., and Jean M. Fieler, Deputy Clerk.  Also present was C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney.


The meeting was opened with prayer by Edward L. Allen, and pledge of allegiance to the American Flag.


Chairman Fowler then called for additional items to the agenda, and at that time requested that the Tourist Development Council be allowed to discuss repair of the showers out at the Coliseum.  Clerk Henderson requested permission to report on the county's interest statement.  The Board was in agreement with adding these items to the agenda.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Roberson and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the special meeting and regular meeting held on March 19, 1996, subject to the following correction:  On page 276, first paragraph, the text should read that Mr. Hales is going to ask the VoTech for their help in various areas.


Luanne Mixon, Administrative Services Director presented the award for employee of the month to Donald T. Robinson from the Code Enforcement/Building Permits Department.  Ms. Mixon described the several duties Mr. Robinson performs for the county, and stated that he is always known to perform those tasks with a smile.  Mr. Robinson thanked the Board for their recognition.


LaVera S. Smehil requested the Board's consideration of approval to advertise to hold a public hearing pertaining to her application to close a road in Suwannee Belle Estates Unit I Subdivision.  Chairman Fowler suggested that Ms. Smehil's request be amended to close that portion of the road up to the point where the county turns the grader around.  Commissioner Roberson motioned that the Board approve advertising to hold a public hearing pertaining to the application by LaVera S. Smehil to close a road in Suwannee Belle Estates Unit I Subdivision.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse.


Before the vote was taken, C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney pointed out that the Board will need a measurement (from the fence line to the place where the county's grader turns around).  T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director agreed to get the necessary measurement for Ms. Smehil.


Motion carried unanimously.


Grant Meadows approached the podium in consideration of approval to advertise to hold a public hearing pertaining to an application by Grant and Harriet Meadows to vacate a portion of the plat of O'Brien Subdivision.  It was mentioned that Hal A. Airth, Attorney at Law was scheduled to appear on behalf of the Meadows, however, he was not present at the meeting.  Mr. Meadows briefly explained his application.


Mr. Lewis counseled that the Meadows' request be investigated further before making a decision.  Mr. Sikes suggested that the Board go ahead and agree to hold the public hearing since the decision will boil down to the survey and the feelings of the adjacent property owners anyway.


Commissioner Grinstead motioned that the Board approve advertising for a public hearing on the application of Grant and Harriet Meadows, and in the meantime, the application can be further investigated.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse and carried unanimously.


James Sturdevant approached the podium to discuss the abandoning of roads in the Flying Little River Acres area.  He referenced a letter he received from Mr. Lewis regarding the road situation.  His concern was that he be able to move his airplane to the runway.


Mr. Lewis stressed that the county will be subject to liability if airplanes are allowed to cross a county road.  He explained a little bit about the Statutes involved with this issue.  Mr. Lewis felt that the Board has done everything reasonably possible to satisfy the concerns of the homeowners at Flying Little River Acres Subdivision.


Bob Brown directed the Board's attention to the fact that he has a valid application to close Airway Drive.  He informed the Board that he has contacted every property owner on the side of Airway Drive in question and no one objects to the road closing.  In addition, the Homeowners' Association is in support of the road closing.  He clarified that Mr. Sturdevant is referencing Teidt Street, and the application in question is concerning the closing of Airway Drive.  Connie Chancey also offered her support to have Airway Drive vacated.


Chairman Fowler recessed for a break.

Chairman Fowler called the meeting back to order and announced a public hearing to open bids for purchase of the following items:  Linkbelt LS 98, 1976 Dragline; SW 9LR4618, 1-1/4 Yard Bucket 60 foot Boom; and Northwest Dragline, Parts or Salvage.


Jean M. Fieler, Deputy Clerk opened the bids and read them aloud:


There were no bids received for Bid #96-05.


Wilmer Marvin Smith, Route 1, Box 784, McAlpin, Florida  32062 submitted a bid of $1,005 in response to Bid #96-05.  He enclosed a $50 money order representing 5% of the bid.


Harold Howell Construction Equipment Company, Jupiter, Florida submitted a bid in the amount of $2,777.77 in response to Bid #96-05.  Enclosed was a check in the amount of $139 representing 5% of the bid.


Chairman Fowler announced the high bidder as Harold Howell Construction Equipment Company in the amount of $2,777.77.  Mr. Sikes indicated that the equipment involved is worth more than the bids received and recommended that the Board reject the bids at this time.  Accordingly Commissioner Roberson motioned that the Board reject the bids.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Udell and carried unanimously.


Chairman Fowler then announced a public hearing to consider amending the following budgets for Fiscal Year 1996:  Hospital Investment; Renovations/Construction; Renovation/Construction Debt Service; Road Improvement Debt Service; Jail Project Debt Service Fund; and Library Construction Funds.


E. Dianne Herring, Director of Finance explained the amendment to the Hospital Investment Fund, after which, Chairman Fowler opened the public hearing.  There being no public comment at that time, the Chairman closed the public hearing.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Roberson and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board unanimously approved the amendment to the Hospital Investment Fund.


E. Dianne Herring, Director of Finance explained the amendment to the Renovations/Construction Fund, after which, Chairman Fowler opened the public hearing.  There being no public comment at that time, the Chairman closed the public hearing.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Roberson the Board unanimously approved the amendment to the Renovations/Construction Fund.


E. Dianne Herring, Director of Finance explained the amendment to the Renovation/Construction Debt Service Fund, after which, Chairman Fowler opened the public hearing.  There being no public comment at that time, the Chairman closed the public hearing.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Hillhouse and second by Commissioner Udell, the Board unanimously approved the amendment to the Renovation/Construction Debt Service Fund.


E. Dianne Herring, Director of Finance explained the amendment to the Road Improvement Debt Service Fund, after which, Chairman Fowler opened the public hearing.  There being no public comment at that time, the Chairman closed the public hearing. 


Chairman Fowler had one question that Ms. Herring answered to his satisfaction.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Roberson and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously approved the amendment to the Road Improvement Debt Service Fund.


E. Dianne Herring, Director of Finance explained the amendment to the Jail Project Debt Service Fund, after which, Chairman Fowler opened the public hearing.  There being no public comment at that time, the Chairman closed the public hearing.


Chairman Fowler had one question that Ms. Herring answered to his satisfaction.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Roberson and second by Commissioner Udell, the Board unanimously agreed to amend the Jail Project Debt Service Fund.


E. Dianne Herring, Director of Finance explained the amendment to the Library Construction Fund, after which, Chairman Fowler opened the public hearing.  There being no public comment at that time, the Chairman closed the public hearing.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously approved the amendment to the Library Construction Fund.

Maria Tepper was next on the agenda to discuss the stump situation brought up at the last regular meeting, involving George Graham.  She produced several photographs for the Board members' review.  Ms. Tepper again requested that the stumps be removed because they block the view of oncoming traffic as well as create an eyesore.


George Graham, the adjacent property owner, did not agree.  He felt the stumps present a rustic appearance rather than an eyesore.  He explained that the developer placed the stumps there many years ago, and he has not had a complaint about the stumps in all those years until the Teppers moved in.


The Board maintained their position that they would not become involved in the stump dispute.


Gary Ferrell asked the Board if they felt their decision will now allow anybody to dump trees on county property.


Mr. Lewis clarified that the stumps were placed there by the developer, Lenvil Dicks, who subsequently platted the property and asked the county to accept the plat.  In that sense, he continued, those stumps were "grandfathered in" when the county accepted the plat and the roads were dedicated to the county.  He stressed that it is a misdemeanor to place stumps or other garbage on a county right-of-way.  If the stumps are indeed located on a county right-of-way, the county has the right to move the stumps.  If they are not presenting a hazard, the county does not have to move the stumps.


Again, the consensus of the Board was to stay out of the neighborly dispute and leave the stumps where they are.


Chairman Fowler then asked the Board’s consideration of serving as the coordinating unit of government in the Department of Community Affairs Drug Control and System Improvement Program.  He explained a little bit about the program, which has been used in the past in Suwannee County for School Resource Officers.  The funds may be used to implement local drug control and system improvement projects designed to reduce the production, transfer and use of controlled substances, reduce the incidence of drug-related violent crime, and make improvements to the criminal justice system.  Myron Holmes, City Administrator has indicated an interest in the grant.  The grant, sometimes referred to as the Edward Byrne grant, has been handled in the past by Mary Cundiff, Jail Administrator.


Commissioner Hillhouse motioned that the Board apply for the grant and authorize the Chairman to sign for the grant.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Udell.


Before the vote was taken, it was suggested that Mary Cundiff, Jail Administrator again coordinate the grant.


Motion carried unanimously.


W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Court approached the podium to discuss the legal services invoices pertaining to the bond issue.  He requested the Board’s authorization to pay the bills.


Mr. Lewis reminded the Board of the work that went into the bond issue before the bond proceedings were terminated.


Commissioner Roberson moved that the Board authorize the Clerk to pay the bills for legal services.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Udell and carried unanimously.


George L. Burnham, Jr., Tax Collector presented the Board with a list of county held tax certificates.


John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries asked the Board’s approval of a change order in the approximate amount of $2,600 for additional glass in the new library facility.  He reported that the Friends of the Library have pledged that amount.  Commissioner Roberson motioned for approval.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Udell and carried unanimously.


Next, Mr. Hales recommended that the Board authorize advertising for architectural/engineering services for the South County Library in Branford.  He suggested that it be advertised locally. 


Upon a motion by Commissioner Roberson and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously authorized advertising for architectural/engineering services for the South County Library in Branford.


Mr. Hales would like to add the cost of the project into the ad, as well as a potential time table requirement from the architect.

The next item on the agenda was to consider the adoption of a new Three-Year Housing Assistance Plan for July 1, 1996 to June 30, 1999, as recommended by the S.H.I.P. Task Force.  Frances Terry, Suwannee River Economic Council Executive Director briefly described the plan for the Board.  She explained that the original three strategies would be continued, however, the new plan will add a fourth strategy:  The down payment closing cost assistance without rehab.  In addition, the plan differentiates the amount of assistance based on income categories.  Also, the administration would be streamlined by establishing another housing trust fund which would be administered by the Suwannee River Economic Council, thereby reducing the administrative cost of $3,375 the first year and $4,500 the second and third years.


Commissioner Roberson took a moment to comment that the S.H.I.P. Program has worked tremendously well in the county.  He pointed out that the proposed new plan will cut administration costs down from $7,500 to $3,000.  The S.H.I.P. moneys could be deposited directly from Tallahassee to the bank, and then from there directly to an account set up by S.R.E.C. for this purpose.  He felt the proposed plan would cut the Clerk's work down somewhat, even though Ms. Terry's work load will increase a little.


It was brought out during a lengthy conversation that out of Lafayette, Union and Columbia Counties, the Suwannee County S.H.I.P. Program will be the "test site" or "model" for this proposed three-year plan.  Ms. Terry explained that an audit report will be given to the Commissioners, either in the form of a stand-alone audit for the S.H.I.P. Program itself or an agency-wide audit that will include the S.H.I.P. Program, whatever the Commissioners prefer.


Prompted by Commissioner Udell, Ms. Terry explained a little bit about the bidding process.  Although each individual job is not currently bid out, once a year they advertise locally an information meeting to which all are invited.  At that meeting, it is explained to those present the approximate amount of home repair dollars they expect to have for that year, and the requirements for those desirous of providing the labor to make those home repairs.  As for the supplies, a list of supplies is mailed out to the local venders and they are asked to provide their price for same.  Ms. Terry explained that they have heavy insurance requirements on the individuals performing the labor, including one million dollars in liability to protect S.R.E.C. and the county, as well as workers compensation.


Commissioner Roberson motioned that the Board adopt the new Three-Year Housing Assistance Plan for July 1, 1996 through June 30, 1999 as recommended by the S.H.I.P. Task Force.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Grinstead.


Before the vote was taken, Clerk Henderson approached the podium.  He distributed a letter and proceeded to read it aloud.  In the letter, the Clerk pointed out to the Board that Suwannee County is responsible for ensuring that the funds received by the county from the Florida Housing Finance Agency, pursuant to the act, are used only in a manner consistent with the act itself.  In addition, according to 420.9075(5), Florida Statutes, the county is required to establish a Local Housing Assistance Trust Fund and is required to deposit all moneys received under the program into that fund.  The law states that this will be an enterprise fund, which is very restricted.


In his letter, the Clerk reminded the Board that the county has contracted with S.R.E.C. for administration of the funds, and the act does not permit the cost of administration to exceed 5% without a Board resolution that the 5% sum is inadequate, with supporting reasons.  In no event can the cost of administration be greater than 10%.  Should the county fail to properly administer the funds and ensure that their use is consistent with Florida Statute 420.907, the act in 420.9079(11) provides for suspension of the county's further distributions of program funds from the Florida Housing Finance Agency.


Clerk Henderson referred the Board to Florida Statute 136.05 which states that the Board is required to establish books of account for all county funds, showing the balance in each and every fund with the specific prohibition that no check or warrant shall ever be drawn in excess of the known balance of any fund.  He also described the Clerk's job as per the Constitution of the State of Florida, Article VIII, Section 1(d):  "The Clerk of Circuit Court shall be Ex-Officio Clerk of Board of County Commissioners, Auditor, Recorder and Custodian of all county funds.".


Clerk Henderson stressed in his letter that the overseeing and accounting cannot be accomplished if the funds are transferred from county control to the contract agency.  It is the Clerk's opinion that all funds received pursuant to the State Housing Initiatives Partnership Act must be deposited in a county depository and accounted for by the Board of County Commissioners.  He urged the Board to have the S.R.E.C. resubmit their plan, ordinance and resolution to that effect.


The Clerk's letter sparked a great deal of discussion regarding the legality of the proposed three-year plan.  Commissioner Roberson remarked that the S.H.I.P. Task Force held several meetings to come up with the plan, and even had Ms. Terry call Florida Housing Finance in order to determine what was legal and what was not legal, and what has been proposed is legal through Florida Housing Finance.


Clerk Henderson explained that although he does not want to go against the wishes of the Board, he cannot give up his job as overseer of the funds as commissioned by the Constitution and as duly given to him by the citizens of this county.  Even if the moneys do go into a fund at the S.R.E.C., which would be an unapproved depository, the Board will still be accountable for not only the money but the reports.  He suggested that the only way to skirt the issue would be to have the Department of Community Affairs send the money directly to the Suwannee River Economic Council.  He did not feel that the D.C.A. would agree to that.


Several Commissioners expressed concern that they would be breaking the law if they approved the proposed three-year plan.  Commissioner Udell's understanding from the Clerk was that regardless of what the Board decides, he is custodian of the funds and he is not going to transfer those funds out.  Clerk Henderson confirmed Commissioner Udell's understanding of his position.


Ronnie Poole, Chairman of the S.H.I.P. Task Force gave a lengthy commentary on the hard work the task force put into the plan.


Mr. Lewis stated that he has only glanced at the proposed plan and has not had a chance to digest it and pursue the Statutes as he should.  From his initial review it would appear that there must be a Housing Assistance Trust Fund so that the State can send the money to the county.  As far as what happens from that point on, the Statutes are silent.  He felt that the Board could adopt a procedure as to how the moneys are disbursed if they choose.  He suggested that he could pursue the Attorney General's opinion on the matter.


Mr. Lewis pointed out to Clerk Henderson that grant funds are given to the Volunteer Fire Departments periodically, and those expenditures are subject to audit by the county auditor.


Clerk Henderson felt the S.H.I.P. Program was not quite as simple as the expenditures of the Volunteer Fire Departments.  He stated that it is a very complicated situation, and in fact, his preliminary investigations revealed some things that do not look quite proper.  The Clerk did not want to bring those things up to the Board at this time, however, he urged them to maintain proper audit procedures and control with the money.  He cautioned them not to give away the control that the citizens have given them to a private, not for profit organization.


Again, the Commissioners expressed their concern that the plan was not legal.  Mr. Lewis referenced a letter from Ms. Frances Jackson from the Florida Housing Finance Agency that states clearly that the Housing Assistance Trust Fund must be in place to receive the monthly housing distribution from the agency in Tallahassee.  The county does however, have the discretion in establishing it's internal process for disbursing the funds.  He reiterated that this did not come from the Attorney General's office.


The Commissioners were not ready to vote on this issue until further investigation, and Chairman Fowler called for a motion to rescind the motion on the floor and table the issue until the Board can get further information at the next Board meeting.  Accordingly, Commissioner Roberson rescinded the motion to that effect.  Commissioner Grinstead offered a second.


Mr. Lewis clarified with Clerk Henderson that the Clerk was not insinuating that the actions of the members of the S.H.I.P. Task Force:  Ed Allen, Betsy Burch, George Burnham, Dick Calvitt, Edwin McCook, Buddy Nott, Jessie Philpot and Sam Roberson were bordering on fraud.  The Clerk stressed that he did not think the advisory council is aware of what was going on.  Mr. Poole, for example, was not able to explain what the $200 on-site labor charge is for.


Motion carried in a unanimous vote.


Ms. Terry asked if the legal opinion could be provided as quickly as possible because the plan is due by May 5, 1996.


Chairman Fowler recessed for a break.
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Chairman Fowler called the meeting back to order and turned the floor over to Dean Pappapetrou of the Tourist Development Council.


Commissioner Udell motioned that the Board approve the request of Dean Pappapetrou of the Tourist Development Council to use $500 out of the T.D.C.'s $17,000 matching grant to make improvements to the showers at the coliseum.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Roberson and carried unanimously.


E. Dianne Herring, Director of Finance presented the Board with the February, 1996 interest reports.


Chairman Fowler opened the public comment portion of the meeting.  There being no public comment at that time, the Chairman closed the public comment portion of the meeting.


The next on the agenda was staff reports.  Edward L. Allen, County Coordinator informed the Board that the County Fire Coordinator, Don Snyder has resigned, and Dan Sivyer has been appointed Acting Fire Coordinator in the interim.  He recommended that the Board advertise for a replacement, with the fire committee's input in the selection process.  He also recommended that the fire committee be asked to reevaluate the job description for Fire Coordinator.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously authorized advertising for a Fire Coordinator for the county.


The Board was in agreement that Dan Sivyer, Acting Fire Coordinator be paid at the same rate as the Fire Coordinator.


John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries passed onto the Board some concerns expressed by Pat Sura, Suwannee County Building Inspector regarding the insulation in the walls of the new library.  Mr. Sura felt the county would be better off using rigid insulation between the concrete block and the drywall.  The architect did not feel that the county would recoup the cost of $4,300 for the rigid insulation in the walls.  A representative of Florida Power & Light, Mr. Jeff Simmons, felt that the best improvement would be additional insulation in the ceiling, (which is estimated by Music & Worth to cost a little over $10,000).  In light of the difference in opinions, Mr. Hales reported that he is not ready to make a recommendation at this time.


For the Board's information, Mr. Hales reported that $22,299 has been used thus far of the $50,000 set aside out of the donation by the Sheriff.


Mr. Lewis acknowledged receipt of a lawsuit between Gerald Oakley and Mr. and Mrs. Nadort as a result of a decision of the Zoning Board to grant a special exception for a dog kennel.  He assured the Board that he will give the suit his attention and file a response within twenty days.


He also reported on the Ron Moss suit against the county relating to the prison site.  The appeal has been denied by the District Court of Appeal of Florida and the opinion of the hearing examiner was upheld.  The decision, however, is not final until the expiration of the fifteen days.  The plaintiffs have a right to file a motion within that fifteen days, and the decision would be held in abeyance until the motion is disposed of by the court and a final mandate is issued by the court.  Mr. Lewis did not foresee the decision being overturned.


Further, the county has moved to dismiss the Solingo vs. Suwannee County case and the Circuit Judge has tentatively dismissed that case, without prejudice, which means the plaintiffs can refile the suit.  An order has not been entered as of this date, however.


Mr. Lewis reported that he has completed the Dangerous Dog Ordinance and delivered same to the County Coordinator's office.  He urged the Board to review the ordinance and consider advertising for a public hearing on same.


Commissioner Udell motioned for approval to advertise for a public hearing on the Dangerous Dog Ordinance.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Roberson and carried unanimously.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Roberson, the Board unanimously authorized payment of invoice batch numbers 96-000201 through 96-000222 totaling $2,211,987.22.


Commissioner Udell reminded the Board that the Sheriff has requested each Board member to meet with him, either individually or collectively, regarding his donation to the Sports Complex.


Chairman Fowler pointed out that Commissioners cannot be called in to discuss the budget or an item to be voted on, which is called "polling".


It was established that Commissioners Udell, Roberson and Grinstead had already been to see the Sheriff.  However, Commissioner Hillhouse and Chairman Fowler stated that they will not meet with the Sheriff privately to discuss the budget.


Commissioner Udell asked for clarification as to whether or not his meeting with the Sheriff is considered "polling".  He stressed that he did not discuss the budget with the Sheriff, only the donation.  Mr. Lewis acknowledged that polling is illegal, but he did not see anything wrong if the meeting was limited to a request for money.


Clerk Henderson pointed out that if the money issue comes up for a vote, then it is considered polling.


Mr. Lewis did not feel that asking for a contribution from the Law Enforcement Trust Fund is considered polling.


Commissioner Udell wanted it in the record that if the county does not receive the money for the Sports Complex, he is not responsible for allowing that to happen.


There were commentaries from several members of the audience regarding this issue.
Commissioner Hillhouse stated that he has signed a letter requesting the donation, and he feels that is sufficient.  He has no problem with the Sheriff donating the money as long as it is legal.

There being no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Roberson motioned to adjourn.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Udell and carried unanimously.
