The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met at a special-called meeting on the above date and time and the following were present:  Chairman Ivie Fowler, Commissioner Eddy Hillhouse, Commissioner J. D. Grinstead, Commissioner Douglas M. Udell, Commissioner Laure B. Roberson, Jr., and Jean M. Fieler, Deputy Clerk.


Chairman Fowler announced that the purpose of the special-called meeting is to interview applicants for the position of Extension Agent Development Coordinator at the County Extension Office.


Bob Tervola, County Extension Director approached the podium and introduced the first of three applicants, Meghan Charly Stevenson Lynn.  Ms. Lynn gave an overview of her experience and credentials, and offered to answer any questions the Commissioners might have.  Each Commissioner asked Ms. Lynn a series of questions which Ms. Lynn answered to their satisfaction.

Ms. Luttrell was then informed that she was chosen as Suwannee County’s new Extension Agent Development Coordinator.  She accepted the position and thanked the Board.


Commissioner Udell then motioned that the application for the position applied for by Susan Bissett Luttrell (Extension Agent Development Coordinator) be accepted.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse and carried unanimously. 


Mr. Tervola, on behalf of the staff, thanked the Board for their assistance and support in this matter.  Ms. Luttrell clarified for the Board that she will need to intern in Alachua County until the last week in August or September 1, 1996.
