The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met at a regular meeting on the above date and time and the following were present:  Chairman Ivie Fowler, Commissioner Eddy Hillhouse, Commissioner J. D. Grinstead, Commissioner Douglas M. Udell, Commissioner Laure B. Roberson, Jr., and W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Circuit Court.  Also present was C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney.


The meeting was opened with prayer by Commissioner Roberson and pledge of allegiance to the American Flag.


Chairman Fowler called for the following additional items to be added to the agenda under Item Number 15, Additional Agenda Items:


a)
Consider approval of right-of-way easement for Suwannee Valley Electric Cooperative, Inc. to run a power line for new home being constructed by J. T. Hingson, Jr.


b)
Consider approval of grant agreement with the Department of Community Affairs for funds to update hazardous materials data for Suwannee County.


Commissioner Roberson also requested consideration of approval of additional hours for the collection sites.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Hillhouse and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously agreed to place the requested items on the agenda under “Additional Agenda Items”.


In consideration of approval of the minutes of the budget workshop held on July 30 and regular meeting held on August 6, 1996, Commissioner Udell motioned for approval.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse and carried unanimously.


Cindy Pittman of the Live Oak Junior Woman’s Club asked the Board’s consideration of adoption of a resolution honoring Jennifer McMullen, Miss Suwannee County 1995-96.  Accordingly, Commissioner Roberson motioned for approval of same.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Grinstead and carried unanimously.


Chairman Fowler presented Ms. McMullen with the resolution.


Greg Scott, Live Oak/Suwannee County Recreation Department Director asked the Board’s consideration of adoption of a resolution honoring the Suwannee County Babe Ruth All-Star Teams.  After Mr. Scott read the resolution aloud, Commissioner Roberson motioned for approval of same.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse and carried unanimously.


The Chairman asked each member of the team to stand and introduce themselves.  The Coaches were also introduced and welcomed.


Chairman Fowler presented the Babe Ruth All-Star Teams with their resolutions.


At 6:00 P.M., the Chairman announced a quasi-judicial public hearing pursuant to application number RZ-96-07-01 by Andrew W. McWilliams, agent for Stafford C. Scaff, Jr. and Anne C. Scaff, to consider adoption of an ordinance to amend the Official Zoning Atlas of the County’s Land Development Regulations by changing the zoning district of certain lands from Agriculture-1 (A-1) to Commercial Neighborhood (CN).


Edward L. Allen was sworn in by Mr. Lewis in order to present his staff report for Special Permit Number SP-96-07-01.  He reported that notice of the hearing has been duly published in the Branford News in addition to notice being mailed to ten property owners who own nearby property.  Also, a sign notifying the public of the zoning hearing was placed in front of the property. 


He encouraged the Board members at this time to disclose any communication they may have received, verbal or written, regarding the merits of this application, and whether they made a visit to the site.  The Commissioners did not offer any disclosure.  Mr Allen covered the concurrency report.


Andrew W. McWilliams, agent for Stafford C. Scaff, Jr. and Anne C. Scaff, was sworn in by Mr. Lewis.  He proceeded to answer the Board’s questions, and recommended that the Board adopt the ordinance.


Chairman Fowler opened the public hearing.  There being no public comment, Chairman Fowler closed the public hearing. 


Commissioner Udell motioned for approval.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse and carried unanimously.


Mr. Allen then read the title of the ordinance aloud.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Roberson, the Board unanimously adopted the ordinance as read (to amend the Official Zoning Atlas of the County’s Land Development Regulations by changing the zoning district of certain lands from Agriculture-1 (A-1) to Commercial Neighborhood (CN)).  (See Ordinance No. 96-13)


Chairman Fowler then turned the floor over to Mr. Allen to give his staff report for another quasi-judicial public hearing pursuant to application number RZ-96-07-02 by Andrew W. McWilliams, agent for Stafford C. Scaff, Jr. and Anne C. Scaff, to consider adoption of an ordinance to amend the Official Zoning Atlas of the County’s Land Development Regulations by changing the zoning district of certain lands from Agriculture-1 (A-1) to Commercial Neighborhood (CN), Special Permit Number SP-08-01.


Mr. Allen reported that notice of the hearing has been duly published in the Suwannee Democrat in addition to notice being mailed to ten property owners who own nearby property.  Also, a sign notifying the public of the zoning hearing was placed in front of the property.


Mr. Allen then covered his concurrency assessment.


He encouraged the Board members at this time to disclose any communication they may have received, verbal or written, regarding the merits of this application, and whether they made a visit to the site.  The Commissioners did not offer any disclosure.


Andrew W. McWilliams, agent for Stafford C. Scaff, Jr. and Anne C. Scaff, was still under oath, however, no one had any questions for him.


Chairman Fowler opened the public hearing.  There being no public comment, Chairman Fowler closed the public hearing.


Commissioner Udell motioned that the Board accept the request as requested.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Grinstead and carried unanimously.


Mr. Allen then read the title to the ordinance aloud.


Commissioner Roberson motioned for adoption of the ordinance (to amend the Official Zoning Atlas of the County’s Land Development Regulations by changing the zoning district of certain lands from Agriculture-1 (A-1) to Commercial Neighborhood (CN)).  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Grinstead and carried unanimously.  (See Ordinance No. 96-14)


Chuck Kiester, North Central Florida Regional Planning County requested approval of an Interlocal Agreement creating the North Central Florida Economic Development Partnership.  He explained a little bit about the agreement and answered several questions directed at him by the Board.


Commissioner Roberson motioned for approval of the Interlocal Agreement creating the North Central Florida Economic Development Partnership as presented.


It was suggested that the Council for Progress recommend to the Chairman the appointee to the Partnership.


Commissioner Hillhouse seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.  (Commissioner Roberson had considered rescinding his motion in order to add some language but decided to leave it as it stands, since the county is able to get out of the Partnership after one year if not satisfied.)


Chairman Fowler recessed for a break.

At 7:00 P.M., Chairman Fowler called the meeting back to order and announced the first of two public hearings to consider approval of proposed Amendment Numbers 96-08 through 96-10 to the Land Development Regulations.


Edward L. Allen, County Coordinator began by discussing with the Board the proposed amendments, clarifying each issue one by one.


Chairman Fowler opened the public hearing.  There were several questions directed at Mr. Allen, by both the audience and the Commissioners, which he answered to their satisfaction.
Mr. Allen explained that this hearing is just the first of two public hearings involved in the adoption of the proposed amendments; the second hearing to be held at the next regular meeting of the Board of County Commissioners.


At this time, the Board did not have any suggestions or changes to the proposed amendments as presented by Mr. Allen.


In consideration of reappointment/appointment from District 2 to Zoning Board of Adjustment & Planning and Zoning Board, Commissioner Udell recommended leaving Mr. Tommy Jefferson on the Board.  Accordingly, upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously reappointed Tommy Jefferson to the Zoning Board of Adjustment & Planning and Zoning Board, District 2.


Mr. Allen asked the Board’s consideration of setting a date and time for a public hearing to consider adoption of a revised Flood Management Ordinance to replace Ordinance No. 87-11.


The Board decided to set the meeting for Tuesday, September 3, 1996, with the date and time to be advertised.


Mr. Allen then asked the Board’s consideration of final plat approval of Stagecoach Crossing Subdivision.


Accordingly, Commissioner Udell motioned for final plat approval of Stagecoach Crossing Subdivision.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse and carried unanimously.


Mr. Allen then presented for approval the Option Agreement with Florida Communities Trust and J. Crayton Pruitt to purchase the Little River Springs property.


He briefly reviewed with the Board the lengthy negotiation process involved with the purchase of this property.


He also described an accompanying Non-Interference Agreement between the county and Dr. Pruitt where Dr. Pruitt will retain a five-acre parcel containing a well.  In the agreement, the county will agree not to oppose the existing permit for the well.  Mr. Lewis covered the section in the agreement where Dr. Pruitt agrees that he will not do anything that will pollute, deplete or alter the water in the spring.


Commissioner Grinstead motioned for approval of the Option Agreement with Florida Communities Trust and J. Crayton Pruitt to purchase the Little River  Springs property.


Mr. Allen clarified for Chairman Fowler that the Board is approving the Option Agreement and the Agreement between the county and Dr. Pruitt.


Motion was seconded by Commissioner Roberson and carried unanimously.


John D. Hales, Director of Libraries requested the Board’s consideration in awarding a bid for a site irrigation system for the new Suwannee County Regional Library.  He reminded the Board that the low bid received was Action Irrigation and Landscaping Contractors, Incorporated, 952 South Ridgewood Drive, Lake City, Florida  32055, with a bid of $8,529.00, and the second low bid was Tim Glover Landscaping, 26035 83rd Road, Branford, Florida  32008 with a bid of $8,800.00


Commissioner Hillhouse motioned to award the bid to Action Irrigation and Landscaping Contractors, Incorporated for $8,529.00  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Grinstead and carried unanimously.


Mr. Hales then requested approval of the following change orders for work at the new regional library facility:


a)
Change Order No. 5 for a credit of $9,187.68 pertaining to the deletion of metal studs to the underside of the roof;


b)
Change Order No. 6 in the amount of $4,383.86 to provide additional expansion joints at the exterior of the building; and


c)
Change Order No. 7 in the amount of $80.79 to provide additional electrical outlets.


Commissioner Roberson motioned for approval of all the Change Orders as requested. Motion was seconded by Commissioner Udell and carried unanimously.


Mr. Hales publicly thanked Music & Worth for pointing the large credit out to the county.


Chairman Fowler then announced the “Additional Agenda Items” portion of the agenda, beginning with consideration of approval of a right-of-way easement for Suwannee Valley Electric Cooperative, Inc. to run a power line for a new home being constructed by J. T. Hingson,  Jr.


Mr. Allen explained a little bit about the easement, after which Commissioner Roberson motioned for approval of the right-of-way easement for Suwannee Valley Electric Cooperative, Inc. to run a power line for a new home being constructed by J. T. Hingson.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse and carried unanimously.


Next in consideration, Mr. Allen explained a grant agreement with the Department of Community Affairs for funds to update hazardous materials data for Suwannee County.
Accordingly, Commissioner Udell motioned for approval of the grant agreement with the Department of Community Affairs for funds to update hazardous materials data for Suwannee County.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Roberson and carried unanimously.


Chairman Fowler announced that consideration of approval of the Option Agreement for Sale and Purchase with J. Crayton Pruitt and Florida Communities Trust and Non-Interference Agreement with J. Crayton Pruitt were no longer needed under "Additional  Agenda Items".


Next, Commissioner Roberson suggested the following extended collection site operating hours:  On Monday, Wednesday and Friday from 6:00 A.M. to 7:00 P.M. for a total of twenty-one additional hours per week at an additional cost of more than $121,000 per year.


These figures sparked a lengthy discussion involving members of both the audience and the Board.  It was decided that the decision to extend the collection site operating hours would be held off until after the Falmouth Collection Site is opened, which would allow the county the opportunity to survey the patrons of all the collection centers.  It was decided that the survey will include the figures provided by Commissioner Roberson.


Chairman Fowler then opened the public comment portion of the meeting.  There being no public comment at that time, the Chairman closed the public comment portion of the meeting.


Next on the agenda were staff reports.


T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director, conveyed to the Board a request for the county to spray a private cemetery in Luraville.  The Commissioners talked at length regarding the ramifications of the county performing work at a private cemetery.


Commissioner Roberson motioned that the Board reject the request to spray the cemetery in Luraville.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse and carried in a four to one vote with Commissioner Udell opposed.


Mr. Sikes also conveyed a request by the Elk's Lodge that the county assist them in hauling some fill dirt out to a site they are preparing for Cub Scouts.  Commissioner Hillhouse motioned that the Board reject the request.  The motion died for lack of a second.


Commissioner Roberson motioned that the Board authorize Mr. Sikes to haul six loads of dirt for the Elk's Lodge project.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Udell and carried in a four to one vote with Commissioner Hillhouse opposed.


John D. Hales, Director of Libraries was next with his staff report.  He requested permission to spend up to $2,000 to $3,000 for change orders regarding the current library project without prior Board approval, in order to avoid unnecessary delays so near the end of the project.


Commissioner Udell motioned that the Board authorize John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries to spend up to $5,000 per change order regarding the current library project, subject to the Chairman's approval but without having to come before the Board.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Roberson and carried unanimously.


Mr. Hales also reported on the time capsule.


Finally, Mr. Hales asked for direction as to whether to pay the sod and hydroseed out of the regular operating budget or the construction budget.  He stated that he would prefer to pay for it out of the regular operating budget.  The Board had no objection to Mr. Hales' choice.


C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney was next to present his staff report.


He reported that he has received a rather lengthy draft of the proposed agreement between the owner and architect relating to construction of the new Branford library.  He stated that he will give his opinion on the proposed agreement after he has had the opportunity to review same.


W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Court gave the interest earned report and Suwannee County account information report:  Secondary Road Fund, $1,191,046.62; Infrastructure Surtax, $512,262.05; Fire Protection, $220,727.22; Solid Waste Collection, $392,442.98; Solid Waste Disposal, $1,272,209.08; and Law Enforcement, $202,076.14.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Roberson and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously approved invoice batch numbers 96-00388 through 96-00410, excluding batch numbers 405 through 408, totaling $1,465,728.85.  Chairman  Fowler mentioned that batch number 389 includes an invoice from Udell Funeral Home in the amount of $475 to transport David Heath's body to the Medical Examiner, and although this invoice was discussed at the last Board meeting, it was not included in those batches of invoices.


Commissioner Roberson announced a reception for Mr. Lewis in the Commissioner's Room on Tuesday, September 24, 1996 from 3:00 P.M. to 5:00 P.M.
