The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met in a  special called meeting on the above date and time and the following were Commissioners were present:  Chairman Ivie Fowler, Eddy Hillhouse, J. D. Grinstead, Douglas M. Udell, and Laure B. "Sam" Roberson, Jr.  Also present was Hattie Law, Deputy Clerk.


Chairman Fowler opened the meeting and announced that the purpose of the meeting was to review the contract for county attorney and discuss any changes prior to the interviews for county attorney on  Monday, September 9, 1996.


It was the general consensus of the Board to make the following changes to the contract:


Paragraph 1:  Set the retainer fee at $15,000 and remove the language referencing the Commissioners' salary.


Paragraph 1(a):  If the county attorney  cannot  attend a Board-related function or meeting, then the county attorney will furnish another attorney at his expense.


Paragraph 4(b):  Regarding the assistance of a specialist, "if needed and approved by the Board" will be added to the last sentence on page five.


Also, change the hourly rate language to read "to be negotiated".  Negotiations are not to go over $85.00 per hour.


The Board also requested a copy of the monthly bill for attorney fees, in detail.


On page three of the contract, the Board agreed to add that all bills should be submitted for approval directly to the County Commission at 224 Pine Avenue, Live Oak, Florida.


Under Section 2(f), after "...regarding the conduct relating to the County Commissioners", add "or agenda items".


The meeting was recessed at 5:05 P.M.
