The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners held the final budget hearing on the above date and time and the following were present:  Chairman Ivie Fowler, Commissioners Eddy Hillhouse, J. D. Grinstead, Douglas M. Udell, J. D. Grinstead and Laure B. “Sam” Roberson, Jr., and Jean M. Fieler, Deputy Clerk.  Also present was C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney.


Chairman Fowler opened the meeting and turned the floor over to W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Circuit Court.  Clerk Henderson reviewed the budget with the Board.  He commended the Board for their efforts and hard work on the budget.


Chairman Fowler then opened the public comment portion of the hearing.  There was no one present wishing to speak on the budget, so Chairman Fowler accordingly closed the public comment portion of the hearing.


Chairman Fowler read aloud the resolution adopting the final millage rate at 9.050, with a breakdown 5.603 to the General Fund and 3.447 to Fine & Forefeiture.


Commissioner Roberson motioned that the resolution adopting the millage rate at 9.050 be adopted.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse and carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 96-43)


Commissioner Udell then motioned for adoption of the budget at $25,055,204.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Roberson and carried in a unanimous vote.


Commissioner Udell motioned for adoption of the resolution adopting the budget at $25,055,204.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Roberson and carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 96-44)


Moving on to assessments, Commissioner Udell motioned for adoption of the resolution assessing solid waste disposal at $115 per year.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Roberson and carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 96-42)


Commissioner Udell motioned for adoption of the resolution reflecting no assessment for rescue.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Roberson and carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 96-40)


Commissioner Roberson motioned for adoption of the resolution assessing fire protection at $50 peryear for urban fire protection and $25 per year for rural fire protection.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Udell and carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 96-41)


There being no further business, Commissioner Udell motioned to adjourn.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse and carried unanimously.
