The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners held a special-called meeting on the above date and time to address a proposed amendment to the Sheriff’s budget, and the following Commissioners were present:  Chairman Laure B. Roberson, Jr., Commissioner Ivie Fowler, Commissioner Douglas M. Udell, Commissioner J. D. Grinstead, and Commissioner Eddy Hillhouse.  Also present was C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney and Hattie Law, Deputy Clerk.


Chairman Roberson opened the meeting and reported that the Sheriff is requesting the Board’s approval of his amended budget in the amount of $4,592,133 for 1996.


W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Court, announced at this time that publication of notice of the special meeting had not been verified.  In the course of their reorganization after the fire, the Suwannee Democrat was unable to find the notice.


Chairman Roberson recessed the meeting until the regular meeting on November 7, 1995 at 10:00 A.M.


Commissioner Udell motioned to adjourn the meeting.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Grinstead, and carried unanimously.
