The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners held a regular meeting on the above date and time, and the following Commissioners were present:  Chairman Laure B. Roberson, Jr., Commissioner Ivie Fowler, Commissioner Douglas M. Udell, Commissioner J. D. Grinstead, and Commissioner Eddy Hillhouse.  Also present was C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney and Jean M. Fieler, Deputy Clerk.


The meeting was opened with prayer by Commissioner Udell and pledge of allegiance to the American flag.


The first item on the agenda was approval of the minutes of the September 19, 1995 Board meeting.  Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board unanimously approved the minutes of the September 19, 1995 Board meeting.


Luanne Mixon, Administrative Services Director was next on the agenda to present Linda Sanderson of the Suwannee River Regional Library with the award for employee of the month.  Ms. Sanderson’s coworkers described her as a tremendous asset to the department with an upbeat, helpful attitude.  


Keith Leibfried, First Federal Savings Bank of Florida was next on the agenda to discuss Azalea Park, a housing project being sponsored by First Federal on the old Suwannee County Hospital property.  The project will comprise of approximately thirty-eight homes for private residents.  Part of the area will be designated as a park, a portion of which the Recreation Department has agreed to maintain.  He explained that the City of Live Oak has tentatively agreed to the arrangement and if the county agrees as well, the park could be incorporated into the interlocal agreement between the city and the county, as suggested by Greg Scott, Director of the Live Oak-Suwannee County Recreation Department.


Some of the features of the park will include a basketball court, pavilion or gazebo, a playground with playground equipment, and landscaping.  The doctor’s offices will be sold, with the exception of one building, which has been donated to the Recreation Department for the Sports Complex.


In response to a question by Chairman Roberson, Mr. Leibfried explained that the park will not be limited to the exclusive use of the residents of Azalea Park, however, he felt that the park would be utilized primarily by the area residents.  Mr. Leibfried further responded that there are currently no provisions for parking.


Commissioner Udell was overwhelmed by Mr. Leibfried’s project.  He felt it would be very beneficial for the area.  He did, however, hope that there were no plans to remove the large oaks on the southwest corner.  Mr. Leibfried explained that those trees are on city property.  He assured Commissioner Udell  that there are no plans to disturb the oaks located on the property.


At Chairman Roberson’s request, Greg Scott, Recreation Director estimated the cost to maintain the park at approximately $3,000 to $5,000 per year.  Chairman Roberson questioned Mr. Leibfried about the lighting in the park.  Mr. Leibfried explained that there will be two high street lights at the park, and hopefully lights on the sidewalks.


Mr. Leibfried predicted that construction would begin in approximately three months.  The Board was very receptive to the Azalea Park project.


C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney emphasized the contribution being made to the community by First Federal.


Greg Scott, Director of the Live Oak/Suwannee County Recreation Department requested permission to let bids for moving the donated building from the old Suwannee County Hospital property to the Community Recreation Park Site.  He took the opportunity to publicly thank Mr. Leibfried for his donation of the building.


Mr. Scott informed the Board that the building is in very good shape, and estimated that the building would cost approximately $8,000 to $10,000 to move.


It was brought up that T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director is also looking into moving the old EMS building out to the landfill.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Udell, the Board unanimously authorized Greg Scott, Director of the Live Oak/Suwannee County Recreation Department to let bids for moving the doctor’s building from the old Suwannee County Hospital property to the Community Recreation Park Site, and further authorized T. Jerry Sikes, Public Works Director to let bids for moving the old EMS building from the old Suwannee County Hospital property to the landfill.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Udell, the Board unanimously approved the Subordination Agreement by Thad C. Nobles and wife, Tina J. Nobles, to the Florida Homeloan Corporation pertaining to the S.H.I.P. program.  (See Agreement No. 95-40)


David Grotefend, Programs Director of the Suwannee River Economic Council, Inc. presented his report for the months of April through September, 1995 pertaining to the S.H.I.P. program and the task force committee.  He also covered an outline on the proposed standards for the new “hap” plan.


Tim Alcorn updated the Board on the progress of the Suwannee Valley Development Authority for the months of April through September, 1995.  He described the progress out at the industrial park and informed the Board that the retention pond problem seems to be resolved.


Dean Pappapetrou reported on the activities for the Tourist Development Council for fiscal year 1995.  He informed the Board that there is currently a fund balance of approximately $49,000 as of September, 1995.  He further reported on the T.D.C. task force, which he described as very beneficial in the promotion of the county.


Chairman Roberson recessed for a break.

Chairman Roberson called the meeting back to order and announced a public hearing  to consider the adoption of an ordinance to adopt the Life Safety Code, 1994 Edition, compiled by the National Fire Protection Association, Inc.


Edward L. Allen, County Coordinator, read the title of the proposed ordinance aloud and the Chairman opened the public hearing at that time.  


Upon a motion by Commissioner Hillhouse and second by Commissioner Fowler, the Board unanimously adopted the ordinance adopting the Life Safety Code, 1994 Edition, compiled by the National Fire Protection Association, Inc.  (See Ordinance No. 95-12).


Next in consideration was the adoption of an ordinance to adopt the Standard Fire Prevention Code, 1994 Edition, compiled by the Southern Building Code Congress International, Inc.


Mr. Allen then read aloud the title of the proposed ordinance and Chairman Roberson opened the public hearing.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Grinstead and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board unanimously adopted the ordinance to adopt the Standard Fire Prevention Code, 1994 Edition, compiled by the Southern Building Code Congress International, Inc.  (See Ordinance No. 95-13)

All bids were tabled until next regular meeting of the Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners.


John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries was next on the agenda to discuss the library project.  He recapped the situation regarding the architect currently working on the library construction project and the fact that the architect is not meeting deadlines.  He reminded the Board of the letter prepared by C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney and sent to the architect demanding the completed bid documents.  Mr. Hales informed the Board that the documents did arrive, however, they are still incomplete.  Mr. Hales requested Samuel Ferreri’s presence at the meeting tonight, however, at 4:30 P.M. today Mr. Hales was informed by facsimile that Mr. Ferreri could not attend the meeting due to the weather in West Palm Beach.  Mr. Ferreri did indicate to Mr. Hales that he would like to meet with the Board at the next regular meeting.


Mr. Hales expressed his concern that the architect could not be relied upon to complete the project.  He recommended terminating the contract with Mr. Ferreri.  He informed the Board that thus far, the architect has been paid $41,280, covering the program review, the schematic design, and design development, all of which are 100% complete.  Only 50% of the construction documents have been paid for so far.  The total contract with the architect is for $96,000.  Mr. Hales pointed out the many promises that have been made by Mr. Ferreri, but were not kept.


Mr. Lewis counseled that in light of the circumstances, the Board has ample cause to discharge the architect.  He stated that the Board could either terminate the architect tonight, or give him five days to deliver the documents.  If the documents are not delivered within five days, then the architect will be terminated and the county will move forward with the second choice architect.  One problem facing the Board, Mr. Lewis explained, is that no architect would be willing to take over the project without a release from Mr. Ferreri and his subs.  He did suggest the possibility that the bonding company would take the necessary action to complete the project.


Mr. Hales informed the Board that after a preliminary review of the documents, the second architect has indicated that he could have the project ready for bid within six weeks, provided the current architect and his subs sign a release.  Mr. Hales further informed the Board that the State Library has agreed to give Suwannee County the time needed to complete the plans if they choose to terminate the current architect.


A motion was made by Commissioner Hillhouse to give the architect, Samuel Ferreri, until Monday, October 23, 1995 at 5:00 P.M. to come through with the plans or the contract will be terminated.  Said motion was seconded by Commissioner Grinstead and carried unanimously.


Edwin McCook, Executive Director of the Chamber of Commerce presented his report on the Chamber for the months of April through September, 1995.  He described the plans in the making to market rural Florida.


He stressed how the travel writer tours have been beneficial to the area.  Mr. McCook referenced an article on Suwannee County entitled “Where to Retire” that prompted over 200 inquiries regarding our area.  Mr. McCook also reported on the progress of the Rails to Trails program.


Tim Alcorn of J. Sherman Frier & Associates requested preliminary plat approval of The Oaks at Fort Union Subdivision.  He pointed out the changes that have been made to the plat, although the changes are somewhat varied from the Board’s suggestions.


There was still some concern regarding Lot Three.  Commissioner Fowler could not support the plat as presented.  He indicated that he could only approve the plat if it reflects the changes as suggested by the Board at the last meeting.  


That was the general contention of the Board.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Hillhouse and second by Commissioner Fowler, the Board unanimously re-appointed Michael Musgrove as the alternate member on the Code Enforcement Board.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Hillhouse and second by Commissioner Fowler, the Board unanimously appointed John Howard to the Suwannee County Development Authority to fill the position created by the resignation of Joe Chamberlain, District 4.


Next in consideration was the adoption of a resolution requesting the Suwannee River Water Management District to reduce the permitting processing fees for Suwannee County.  
Chairman Roberson read the resolution aloud.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously adopted a resolution requesting the Suwannee River Water Management District to waive the permit processing fees for Suwannee County over $100 for fiscal year 1996.  (See Resolution No. 95-45)


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board unanimously adopted a resolution authorizing execution of a railroad reimbursement agreement for the installation and maintenance of grade crossing traffic control devices on Green’s Furniture Road.  (See Resolution No. 95-46)


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously adopted a resolution authorizing execution of a railroad reimbursement agreement for installation and maintenance of grade crossing traffic control devices on a graded road.  (See Resolution No. 95-47)


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Fowler, the Board unanimously adopted a resolution authorizing Chairman Roberson to execute a county deed to The Women’s Club of Live Oak, Inc. to correct an error in the legal description on a prior deed.  (See Resolution No. 95-48)


Upon a motion by Commissioner Grinstead and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board unanimously approved an agreement with the North Central Florida Regional Planning Council to provide comprehensive planning services to Suwannee County for fiscal year 1996.  (See Agreement No. 95-41)


Next on the agenda for the Board's consideration was approval of the agreement with Keen Engineering for professional engineering services.  Mr. Allen pointed out that the percentage breakdown in the draft of the agreement, which calls for a 95% payment of Mr. Keen's architectural fees with a 5% holdback after inspection, may need to be adjusted to possibly a 85%/15% breakdown.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Hillhouse and second by Commissioner Grinstead, the Board unanimously approved the agreement with Keen Engineering for professional engineering services, subject to an adjustment in the percentage holdback to 85%/15%.


Mr. Allen then conveyed a request by the Florida Visual Ensemble to stay overnight in the coliseum complex at a special discount rate of $40, which had been allowed in the past by the previous manager.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board unanimously agreed that the Florida Visual Ensemble would not be permitted to stay overnight at the coliseum, and the rate for use of the building would remain at $100.


Chairman Roberson opened the floor for public comment.  There being no public comment at that time, Chairman Roberson closed the floor for public comment.


Mr. Allen approached the podium to discuss the possibility of a grant through the Community Development Block Grant Program for the handicap accessibility work that needs to be done throughout the community.  He felt confident that the county could obtain such a grant, however, the soonest it would come through is possibly June or July of 1996.


The engineer currently on the county projects has indicated that the handicap accessibility work could be set aside as a separate issue to allow work to continue on the other projects while waiting on the grant.  Mr. Allen estimated that the grant would be in the neighborhood of $200,000 to $300,000, and would possibly cover an elevator in the old State Attorney's building and handicap bathrooms at the courthouse, coliseum and any other county buildings that could be worked in.


Mr. Allen informed the Board that the Citizen's Advisory Board for the Community Block Grant would need to meet in the near future because the deadline to apply for the grant is in early December, and further, requested that one of the members of the Board be appointed to that task force.


He also requested authorization to contract the Regional Planning Council to assist the county with the grant application.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Grinstead and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board unanimously authorized Edward L. Allen, County Coordinator to move forward with his recommendation. 


Mr. Allen recommended that the county seek reimbursement for the construction costs only.  He explained that the county will have to do an “R.F.P.” if reimbursement for engineering costs is requested.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Fowler and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board unanimously approved payment of invoice batch number 004 through 019 totaling $712,460.89.


W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Circuit Court approached the podium regarding amending the Sheriff's 1995-96 budget.  He explained that the Board would need to come up with $237,812 in order to bring the Sheriff's budget up to his original request, less the $160,000.


Chairman Roberson clarified that the Sheriff requested that his budget be brought back up to $2,511,879.  The city has approved $464,000 and the Sheriff has offered to give back $118,000.  The Sheriff is willing to drop the $160,000 if the county would place $119,812 back into his budget.


Clerk Henderson explained that the only thing that will show up in the Board's budget is the $3,585,000 transfer out of fine and forfeiture, which includes dispatch and corrections.  This, the Clerk explained, is what is needed to bring the Sheriff's entire budget up to $4,446,918.


There was some confusion as to how the Clerk arrived at the figure of $237,812.  Clerk Henderson directed the Board's attention to the Sheriff's law enforcement budget request of $2,511,879.  He explained that by subtracting the $160,000, the $1,650,067 that was already budgeted, and the city's $464,000, there is still $237,812 that needs to be funded.


Chairman Roberson's recollection of the agreement was that the Sheriff needed an additional $119,812, and the Sheriff agreed.


Mr. Lewis clarified that the $119,812 plus the $118,000 that the Sheriff will be turning back over to the county makes up the $237,812.


Commissioner Udell interjected that he was under the impression that the budget process was complete when the city approved the $464,000.  He informed the Board that he felt he was misled into voting to place the $225,000 in the jail budget to fund the additional positions at the jail in the event the county gets the contract with the State of Florida to house level ten juveniles.  Commissioner Udell suggested the Board re-address the $225,000 in the jail budget due to the fact that the county will not be getting the contract.  He referenced the information Commissioner Hillhouse obtained from Tallahassee indicating that those extra positions to be funded by the $225,000 were not necessary unless the jail houses 127 inmates or more.


The Sheriff assured the Board that the first he heard that the county would not get the contract to house level ten juveniles was at the meeting with Ms. Cason.  The Sheriff added that Ms. Cason did contact the Sheriff after the meeting to discuss leasing the entire jail facility for $127 per day.  He tried to obtain bed space from the nearby jail facilities for the prisoners currently being held in the Suwannee County jail, however, there is no bed space available.


Referencing the $225,000 in the jail budget, Sheriff Leonard offered to rework the budget personally and see to it that the money that he does not need would come back to the Board.  While he conceded that he does not need to hold all the positions at the jail, he did indicate that he needed four positions.


The Sheriff suggested that he could take a portion of the $225,000 in the jail budget to fund the four positions and use the balance to help fund his law enforcement budget.


Commissioners Fowler and Hillhouse felt that the jail could remain in operation with twenty-three positions, and referenced a letter from Mr. Soback in Tallahassee indicating that a staff of twenty-three employees would be sufficient for 127 inmates.  The Sheriff clarified that twenty-three positions were approved to open the jail.


Chairman Roberson recommended that the Board allow the Sheriff to rework his budget.  


Commissioner Hillhouse felt that the Board was misled into putting that money back into the jail budget and felt it needed to come back out.


Clerk Henderson pointed out that one-twelfth of that money has already been paid to the Sheriff in his first monthly draw.


Commissioner Fowler interjected at this point that the Sheriff's original budget request was turned down due to the problem with the contract with the City of Live Oak.  Eventually, he continued, the city ended up with a contract that was less than last year.  Last year's budget of $2,355,012 broke down to an operating budget of $2,195,012 with a capital outlay of $160,000.  Out of the $2,195,000, the Sheriff has indicated he would give back $118,000.  Taking all of this into consideration, last year the Sheriff spent $2,077,012.  


The budget approved this year with the $464,000 and $118,000 carryover would give the Sheriff $2,232,067, which is $155,055 above what the Sheriff spent last year on law enforcement.  Commissioner Fowler felt that $2,232,067, which is a 7.74% increase over last year, is sufficient.


Commissioner Udell was concerned that he was misled regarding the contract to house level ten juveniles.  He reported that when he contacted Secretary Calvin Ross personally to discuss the upcoming meeting between Commissioner Udell and the other gentlemen scheduled to discuss the contract with Secretary Ross, he had no idea who Commissioner Udell was.  


There was discussion that Ray Hodge in Senator Charles Williams' office was supposed to schedule the meeting.


Commissioner Fowler voiced that he voted against placing the $225,000 in the jail budget in the first place because it is not common practice to have to place the money up front for a contact.


Clerk Henderson cautioned that the county is already short on funds, and in addition, he is not clear on the actual dollar amount that will be distributed to the Sheriff.  


Chairman Roberson again recommended that the Board allow the Sheriff to use a portion of the $225,000 to fund the four positions in the jail budget and the balance to help fund the law enforcement budget.


The Board agreed to allow the Sheriff to come back before the Board with a budget amendment for their review.


Johnny Wooley, Spokesperson for the Suwannee County Sheriff offered a public apology to Commissioner Udell if the Commissioner was misled in any fashion.  Mr. Wooley stressed that he was not aware of the change in the Federal Rules until the meeting with Ms. Cason.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Grinstead and second by Commissioner Hillhouse, the Board unanimously adopted a resolution proclaiming Saturday, October 28, 1995 Run of the Century Day in Suwannee County, Florida.  (See Resolution No. 95-44)


Dean Pappapetrou added that a historic marker for the Shrine Club in Branford will be unveiled at Ivie Memorial Park, it's temporary location, on that date.


Commissioner Udell mentioned that the Suwannee High Band Students have been selected to participate in a program in Orlando and urged those present to contribute to their cause.


Clerk Henderson quoted the interest statements for the record:  FICT, $4,182,434 with interest earned for 9/1/95 through 9/30/95, $19,702.67 and a cumulative interest earned of $211,015.62.  The yield for September was 5.45%.


Clerk Henderson reported that the general fund is short by $231,643, the emergency management fund is short by $3,201, and waste management grant fund is short by $8,984.  He requested permission to borrow money from other funds to cover those funds, and the Chairman so granted Clerk Henderson's request.
