The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners held a special meeting on the above date and time for the purpose of opening bids for the old landfill closure and to discuss proposed changes to the Land Development Regulations, and the following Commissioners were present:  Chairman Laure B. "Sam" Roberson, Jr., Commissioner Ivie Fowler, Commissioner Douglas M. Udell, Commissioner J. D. Grinstead, and Commissioner Eddy Hillhouse.  Also present was C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney and Jean M. Fieler, Deputy Clerk.


Chairman Roberson called the meeting to order.  Glenda B. Williams, Director of Records read the bids for the landfill closure aloud, as follows:

Chairman Roberson announced the apparent low bidder as Anderson Columbia, Inc. at $2,293,900.


Frank Darabi, the engineer working on the landfill closure requested the Board's permission to review the bid documents before awarding the bid.


Chairman Roberson granted Mr. Darabi's request and recessed the meeting for a break.

Chairman Roberson called the meeting back to order and gave the floor to Edward L. Allen, County Coordinator.  Mr. Allen continued his review of the proposed changes to the Land Development Regulations.


Beginning with Page 4-21, Section 4.5.2, Residential Single Family, Permitted Uses, the Board agreed with Mr. Allen's recommendation that it be changed to add mobile homes.  He pointed out that most of the subdivisions in Suwannee County already have restrictions in place prohibiting mobile homes.


The next change addressed was on Page 4-51, Section 4.10.5, Commercial Neighborhood, Permitted Uses, where the Board agreed that the need for a special exception for gas pumps would be eliminated.  


In addition, Mr. Allen proposed to add to that Section “welding shops not to exceed 2,500 feet, agriculture equipment repair and sales, agriculture feed, seed and fertilizer sales and packaging, automotive repair not to exceed 2,500 feet, and mini self-storage warehouses not to exceed 2,500 feet.”.  


In addition, under Page 4-55, Section 4.11.2, Commercial General, Permitted Uses, Mr. Allen recommended adding self-storage warehouses.


Next, on page 4-63, Section 4.12.5, Commercial Intensive, Special Exceptions, Mr. Allen suggested adding light manufacturing and fabricating in completely enclosed buildings.


On Page 4-75, Section 4.14.12, Commercial Highway Exchange, Permitted Uses, "(1) products to be sold only at retail" will be deleted.


On Page 4-76, Section 4.14.5, Commercial Highway Exchange, Special Exceptions, Mr. Allen recommended adding business and professional offices, printing plants, and hospital and medical clinics.  


On Page 4-126, Section 4.19.8, Erection of more than one principal, Mr. Allen recommended adding the language "unless current zoning district allows for a smaller lot size and provided there are not any existing plat restrictions to the contrary.  The Board agreed to this change as long as the lots meet the density and road frontage requirements.


Page 4-126, Section 4.19.10 will be eliminated.


Moving on to Page 4-147, Section 4.19.31, Home Occupations, Mr. Allen voiced to the Board that the following language should be added:  “When the home occupation is conducted entirely within the residence and does not employ anyone other than occupants of the residence and does not involve any sales on the premises.  A special permit for this use can be issued by the LDRA.”


On Page 14-8, Section 14.10.1, Special Permits, Temporary use permits issued by the Board of County Commissioners, Mr. Allen recommended adding that the Board of County Commissioners may issue a temporary use permit for any use.


On Page 4-19, Offstreet Parking, it is specified that offstreet parking must be surfaced with one inch of type two asphaltic surface coarse, or the equivalent as approved as meeting standards established by the Board of County Commissioners.  It was agreed that language would be added to that section to the effect that the business would "maintain adequate parking".


And finally, Mr. Allen pointed out to the Board that many business owners went through the expense of having their property zoned commercial only to have it revert back to agriculture after the Land Development Regulations were implemented in 1991.  He suggested that the Board attempt to restore the commercial zoning status back to those residents that fall into that category.  Mr. Allen informed the Board that the State may not allow the Board to change the zoning back, however, he and the Board felt they had to try.


Mr. Allen informed the Board that he would get together with the Regional Planning Council regarding these changes.  Some of the changes, he continued, will require a comp plan amendment, and some will require Board action.


There being no further business to come before the Board at that time, Chairman Roberson adjourned the meeting.
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
