The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met at a special meeting on the above date and time, and the following Commissioners were present:  Chairman Laure B. “Sam” Roberson, Jr., Commissioner Ivie Fowler, Commissioner Douglas M. Udell, Commissioner J. D. Grinstead, and Commissioner Eddy Hillhouse.  Also present was C. Dean Lewis, County Attorney and W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Courts.


Chairman Roberson brought the meeting to order and announced that the purpose of the meeting was to hold a public hearing on the Community Development Block Grant.


The Chairman opened the hearing and gave the floor over to Sherry Houston, Senior Planner for the North Central Florida Regional Planning Council, who briefly described the Neighborhood Revitalization Grant.


Chairman Roberson then opened the floor for public comment.  There being no public comment at that time, that portion of the hearing was closed.


Commissioner Udell thanked Ms. Houston for bringing the opportunity of the Neighborhood Revitalization Grant to the county.  The Chairman then called for a motion for approval.  Commissioner Udell accordingly motioned to approve.  Said motion was seconded by Commissioner Grinstead and carried unanimously.


Ms. Houston then briefly explained Resolution No. 95-55, “A Resolution Adopting a Community Development Plan”.  Commissioner Udell motioned for approval .  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Fowler and carried unanimously.


Ms. Houston briefly explained Resolution No. 95-56, “A Resolution Adopting Complaint and Grievance Procedures”.  Commissioner Udell motioned for approval .  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse and carried unanimously.


Ms. Houston then briefly explained Resolution No. 95-57 “A Resolution Adopting a Citizen Participation Plan”.  Commissioner Fowler motioned for approval .  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Udell and carried unanimously.


Ms. Houston briefly explained Resolution No. 95-58, “A Resolution Adopting a Residential Antidisplacement and Relocation Assistance Plan”.  Commissioner Udell motioned for approval .  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Fowler and carried unanimously.


Ms. Houston then briefly explained Resolution No. 95-59, “A Resolution Adopting Community Development Block Grant Program Procurement Procedures”.  Commissioner Fowler motioned for approval .  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Udell and carried unanimously.


Ms. Houston briefly explained Resolution No. 95-60, “A Resolution Adopting a Transition Plan to Increase Handicapped Accessibility”.  Commissioner Hillhouse motioned for approval .  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Fowler and carried unanimously.


Ms. Houston briefly explained Resolution No. 95-61, “A Resolution Adopting an Affirmative Action Plan”.  Commissioner Grinstead motioned for approval.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse and carried unanimously.


Finally, Ms. Houston briefly explained Resolution No. 95-62, “A Resolution Authorizing the Filing of Suwannee County’s Fiscal Year 1996 Florida Small Cities Community Development Block Grant Neighborhood Revitalization Application with the Department of Community Affairs”.  Commissioner Udell motioned for approval.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Fowler and carried unanimously.


Commissioner Grinstead announced that a ceremonial sealing of the time capsule will be held on the front steps of the Courthouse on Saturday, December 16, 1995 at 9:00 a.m.  He predicted that there might be some television coverage of the event, and encouraged each Board member to attend.


There being no further business to come before the Board, Chairman Roberson called for a motion to adjourn.  Commissioner Udell so moved.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Fowler and carried unanimously.
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
