The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met in a special-called workshop for the purpose of discussing the landfill and the following were present:  Chairman Eddy Hillhouse, Commissioners Barry Baker, Donald M. Odom, Sr., Douglas M. Udell, and Jerry Scott, and Jean M. Fieler, Supervisor of Records.  


Chairman Hillhouse opened the meeting and turned the floor over to Frank Darabi of Darabi & Associates, Inc., Environmental Consultants.  Mr. Darabi thanked the Board for allowing him to bring the Board up to date on the issues surrounding the landfill, including the Solid Waste Facility, Solid Waste Collection Centers, and Road Department Tank Leak.


Mr. Darabi began by briefing the Board on the Solid Waste Facility.  He explained the many facets of Landfill Closure, Off-Site Gas Migration, and Contamination Assessment, the Active Facility and Compliance Monitoring.  Mr. Darabi took time out during his presentation to answer several questions for those present.


Mr. Darabi then updated the Board on the status of the Solid Waste Collection Centers.  


Moving on to the Road Department Tank Leak, Mr. Darabi briefly reviewed the circumstances surrounding the leak for the Board.


Mr. Darabi also reviewed some diagrams of the landfill depicting the various sample sites.


In closing, Mr. Darabi invited those present to attend a bar-b-que out at the landfill on Friday, January 24, 1997 at 12:00 noon.  He reported that there will be demonstrations of the various monitoring equipment.


After a brief discussion on tipping fee analysis, the workshop was adjourned Udell Scott at 2:35 p.m.
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
