The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met at a special-called meeting on the above date and time and the following were present:  Chairman Eddy Hillhouse, Commissioner Barry Baker, Commissioner Donald M. Odom, Sr., Commissioner Douglas M. Udell, Commissioner Jerry Scott, and Jean M. Fieler, Supervisor of Records.


Chairman Hillhouse announced that the purpose of the meeting is to interview applicants for Extension Agent I or II, Agriculture, 4-H and turned the floor over to Robert Tervola, County Extension Director.


Mr. Tervola briefly reviewed the circumstances surrounding the placement of an Extension Agent I or II, Agriculture, 4-H for Suwannee County, and introduced Dr. Rodney Clouser, District II Extension Director.  Dr. Clouser explained the screening process leading up to the three applicants.


It was established at that time that the candidates would be ranked by paper ballot.


Dr. Clouser explained that the candidates have been placed in random order for the interview process, beginning with Jennifer Hornsby.


Ms. Hornsby briefly reviewed her educational background for the Board, as well as her prior work experience.  She then proceeded to answer questions posed to her by the Commissioners.


The Board thanked Ms. Hornsby for her presentation.


Before calling in the next applicant, the Board clarified the rating system imposed on the candidates by the Advisory Committee.


Dr. Clouser then introduced David Pugh.  Mr. Pugh, originally from Iowa, gave the Board his educational qualifications and experience background.  Mr. Pugh then proceeded to answer questions directed at him by the Commissioners.  He closed by thanking the Board for their time and expressing his pleasure in extension work.


The Board thanked Mr. Pugh for the interview.


Dr. Clouser then introduced Justin Jones.  Mr. Jones, from Trenton, Florida, gave the Board a review of his qualifications and work history.  He reported that he interned for a three-month period at the Suwannee County Extension Office in 1993.


Mr. Jones then answered the questions directed at him by the Commissioners.  The Board thanked Mr. Jones for his presentation.


Chairman Hillhouse recessed for a break.

Chairman Hillhouse called the meeting back to order and opened the floor for discussion.  It was decided that the candidates would be rated on a scale of one to three, with one being the best.

After announcing the ranking, Commissioner Udell motioned that the job be offered to Justin Jones, and if he cannot accept, then offer the position to David Pugh.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Scott and carried unanimously.

Mr. Jones accepted the position and thanked the Board for the opportunity.
