The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners held a special-called meeting on the above date and time and the following were present:  Chairman Eddy Hillhouse, Commissioner Jerry Scott, Commissioner Douglas M. Udell, Commissioner Donald Odom, Commissioner Barry Baker, and Jean M. Fieler, Supervisor of Records.  Also present was Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.


Chairman Hillhouse called the meeting to order and announced that the purpose of the meeting is to discuss a change order on the Courthouse Annex.


Edward L. Allen, County Coordinator explained that during demolition, asbestos has been discovered in the original floor, caulking, and pipe insulation in the attic, which must be properly disposed of.


Commissioner Udell asked some questions regarding disposal of the asbestos.  He requested that the record reflect the fact that the presence of asbestos in the building was unknown.


Commissioner Udell motioned for the change order for this particular project in the amount of $37,258.00.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Odom and carried unanimously.


There was a discussion regarding the responsibility of the contractor to ensure that the building is now asbestos-free as far as they have been able to determine in the course of their construction, in order to avoid having to come back and remove more asbestos at a later date.  Mr. Allen agreed to speak with the engineer.


There being no further business, Chairman Hillhouse adjourned the meeting.
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
