The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met in a special-called meeting on the above date and time and the following were present:  Chairman Eddy Hillhouse, Commissioner Jerry Scott, Commissioner Douglas M. Udell, Commissioner Donald Odom, Commissioner Barry Baker, and W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Circuit Court.  Also present was Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.


The first item on the agenda was selection of an engineer for construction of a waterline on U.S. 129 North to Interstate 10.  Edward L. Allen, County Coordinator explained that the engineer selection committee ranked the engineers in the order of Conklin, Porter & Holmes; Curtis Keen Engineering; Professional Engineering Consultants; and Suwannee Valley Engineering.


Mr. Allen further reported that the selection committee recommended that the Board enter into an agreement with Conklin, Porter & Holmes for a fee not to exceed $55,500, which Conklin, Porter & Holmes accepted.  They indicated that they would be able to finish the engineering work and all the specifications, and have the D.O.T. and D.E.P. permit applications ready by the August 15, 1997 deadline.


Mr. Allen answered several questions for the Board, after which Commissioner Scott motioned to accept the bid by Conklin, Porter & Holmes.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Odom.


For the purpose of clarification, Mr. Allen reviewed the modifications to the contract as recommended by Hal A. Airth, County Attorney in paragraph 5.3 regarding payment for services rendered in the event of termination of the contract, and paragraph 6.4 regarding disputes being first referred to arbitration prior to litigation and establishing Suwannee County as proper venue in such case.


Commissioner Scott amended his motion to include acceptance of the proposal with Conklin, Porter & Holmes, including the recommendations of the County Attorney.  Amended motion was seconded by Commissioner Odom and carried unanimously.


Next up for consideration was approval of change orders and payment of invoices pertaining to renovation of the Courthouse Annex.  Mr. Allen gave the Board a rundown on the change orders previously approved by the Board:  $37,258 due to asbestos; and $720 for tinted glass on the windows on the west side of the building.  The current change order, he continued, is to cover damage in the subfloor areas under the bathrooms, additional electrical service, the walls in the hallway, and work performed on a window discovered under some paneling, for a total of $431,843.


Clerk Henderson mentioned to the Board that the Judges have requested a security light out in the parking areas near the Criminal Justice Facility and Courthouse Annex.  Mr. Allen also mentioned additional change orders requested by Lamar Jenkins, Property Appraiser and George Burnham, Tax Collector for additional computer stations, amounting to in excess of $3,000.  He reported that he has written a letter to them asking if they have the money in their budget to cover the changes.


Upon a motion by Commissioner Udell and second by Commissioner Scott, the Board unanimously approved the change orders as requested.


The Board was in agreement that lighting is needed in the back parking area.


Commissioner Udell motioned and Commissioner Odom seconded to approve payment of an invoice (from Scott Peterson Construction Company for work performed on the Courthouse Annex) in the amount of $135,297.10.  Motion carried unanimously.


W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Circuit Court presented the tentative calendar for preparation of the budget for Fiscal Year 1998.


There being no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Udell motioned to adjourn.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Odom and carried unanimously.
