The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met in a special called meeting on the above date and time and the following were present:  Chairman Eddy Hillhouse, Commissioner Jerry Scott, Commissioner Douglas M. Udell, Commissioner Donald M. Odom, Sr., Commissioner Barry Baker, and Jean M. Fieler, Supervisor of Records.  Also present was Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.


Chairman Hillhouse turned the floor over to Frank Darabi of Darabi & Associates, Inc., Environmental Consultants, to discuss the landfill.  Mr. Darabi began his presentation with the old landfill.  He reported that there are have been traces of arsenic found at the old landfill and described some of the methods currently being utilized to address the contamination problem.


Mr. Darabi explained the county’s obligations regarding the old landfill.  For the next twenty years, he explained, the county is responsible for private well sampling, contamination assessment, and closure care and maintenance, which includes groundwater and gas monitoring, mowing and maintenance, and engineering reports and inspections on the old landfill.  He informed the Board that the county is required to have escrow available one year in advance for closure care and maintenance.  E. Dianne Herring, Chief Deputy Clerk of Finance reported that the county currently has $100,000 in escrow for landfill closure and long-term care and maintenance.


Moving onto the new landfill, Mr. Darabi reported that the county is required to conduct groundwater and gas monitoring, build a closure escrow account in the amount of $925,831 within seven years, develop long term care and maintenance accounts in anticipation of closure of the new landfill, and budget for “Cell II Reserve”.


In closing, Mr. Darabi recommended that the county develop and county-owned transfer station at the existing landfill rather than attempt to site another landfill in Suwannee County.


Mr. Darabi then answered several questions for the Commissioners, after which, the Board thanked Mr. Darabi for his presentation.


Commissioner Udell motioned to adjourn.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Odom and carried unanimously.
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
