The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met in a recessed meeting on the above date and time.  Present were Chairman Eddy Hillhouse, Commissioner Jerry Scott, Commissioner Douglas Udell, Commissioner Donald M. Odom Sr., Commissioner Barry Baker, County Attorney Hal Airth, Clerk of Court Randy Henderson, and  Deputy Clerk Linda Hale.


Chairman Hillhouse called the meeting to order and announced the only order of business to finish the recessed meeting was the contract with Suwannee Valley Probation Services Clerk Henderson had brought before the board during the previous meeting.


Clerk Henderson came forward and mentioned representatives from Suwannee Valley Probation Services were present as was County Judge William R. Slaughter, and would be available to answer any questions..


Chairman Hillhouse requested a change in Item No. 6, where the reports are, if “Board of County Commissioners” could be added to the terminology, and was assured that it could be added.  He asked if further down in the wording, if “imposed and collected” could be added.  Judge Slaughter assured Chairman Hillhouse that the Board would be provided with copies of everything.  Judge Slaughter mentioned that Suwannee Valley Probation Services had done an exceptional job and that he supports and recommends this contract.


Commissioner Scott motioned for approval of the agreement with Suwannee Valley Probation Services.  Commissioner Udell seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 97-59)


Commissioner Scott motioned to adjourn the recessed meeting and Commissioner Odom seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.


Chairman Hillhouse announced a new meeting had begun, a Public Hearing on the 1998 Tentative Budget. 


Clerk Henderson stated this hearing was a tentative budget hearing and that the final hearing date should be set at this meeting.  He stated there were two items to be covered:


1.  Adoption of the aggregate millage rate of $9.05 per thousand.


2.  Adoption of the tentative budget of $22,980,451.


Commissioner Udell motioned to approve the millage rate of $9.05.  Clerk Henderson stated the public hearing should be opened at this time.  Commissioner Udell withdrew his motion.


Chairman Hillhouse opened the public hearing for anyone wishing to ask questions or to speak.


With no comments from the public, Chairman Hillhouse closed the public hearing.


Commissioner Udell then motioned for approval of the millage rate at $9.05 as requested by Clerk Henderson.  Commissioner Odom seconded the motion, which carried unanimously.


Commissioner Udell motioned to approve the budget of $22,980,451. Commissioner Scott seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.


Clerk Henderson mentioned that a hearing date should be set for the Final Budget Hearing.  Chairman Hillhouse stated the hearing for the Final Budget had already been scheduled for Tuesday, September 23, 1997 at 5:15 P.M.


  With no further business to discuss, Commissioner Udell made a motion to adjourn at 5:35 P.M.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Scott.  The motion carried unanimously. 
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
