The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners on the above referenced date and time reconvened the meeting recessed March 3, 1998 at 2:42 P. M.  Present were: Chairman Jerry Scott, Commissioner Eddy Hillhouse, Commissioner Douglas Udell, Commissioner Donald Odom, Sr., Commissioner Barry Baker, County Attorney Hal Airth, Deputy Clerk Michael Tyson.

The Chairman called the meeting to Order and led the invocation and the pledge of allegiance to the American flag.

Chairman Scott called on Murel McDonald Director of Emergency Services.

Mr. McDonald advised the Board a priority now was to identify emergency job sites within the next three weeks.  So far 120 job sites were known.  He noted the landfill is one of them.  He speculated there were numerous sites yet to be identified for declaring with FEMA.

Mr. McDonald estimated the cost of operating the Emergency Operations Center would run about $20,000 and would be fully refunded by FEMA.

Mr. McDonald advised 221 families had filed with FEMA for uninsured losses.  He advised with the Presidential Declaration of disaster that farm disaster aid should now be available

Mr. McDonald advised the rivers are not likely to rise any further unless there is unexpected rain.  He recommended not extending the local state of emergency unless the County was considering undertaking the repair of private roads.

There was considerable discussion regarding possible repair of private roads.  It was the opinion of most Board members that it was a legally prohibited situation.


Chairman Scott advised the Board that the work on the Coliseum Arena had been completed and that the materials supplier Smitty’s was requesting payment.  


Commissioner Hillhouse made a motion to pay the bill as originally bid.  Commissioner Odom seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.


Commissioner Hillhouse noted the methane level at the landfill was decreasing now that the flare system was functioning properly.  With the water table dropping, the extra wells previously recommended by Darabi and Associates might not be needed at all.


Commissioner Baker motioned to adjourn and Commissioner Odom made a second.  The motion carried unanimously. 

At 5:15 P. M., the meeting adjourned.
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
