The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met in a recessed meeting on the above date and time.  Present were:  Chairman Jerry Scott, Commissioner Eddy Hillhouse, Commissioner Douglas M. Udell, Commissioner Donald N. Odom, Sr. and Commissioner Barry Baker.  Also present were County Attorney Hal Airth and Hattie Law, Deputy Clerk.


Chairman Scott called the meeting to order and announced the purpose of the meeting was to extend the local state of emergency for the county.


Commissioner Baker made a motion to extend the local state of emergency for an additional seven days.  Commissioner Odom seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.


Commissioner Hillhouse advised the Board an individual was seeking to open a triple-x rated video store in Wellborn.  He asked the Board to consider placing a six-month moratorium on allowing any kind of adult entertainment that might be considered pornography from coming into the county.  

The Board was in agreement with Commissioner Hillhouse and thought the moratorium would allow the Board time to establish an ordinance that would prohibit this kind of business.

Commissioner Hillhouse made a motion to place a six-month moratorium on any kind of adult entertainment (including triple-x video stores) that might be considered pornographic material from opening in the county.  Commissioner Odom seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.


Ray Brown, Public Works Director stated the county is at the $500,000 mark set for storm repairs and advised the Board no money has been received from FEMA as of this date.  Mr. Brown stated the money was going to run out very soon and more money will be needed to continue the work.  Mr. Brown elaborated the funds were forthcoming but have not been received.  


Commissioner Hillhouse made a motion to approve an additional $300,000 to be used for emergency repairs.  Commissioner Baker seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.


Commissioner Udell voiced his concern over the low fences built around retention ponds and stated there needs to be some kind of regulation to the height of the fence to prevent kids from getting into the area.  Commissioner Udell’s concern arose from an incident at the new Waffle House where the fence around the retention pond is only four-foot high.  


Commissioner Udell was advised the county does no permitting for the fencing that it is regulated by Suwannee River Water Management District.


Commissioner Hillhouse made a motion to adjourn the recessed meeting.  Commissioner Udell seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
