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June 23, 1998

Live Oak, Florida


6:00 P. M.

The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners held a scheduled meeting on the above date and time.  Present were: Chairman Jerry Scott, Commissioner Eddy Hillhouse, Commissioner Douglas M. Udell, Commissioner Donald Odom, Sr., Commissioner Barry Baker, County Attorney Hal Airth, and Deputy Clerk Michael Tyson.

Chairman Scott called the meeting to order and called upon Commissioner Odom to lead the invocation and pledge of allegiance to the American Flag.

Chairman Scott announced Agenda Item Number 1 is the consideration of additional agenda items.  The Chairman advised he had four items to be added to the agenda, which were:

A. Consider adoption of an emergency ordinance banning the use of fire and fireworks until drought conditions are back into normal range. (Murel McDonald, Emergency Services Director)

B. Consider approval of the Sixth Amendment of Option Agreement with William Kenneth Daugherty to purchase prison site property.(Hal Airth, County Attorney)

C. Consider requesting Clerk to pay bank charges on those accounts that his office receives interest from.(Edward L. Allen, County Coordinator)

D. To hear the Finance Committee Report.

E. A resolution adopting some rules and regulations for the Branford Greenway. (Hal Airth, County Attorney)

Commissioner Hillhouse motioned to add the items to the agenda.  Commissioner Odom made a second.  The motion carried unanimously.


The chairman called Agenda Item Number 2, for the approval of minutes from May 14 and May 19, and June 2, 1998. 


Commissioner Udell motioned to approve the minutes in agenda item number 2.  Commissioner Odom made a second.  The motion carried unanimously


Chairman Scott announced that Mary Taylor scheduled as agenda item number 3 was unable to attend the meeting.  The Chairman called upon Murel McDonald to make a report on several items related to the drought and the area fires.


Mr. McDonald advised Suwannee County Emergency Management has been assisting Lafayette and Taylor counties with the forest fires. 


Mr. McDonald explained the proposed emergency ordinance prohibiting open fires and fireworks usage during the drought conditions.  Mr. McDonald explained the “Keetch-Byram Drought Index ranging from 0 to 800 and noted that 800 were the worst drought conditions on the index scale.  He also noted that anything above 350 on the index would be considered a fire hazard.


Commissioner Udell asked if it would take additional board action to allow fireworks if the County was to get enough rain to lower the index.


Mr. McDonald explained this would not be necessary as the proposed ordinance made provisions for a change in the drought condition to allow resumption of the use of fire and fireworks.


Commissioner Odom expressed that he would support the ordinance in general but suggested the ordinance allow the prior planned use of fireworks by professional licensed pyrotechnic entities.


Discussion ensued regarding the scale and the possible exceptions and wording of the ordinance.


Mr. Airth advised that if the Board desired to enact the ordinance, the Board should declare in the ordinance that an emergency situation exists, and the ordinance should provide a specific date.


More discussion ensued and a question from the audience asked if there would be any specific penalty provided for in the ordinance.


After some discussion and amendments, Commissioner Udell motioned to create an ordinance declaring that Suwannee County is under a state of drought which creates an emergency situation due to the threat of fire and prohibiting the use of open flame and fireworks by any individual if the index is above 350 and any licensed pyrotechnic individual or company if the index is above 450.  The ordinance also required that any licensed professional display operators have volunteer fire fighters on scene and notify Suwannee County Emergency Management and the appropriate fire department of their intent to conduct a fire works display, assuming that it is permissible according to the limits of below 450 on the index.  A penalty of a second-degree misdemeanor was imposed for violation of the ordinance.  Commissioner Hillhouse made a second.  The motion carried in a 4-1 vote with Commissioner Odom voting against the motion. (See Ordinance No. 98-12))


Attorney Airth advised he would draft the ordinance as amended the next day.


Commissioner Odom expressed that his reluctance to support the Ordinance as an additional agenda item is due to the lack of time to properly consider the issue.  He further stated that if the drought conditions were the same next week and the Board was voting at that time, he would certainly support the ban on all fireworks. 


Mr. McDonald advised the Board on the status of FEMA reimbursements from flood related damage and expenses.  He stated to date the County had received $329,935 from FEMA.  There is an additional $219,531 approved and the County is awaiting receipt of these funds.  He further advised there are pending claims of several hundred thousand dollars waiting final approval.


Chairman Scott announced the ribbon cutting ceremony for the opening of the Branford Greenway has been postponed and will be reset when the paving and other items are completed.


Chairman Scott called for Agenda Item Number 4, Daniel Scarborough to discuss special taxing district to pave 81st Drive in Commissioner Udell’s district.  Mr. Scarborough approached the podium and advised the Board the residents on the street were all in agreement but there were some questions on the details of the engineering and design of the street for paving.


Commissioner Udell asked that Mr. Ray Brown, Public Works Director discuss the design standards of the ditches along the street and what needs to be done with Mr. Scarborough.


Mr. Brown advised he would do so.


Commissioner Baker asked if the County would be working on one of these special taxing paving projects one at a time so as not to encumber the County’s equipment from regular maintenance duty.


Mr. Brown advised this was in fact the intent of the Road Department.


Chairman Scott announced Agenda Item Number 5, Rita Dopp concerning the Suwannee County Task Force on Domestic and Sexual Violence.  Ms. Dopp is Executive Director of “Another Way” and on behalf of the Task Force on Domestic and Sexual Violence is seeking the appointment of a Board representative to serve on the Task Force Board.


Ms. Dopp advised according to the Task Force Bylaws there are three objectives:

1) To promote interagency cooperation.

2) To provide a forum for the development of a community based interagency and citizen assessment of the local response to the issues of domestic and sexual violence.

3) To develop a community plan for prevention and intervention with the perpetrator, the victim, and the family.  Educational programs were emphasized.

Ms. Dopp advised the task force meets at the Live Oak City Hall at 1:00 P. M. on the first Tuesday of each month.

The Chairman stated he would talk with the other Commissioners regarding an appointment to the Task Force.

At 6:55 P. M. the Chairman called a recess.
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At 7:10 P. M. Chairman Scott called the meeting back to order.

The Chairman called Agenda Item Number 6 Sheriff Alton K. Williams, Jr. and Major Les Hall to request approval of Deputy Sheriffs’ Blanket Surety Bond.

The sheriff advised the bond was required by Florida Statute 30.09 and requires the Sheriffs’ Office to pay for the bond.  The statute requires the bond be approved by the County Commission and that it be filed with the Clerk of Circuit Court.  The bond provides for $1,000 per deputy.  There are 39 deputies in law enforcement, there are 12 corrections officers that are dual certified, and there are fifteen reserve law enforcement deputies and fifteen auxiliary law enforcement deputies.  The Sheriff requested the Board to approve and sign the bond.

Commissioner Hillhouse motioned approval of the Blanket Surety for the Sheriff’s Office.  Commissioner Baker made a second.  The motion carried unanimously.  The Board members then each signed the bond. (The Bond was subsequently recorded in the Clerk’s Official Record Books, Book 691, Page 71 on June 24, 1998)

The Chairman called Agenda Item Number 7 to consider the reappointment of Earl Carter, Sr. to serve another term on the Live Oak-Suwannee County Recreation Board.  Commissioner Baker made a motion for approval.  Commissioner Udell made a second.  The motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Scott next announced Agenda Item Number 8, to consider the appointment of Fletcher Mills, B. Ralph Bell, and Larry Schattle, Jr. as alternate to the Construction Board of Adjustments and Appeals.  Commissioner Odom moved to approve the appointments as listed.  Commissioner Udell made a second.  The motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Edward L. Allen, County Coordinator reminded the Chairman there were scheduled public hearings for 7:00 P. M. and perhaps the Board should conduct those advertised hearings before attending to the other agenda items.

Chairman Scott announced the Board would skip item number 9 until later in the meeting, and that item number 10 concerning the vacating part of 122nd Trail had been postponed.

The Chairman then called Agenda Item Number 11, a Public Hearing to be held at 7:00 P.M. or as soon thereafter as possible, concerning LDR98-03, an application by the Board to adopt an ordinance amending the text of the County’s Land Development Regulations under Section 2.3, entitled Uses Under Special Exception Provisions Not Non-Conforming Uses, to add language to clarify that under certain conditions the upgrading of a waste management system at an existing intensive agriculture operation shall not require a special permit.


Robinette Robinson addressed the Board explaining the application for LDR98-03.  She stated the change in the regulations applied to existing intensive agriculture waste management systems only and they must be in accordance with the USDA Program for Waste System Enhancement or of similar design and function and certified by a licensed engineer.  The facility must be no closer to a property line than the existing facility or 300 feet which ever is greater.  Any new facility not considered an upgrade of an existing system would still require a special permit from the County.


Commissioner Hillhouse motioned to approve the LDR 98-03 Application and Commissioner Udell seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously. (See Ordinance 98-13)


The Chairman called Agenda Item Number 9and John D Hales, Jr. Director of Libraries.

Mr. Hales advised the Board the Library had some excess shelving in storage and he believed there was an opportunity to sell these shelves to Hamilton County for the new Jennings Library.  Mr. Hales stated the Clerk of the Court Mr. Henderson had expressed an interest in obtaining about eight sections of the wooden shelving but the remainder could be sold to Hamilton County and might bring about $2000.


Comm Odom motioned to allow Mr. Hales to pursue this avenue and Commissioner Hillhouse made a second.  The motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Scott called Agenda Item Number 12, the replat of Lake Louise lots 37 and 38.  Robinette Robinson Director of Planning and Zoning addressed the Board.

Ms. Robinson advised lot 37 is owned by Mr. and Mrs. Donald Edwards and lot 38 is owned by Mr. and Mrs. Keith Leibfried.  The request concerned vacating a utility easement between the two lots.  Ms. Robinson stated Alltel and Suwannee Valley Electric has stated the vacation will not cause a problem for them and did not object. 


Commissioner Baker motioned for approval of the Lake Louise final replat as requested and Commissioner Hillhouse made a second.  The motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Scott next called Agenda Item Number 13 regarding the request for bids on a card fueling system for the Public Works Department.


Ray Brown, Public Works Director addressed the Board.  Mr. Brown advised the current fueling system and method of accountability is outdated and unreliable.  Mr. Brown emphasized the weak area is the accountability in that it is a manual honor system.  Mr. Brown pointed out that the leaking fuel tanks at the Road Department would have been detected much earlier and created much less contamination had a computerized system been in place at the time.  He also stated that if people forget to fill out the fuel log completely, which even he has been guilty of, accountability and proper billing is impossible.


Mr. Brown anticipated the system would normally cost about $30,000 but pointed out that the County previously purchased compatible fuel pumps when the pumps required replacing.  He expected the rest of the automated system will now cost about $20,000 for both the Live Oak, and Branford locations.  


Commissioner Udell asked if Mr. Brown had the needed funds in his budget.

Mr. Brown stated the money the County made from the Greenway was still in his budget and he hoped these funds could be used.

Commissioner Hillhouse stated there is a $50,000 contingency in the budget which could be used to fund this project if needed.

Commissioner Hillhouse motioned to approve the letting of bids on the fuel system.  Commissioner Udell seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.


Mr. Brown stated he had one other item on which he needed Board consideration and guidance.  He advised the issue of Construction and Demolition (C&D) materials coming into the solid waste collection sites were causing some problems. 


He stated the regulations are very vague on what type and amount of C&D material will be allowed to be deposited at the sites.  This issue confused the attendants and this was causing some grievance with the public.  Mr. Brown pointed out that since the County has closed their C&D landfill site, these materials when collected were going into the Class I landfill cell.  This is not economical use of the space and is undesirable.  Mr. Brown noted that it is difficult to police and perhaps some small amount should be allowed at the collection sites but, trying to set a standard and policy is not easy.

There was considerable discussion amongst the Board Members and the public both pro and con accepting C&D materials.  Commissioner Hillhouse suggested Commissioner Odom and Mr. Brown research the issue and return a suggestion to the Board at a subsequent meeting.  This seemed to be agreeable to the Board.


Chairman Scott called Agenda Item Number 14 concerning the Walmart drainage easement for Skeen Road.  


County Attorney Hal Airth advised the Board the County had requested an easement from Walmart to allow some drainage from Skeen Road into the Walmart retention pond.  He advised Walmart had agreed with some standard stipulations but the documents received from Walmart were lacking any legal description of the easement and this would need correcting.  Otherwise, Mr. Airth stated it is an agreement he would recommend the Board accept.


Commissioner Udell moved to accept the agreement once the legal description is included and Commissioner Hillhouse made a second.  The motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Scott called Agenda Item Number 15 for Additional Agenda Items.

He called upon County Attorney Hal Airth to discuss Additional Agenda Item “B”, the Daugherty Prison Site Purchase Option Number 6.  Mr. Airth advised the property had recently been appraised and the price has been adjusted.  The agreement stipulates the first payments made are to be applied to the purchase price and specifies the remaining balance.  It further specifies that for a $15,000 payment the option will be extended to June 30, 1999.  Mr. Airth stated he believed that at the last Board Meeting the Board agreed to pay the $15,000 and there were two organizations that agreed to pay half.  


Mr. Tim Alcorn advised the Development Authority had agreed to pay $3,500 and the Council had agreed to pay $3,500.

 Mr. Ronnie Poole confirmed the Council (Council for Progress of Suwannee County Inc.) had agreed to pay $3,500.

In response to a question from the audience, Commissioner Hillhouse advised the Department of Corrections would not give a definite commitment to build until the Legislature approves the funding.  There are some preliminary issues already settled such as site plan approval and water management approval.  He added the DOC is encouraging and reports that Suwannee County is very high on their list for future prison sites.

Commissioner Hillhouse moved to approve the Daugherty Option Agreement.  Commissioner Udell seconded.  The motion carried unanimously (Written Agreement Pending).

Mr. Airth next discussed Additional Agenda Item “E”, the Branford Greenway and County Ordinance 87-05, which governs parks and recreation areas.  The ordinance provides for the adoption of rules and regulations by resolution of the Board.  Mr. Airth stated a committee, which included Commissioner Odom, had suggested some rules and regulations concerning use, limitations, and hours of operation.

Commissioner Hillhouse asked if the other Commissioners had been provided with a copy of the proposed resolution. 

It was apparent that none of the other Commissioners had a copy of the proposal.

Commissioner Baker suggested tabling the issue so the Commissioners could review the proposed resolution.  

Commissioner Hillhouse agreed the Board should have a chance to review the proposal and the Board could recess and consider the issue the next evening when the Board would be meeting for a scheduled “EAR” workshop.

Chairman Scott advised the issue would be tabled until the EAR workshop.

Chairman Scott called for Additional Agenda Item “C” concerning bank fees and called upon Edward L. Allen, County Coordinator.


Mr. Allen advised the Board was experiencing a budget operating expense overage in relation to the Boards bank account fees of about $600 per month.

Mr. Allen advised the Board that the Clerk of the Court who is responsible for investing County funds has placed the funds in accounts to maximize interest, which is commendable.  However, Mr. Allen advised, these accounts have higher monthly fee charges.  He stated while the interest maximization is desirable, it is the Clerk who gets to keep the interest from all of the accounts except for the special revenue accounts.  Mr. Allen suggested that since the Clerk’s budget is allowed to keep the interest, that perhaps the Clerk’s budget should be responsible for paying the associated bank fees. 


Commissioner Udell suggested it is only fair that the person receiving the extra benefit should pay the extra expense associated with that benefit, and asked the Chairman if a resolution was needed.


Commissioner Hillhouse suggested just a motion should suffice.


Commissioner Udell moved to have the Clerk’s office pay the bank expenses as proposed.  Commissioner Hillhouse made a second.  The Chair called for discussion.  There was no discussion, and the motion carried unanimously.


Chairman Scott called for Additional Agenda Item “D” the Finance Committee Report.  He called upon Commissioner Hillhouse.


Commissioner Hillhouse stated they have been through most all of the budgets at least once and have been through all three of Mr. Browns.  Commissioner Hillhouse advised Mr. Brown has requested all of the Commissioners visit the rock mine in Branford and inspect the condition of the backhoe.


Commissioner Hillhouse stated another urgent issue involves the landfill and the lack of commitment from the City of Live Oak as to their intentions.  If there is no answer from the City very soon it will be beyond the point for the County to include in it’s budget plan or make adjustments.


He advised if the City withdraws from participation in the landfill, the County and the residents of the unincorporated areas would be left with a $270,000 shortage in planned operating revenue.  The FHA loan was set up with the City’s tonnage as a factor.  There is debt service, long term care, and contamination costs that the City should be responsible for helping pay.


If the City believes it can now find a better deal and withdraws, the assessment to County residents will need to eventually be raised by a minimum of $25.00 to make up for the lost City revenue.  


Commissioner Hillhouse advised there should be no misunderstanding that the agreement with the City was a long-term deal and they were the primary reason a landfill was needed and would be in for the duration of the life of the landfill.  He advised there is an obligation on the part of the City to pay their share of the landfill costs, regardless of where they decide to take their garbage.


He stated that if legal action is required then the County should move forward and pursue the legal action.  He stated the County must prepare a budget and cannot wait on the City to make a decision on if and when they will cease participation.


He advised the Board the Finance Committee agreed there was enough fund balance in the waste collections account to operate the landfill for about one year without imposing the additional assessments.  This will allow a budget to be prepared and allow time to pursue a course of action with the City issue.


Mr. Allen advised that if the City chose to stay the County was in the position to offer them a rate of $50.00 per ton including contamination fees.


Commissioner Udell stated that what would be more appropriate would be for the City to meet with the Board and to discuss the issues and provide some answers.  Commissioner Udell stated that City Council Chairman John Hale had cancelled a scheduled meeting and now was making himself unavailable.  Commissioner Udell stated that it was Councilman Hale who spearheaded the City’s withdrawal from the County landfill and voted to withdraw.  Commissioner Udell stated it was very suspicious that the meeting was cancelled, and a meeting could resolve some of the unknowns.  He stated the Board could request a meeting with the City at the next Board of County Commissioner’s meeting but the person who spearheaded this pull out would no longer be on the City Council at that time.  


Chairman Scott interjected that if Commissioner Udell would check the City Council minutes he would find that Councilman John Hale not only did not spearhead the City’s withdrawing, but also voted against the pullout.

Commissioner Udell stated he has not read the minutes but that Councilman John Hale’s conversations at all of the prior meetings were very strongly in support of the pullout.


Commissioner Hillhouse stated there has been some suggestion that the Board impose a special assessment on the City residents for cost of contamination at the old landfill.  He said while the County  can do this, it should not be the County’s responsibility to charge City residents, but the responsibility of the City to collect and pay the associated costs.  He advised there would be a $30,000 to $50,000 administrative cost to the County of setting up the special assessment and collections and it was too far into the budget year to get it done for the 1998-1999 budget year.


Commissioner Odom asked if the Board had not already approved contacting attorneys and pursuing legal action if necessary.


Commissioner Hillhouse stated this is the question the Finance Committee is asking; should the Board proceed as though the City is staying in order to set up a budget and pursue corrective action if they do not stay.


Mr. Allen pointed out that the City already has the billing and administrative vehicle in place to charge city residents the fees and in fact already charges them a landfill fee on their monthly utility bills.  If the City has to pay debt service and contamination cost, their new deal will not be a great financial savings and they will be better off to stay with the County at $50.00 per ton 


Commissioner Hillhouse pointed out that one reason the landfill was built was because state law mandated that the counties must furnish a place for the municipalities to dispose of their waste.  Then the courts removed the ability of the counties to control the flow of waste within the counties allowing those for whom the landfills were primarily built to look around for better deals sticking the counties with partially used landfills.


Commissioner Baker requested Chairman Scott to make one more attempt to have the City Council meet with the Board.


The Chairman stated he was not hopeful but would make the request.


Commissioner Udell stated it is very peculiar the city voted six months ago to leave but they are not gone and we cannot get an answer when they intend to leave.

There was general discussion regarding seeking a meeting as soon as possible with the City.


Chairman Scott called a break at 8:15 P. M.
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Chairman Scott called the meeting back to order at 8:30 P. M.

Chairman Scott opened the public comment section of the meeting.  No one came forward and the public comment section was closed

The Chairman called for Staff Reports.

Mr. Edward L. Allen, County Coordinator advised he would be on sick leave for a while.  

He stated the Skeen Road paving project was almost finished and that the Water and Sewer lines to I-10 were completed and being tested.

John D. Hales, Jr. Library Director gave his staff report.  He stated the Branford Library was supposed to have an irrigation water meter that would not have sewer cost associated with the bill however, it turns out Branford does not offer this service so the library will pay the minimal sewer bill for the irrigation meter each month.

County Attorney Hal Airth advised he had nothing further to report to the Board.

Dianne Herring Chief Deputy Clerk for Finance advised the Board of an issue that would be presented in full detail at the next Board Meeting.  Ms. Herring pointed out that Florida Statutes grandfathered the Guardian Ad Litem program.  The County is currently providing offices and facilities for three part time personnel.   A Recommendation has been made to the judiciary to budget for Guardian Ad Litem.


Ms. Herring reported the Clerk of Circuit Court has temporarily secured an office building, which can readily accommodate Guardian Ad Litem (GAL).  To move GAL into this near by office would be less disruptive than moving other County staff.  The office space will cost $500.00 monthly.


This would make available the upper floor of the old Library, which can accommodate many more personnel than the three currently using it.  


Ms. Herring advised that Clerk of Circuit Court W. Randy Henderson plans to again request the Board consider relocating the Clerks Finance Division in the upper floor of the old library.  There is a great need for space in the Courthouse and the Finance Division has the least need to be in proximity to the courts.


Commissioner Hillhouse asked Ms. Herring if she had any written proposal that could be viewed and considered.  


Ms. Herring stated that such a proposal would be soon forthcoming and presented to the Commissioners for their consideration.


Mr. Ed Allen County Coordinator cautioned against any immediate plan to move the Clerk’s Finance Division into the library as the library may have a serious roof problem.  Mr. Allen also pointed out that there are two other County buildings that have problems and those personnel might also require relocating.


Ms. Herring noted that if the roof has a problem it would need repairing regardless of who is occupying the space.

 
Mr. Allen responded that he would hate to see the Finance Department move in and then be seriously disrupted in their operations due to a roof problem.

Chairman Scott Called on the Sheriff’s staff who had nothing else to report.


Chairman Scott called Agenda Item Number 18 approval of payment of invoices included in batch numbers 98-412 through 98-453, totaling $1,176,175.88.

Commissioner Udell motioned to pay the invoices batch 98-0412 through 98-0453 totaling  $1,176,175.88 as read.  Commissioner Hillhouse seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Scott called Agenda Item Number 19 for any other business.  


Commissioner Hillhouse advised the Board on Wednesday July 1st the Kiwanis Club would have a guest at their luncheon speaking on the Article V issue.  He invited the Board members to attend.


Commissioner Hillhouse went on to talk in general about the Article V Constitutional issue.

He stated that if the counties were not required to fund a bloated court system, there would be a lot more money to spend on other county needs.  He pointed out that Florida counties spend between $230 to $250 million funding state courts and this should be a state funded expense as originally intended by Article V.

Commissioner Baker interjected that Suwannee County spends about 1.1 million dollars on courts. 


Commissioner Hillhouse noted that the state sets a cap on the revenue source for the county in capping the Ad Valorem Tax millage rate but there is no cap on state dictated court expenses.
