The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time and the following were present:  Chairman Jerry Scott, Commissioners Eddy Hillhouse, Douglas Udell, Donald Odom, Sr., and Barry Baker, Jean M. Fieler, Supervisor of Records, and Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.


The meeting was opened with an invocation by Chairman Scott and pledge of allegiance to the American flag.


Chairman Scott announced that Item Number 9 will be dropped from the agenda.  Accordingly, Commissioner Hillhouse motioned and Commissioner Odom seconded that Item Number 9 be dropped from the agenda.  Motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Scott then called for any requests for additional agenda items to be heard under Item No. 17.  Commissioner Hillhouse mentioned that Murel McDonald has requested approval regarding a bid on an ambulance re-chassis.


It was noted that the deficit in the Fine & Forfeiture Fund mentioned on the invoice batches would also need to be addressed under Additional Agenda Items.

Moving on to the next item, Dick Calvitt, Vice Chairman of the S.H.I.P. Task Force Committee presented the committee’s recommendation pertaining to payments for emergency repairs.  Mr. Calvitt stated that the method of payment to some of the contractors and suppliers is confusing.  He explained work related to weatherization is paid directly by S.R.E.C. but under the S.H.I.P. program the payment has to be authorized by the Clerk’s Office.  Some of the jobs are performed by the contractors and sometimes it takes several weeks to get paid.  Mr. Calvitt explained that sometimes a program is “piggy-backed” with the weatherization program.  The contractor is paid by S.R.E.C. but emergency repairs and S.H.I.P. rehab are paid through the Clerk’s Office by a separate check.  This method can cause problems when it comes to payroll and payment of bills.  He requested that the S.R.E.C. be allowed to front the payment to the contractors and suppliers and then submit a bill to the county for reimbursement.  The county and the Clerk’s Office would still be in control of all the money and whatever audit or inspections they would like if they deem them necessary.  Mr. Calvitt reported that in order to smooth out the cash flow to the contractors and suppliers, the committee is recommending that the S.R.E.C. be allowed to front the money, get them paid, and then submit an invoice to the Clerk’s Office for reimbursement, regarding both S.H.I.P. rehab and emergency repairs.

Commissioner Udell asked who would be responsible for inspection of the work and sign-off on the work before payment is made.  Mr. Calvitt stated that an employee of S.R.E.C. is responsible.  Prompted by Commissioner Udell, he further clarified the Clerk would not be responsible to inspect the work being performed.  In addition, the inspectors are prudent and professional in the construction field.  After they sign off on the job, the Clerk has the opportunity to review the paperwork and make an inspection behind S.R.E.C. if need be.

Commissioner Hillhouse stated that any liability would fall back on S.R.E.C. as grant administrator and S.R.E.C. would be liable for any problems that arise with monies spent in an improper manner.

Commissioner Udell stated he does not want to take anything away from the Clerk if he is responsible for it, however, he was not sure the Clerk was qualified to make an inspection.

Commissioner Udell motioned for approval.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse.

Chairman Scott called for any further discussion.

Michael Tyson, Deputy Clerk, stated it is the Clerk’s position that the Florida Constitution makes it his duty and responsibility as auditor and comptroller to be able to do pre-audits to ensure that all county warrants are legal, proper and appropriate for the intended purpose.  In addition, the Supreme Court has visited the issue on several instances and coined the phrase of “watchdog” for the Clerk of the Court where it concerns the public trust and the people’s funds.

Mr. Tyson read aloud a letter dated May 8, 1998 to Frances Terry, Executive Director of the Suwannee River Economic Council, Inc. informing her that the Clerk will not pay an invoice as submitted because of complaints received on a certain job by the recipient of the work.  This individual stated the work was not completed, and the work that was performed was substandard and is falling apart.  The letter further stated the Clerk has personally verified these complaints to be fact.  In addition, the recipient felt pressured by the inspector prior to completion of the work to sign off on the building work report stating that the work was completed.  The explanation given to the recipient was that the contractor needed his money.  The letter also noted that the follow-up work by the inspector is dated the same day as the work completion report, by the same person:  The inspector/estimator/representative.  The report indicated that all materials were used and the client is very happy with the work done.  The letter referenced previous attempts to have these deficiencies corrected.  Clerk Henderson stated in the letter that he intends to take this matter before the Board to allow them the opportunity to review the situation and make their recommendation on the issuance of payment.

Commissioner Hillhouse stated he does not feel the Board is telling the Clerk that he cannot inspect the sites before paying S.R.E.C., but rather the Board is asking if S.R.E.C. can pay the contractor and then seek reimbursement from the Clerk.  If the Clerk would like to inspect the work before paying S.R.E.C., then that is his privilege.

Commissioner Udell commented if there is a problem with the work, he would assume it is the Clerk’s responsibility to withhold payment.

Commissioner Hillhouse stated that the Board would like S.R.E.C. to be able to administer the grant and have the Clerk deal with S.R.E.C. and not the individual contractors.

Mr. Tyson interjected that withholding payment from the contractors might give them incentive to go back and finish the job properly.  In addition, it is the Clerk’s responsibility to ensure the money being handed to S.R.E.C., which is a private corporation, is being spent as it was intended. 

Commissioner Baker asked Dave Grotefend, Programs Director of S.R.E.C. if they have their own auditor.  Mr. Grotefend stated that they do.  Commissioner Baker also asked if the person performing the inspections is licensed.  Mr. Grotefend responded that the inspector is not licensed, but he is trained.  He further stated that the Clerk would still have the same authority as before; he does not pay the bill if he is not satisfied.  Mr. Grotefend stated in response to a question by Commissioner Hillhouse that S.R.E.C. administers approximately 45 grants.

Mr. Tyson asked the Commissioners why they would want to give up an accountability system that is working.  He stated that liability and responsibility is a wonderful thing, but once the money is gone, or misspent, it is gone.

Commissioner Hillhouse asserted the money will not be gone.  S.R.E.C.’s money will be gone, but the county’s money will still be in the bank.

Clerk Henderson entered the discussion at that time.  He stated that he would hold up payment on work performed on his own house if the work was not done properly, and asserted that it is his responsibility to the citizens and taxpayers of the county to do the same for them.  Commissioner Baker asked Clerk Henderson about his expertise in the contracting field.  Clerk Henderson related an experience wherein he and Commissioner Udell inspected a job where the work was a complete mess.  The home was supposed to be remodeled with taxpayers’ money.  He pointed out that S.R.E.C. has failed with their inspections of these houses.  He assured the Board he will make sure the jobs are aesthetically correct, just as the Commissioners would do for their own houses.  Clerk Henderson pointed out to the Board that issuing a check for the purchase of four two-by-fours where only three were used constitutes payment of an illegal warrant.  He stated he takes only two weeks to pay invoices from the date received, even though he is only responsible for paying once a month.  He felt the delay was not in the Clerk’s office, but with S.R.E.C.

Commissioner Hillhouse asked the Clerk to state his expertise in the inspection field.  Clerk Henderson responded it takes no expertise to see when a ceiling is sagging or carpet is crooked or paneling is not nailed up.

Commissioner Udell stated that he felt what S.H.I.P. was asking would give the Clerk exactly what he needs by giving him one group of people to deal with rather than several contractors.  Commissioner Udell further stated that he has seen some of the jobs himself, and if Clerk Henderson finds problems with the work he would want the Clerk to hold payment.

Clerk Henderson informed the Board that with all due respect to them, it is his power and duty to handle the purse strings of this county.  The way he is going to accomplish this is the way it has been done:  Bills will be submitted to the Clerk, the Clerk will make an inspection, and then the Clerk will pay.  Chairman Scott asked the Clerk if he is going to override the Board’s decision.  Clerk stated that he has that constitutional power.  Commissioner Hillhouse suggested the Clerk read the letter he received from the attorney in Tallahassee.

Commissioner Udell stated that he feels the request of S.R.E.C. will give the Clerk more power to do his job like it should be done, therefore, his motion still stands.

Dewey Pournelle, a contractor, invited each of the Commissioners to inspect the work performed by him.  He referenced a problem with the work done at one of his sites that he remedied as soon as S.R.E.C. contacted him.  He did not feel it was right for the Clerk to hold up his money for minor problems.

Commissioner Hillhouse moved for a call to question.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Udell and carried unanimously.

Chairman Scott reminded the Board that the motion on the floor was to set up the S.H.I.P. task committee to make the payments and for the Clerk to pay them (S.H.I.P. task committee).  Motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Calvitt thanked the Board.

David Grotefend, Programs Director of the Suwannee River Economic Council, Inc. approached the podium to discuss the S.H.I.P. budget for the current year.  He stated that the year is based upon an allocation of $250,000, however the state allocation for Suwannee County was increased to $350,000 for July, 1997 through June, 1998, as well as for the next year.  It was decided a budget amendment would be involved, therefore, the matter would be brought before the budget committee.

Robinette Robinson, Planning & Zoning Director was next on the agenda to request preliminary plat approval of Virginia Lane Subdivision.  She stated that the Subdivision Review Committee has reviewed the plat and found no objections.  She pointed out an area that appears to be capable of holding water on Lots 2 and 3, possibly cutting off access to the county road.  She recommended that Lots 2 and 3 be combined.

Sherman Frier, Surveyor, stated that provisions can be made with the developer to ensure the owners of Lots 2 and 3 have access to the county road, such as filling in the area.  Ms. Robinson still had some concerns.  She felt filling in the low spot could cause runoff on the other lots.

Commissioner Odom suggested that one of the low lots be eliminated, thereby making each remaining lot larger and allowing more frontage on each lot.

Mr. Frier agreed to make the changes and bring the plat back before the Board.

Ms. Robinson then presented for the Board’s approval preliminary plat approval of Old Sugar Mill Farms Phase II Subdivision.  Ms. Robinson answered several questions for the Board, after which, Commissioner Baker motioned for preliminary plat approval.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Odom and carried unanimously.

Chairman Scott recessed for a break.

Chairman Scott called the meeting back to order to open bids for marking of center lines within road rights-of-way.  Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerk, opened and read aloud the bids as follows:


Jenkins Painting, Inc., Chiefland, Florida, $45,000 for 75 gross miles; and


Florida Striping, Inc., Melbourne, Florida, $58,650 for 75 gross miles.


Ray Brown, Public Works Director, recommended the Board accept the bid submitted by Jenkins Painting, Inc.  Commissioner Hillhouse motioned and Commissioner Baker seconded that the bid submitted by Jenkins Painting, Inc. be accepted.  Motion carried unanimously.


Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerk approached the podium to request the Board’s approval to process the certified list of tax certificates owned by the county.  He informed the Board that the list contains tax certificates that have been held by the county for two years and are ready for processing.  He reminded them of their decision to apply on tax certificates in excess of  $750, which amounts to twenty-one certificates this year.


Commissioner Udell motioned for approval.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse and carried unanimously.


Commissioner Baker requested a list of all the county properties.  Mr. Tyson reported that a list of all county properties is available, however, the list includes county property currently in use.  He reported the Clerk’s office is using the process of elimination to weed out those properties.


Alton K. Williams, Sheriff, approached the podium to request approval of a recommendation by Murel McDonald, Emergency Services Director to transport handicapped Baker Act persons by Suwannee Valley Transit Authority and Century Ambulance Service.

The Sheriff reported that although he is required by Florida Statute to transport handicapped Baker Act persons, he feels there is potential liability for both the Sheriff’s Department and Suwannee County.  In addition, the Deputies are not properly trained for transporting people with special medical needs.  The Sheriff suggested using Suwannee Valley Transit Authority and Century Ambulance Service.  Although the Sheriff’s Department will still accompany the individuals during transport, they will be transported in a proper vehicle rather than the back of a patrol car.  Commissioner Baker motioned for approval.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse and carried unanimously.


Moving on to the next item, Commissioner Hillhouse motioned for approval of adoption of a resolution approving membership of Suwannee County for Fiscal Year 1998-99 in the Small County Coalition, agreeing to pay $2,150 to Robert P. Jones & Associates for services through September 30, 1999.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Udell and carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 98-48)


Next up for consideration was approval of allowing a for-profit company called All-Around Recycling to place containers at the solid waste collection sites for the deposit of discarded clothing.  There was a question as to the legality.


Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, counseled it was okay as long as All-Around Recycling is not given an exclusive franchise.

Commissioner Baker motioned for approval.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse.  Before the vote was taken, Chairman Scott clarified that the containers are already at the collection sites, so the motion is to keep them in place.  Also, if anyone else wanted to set out some containers, they would be offered the same opportunity.

Ray Brown, Public Works Director, suggested that All-Around Recycling be required to show proof of insurance.  Mr. Airth suggested entering into a hold-harmless agreement.

Commissioner Baker amended his motion to include entering into a hold harmless agreement and obtaining proof of insurance from All-Around Recycling.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse and carried unanimously.


Next up for consideration was approval to advertise to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of an ordinance to amend Ordinance No. 96-12 establishing a surcharge for each moving traffic violation deleting Section 2 entitled “Clerk’s Fee”.  Hal A. Airth, County Attorney pointed out that the enabling legislation requires that the entire surcharge be used to fund the County’s participation in the Intergovernmental Radio Communications Program.


Mr. Airth explained it is the Statutory requirement that the entire surcharge be used for Intergovernmental Radio Communications Program.  The original ordinance allows for a $2.50 processing fee.  The proposed ordinance will require that the entire surcharge be turned over to the Intergovernmental Radio Communications Program.


Commissioner Hillhouse motioned to advertise to hold a public hearing as requested.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Odom and carried unanimously.


Mr. Airth explained for the Board the next agenda item:  Consideration of approval to advertise to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of an ordinance amending Ordinance No. 92-01 establishing a uniform property numbering system by amending Section 2(H) entitled “Private Way”.

Mr. Airth stated that the ordinance would amend the definition of “Private Way”.  It also provides that the county would not necessarily need to post signs or numbers on private ways until a building permit is issued.


Commissioner Hillhouse motioned to advertise to hold a public hearing as requested.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Udell and carried unanimously.


Chairman Scott called a recess.

Murel McDonald, Emergency Services Director approached the podium to discuss the status of FEMA funding eligibility pertaining to the Criminal Division (CD) Building.  He requested that the Board authorize the County attorney to seek payment through the insurance company for damage to the building caused by the sinkholes.  Mr. McDonald reported that the initial estimate to repair the building is $105,760.  Although the building is insured by Nationwide for $180,000, Mr. McDonald stated that the insurance company may not pay the claim.  He reported that if the insurance company does not pay the claim, the county can recover from FEMA any uncoverable damage up to a total cost of $105,760.


Commissioner Udell motioned that Hal A. Airth, County Attorney be directed to negotiate with the insurance company (Nationwide) for a settlement in this matter.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Odom and carried unanimously.


Luanne Mixon, Administrative Services Director, was up next to request approval of the revisions to the job description for the County Coordinator position.  Commissioner Baker motioned and Commissioner Hillhouse seconded for approval of the County Coordinator job description as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.


Ms. Mixon also requested the Board’s input regarding advertising to fill the position of County Coordinator.  In addition to the surrounding newspapers, and Association of Small Counties’ Bulletin, Commissioner Hillhouse suggested the ad be placed in the county administrator’s newsletter.


Commissioner Baker motioned that Luanne Mixon, Administrative Services Director be authorized to advertise for the position of County Coordinator.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Udell.  Before the vote was taken, Chairman Scott clarified that the advertisement would run for a period of forty-five days.  Motion carried unanimously.


Commissioner Odom motioned to appoint David Schiller, General Contractor, to complete Govan Knight’s term on the Code Enforcement Board.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Baker and carried unanimously.


Next up for consideration was a recommendation by the Budget Officer to implement guidelines for pre-audit of Clerk’s fees from the Board.  Commissioner Hillhouse read from the Statutes regarding the Fine & Forfeiture Fund:

“…The officer can make accounts as directed when he is asking for payment.  The officer shall make out his or her accounts against the county in such a format the County Commissioners may require, stating the service for which the fee is charged, the title of the case in which the services were performed and the facts; which under the provision of 142.09 make of the fees a good claim against the county, and present the same to the Board of County Commissioners with an affidavit that the same is correct…”

From 142.11, addressing the powers and duties of the County Commissioners:

“…The County Commissioners may reject all or any portion of any account which is not a valid claim against the county and shall allow and pay the same only when it is just, correct, and reasonable, and no constructive millage or illegal or unnecessary item or charge of any frivolous case shall be allowed…”

From 142.12:

“…The County Commissioners shall audit all bills and accounts and order a warrant signed by the Chair and co-signed by the Clerk of Circuit Court under the seal of the Court if the amount they find to be due and payable out of the Fine and Forfeiture Fund…”

He requested the Board’s approval to direct a letter to the Clerk requiring documentation along with the bills submitted by the Clerk.  He stated that the bills submitted by the Clerk should run amount $25,000 per month, however, last month those bills ran $63,000.  Commissioner Hillhouse stated the documentation should be provided with the bills so the Board can check them just like they do the invoices.  In addition, the bills dating back to October 1st of this year should also be checked and documentation should be provided if necessary.  The auditor checked last month’s bills and stated in a letter that the error rate could be as high as one-third, which over the period of a year could amount to $100,000.  Commissioner Hillhouse reported that the Circuit Court costs have increased by approximately $100,000 over the past year.  He stated that the Statutes do not give the Board an option to audit the bills, but that they shall.

E. Dianne Herring, Chief Deputy Clerk of Finance pointed out that the documentation requested by Commissioner Hillhouse is and always has been available, however, providing a copy of the documentation will be very bulky.  She pointed out the documentation has been reviewed by the auditor each year.  Ms. Herring asked the Board to take into consideration the fact that the detailed court billing can be created only once without creating problems, which the Finance Department would have to remedy.  She cautioned that the documentation is on greenbar paper and is anywhere from two to six inches thick.  She stressed the Clerk’s Office wants to give the Board anything they need to do their job, however, asked them not to word their request in such a way that creates problems for everyone involved.

Commissioner Hillhouse acknowledged that some of the information may be bulky, but he still felt the information needed to be separated and identified as to what it relates to.

Commissioner Udell pointed out that Section 129.08, Florida Statutes states very clearly what the punishment is for a Commissioner if this is not done, and therefore, motioned for approval.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse.

Clerk Henderson approached the podium to address this matter.  He agreed with the Board that both the Board and the Clerk are liable because both the Chairman’s name and the Clerk’s name appear on the warrants.  He reminded the Board that no pre-audit was available before he came into office, and now the Board pre-audits every invoice in every department before being sent to the Clerk for payment.  Every invoice is checked at least once a month by Elaine Robinson.  The documentation requested by Commissioner Hillhouse has been made available to Ms. Robinson.  He felt making copies for the Board members was not necessary when Ms. Robinson can review the information while she is pre-auditing the invoices.

Commissioner Hillhouse stressed that each bill needs to be simple and identifiable.

Clerk Henderson stated that the documentation requested is contained in the greenbar printout.  In addition, the books in question are audited by the auditor each year.  If there is money in the wrong place, it is always straightened out.  The same auditor that stated the Clerk is “over one-third wrong” is the same auditor that gave the Clerk a near perfect audit last year.  The Finance Department would be happy to provide Ms. Robinson with everything she needs to review the documentation when she comes over to pre-audit the invoices.

Commissioner Udell commended the Clerk on the changes he has made since coming into office, but pointed out that the Statute holds each member of the Board responsible for the expenditures, and accordingly motioned for a call to question.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Hillhouse and carried unanimously.

Chairman Scott called for a vote on the motion to approve the recommendation of the Budget Officer.  Motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Scott moved on to Additional Agenda Items, beginning with Murel McDonald, Emergency Services Director.  Mr. McDonald requested approval to remount a 1993 First Response Ambulance on a 1995 Ford chassis and place the existing chassis up under the mobile command post.  Mr. McDonald explained that he would get with the Road Department to see about getting more mileage from the chassis from under the mobile command post.  The cost of $45,895 would come out of the $47,000 allocation in Capital Reserve.  Commissioner Hillhouse explained that the $47,000 is in Capital Reserve for this year and has not been spent, therefore, the Capital Reserve would need to be rolled over to next year.

Commissioner Udell motioned for approval.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Odom and carried unanimously.

Next on the agenda was a request for transfer of funds from the General Revenue Fund to Fine & Forfeiture.  Ms. Herring explained that the Fine & Forfeiture Fund is currently $123,453 short.  Clerk Henderson clarified that the request involves a loan rather than an amendment, which the Chairman has been authorized to approve in the past.

The Chairman moved on to public comment.

George Fuller commented on the budget process.  He stated that he attended the budget meetings last year, however, they have not been made available to the public this year.  Chairman Hillhouse stated that the budget meetings have been posted around the Courthouse.

Clerk Henderson referenced the presentation made earlier regarding S.H.I.P. and S.R.E.C. where Dewey Pournelle’s name was mentioned in a letter that was read aloud.  He apologized to Mr. Pournelle for his name being mentioned and stressed that he did not mean to imply that Mr. Pournelle’s work was substandard.

Chairman Scott moved on to staff reports beginning with Ray Brown, Public Works Director.  Mr. Brown clarified that a good deal of road work being performed around the county is being funded by F.E.M.A., which results in delays from time to time.  He asked that people be patient while this work is being performed, and stated that he plans to place an ad in the newspaper to address the many questions the citizens have directed at him regarding the road work.

Mr. Brown informed the Board that the bids received for gas and fuel tanks did not meet the needs of the county.  He stressed that the tanks currently being used by the county are not up to standard.  Mr. Brown requested authorization to go to a single provider rather than go out for bids again, and come back before the Board with a recommendation.  Commissioner Hillhouse motioned for approval of the request.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Udell and carried unanimously.

E. Dianne Herring, Chief Deputy Clerk of Finance provided the Board with a list of the Statutes providing for Clerk’s fees.

Commissioner Udell motioned for approval of payment of invoice batches 98-498 through 98-519 totaling $681,610.53, plus the $123,450 shortage.  Commissioner Odom seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

Chairman Scott recessed the meeting until 2:00 P.M.

Chairman Scott called the meeting back to order to open bids for four F.E.M.A.-related projects being performed on roads throughout the county.


There was a brief discussion regarding the Year 2000 problem while Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerk checked for any additional bids.  Clerk Tyson returned and opened the bids as follows:


Anderson Columbia, Inc., $161,372.80;


Copeland Development Company, $338,186.00;


Denali, Inc., $165,049.50; and


Haynes & Son, Inc., $317,554.80.


Ray Brown, Public Works Director stated the bid submitted by Anderson Columbia, Inc. is the apparent low bid and appears to be in order.  Accordingly, Commissioner Odom motioned that the low bid be accepted.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Udell.


For the record, Mr. Brown announced the four sites:  SITE A, 29th Road;  SITE B:  101st Road; SITE C:  61st Road; and SITE D:  61st Road, extention of culvert crossing.


Motion carried unanimously.


There being no further business to come before the Board, Commissioner Udell motioned to adjourn at 2:20 P.M.  Motion was seconded by Commissioner Odom and carried unanimously.
