The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met in a special called meeting on  the above date and time.  The following were present:  Chairman Eddy Hillhouse, Commissioner Jerry Scott, Commissioner Douglas Udell, Commissioner Donald M. Odom, Sr., Commissioner Barry Baker, County Attorney Hal Airth and Deputy Clerk Linda Hale.


The prayer and pledge of allegiance to the American flag were led by Commissioner Odom.


Chairman Hillhouse called the meeting to order and announced this was a special called meeting to hold a workshop to make a determination on whether to build Phase 2 of the current landfill or to go RFP to get a private vendor to collect and dispose of solid waste.


Mr. Ray Brown, Public Works Director, spoke to the Board regarding proposals to  transfer solid waste out of the county by way of a transfer station.  He mentioned putting out an RFP, and asked the Board if they would prefer  to look into building a transfer station, or if the county should stay with the present landfill operation now in use.   Mr. Brown stated the county is in trouble with their landfill now.  He said a commitment was needed with the City and with Lafayette County  to assist and work together with Suwannee County in order for changes that need to be made to work.  

Chairman Hillhouse mentioned that Suwannee County should meet with other interested counties to get the commitments to operate as a joint effort.  He stated the decision needs to be made shortly whether to go with the Transfer Station or  build Phase 2.


It was the general consensus of the Board that the subject should be looked into,  information gathered, and a decision made as soon as possible.


At 6:40 P.M. Commissioner Udell motioned to recess until 7:00 P.M.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Odom.  Motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Hillhouse called the recessed meeting back to order.  He announced this was a special called meeting for the purpose of hearing the recommendations of the Subdivision Ordinance  Study Committee. 


Chairman Hillhouse said the Subdivision Committee consisted of the following members:  Tim Alcorn, local surveyor;  Edsel Blevins, Farm Bureau representative; Fred DeVane, Council for Progress representative; Clifford Gwinn, local citizen; Eddy Hillhouse, County Commission Chairman; Margaret Lee, local citizen; Bernie Mortenson, local citizen; and Joe Skierski, Suwannee Real Estate Organization representative.   Also serving as staff support were:  Ed Allen and Ray Brown.


Some of the recommendations of the Subdivision Committee are as follows:


Approval process:



1.  Pre-application conference with Land Development Regulation



     Administrator.



2.  Final Subdivision plat submitted to the Board of County 




     Commissioners for approval at regular Board meeting, at least ten 


     working days before the meeting.


Requirements for three or more lots less than 20 acres in size:



1.  Road Access:  All lots must have direct access onto a paved road.



     A.  Access to existing paved road:



           1.  If the access is to an existing paved road, then this road must 



     have a condition classification of a three or better, and must 



     connect to a collector or arterial road with a condition  




     classification of a three or better.  The County may require 



     additional right of way and grassed drainage swales, where 



     needed.




2.  If the access is to an existing arterial or collector road, then this 



    road must have a condition classification of a three or better.  



    Direct access is limited to six lots or less, provided every two lots 


   share a common driveway.  If there are more than six lots, then 



    access must be by a local paved service road.



     B.  Access to new paved road:




1.  If the access is to a new local road, then this road must connect 


     to a collector or arterial road with a condition classification of a 



     three or better.



     C.  Driveways:




Driveways accessing public roads must be paved and constructed 



to county requirements.



     D.  Access to public safety services:




Subdivisions must be located in areas that meet the following 



service standards:




1.  Fire:  A location that has an Insurance Service Organization 



     rating of at least a nine.




2.  EMS:  A location that is within a fifteen minute response time of 



    a County Emergency Medical Services (EMS) station, volunteer 



   fire department EMS first responder unit, or private EMS sevices.  




3.  Law Enforcement:  A location that is within a fifteen minute 



     response time of a County Sheriff’s patrol.



2.  Lot Width:



     A.  A-1 Zoning District:




1.  Lots of 10 acres or less:




     Minimum Width:  330 feet




     Length to width ratio not to exceed 4:1




2.  Lots of more than 10 acres:




     Minimum width:  660 feet




     Length to width ratio not to exceed 4:1



     B.  A-2 Zoning District:




1.  Lots of 2 1/2 acres or less:




     Minimum width:  165 feet




     Length to width ratio not to exceed 3.5: 1




2.  Lots of more than 2 1/2 acres up to and including 5 acres:  




     Minimum width:  264 feet




     Length to width ratio not to exceed 3.5:1




3.  Lots of more than 5 acres, but not exceeding 10 acres:




     Minimum width:  330 feet




     Length to width ratio:  4:1




4.  Lots more than 10 acres in size:




     Minimum width:  660 feet




     Length to width ratio not to exceed 4:1


Building Permits:



A building permit for construction or location of any residential building or 
structure shall not be issued for less than one entire lot, as depicted on the
subdivision plat, except as otherwise provided by the County Land Development 
Regulations.


Grandfather Clause/Vesting:



Developments which were started prior to the adoption of this amendment 
to the Land Development Regulations may continue, as long as they are in 
compliance with the prior LDRs.  The term “started,” as it pertains to this section, 
shall be interpreted as follows:



1.  The existence of a survey of a parcel of land by a Florida Registered 


    Surveyor, showing the intent of the developer and dated prior to the 


    adoption of this amendment. 



2.  The sale of three or more lots or parcels within five years prior to 


   the date of this amendment, which demonstrates the intent of the 



   developer.



3.  By an appeal to the Board of County Commissioners showing 



 reasonable evidence of the intent of the developer.
