The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a regular session and the following were present: Chairman Jerry Scott; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Robert Taylor; Commissioner Donald M. Odom, Sr.; and Commissioner Barry Baker; and Eric Musgrove and Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerks.  Also present was Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.


Chairman Scott called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m., and asked Commissioner Donald Odom to lead the invocation followed by the pledge of allegiance to the American flag.


The first item on the agenda was to call for additional agenda items.  There were four listed additional agenda items.

A) Earlene McGee to discuss opening 64th Place.

B) Consider appointment of Lola Martin to the Tourist Development Council replacing Sue Phillips who has retired.

C) Discuss interest on money in FEMA accounts.

D) Discuss Clerk’s fees.

Chairman Scott stated that at the request of Jim Parrish, County Consultant, agenda item number eleven would be moved to a position between agenda item numbers three and four.

Chairman Scott then called for further additional items.  There were none.

Commissioner Udell motioned to add the aforementioned items to the agenda.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The second item on the agenda was to consider approval of the minutes of the regular meeting held on April 20, 1999 and the April 27, 1999 workshop and recessed meetings.

Chairman Scott stated that there needed to be a correction made in the minutes of April 20, 1999 on page 135 regarding Joseph Spilatore saying he did not reside in the area, as opposed to him residing in the area.

Commissioner Odom motioned to approve the minutes of the meetings held on April 20 and April 27, 1999, as corrected.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The third item on the agenda was to honor the EMS staff in recognition of National EMS Week.

Mr. Murel McDonald approached the podium and stated that the Suwannee County EMS staff had responded to some 3,400 calls for assistance.  Mr. McDonald then mentioned each of the present EMS employees.  At the end of the presentation, those present applauded the EMS staff.

The eleventh item on the agenda was a request by Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer, for authorization to submit an application to the State of Florida Division of Historic Preservation for Fiscal Year 1999-2000 Courthouse Renovation Funds.

Mr. Harvey spoke briefly and then called Mr. Jim Parrish to the podium.  Mr. Parrish described the grant for historical preservation.  He asked that he be allowed to submit a Phase II application for historical grant funding.  The application, if approved by the Board, would be due on or before June 1st.  Mr. Parrish expected Suwannee County to be approved for Phase II grant funding by the State of Florida.

Commissioner Udell motioned to authorize Mr. Parrish to submit an application to the State for Phase II historical grant funding.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The fourth item on the agenda was a discussion by Elizabeth Stevens about a letter from the Public Works Director regarding a fence.

Ms. Stevens approached the podium and submitted the letter sent to her by Mr. Ray Brown, Public Works Director and a Department of Transportation map indicating the property of which she was in charge.  She next submitted a Department of Transportation Order of Taking that described the acquisition of the property in question for road right-of-way as well as pictures of the same.  Ms. Stevens then discussed the problem.  The Suwannee County Road Department allowed Ms. Stevens to place a fence near the property line after the Florida Department of Transportation erected a berm to stop drainage, since it did not cost the Road Department anything.  Shortly thereafter Ms. Stevens received a letter asking her to remove the fence, as it was in the right-of-way.  Ms. Stevens then asked the Board to consider a land ordinance ordering all bodies of water above a certain depth or grade to be fenced in.

Commissioner Baker stated that he had visited the area in question and had been told by a Mr. Wilson that the property had probably been handed over to the County.  Commissioner Baker asked that the issue be tabled until further information was gathered from the State and the status of the property ownership confirmed.

Commissioner Udell stated that Mr. Brown was doing his job by sending a letter to Ms. Stevens requesting her to take down the fence.  He stated that if the property had been under the County’s jurisdiction, he would have no problem with keeping the fence in its present location.

Commissioner Taylor stated that he had inherited the problem from the previous commissioner, but had spoken with Ms. Stevens about the fence.  Commissioner Taylor stated that the fence was on the state right-of-way and allowing the fence to remain would set an unwelcome precedence.

Commissioner Baker stated that property owners who wished to place fences and other structures on state rights-of-way could fill out an application giving full responsibility to the property owner.

Commissioner Baker motioned to table the issue until the next regular Board meeting of June 1st, 1999, allowing further information to be gathered.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The fifth item on the agenda was to review the Amended Suwannee County Safety Rules for adoption.

Mrs. Luanne Mixon approached the podium and asked that the Board approve the revised safety program, which was discussed at the May 11, 1999 workshop.

Commissioner Baker asked about clarification on decontamination of employee clothing.  Mr. McDonald stated that contaminated clothing could be taken to the EMS station and decontaminated there.

Commissioner Odom motioned to approve the Amended Suwannee County Safety Rules.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The sixth item on the agenda was a discussion by Daniel R. Sivyer, Fire Coordinator, over the following matters:

A) Request permission to advertise for bids for a water filtration, softening, and purifying system for the Fire/EMS/Emergency Management facility.

B) Request approval of proposed interlocal agreement for mutual aid between the Suwannee County Fire Service and the Branford Volunteer Fire Department.

Mr. Sivyer approached the podium and stated that the well at the Fire/EMS facility produced unclean water, and asked that a purification system be purchased.  There was discussion of running city water to the facility in question.  Mr. Sivyer stated that this would be too expensive.

Mr. McDonald stated that the filtration unit, if approved, would be paid out of the budget funds of EMS, Emergency Management, and the Fire Department, and would cost $6,000 to install plus $50.00 per month for upkeep.

Commissioner Udell motioned to advertise for bids for a water filtration, softening, and filtration unit.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Sivyer then requested that an interlocal agreement be signed between the County and the Branford Fire Department.  The Branford Fire Department has withdrawn from the Volunteer Fire Department system.  The agreement would provide for a cooperative response between the County and the town of Branford.

Commissioner Odom motioned to create an interlocal agreement between the County and the Branford Fire Department for fire response.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and after further discussion the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Scott called a ten-minute break at 6:52 p.m.

Chairman Scott called the meeting back to order.

The seventh item on the agenda was to hold a public hearing to consider Special Permit Request No.SP-99-05-02 by County Fire Coordinator Daniel R. Sivyer, as agent for the Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners, to permit a public facility (county volunteer fire department station) and an airplane landing field (helistop) on property zoned Agriculture-1.  This was to be discussed at 7:00 p.m. or as soon thereafter as possible.

Mrs. Robinette Robinson, County Planning and Zoning Director, approached the podium, was sworn in by Mr. Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, and described the property in question.  The property lies off County Road 49 in the south part of the county.

Mr. Daniel Sivyer approached the podium, was sworn in by Mr. Airth, and stated that he had failed to ask permission from the Board before advertising for a helipad, but had received bids.


Commissioner Odom stated that the helipad was a good idea, since the Branford ballpark had been evacuated several times in order to allow a helicopter to land.  There was further discussion about the location and setup of the helipad and facility.


Chairman Scott asked for further questions.  There were none.


Chairman Scott opened the floor to public comments.  There were none, and Chairman Scott closed the floor to public comments.


Commissioner Taylor motioned to approve the construction of a fire department station with a helipad adjacent to the site of the Anderson Columbia refuse collection site.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution 99-47)

The eighth item on the agenda was to consider preliminary plat approval of Hawthorne Estates Subdivision.

Mrs. Robinson approached the podium and described the proposed plat in detail.  Mrs. Robinson stated that Murel McDonald, Emergency Services Director, expressed concern with the length and composition of the easement.  She also stated that Mr. Brown asked that minor repairs to 56th Street, which leads to the subdivision, be carried out.  Mrs. Robinson stated that the proposed subdivision met or exceeded County regulations except for a 3:1 length to width ratio.

Commissioner Udell asked that the plat designer describe why the proposed tracts did not meet the 3:1 length to width ratio.  Mr. Tim Alcorn approached the podium and stated that there was no adequate way to create eight 10-acre lots using the 80-acre land in question without going above the 3:1 length to width ratio.

Commissioner Baker did not like the proposed plat since it exceeded the 3:1 length to width ratio.  Commissioner Baker suggested making the lots square and creating a road between the two sides in order to reach all eight lots.

Commissioner Udell agreed with Commissioner Baker, but also stated that the design could not be altered for the better, although it did not meet the 3:1 length to width ratio.  There was further discussion about the issue.

Mrs. Robinson stated that the County should either cease granting variances on 3:1 length to width ratio or change the Land Development Regulations to allow these types of lots.  There was discussion about the Land Development Regulations.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve the preliminary plat of the Hawthorne Estates Subdivision.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried, with Commissioners Odom and Baker opposed.

 The ninth item on the agenda was to consider final plat approval of the O. P. Daughtry, Jr. Subdivision.

Mrs. Robinson approached the podium and described the proposed plat in detail.

Commissioner Odom motioned for final plat approval of the O. P. Daughtry, Jr. Subdivision.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The tenth item on the agenda was a request by Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer, for authorization to hire an engineer to develop plans for the new hog barn at the Agricultural Coliseum complex and to request permission to advertise for bids to construct the new hog barn.

Mr. Harvey approached the podium and requested that the Board authorize the County to hire an engineer to develop plans for a new hog barn at the Agricultural Complex, which would be partially funded by a $25,000 allocation by the State which could only be used for certain agriculture-related projects.  He requested that the plans be developed so that one more or items of the plan could be deleted without beginning a new design.

Commissioner Udell motioned for approval to hire an engineer to develop plans for the new hog barn at the Agricultural Coliseum.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The eleventh item on the agenda was a request by Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer, for authorization to submit an application to the State of Florida Division of Historic Preservation for Fiscal Year 1999-2000 Courthouse Renovation Funds.

This item was discussed prior to agenda item number four.

The twelfth item on the agenda was to consider sponsoring a Building Inspection Training Assistance Program for county residents and out-of-county contractors with reciprocal licensing.

Mr. Ed Harvey, County Coordinator/Budget Officer, submitted a handout describing the proposed assistance program, then described it in further detail.  The program cost $1,800 for non-members of the Southern Building Code Congress International, Inc. as compared to $1,205 for members.  Therefore, the County would sponsor people who were interested in taking building inspection courses (saving them nearly $600), but would cost the County nothing since the sponsored applicant’s fee would be prepaid to the County.  Mr. Harvey also requested a written confirmation of the validity of the assistance program from the Southern Building Code Congress International, Inc.

Commissioner Udell stated that the assistance program would cost the County nothing and whole-heartedly endorsed it.

Commissioner Udell motioned for approval of the assistance program subject to the concerns of the County Attorney and the County Coordinator, which included a written confirmation of the validity of the assistance program and prepayment of a sponsored applicant’s fees.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and after further comments the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Scott called a ten-minute break at 7:52 p.m.

Chairman Scott called the meeting back to order.

The thirteenth item on the agenda was to discuss naming the new Branford Library.

Commissioner Udell stated that the fine facility in Branford had come about in part by the actions of former sheriff Robert Leonard, who had contributed approximately $275,000.00 from the Law Enforcement Trust Fund.  Commissioner Udell asked that the Board name the new Branford Library in honor of former sheriff Leonard.

Commissioner Taylor motioned to name the new Branford library the “Robert Leonard Library.”  Commissioner Udell seconded the motion.

Commissioner Odom stated that some $600 had been spent on the name, “Branford Library,” and all letterhead and other documents referred to the name as such.  He stated that Mr. Leonard had come to him and requested that the library not be named in his honor, but asked that it instead be named after two deputies from the area, Glenn Murray and Leon Beach.  Commissioner Odom stated that an option might include naming the building after Mr. Leonard but retaining the name, “Branford Library.”

There was further discussion about the issue.

Mr. Danny Hales, Director of Libraries, approached the podium and stated that he would like the building to remain the “Branford Library.”  He held Mr. Leonard in high respect, and asked that perhaps the building or its meeting room be named in honor of Mr. Leonard.

Commissioner Taylor stated that Mr. Leonard told him he would be greatly humbled by the notion of having the Branford Library being named in his honor if there was no controversy.

Commissioner Baker stated that the public buildings belonged to the entire community, and that the library itself should be known as the Branford Library.  He stated that the building itself could be named for Mr. Leonard.

Chairman Scott asked if it was possible to entertain a motion to rename the building after Mr. Leonard and make adequate signs in accordance with the name change.  There was discussion about the issue.

Commissioner Taylor rescinded his motion to rename the Branford Library in honor of Mr. Leonard.

Commissioner Taylor motioned to rename the building in honor of Mr. Leonard but retain the name, “Branford Library,” with adequately sized pictures and signs.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and after further discussion the motion carried unanimously.

The fourteenth item on the agenda was additional agenda items.  There were four listed additional agenda items.

A) Earlene McGee to discuss opening 64th Place.

Ms. McGee, accompanied by Mr. Alonzo Philmore, approached the podium and stated that she had come before the Board in April 1999, to open a portion of 64th Place.

Commissioner Udell stated that at the April 20, 1999 meeting, the Board agreed to a search by Mr. Airth and Mr. Brown to discover if the road was officially closed.  Upon questioning, Mr. Brown and Mr. Airth stated that they had found no records to indicate that the road was officially closed.

Mr. Alonzo Philmore stated that since four different entities had failed to discover a document officially closing a portion of 64th Place, the road was presumably still open to public access.  He then asked what Ms. McGee would do about access to her property in the interim.  He discussed previous instances in which people were taken to court for denying a person access to his or her property.  Mr. Philmore also asked how long the Board would search before they made a decision.

Commissioner Odom asked Mr. Airth if there was a rule pertaining to maintenance of roads and the length of time required to abandon a road.  Mr. Airth stated that the statutes suggested a road that had not been maintained for a specific amount of time was assumed to be abandoned.  There was further discussion about the issue.

Commissioner Udell asked the County Attorney to research the matter further and requested tabling the issue until information had been gathered.

Commissioner Udell motioned to table the issue until further information was gathered.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Ms. McGee asked for clarification on “tabling” the issue.  Commissioner Udell stated that he would personally contact her as soon as information was gathered.  It was agreed to discuss the issue early in the June 15, 1999 night meeting.

B) Consider appointment of Lola Martin to the Tourist Development Council replacing Sue Phillips who has retired.

Commissioner Udell asked if Ms. Martin had consented to serve.  Mr. Eddy Hillhouse, president of the Suwannee County Economic Alliance, stated that she did consent.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve Lola Martin’s appointment to the Tourist Development Council.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

C) Discuss interest on money in FEMA accounts.

Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Harvey to research the status of interest accumulated in FEMA accounts.

Mr. Harvey stated that money had been arriving for some six or seven months.  He stated that the Clerk combined finances in order to gain interest, and it would be cumbersome and tedious to sort the interest accumulated from FEMA.  Mr. Harvey stated that he may need some assistance.  He also stated some FEMA monies were reimbursements and would not generate interest.

Commissioner Udell asked that the interest be determined when all FEMA money had been delivered to the County as of last week.

D) Discuss clerk’s fees.

Mr. Harvey approached the podium and submitted a handout describing the billing to the Board of Clerk’s fees.  He then summarized the meeting of May 4, 1999, at which the Board and Clerk had agreed to an independent audit of the Clerk’s fee billings.  Mr. Harvey received a list of possible auditors, but stated that most did not have the time to devote to an audit of this nature.  He proposed that a presentation be made by possible auditing firms at the May 25, 1999 workshop and then make a decision at the June 1, 1999 regular meeting.

Mr. Harvey then discussed the April 1999 billing by the Clerk’s Office, the total of which was $49,557.55.  He stated that the aforementioned amount included the double-line billing on progress dockets that had been discussed at the May 4, 1999 meeting.  Mr. Harvey also stated that the recording fees still included private firms other than indigents who could afford to pay their own final judgement recording costs.  He suggested further research into the billing to eliminate disputed billings.

Commissioner Udell stated that the Board had discussed issues but had not set a cut-off date for correcting errors and double-line billing.  He suggested paying the Clerk’s Office for invoices to date and then set a cut-off date to those items mentioned in previous meetings, at least until an independent auditor could answer which items needed to be paid and which items needed to be eliminated from the billing cycle.

There was further discussion about the issue.

Mr. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Court, approached the podium and stated that the May 4, 1999 meeting occurred between a billing cycle and that the computer could not be altered until the end of the current billing period.  He also stated that ample time had to be given to private companies and attorneys regarding policy changes that would have them pay their final judgement recording fees.

There was further discussion on the issue.

Commissioner Odom asked for clarification of the billing cycle.  Mr. Henderson stated that the cycles usually ended about the 10th of the next month.  There was further discussion about repaying errors to the County.

Mr. Henderson advised Commissioner Udell that a day-by-day track of FEMA and other interest generated was always available to the Board by the Clerk’s Office if it was needed.

Mr. Harvey stated that his office would expedite the business of auditing the April billings to the Board.  Mr. Harvey requested breaking down the billings to search for every billing dispute or error.

Commissioner Baker motioned to use County employees to research which items to remove from the Clerk’s billing as well as allow Chairman Scott to sign off on the amount discovered to be charged in error. Commissioner Udell seconded, and after clarification the motion carried unanimously.

The fifteenth item on the agenda was public comments.

Chairman Scott opened the floor to public comments.

Mr. Alonzo Philmore approached the podium and stated his name.  He stated he was the chairman of the local NAACP chapter.  He also stated that since March 23, 1999, he had sent several letters to the Board requesting information on a 5% pay increase to Mr. Ford, a Road Department employee.  He asked if it was Board policy to not respond to citizens when letters were written to them.

Chairman Scott stated that other than two letters he had received, he had no knowledge of the numerous stream of letters suggested by Mr. Philmore.  There was discussion about responses to letters.

Mr. Philmore asked who was supposed to address formal complaints by County employees.

Chairman Scott stated that according to his knowledge, the department head addressed a complaint unless it concerned that department head, at which time the County Coordinator would address it.

Mr. Philmore also asked if there was a time limit to respond to complaints.  Chairman Scott stated that he was not sure but research into the County policy should provide an answer.

Mr. Harvey stated that he had not read the complaints he had received and did not plan to do so until grievances and appeals from suspended employees had been heard and rumors of a “tape” were investigated.  Mr. Harvey stated the grievances and appeals were an official priority and he did not wish to bias his judgement with the complaints.

Mr. Philmore expressed concern with hearing only one side of the controversy.  He believed the Board would ignore the problem in hopes that it would go away.  Mr. Philmore stated he would want a copy of the video of the meeting.  There was further discussion.

Commissioner Baker asked if the entire Board could receive a copy of the letters from Mr. Philmore.  Mr. Philmore stated he would send a copy to the entire Board.

Mr. George Fuller approached the podium and discussed the intersection of County Road 49 and US 27.  He asked that the Board research a state- or federal-funded stoplight at the scene of the numerous accidents.  Mr. Fuller also expressed concern of granting variances on such items as rights-of-way.  He also stated that resolutions, ordinances, and similar laws of the County should be enforced.

Mr. James Gardner approached the podium and asked if the Board controlled everything that is done within the community.

Chairman Scott stated that the Board did not totally control the citizens of the community.

Mr. Gardner expressed concerns with the “communist” government of Suwannee County in the United States.  He stated that the bickering that was going on was childish.

Mr. Paul Mandeville approached the podium and stated that he was a member of the Ranchettes Volunteer Fire Department.  He expressed concern with using the South County sub-station as a sub-station of the Ranchettes Volunteer Fire Department.  He stated that there was a lack of funds to provide for the Ranchettes Volunteer Fire Department, and asked that the sub-station become a separate Volunteer Fire Department entity with its own funding.  He thanked the Board for its response.

The sixteenth item on the agenda was staff reports.

Edward C. Harvey, County Coordinator/Budget Officer, stated that expert testimony and an appraiser was being requested for the proposed prison site.  He also stated that the contract for rodeo construction had been signed and it was set to begin on June 7, 1999.  The contract for Phase I Courthouse renovations had also been signed and construction was set to begin on May 19, 1999.  Mr. Harvey also discussed airport improvements and workshops on the Fiscal Year 1999-2000 budget.

Mr. Alcorn asked for clarifications on bids for the airport improvements.  Mr. Harvey stated that four engineering firms had already been contacted about working on airport improvements.  He did ask, however, that Mr. Alcorn submit his engineer’s name so that a letter could be sent notifying the engineer of the project.

Ray Brown, Public Works Director, had nothing to discuss.

John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, submitted brochures on the summer events that were to be held at the local libraries and described them in some detail.  He thanked the Board for their work tonight.  He stated that Sheriff Williams had called him in reference to a Library staff car.  Mr. Hales also stated that the state of Florida had received some $10 million to be invested in computers for economically disadvantaged and rural communities, and he would be submitting a grant application.

Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, stated that the Geraldine Thomas suit against the County concerning a migrant work camp, which had been stricken but then appealed and upheld, was still in the process of being settled.

Randy Henderson, Clerk of the Circuit Court, was not present.

Alton K. Williams, Sheriff, was not present.

Greg Scott, Recreation Department Director, was not present.

Commissioner Odom asked Mr. Brown who could be contacted about obtaining a stoplight at the intersection of County Road 49 and US 27.  Mr. Brown stated he would research the issue for a contact person.

The seventeenth item on the agenda was to consider payment of invoices.  Commissioner Udell motioned to approve batches 99-0347 – 99-0356, excluding batch number 99-356 (omitted by computer error) for a total of $1,053,667.50.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.
