The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a regular session and the following were present: Chairman Jerry Scott; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Robert Taylor; Commissioner Donald M. Odom, Sr.; and Commissioner Barry Baker; and Mike Tyson and Eric Musgrove, Deputy Clerks.  Also present was Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.


Chairman Scott called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m., and asked Commissioner Odom to lead the invocation followed by the pledge of allegiance to the American flag.


The first item on the agenda was to call for additional agenda items.  There were five listed additional agenda items.

A) Jackie Conger to discuss maintenance by the County of 77th Place in District Two.

B) Ray Brown, Public Works Director, to request permission to purchase from a single source provider, one engine and transmission for rock crusher.

C) Consider making application for proposed projects under the Transportation Enhancement Program with the Florida Department of Transportation.

D) Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer, to request the Board to declare the need for services on the mechanical system in the Jail to be an emergency and approve a contract with Certified Air Contractors to perform the work.

E) Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer, to discuss availability of funds related to an estimated $175,000-$200,000 cost of a new building at the Sports Complex which is currently being advertised for bids.

Chairman Scott then called for further additional items.  There were none.

Commissioner Odom motioned to add the aforementioned items to the agenda.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The second item on the agenda was to consider approval of minutes of meetings held on June 15, 1999.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve the aforementioned minutes.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The third item on the agenda was a discussion by Ray Brown, Public Works Director, on behalf of Earlene McGee, on opening 64th Place.

Mr. Brown approached the podium and stated that all the information was already in the hands of the commissioners.  He asked if further information had been gained by other sources.

Commissioner Udell stated that at the Board meeting on June 15, Mr. Howell had been given two weeks to provide evidence to the contrary.  No information of the sort had been submitted, and there was further discussion about road clearance for graders.

Commissioner Udell motioned for Mr. Brown to reopen 64th Place and maintain it.  Commissioner Baker seconded the motion.  Chairman Scott asked that if the road was to be maintained by the County, that it be renamed “road” instead of “place.”  After further discussion in which Mr. Brown stated that other roads had also been misnamed during the 911 addressing, the motion carried unanimously.

The fourth item on the agenda was a request by P. “Buddy” Nott, Mayor of the City of Live Oak, for the Board to consider adoption of an ordinance setting a reasonable cap on title loan interest charges.

Mayor Nott approached the podium and asked that a cap of 30% be placed upon title loan interest charges.  He stated that present charges were high, and many counties were now setting limits for these charges.  He asked that the Board bring an ordinance to the floor as soon as possible so that a county-wide interest cap could be placed into effect.

Commissioner Udell stated that he was in agreement with setting a cap to interest charges.

Commissioner Baker expressed concern with the lack of a County business license.  There was further discussion about the issue.

Chairman Scott asked if this issue would have any jurisdiction over pawnshops.  Mayor Nott stated that pawnshops fell under a different category, but believed that they were limited to 45% interest caps.

Chairman Scott asked that the County Attorney research the issue and bring before the Board an answer.

The fifth item on the agenda was a discussion by Myron Holmes, Live Oak City Manager, on the proposed Live Oak/Suwannee County joint reconstruction project for Goldkist Boulevard.

Mr. Holmes approached the podium and discussed the issue.  He stated that Goldkist Boulevard needed to be repaired and all three interested bodies (the Suwannee County Developmental Authority, City of Live Oak, and Suwannee County) agreed that the project was worthwhile.  Mr. Holmes asked for direction from the Board.  Mr. Brown’s estimates on the project were $90,000-$100,000.  Mr. Holmes stated that the City of Live Oak was willing to pay 1/3 of the cost, up to $25,000.  He stated that he would return to the City Council and request additional funds.

There was discussion about funding sources.

Chairman Scott suggested waiting until bids were received on the total cost for the project, at which time percentages of payment could be determined.  There was discussion about the exact nature of the project.

Mr. Holmes stated that 1/3 of the road was within city limits but the other 2/3 was in the County property.

Commissioner Udell motioned that a joint venture by the Developmental Authority, City of Live Oak, and Suwannee County to advertise for bids on the Goldkist Boulevard reconstruction project.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The sixth item on the agenda was a request by George L. Burnham, Jr., Tax Collector, for approval of Recapitulation of the 1998 Tax Roll.

Mr. Burnham approached the podium and thanked the Board for repaving the parking area behind the Courthouse.  He then briefly discussed the 1998 Tax Roll.  As of June 1999, the total tax roll received was $14,272,711.10 including $202,529.47 in errors, insolvencies, double assessments, and discounts.  Mr. Burnham also submitted a list of 1998 Special Assessments and 1998 Collections.  He then described the handout in some detail.

Commissioner Odom motioned to approve the Recapitulation of the 1998 Tax Roll.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The seventh item on the agenda was to consider final plat approval of the Hawthorne Estates Subdivision.

Mrs. Robinette Robinson approached the podium and described the proposed plat in detail.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve the plat of Hawthorne Estates Subdivision.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried, with Commissioner Baker opposed.

The eighth item on the agenda was a discussion by Daniel R. Sivyer, Fire Coordinator, on the possible use of County property in Falmouth for their Volunteer Fire Department.

Mr. Sivyer approached the podium and discussed the Falmouth Volunteer Fire Department situation.  He stated that the County owned ½ acre off Highway 90.  Mr. Sivyer requested the Board to allow the Falmouth VFD to construct a fire station on the property.

Commissioner Udell asked if the land could be leased to the Falmouth VFD.  There ensued further discussion.

Commissioner Udell motioned for approval to create a leasing agreement to allow the Falmouth VFD to proceed with constructing a fire station on the aforementioned county property at a lease amount of $1.00 per year for 75 years.  After further discussion, Commissioner Taylor seconded the motion.  Commissioner Baker agreed with Commissioner Udell’s suggestion for a $1.00 leasing fee.  He also asked that a clause be placed in the lease agreement that the property revert to the County if the Falmouth VFD ever disbanded.  Commissioner Baker also asked that the VFD provide the funds for the station (which would cost at least $10,000), but if their funds were inadequate to cover expenses the County could provide additional funding.  After further discussion, the motion carried unanimously.

The ninth item on the agenda was a request by Greg Scott, Recreation Department Director, for acceptance of the Florida Recreation Development Assistance program (FRDAP) grant in the amount of $50,000 to be used for improvements at the Sports Complex.

Mr. Scott approached the podium and discussed the issue.  He stated that in August of 1998, the Recreation Department applied for the Florida Recreation Development Assistance Program and that the application had been approved.  Mr. Scott stated that the grant would provide for playground equipment, picnic pavilions, and parking improvements.

Commissioner Odom motioned to accept the Florida Recreation Development Assistance Program grant in the amount of $50,000 for Sports Complex improvements.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Scott called a ten-minute break at 9:50 a.m.

Chairman Scott called the meeting back to order.

The tenth item on the agenda was a request by Danny Hales, Director of Libraries, for the Board to waive Library Meeting Room Policy for Pat Sura, Chief Building Inspector, to hold continuing education seminars for construction and building trade contractors from Suwannee and surrounding counties.

Mr. Hales approached the podium and submitted a handout on Library policy.  Mr. Hales had originally expressed concerns with profit-making groups, but Mr. Sura submitted a list of state agencies and non-profit associations that would be using the Library meeting room and was thus exempt from fees.  Mr. Hales asked the Board for direction in response to profit-making organizations.

Commissioner Udell favored waiving the fees for non-profit organizations, but wanted to leave the judgement to Mr. Hales.

Commissioner Udell motioned to allow Mr. Hales to decide if profit-making organizations would pay for the use of the Library meeting room for Mr. Sura’s seminars.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The eleventh item on the agenda was to consider awarding bids for landfill gas collection system modifications.

Mr. Brown stated that further information was forthcoming and asked that this issue be discussed after the information was gathered.

The twelfth item on the agenda was a request by Ray Brown, Public Works Director, for permission to advertise for bids for the following:

a) Four motor graders.

b) Resurfacing of Hughes Road and Mitchell Road.

Mr. Brown stated that the cost for a grader two years ago was $3292.40 per year for maintenance and renting.  There were a total of thirteen graders under Suwannee County management and that four were in need of replacing; two of the graders were five years old and under the buy-back program, but the others were even older.

Commissioner Udell asked for clarification on the amount of graders required by the County.  He had reservations with buying more graders, even if they were replacing old ones, if the current ones were not being used to the fullest extent.  There was further discussion about the use or misuse of graders.

Mr. Brown stated that Road Department employees fill out a report every day, including the number of hours their machine worked and/or reasons for working less hours.  He also stated that the graders were rented for 7,000 hours over the five-year period.  Mr. Brown further discussed the issue.

Commissioner Udell asked how many of the present graders had been used for more than 7,000 hours.  Mr. Brown stated that none had been used over 7,000 hours, and that in some districts the grading rounds were being made only 1 ½ times a month instead of 3 times as was normal.  There was further discussion about the issue.

Commissioner Taylor asked that the issue be looked into before further graders were purchased.

Commissioner Udell asked that the hours of grader usage be looked into.  There was further discussion about the issue.

There were questions about why the graders were only making 1 ½ rounds per month instead of 3 times.  Mr. Brown stated that he could rely upon the excuses of the grader operators, but most involved maintenance and rainy weather.  There was further discussion about responsibility of crew chiefs and supervisors and communication improvements.

Chairman Scott suggested a workshop to address the issue.  Commissioner Udell stated that he would bring the issue back up under “Other Business.”

Mr. Brown then discussed resurfacing Hughes Road and Mitchell Road.

Commissioner Baker motioned to advertise for bids for Hughes and Mitchell Roads.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Brown then returned to item number eleven, to consider awarding bids for landfill gas collection system modifications.

Mr. Harvey said that he had received a letter stating that Handex of Florida, Inc., had been the lowest bidder at $214,000, but because of constraints only the bare minimum for the modifications of $154,000 could be funded.  Mr. Harvey stated that he had been told that $297,000 was available for the modifications, and suggested tabling the issue until further information was gathered and cleared up.

Commissioner Udell motioned to table item number eleven until further information was gathered.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The thirteenth item on the agenda was a discussion by Ray Brown, Public Works Director, on drainage problems on Ingram Road.

Mr. Brown briefly described the issue and then asked that Mr. Curtis Keen, County Engineer, discuss the issue further.

Commissioner Taylor asked what the improvements would do to Mr. Tim Altman’s property, who had come before the Board with concerns about the improvements at an earlier meeting.  Mr. Keen stated that the improvements would slightly dissipate the water flow on Mr. Altman’s property.  Mr. Altman stated that the improvements were agreeable to him.

Commissioner Odom asked who would pay for the improvements.  Mr. Brown stated that the new taxing district would provide for most of the costs, although some would come from Road Department funds.

There was discussion about the allotted amount of funds for the project  ($100,000) and what percentage would be born by the Ingram Road residents and by the County.

Commissioner Udell asked if it would be too burdensome to split the engineering costs.

Mr. Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, stated that the MSBU provided for $100,000, and anything in excess of 110% of the cost would be born by the County.  The residents present agreed to the stipulations.

Commissioner Odom asked Mr. Keen what the total cost for the project would be.  Mr. Brown stated that the total cost for the project would not be known until bids were advertised.

Commissioner Taylor motioned to advertise for bids for the Ingram Road improvements once the Suwannee River Water Management District approved the plans.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously. 

The fourteenth item on the agenda was a request by Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer, for authorization to advertise for bids for a replacement chiller in the Courthouse.

Mr. Harvey approached the podium and described a handout within the Board’s packets.  The chiller had failed since the last discussion, had been repaired sufficiently to function, but was in need of immediate replacement.  He stated that the chiller’s price of $75,000-$80,000 could be covered under the $375,000 State Historical Grant.

Commissioner Odom motioned to advertise for bids for a replacement chiller for the Courthouse.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The fifteenth item on the agenda was to consider approval of payment of invoices in the amount of $8,550.00 to Keen Engineering and Surveying, Inc., for services rendered pertaining to the Concession/Bathroom/Maintenance Building for the Recreation Department.

Mr. Harvey requested that the issue be tabled until further information was gathered.

Commissioner Udell motioned to table the issue until further information was gathered.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The sixteenth item on the agenda was to consider approval of payment of invoices in the amount of $3,420.00 to Gamble and Associates Construction Co. for improvements made to the Rodeo Arena.

Mr. Harvey stated that the payment was for down payment and startup costs for the construction.

Commissioner Udell motioned to pay the $3,420.00 to Gamble and Associates Construction Company.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and after further discussion the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Scott called a ten-minute break at 11:00 a.m.

Chairman Scott called the meeting back to order.

The seventeenth item on the agenda was to consider approval of payment of invoices in the amount of $37,208.48 to Scott Peterson Construction Co., Inc., for renovations to the Courthouse.

Mr. Harvey stated that the costs provided for the framing and other related material and been done to his satisfaction.

Commissioner Udell motioned for approval of the $37,208.48 for renovations to the Courthouse.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The eighteenth item on the agenda was to consider executing a letter of agreement with Davis, Monk, and Company for auditing of Clerk’s Fees.

Mr. Harvey discussed the issue and stated that for a further amount of money, Davis, Monk, and Company could form auditor firm opinions, which was substantially more than was first submitted.

Commissioner Udell stated that this auditing was, contrary to what he thought during earlier meetings, essential and would be helpful for the Board.

Commissioner Udell motioned for approval of a letter of agreement with Davis, Monk, and Company providing auditing of the Clerk’s fees for a sum of no more than $10,000.  Commissioner Odom seconded.  Clerk Randy Henderson stated that it was the responsibility of the Board to pay the Clerk’s fees, as well the entire cost of the auditing of his fees.  Mr. Henderson stated that several courts had rendered opinions in favor of the Clerks of other counties, and he did not want the Board to be involved in another lawsuit.  He suggested the auditing firm do whatever it took to settle the issue.  He again suggested that the Board should pay the entire cost for the audit, as it is they who question the billings.  Commissioner Udell stated that he had only asked to see if the Clerk would pay part of the costs, but the Clerk had not taken the “bait.”  The motion for approval of a letter of agreement with Davis, Monk, and Company providing auditing of the Clerk’s fees for a sum of no more than $10,000 carried unanimously.

The nineteenth item on the agenda was a request by Edward C. Harvey, County Coordinator/Budget Officer, for authorization for payment of Clerk’s Fees Billing for the month of May, 1999.

Mr. Harvey stated that the May, 1999 billing totaled $41,998.40 and that recording fees and double-line billing had been reduced and eliminated, respectively.  He then discussed the previous month’s billing.

Commissioner Baker suggested looking into the different state and local agencies in Suwannee County that were charged by the Clerk, since presently those agencies do not charge the County for copying services.  He wished to maintain a status quo with copying papers for these state agencies.

Commissioner Odom motioned to pay the Clerk’s fees for the month of May, 1999, in the amount of $41,998.40.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The twentieth item on the agenda was a discussion by Chairman Jerry Scott on the possibility of vacating property located off 50th Street in District 1.

Chairman Scott described the issue.  When building Interstate 10, the State had cut off 50th Street and used a portion of the land surrounding it.  On July 3, 1980, the State returned a portion of that property off of 50th Street to the County.  Chairman Scott requested vacating the property of approximately ¼ a mile, as it leads to nowhere but does provide egress and ingress for a property owner, Mr. Charles Hall.  There was further discussion about the issue.

Mr. Airth stated that it would not be right to abandon the property and leave a person landlocked.

There was further discussion of the issue of removing trees and other items from every fence row within the County and its economic unfeasibility.

Commissioner Baker asked if it would be possible to table the issue until Mr. Airth had researched the topic and the entire Board had viewed the street.

Commissioner Baker motioned to table the issue until the County Attorney could gather further information.  Commissioner Odom seconded the motion.  After further discussion, the motion carried unanimously.

At 11:50 a.m., Chairman Scott called a break until 1:30 p.m. for lunch.

Chairman Scott called the meeting back to order.

The twenty-first item on the agenda was to discuss procedures for handling complaints from Public Works Department employees.

Mr. Harvey approached the podium.  He stated that the Board had received copies of the Public Works Department complaints, which fell into four major categories, one of which was hiring practices.

Commissioner Udell stated that it was the Board’s duty to address the issues in question.  He also stated that procedures to investigate should be made for not only these complaints by employees, but also of other employee actions and complaints.  Commissioner Udell then read several items as stated in the personnel rules and regulations.  He was convinced that there was a conspiracy by some of the Public Works employees to fire Ray Brown, Ed Harvey, and otherwise have their own wishes followed.  Commissioner Udell wished to find the truth, no matter how hidden it was, and that the search include addressing employee complaints and actions.

Commissioner Baker asked if Commissioner Udell proposed each commissioner doing individual homework or if a committee was to be formed to investigate the issue.  Commissioner Udell stated that a committee could be formed, but any commissioner who wished to search individually could do so.  Commissioner Baker stated that the investigation should be fair and encompass both sides of the issue.

Commissioner Taylor stated that an answer had to be found as soon as possible, as further delays would only increase the strife, bitterness, and hurt within the community.  He wanted everything researched and nothing to remain hidden.  There was further discussion about the issue.

Chairman Scott stated that one commissioner could be appointed to a committee composed of Mr. Airth, County Attorney, and Mrs. Luanne Mixon, County Administrative Director, to research the complaints and actions.  Chairman Scott asked for volunteers, and Commissioner Udell volunteered.  After further discussion, Chairman Scott appointed Commissioner Udell to the committee to investigate Public Works complaints and actions.  There was further discussion about the issue.

Mr. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Court, approached the podium and stated that Commissioner Udell had already shown a bias on the issue and asked that an impartial commissioner be appointed to the committee.

Commissioner Udell stated that he had not asked for the resignation of Mr. Brown and Mr. Harvey in a recent newspaper, and that it was probably Mr. Henderson’s doing.  There was further discussion about the issue.  Chairman Scott retained his choice of Commissioner Udell to the committee.

The twenty-second item on the agenda was additional agenda items.  There were five listed additional agenda items.

A) Jackie Conger to discuss maintenance by the County of 77th Place in District Two.

Ms. Conger approached the podium and stated that 77th Place was a private road but that the 38 residents could not maintain it.  She asked that the County take over the road and stated that the residents were in agreement to help fund the improvements to the road.  She expressed concern with paying taxes but receiving little in return.

Chairman Scott stated that there were many streets like 77th Place, and the County could not improve all the roads.

Commissioner Baker stated that since the road was private property, the County could not improve it until the road was County property.  However, for the County to accept the road, the road had to be in good condition and meet specifications, which according to Suwannee County ordinance, meant paved.  One of the residents stated that they did not want a paved road, and asked if the Board would take the road if it were improved to limerock-standard roads.  There was further discussion about the issue.

Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Airth if the County could accept a road without it being paved.  Mr. Airth stated that it had been County policy for the past fifteen years to only take paved roads.  Commissioner Udell stated that the County could not relieve the residents of 77th Place at the present, but perhaps in the future unpaved roads could be given increased attention.  He suggested increased productivity from the Road Department.

There was further discussion about the ownership of 77th Place.

Mr. Airth stated that an easement was an agreement by someone to allow another person, company, etc., to use the land but the original owner still retained ownership.

There was further discussion about fire protection, ambulance response, and access to the property.

Commissioner Udell asked that the County Attorney research the issue of the property owners limerocking the road before turning it over to the County.

There was further discussion about taking over private roads and changing ordinances to allow the roads to be taken over.  Mrs. Conger gave her work number as 364-3433 ext. 136.

B) Ray Brown, Public Works Director, to request permission to purchase from a single source provider one engine and transmission for rock crusher.

Mr. Brown approached the podium and stated that the request was because the rock crusher at the Branford mines had broken down.  He asked that $23,000 be spent on a Cummings engine and transmission from Ring Power, which would arrive within forty-five days.  The other bid, from Florida Marine, Inc., was $19,000, but it would take ninety days to deliver the engine and transmission.


Commissioner Udell left the meeting at 2:27 p.m.


Commissioner Udell returned to the meeting at 2:30 p.m.


Mr. Airth stated that Mr. Brown could not ask for sole-source bids when he obviously had two bids for the engine and transmission.  There was further discussion about the issue, including declarations of emergency.


Commissioner Udell motioned to declare the purchase of one engine and transmission for a rock crusher an emergency situation and that it be carried out without formal bidding.  Commissioner Odom seconded the motion, but after further discussion about placing a clause for penalties for late delivery and what constituted an emergency, Commissioner Odom rescinded his second and Commissioner Udell withdrew his motion.


Commissioner Baker motioned to advertise for bids for a transmission and engine for a rock crusher.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

C) Consider making application for proposed projects under the Transportation Enhancement Program with the Florida Department of Transportation.

Mr. Brown discussed submitting a letter for grants on sidewalks to Wal-Mart, turn lanes from just before the Library to just past Badcock, and lights for the intersection of CR49 and CR27, CR252 and CR49, and CR349, CR51, and US 129.  There was further discussion about the issue.

Commissioner Odom motioned to submit a letter requesting grant assistance on sidewalks to Wal-Mart, turn lanes from just before the Library to just past Badcock, and lights for the intersection of CR49 and CR27, CR252 and CR49, and CR349, CR51, and US 129.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

D) Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer, to request the Board to declare the need for services on the mechanical system in the Jail to be an emergency and approve Certified Air Contractors to perform the work.

Mr. Harvey approached the podium and stated that the services would be utilized to discover the source of some problems as well as deal with potential problems, including Year 2000 compliance.  He asked that since the problems related to inmate security, it be declared an emergency. 

Commissioner Udell motioned to declare jail repairs as an emergency and that Certified Air Contractors be approved to provide the service as soon as possible.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried, with Commissioner Baker in opposition. 

E) Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer, to discuss availability of funds related to an estimated $175,000-$200,000 cost of a new building at the Sports Complex which is currently being advertised for bids.

Mr. Harvey stated that the Recreation Fund did not have the required amount of money for the estimated costs of the building, but that Mr. Greg Scott would continue searching for alternate funds.

The twentieth-third item on the agenda was public comments.

Mr. George Fuller approached the podium and stated that he did not believe the Committee set up to research Public Works complaints was unbiased.  He felt the committee was administrative-heavy, and asked that an unbiased employee be chosen to represent the employees.

Chairman Scott stated that he would keep the situation in mind.

The twenty-fourth item on the agenda was staff reports.

Ed C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer, had nothing to discuss.

Ray Brown, Public Works Director, had nothing to discuss.

John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, stated there were two positions open in Jasper and an administrative position in Live Oak.  He also stated that the Branford Library was now registering patrons electronically.

Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, had three items to discuss.  Two were foreclosures, and the third concerned solid waste.  He stated that advisors from Tallahassee would be available for assistance in determining transport of solid waste.
