The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for an emergency session and the following were present: Chairman Jerry Scott; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Robert Taylor; Commissioner Donald M. Odom, Sr.; and Commissioner Barry Baker; and Eric Musgrove and Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerks.  Also present was Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.


Chairman Scott called the meeting to order at 3:12 p.m.  The purpose of this meeting was to consider purchasing a rebuilt motor for the Branford Mines rock crusher.

Chairman Scott stated that a rebuilt motor would reduce the cost by over one quarter.

Mr. Ernest Johns approached the podium and stated that the lowest bid for a new motor would be $19,000, but he had found a company who could provide a rebuilt motor with one-year warranty for $5,750.  Jimmy Diesel Enterprises of Palm Harbor, Florida, would be able to provide the rebuilt motor within a week.

Commissioner Odom asked Mr. Airth if the purchase of this motor was legal.

Mr. Airth stated that the rebuilt engine could fall under a sole-source provider, and was thus legal.

Commissioner Odom motioned to purchase the rebuilt motor for $5,750.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and after further discussion about the condition of the rock crusher, the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Udell motioned to adjourn the emergency meeting.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

There being no further business to discuss, the Board adjourned at 3:20 p.m.
