The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for an EMS workshop and the following were present: Chairman Jerry Scott; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Robert Taylor; Commissioner Donald M. Odom, Sr.; and Commissioner Barry Baker; and Eric Musgrove, Deputy Clerk.


The meeting, held in the Crapps Conference Room of the Suwannee River Regional Library, began at 2:35 p.m.  The purpose of the meeting was a presentation of Emergency Management issues and was held by local and state Emergency Management Services.


Mr. Murel McDonald introduced Mr. Joe Myers of the State Emergency Management Program and gave a short history on Emergency Services.


Mr. Myers summarized the goal of the meeting and then introduced Jim Lewis, Doug Hataway, Doran Blair, and Lisa Watson, who would be speaking after Mr. Myers.


Mr. Myers discussed several types of disasters and being prepared for whatever disaster could befall the County.  He then described in detail the phases of a disaster and disaster relief.


Mr. Jim Lewis then discussed applying for disaster assistance and submitted handouts on his area of responsibility.  There was also discussion about hosting the populations of counties declared as disaster areas.


After a short recess, Mr. Doug Hataway discussed the mitigation that precedes and follows disasters, using overhead projections.


Ms. Doran Blair discussed Y2K preparedness.  She stated that confidence about Y2K readiness had risen dramatically in the last nine months, and industry in particular was prepared for the year 2000.


Mr. Myers then presented a short video on Emergency Management and the Emergency Operations Center.

There being no further business to discuss, the meeting ended at 4:47 p.m.
