On the above date and time the Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners reconvened a recessed meeting.  Present were Chairman Jerry Scott, Commissioner Barry Baker, Commissioner Donald M. Odom, Sr.,  Commissioner Robert Taylor, Budget Officer Edward C. Harvey, County Attorney Hal Airth, and Deputy Clerk Michael Tyson.  Commissioner Douglas M. Udell was not present.

Chairman Jerry Scott called to order the recessed meeting from September 7, 1999.

Recreation Director Greg Scott addressed the Board and asked they raise limits on informal bids from $3,500  to $10,000.  He stated bids will still be accepted or solicited, but this will allow the Recreation Department to move forward with its construction project.

Commissioner Odom asked County Attorney Airth about the legality of this proposal.  

Mr. Airth stated the County has policy for purchasing and it can be amended by resolution.  Mr. Airth stated it might be unwise to bypass the bid process or to amend it for just one department.  Mr. Airth stated such a change may need to effect the entire County and all departments or you may generate citizen complaints and/or lawsuits.

Mr. Scott then asked for a blanket permission to bid on items instead of having to come to the Board with each individual bid.

Commissioner Odom moved to deny the raising of the limit to $10,000 dollars for a bid exemption, and approve Mr. Greg Scott being given a blanket authority to bid individual items and projects for the construction of the restrooms and concession stands, with the condition Mr. Scott and the Recreation Board advise Mr. Edward Harvey, the County Coordinator, on these bid items.  Commissioner Taylor made a second and the motion carried unanimously.

Item # 6 from the agenda of the meeting, which was previously tabled, concerned a School caution light at Branford School being added to the list of County maintained traffic signals. The Chairman noted there is a Master Agreement with DOT dated Aug. 6, 1991, for maintenance by Suwannee County of specified traffic lights and signals.  The Master Agreement refers to Jerry Sikes as Public Works Director as being authorized to sign and accept additions to the agreement on behalf of the County.  It was determined the Branford School Zone caution lights were considered a traffic control signal.

Commissioner Odom moved to accept and add the Branford School Zone Lights to the maintenance agreement and Commissioner Baker made a second. The motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Baker moved to adjourn.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.
