The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time and the following were present:  Chairman Jerry Scott; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Eddy Hillhouse; Commissioner Donald M. Odom, Sr.; and Commissioner Barry Baker; and Mike Tyson and Eric Musgrove, Deputy Clerks.  Also present was Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.


The purpose of the meeting was for an advertised public hearing concerning the EAR, specifically, the adoption of the county evaluation appraisal report of the county’s comprehensive plan.  Lowell Garrett of the North Central Florida Regional Planning Council (NCFRPC) presented his findings.  Mr. Garrett advised the Commissioners that several issues could not be resolved and thus the EAR report was not finalized.
