The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for the recessed meeting from September 21, 1999, and the following were present: Chairman Jerry Scott; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Robert Taylor; Commissioner Donald M. Odom, Sr.; and Commissioner Barry Baker; and Eric Musgrove and Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerks.  Also present was Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.


Chairman Scott called the meeting back to order at 5:01 p.m.  Commissioner Taylor was not present.  The following remained to be discussed:

1) Consider approval of a contract between the Board of County Commissioners and the State of Florida Department of Health for operation of the Suwannee County Health Department for Fiscal Year 1999-2000.

2) Consider payment of Clerk’s Fees invoice for the month of August, 1999.

The first item on the agenda was to consider approval of a contract between the Board of County Commissioners and the State of Florida Department of Health for operation of the Suwannee County Health Department for Fiscal Year 1999-2000.

Commissioner Udell had questions concerning vehicle use.  Ms. Nancy McCullers stated that the Department of Health had no vehicles.

Commissioner Taylor arrived at the meeting at 5:04 p.m.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve a contract between the Board of County Commissioners and the State of Florida Department of Health for operation of the Suwannee County Health Department for Fiscal Year 1999-2000.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 99-??)

The second item on the agenda was to consider payment of Clerk’s Fees invoice for the month of August, 1999.

Mr. Edward C. Harvey, County Coordinator/Budget Officer, approached the podium and stated that Mr. Henderson was not present because Mr. Harvey had told him that the item would be discussed after the budget hearing.  He asked that the Board wait to discuss the issue until after the budget hearing.

Commissioner Udell asked that he be allowed to discuss an issue that had come to his attention.  The Board agreed for him to do so.

Commissioner Udell discussed the condition of lift pump stations near I-10.  He stated that the present lifts were totally inadequate, and had cost the County a Sonny’s Barbecue and possibly the Holiday Inn Express.  The City of Live Oak had requested these businesses and others to pay a tap fee plus fee to place new pumps stations, which had led to the pullout of several businesses.  Commissioner Udell stated that the Development Authority had approached him with a proposal to pay for 1/3 the cost of replacing the pumps with adequate ones, with the City of Live Oak and County each contributing 1/3 of the total cost.

Commissioner Odom agreed with Commissioner Udell’s request.

Chairman Scott called a recess at 5:10 p.m., to be completed after the 5:15 p.m. budget hearing.

Chairman Scott called the meeting back to order.

The second item on the agenda was to consider payment of Clerk’s Fees invoice for the month of August, 1999.

Mr. Harvey approached the podium and stated that the Clerk’s Fees invoice for August was $40,530.26, and he had found no errors with the invoice.  He did state that the issue concerning payment of State’s Attorney’s fees had not been completely resolved.

Mr. Henderson stated that he had been in contact with the State’s Attorney’s Office and was awaiting a response from them.

Commissioner Odom motioned to pay the Clerk’s Fees invoices for the month of August in the amount of $40,530.26.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Mr. George Fuller approached the podium and expressed concern with the pump lift station near Interstate 10.  He stated that either the company that designed the station had insufficient information or the engineer had not designed the pumps to specifications.  Mr. Fuller asked to speak with Mr. Harvey and discover if the taxpayers would be forced to pay additional funds to place a larger pump station.

Chairman Scott stated that a possible cause was that an individual had paid for the entire line to be placed at one business and that the County was attempting to use the existing station to provide service to other businesses.  He stated that the Board would look into the situation.

Mr. Harvey asked that the Board wait to motion to adjourn because Clerk’s Fee billing for the month of May had not been paid.

Mr. Henderson approached the podium and submitted a handout concerning the May, 1999 billing.  He stated that the Board had not paid the billing for that month but his office needed the funding to close out his books for Fiscal Year 1998-1999.

Mr. Harvey stated that the Board and Mr. Henderson had entered into an agreement to provide $25,000 a month for approximately four months, after which Mr. Henderson requested $120,000 to pay the difference in actual expenses, but May had not been expressly paid.

Commissioner Udell asked the time period that $25,000 was paid.  Mr. Henderson did not have that information readily available, but asked that one of his staff retrieve a worksheet describing the transactions.

Neena Funicelli, Deputy Clerk, approached the Board and explained a worksheet describing the Board’s funding of the Clerk’s billing.

Commissioner Udell motioned to pay Clerk’s Fees billing for the month of May in the amount of $40,038.40.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Baker motioned to adjourn the recessed meeting.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

There being no further business to discuss, the Board adjourned at 7:10 p.m.
