The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a special session and the following were present: Chairman Jerry Scott; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Donald M. Odom, Sr.; Commissioner Barry Baker; and Eric Musgrove and Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerks.  Absent from the meeting was Commissioner Eddy Hillhouse.

Chairman Scott called the meeting to order at 5:03 p.m.  The meeting concerned the Evaluation and Appraisal Report (EAR).

Chairman Scott turned the floor over to Lowell Garrett, of the North Central Florida Regional Planning Council.

Mr. Garrett stated that the Comprehensive Plan had gone through many revisions since it was originally transmitted on May 28, 1998.  Mr. Garrett stated that several avenues were addressed during the comprising and revising of the Comprehensive Plan.

Mr. Garrett stated that the first 26 pages of the Comprehensive Plan contain the changes made to the original report.  Mr. Garrett then went into detail discussing the changes to the original report.  These changes included revisions to projected unincorporated land usage and greater detail with the urban sprawl analysis.

There was some discussion on urban development in certain areas of Suwannee County.

There was a suggestion by Mr. Garrett to inform the public of certain geographic problems, such as flooding and sinkholes, which occur within the county before land is purchased.

There was some discussion on mining within the county and on total acreage for the County versus the limits to urban development.

Commissioner Udell pointed out that on page I-5 of the report, Douglas Pool no longer exists.  Robinette Robinson pointed out that there is also another pool in existence that is not in the report, the Billy Jernigan Pool Complex.

Chairman Scott opened the public hearing.  There were no comments, and Chairman Scott closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve a resolution adopting the Evaluation and Appraisal Report.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution 99-06)

Mr. Garrett stated that he would take the approved report to the state capitol and should hear within 45 days whether the Report meets Florida requirements.  Chairman Scott thanked Mr. Garrett and his staff for taking the time to compile the Report.

Commissioner Udell motioned to adjourn the meeting, and Commissioner Odom seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.

There being no further business to discuss, the Board adjourned at 5:33 p.m.
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
