The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a regular session and the following were present: Chairman Jerry Scott; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Eddy Hillhouse; Commissioner Donald M. Odom, Sr.; and Commissioner Barry Baker; and Mike Tyson and Eric Musgrove, Deputy Clerks.  Also present was Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.


Chairman Scott called the meeting to order at 6:03 p.m.


Chairman Scott called for Commissioner Baker to lead the invocation followed by the pledge of allegiance to the flag.


The first item on the agenda was to call for additional agenda items.  There were three additional agenda items.

1. Greg Scott, Recreation Department Director, to request approval of contract for $250,000 Florida Recreation Development Assistance Program (FRDAP) Grant.

2. Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, to discuss several issues pertaining to the creation of a special taxing district to pave 75th Road.

3. Consider approval of Subordination Agreement in favor of First Federal Savings Bank of Live Oak, Florida for Thomas V. and Pamela L. Wainwright regarding S.H.I.P. lien.

Chairman Scott called for further additional items.  There were none.  Commissioner Odom then motioned to add these aforementioned items to the agenda.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.


The second item on the agenda was to consider approval of minutes from meetings held on October 5, October 6, and October 7, 1998.  Chairman Scott stated that he had been asked to leave off the minutes of October 6, 1998, to allow further changes to be made.  Commissioner Udell motioned to approve the minutes of October 5 and October 7, 1998, and Commissioner Baker seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.


The third item on the agenda was a request by Jim Tillman for the county to erect a, “Welcome to Suwannee County,” sign at the junction of I-75 and County Road 136.  Mr. Tillman asked that a committee be created to have a sign raised because the area in question is Suwannee County’s only junction to I-75.  Chairman Scott stated that he had already contacted the Road Department and would receive news on the legalities of erecting a sign at the aforementioned location in the near future.  Commissioner Baker stated that the Tourism Task Force could also look into erecting a sign.


The fourth item on the agenda was a discussion of water drainage off 53rd Road in District 4, petitioned by Tommy and Pam Marshall, George and Christina Curtis, and Mary Poindexter on behalf of her sister, Jeanette Salmonsen.  Ms. Poindexter came to the podium.  Ms. Poindexter had pictures of her sister’s house.  Ms. Poindexter stated that the house had been underwater two times during 1998.  So far in the year of 1998, the property had been totally underwater for four months and that the drainage pond was totally inadequate.  Federal Emergency Management Assistance was called to relocate Ms. Salmonsen because she could not live in her home.  Ms. Poindexter stated that a sinkhole is located between three and four hundred feet from Ms. Salmonsen’s property, and a culvert could be constructed at county expense to drain water from these properties.


Commissioner Odom asked Ray Brown, Public Works Director, if diverting water into a sinkhole was legal.  Mr. Brown stated that several tests had to be done to ensure that the water did not affect the surrounding water supply and did not enlarge the sinkhole.

Mr. Brown stated that a plan to raise 53rd Road and divert the water downhill was in the process of being outlined and work could begin as early as the week of October 25, 1998.  Ms. Poindexter stated that her sister had already accepted some responsibility for water drainage.  Ms. Salmonsen installed a pond for drainage, as well as two of her neighbors.  Mr. Brown stated that at this time his office was busy rewriting the DSR reports to catch those low-lying areas overlooked before.  Mr. Brown asked that Ms. Salmonsen set an appointment with him.  An agreement was reached for Ms. Poindexter to meet with Mr. Brown during the week of October 25, 1998.


The fifth item on the agenda was a petition presented by Dale and Pattie Crain, and Teresa Alcorn Whittington concerning water drainage for roads and yards in the Suwannee Breeze Subdivision of District 3.  Ms. Whittington stated that repeated attempts have been made for the past twelve years to have the county put in retention ponds, culverts, or drainage ditches, to no avail.   Ms. Whitington stated that the petitioners had called Ray Brown, Public Works Director, for two weeks straight and left messages.  Mr. Brown stated that he had not received any messages.  Ms. Whittington stated that the ditches were flush with the road and allow water to drain into the petitioners’ yards.  Ms. Whittington stated that if something was not done, children could be hurt or killed because of flooding.


Ms. Crain stated that she and her neighbors were trying to improve their neighborhood but do not know if they can drink their water after a light rain.  She did not want anyone hurt because of the flooding on the properties in question.  Ms. Crain stated that there were some forty names on the petition of people living in the subdivision willing to help.  Ms. Whittington discussed drainage problems even with a large pump, and did not see why drainage ditches could not be built to drain water to County Road 129 nearby.


Chairman Scott stated that ditching water from the Suwannee Breeze Subdivision had to be thoroughly investigated because the property around the subdivision could be flooded if not properly investigated.


Ms. Whittington asked why the Road Department could not fix the water problem during the dry season, when there was no water on the property.


Commissioner Odom asked from where the water flooding occurring on Ms. Whittington’s property was coming.  Ms. Whittington described in detail how water ran from higher property across the public road into her own property.


Commissioner Hillhouse stated that the public as a whole, despite the Board’s anticipation of these problems, eliminated this change to the County regulations.


Mr. Brown, using a rough drawing of the property in question, described how his elevations showed water flow.  There was some discussion on a solution, including cleaning out the existing drainage ditches.


Ms. Poindexter stated that a class action suit could be in order because she can see that nothing was going to be done by Public Works.  There was further discussion between Ms. Poindexter and Ms. Whittington.


Mr. Brown stated that the Road Department has a $2,500,000.00 budget for the year and there is no way that every property can be placed above the water line.

The sixth item on the agenda was to consider final plat approval for Circle J Ranch Subdivision, presented by Robinette C. Robinson, Planning and Zoning Director.  Ms. Robinson stated that preliminary approval for the Circle J Ranch Subdivision during the September 3, 1998 regular meeting.  Ms. Robinson stated that Mr. Airth, County Attorney, found no problems with the Plat, and she requested that the Plat be given final approval.  Commissioner Odom motioned to approve the Circle J Ranch Subdivision, and Commissioner Udell seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Scott called a ten-minute break at 6:50 p.m.

Chairman Scott called the meeting back to order.

The seventh item on the agenda was to consider final plat approval of the Blackberry Hill Farms Subdivision, presented by Robinette C. Robinson, Planning and Zoning Director.  Ms. Robinson stated that this subdivision was also given preliminary Plat approval during the September 3, 1998 Board meeting.  Mr. Airth, County Attorney, did find some discrepancies, which the surveyor received and addressed all but one, that of front yard setbacks on some of the lots.  Ms. Robinson asked that final Plat approval be given but be contingent upon making the necessary changes.

Commissioner Odom motioned to approve the Plat, provided the setbacks were corrected.  Commissioner Hillhouse seconded, and the motion to approve the final Plat for Blackberry Hill Farms Subdivision carried unanimously.

The eighth item on the agenda was to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of a resolution pertaining to Special Permit Request No. SP-98-10-01 by Janet Creel and Jack Berry, as agents for Zinabia Nasser, to be granted a special permit under Section 14.6.1.10 of the Suwannee County Land Development Regulations, for intensive agriculture (six chicken houses) on property zoned Agriculture-1 (A-1).  This item had to be discussed at 7:00 p.m. or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard.  Ms. Robinson, Planning and Zoning Director, presented the matter to the public.  The property in question was located on Hogan Road in Welborn, Florida.  After study by the Planning and Zoning Board, Ms. Robinson stated that the project would be in compliance with the levels of service standards as set forth by the Suwannee County Comprehensive Plan.  Ms. Robinson then went into some detail describing the requirements for the service standards.

Chairman Scott asked for questions.  The O’Briens, neighbors of Zinabia Nasser, owned a horse farm and were concerned about the exact position of the chicken houses in relation to their property.  Chairman Scott showed the O’Briens a map of the property that showed the chicken houses would be close to the O’Brien’s property.  The O’Briens stated that this would present a problem, because the location of the chicken houses would increase the problem experienced by foxes, dogs, and other carnivorous animals.

Chairman Scott opened the public hearing.  Jack Berry, Mrs. Nasser’s agent, stated that there would be at least a 300-foot buffer of woods between the chicken houses of the Nasser property and the horse farm located on the O’Brien’s property.  Mrs. O’Brien asked, provided the chicken houses were approved, that they had to be located as the submitted drawing described.  Ms. Robinson suggested a stipulation could be put in the resolution that stated that the chicken houses had to be placed a certain distance away from the surrounding property.

There was some discussion on the exact distance from other properties that the chicken houses were required to be placed.

Mr. Berry stated that the map that the Board had was of the wrong property and then described the exact location of the property in question.

Commissioner Baker asked if a continuance could be placed until the next meeting so that the correct property map could be printed and seen by the Board.  There was further discussion on the location of the property in question and how that would affect the position of the chicken houses.  Mr. Airth, County Attorney, suggested tabling the issue with a stipulation requiring a more accurate map of the property in question.  Chairman Scott then closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Hillhouse motioned to table the issue until 10:00 a.m. on November 3, 1998.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion to table the chicken house issue carried unanimously.

The ninth item on the agenda was to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of a resolution pertaining to Special Permit Request SP-98-10-02 by J. Hudson Lundy and Sharon P. Lundy to be granted an amendment to Special Permit Request No. 98-05-01 that permitted a solid waste facility (septic tank operation) on property zoned Agriculture-1 (A-1) by adding a 30’ x 40’ addition to the 40’ x 60’ shop.  This item had to be discussed at 7:00 p.m. or as soon thereafter as the matter could be heard.  The property is located approximately three miles east of Live Oak on Highway 90 next to Musgrove’s Construction.  To be granted a special permit, the applicant must present satisfactory provisions and arrangements have been made according to 14.6.1.1 number 1 of the LDR.

Chairman Scott asked Mr. Lundy to present his request.  Mr. Airth swore in J. Hudson Lundy.  Mr. Lundy apologized for misunderstanding the contractor’s intentions.  Mr. Lundy envisioned an outside office, while the contractor envisioned an inside office.  Chairman Scott opened the public hearing.  There were no comments, and Chairman Scott closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve Permit No. SP 98-10-02 and Commissioner Hillhouse seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution 99-07)

The tenth item on the agenda was to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of an ordinance pursuant to application No. RZ-98-09-01 by Stafford L. Scaff and Anne C. Scaff, property owners, to amend the official zoning atlas of the Suwannee County Land Development Regulations, providing for rezoning from Agriculture-1 (A-1) to Commercial Neighborhood (CN).  This item had to be discussed at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter could be heard.

Ms. Robinson stated that this property is located on the east side of U.S. 129 in McAlpin.  The property was originally shown as Commercial General property, a status that is no longer in use as of 1991.  The property is now shown as Agriculture-1.  Policy 1.3.2 of the Comprehensive Plan states that property designated Neighborhood Commercial can be located in both the urban development and rural areas subject to criteria listed in Policy 1.3.2. The Commercial Neighborhood designation is given to property serving convenience needs of surrounding property in the area.  Ms. Robinson stated that after research by the Planning and Zoning Board, the request to change to a Commercial Neighborhood complied under the new Comprehensive Plan.  Ms. Robinson then discussed in detail the specific requirements for service standards. 

Chairman Scott opened a public hearing.  There were no comments, and Chairman Scott closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Baker motioned to approve application RZ-98-10-01.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Ordinance 99-03)

The eleventh item on the agenda was to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of an ordinance pursuant to application No. RZ-98-09-02 by Carlton F. Cole, property owners, to amend the official zoning atlas of the Suwannee County Land Development Regulations, providing for rezoning from Agriculture-1 (A-1) to Commercial Neighborhood (CN).  This item had to be discussed at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter could be heard.

Ms. Robinson stated that this petition is much like that of application RZ-98-09-02.  The property in question wraps around the S & S Store in McAlpin.  The Planning and Zoning Board decided that the request met the requirements of the present Comprehensive Plan.  Ms. Robinson stated that on deciding about the request, numbers for a retail store were used because the exact purpose of the property was not known.  Therefore, all estimates for traffic, sewage, and related impacts were on the high side but still within the limits.

Commissioner Udell left the meeting at 7:43 p.m.

Mr. Airth swore in Ronnie Poole, realtor for the property in question.  Mr. Poole described the situation with the property and then entertained questions.  Chairman Scott then opened the public hearing.  There were no comments, and Chairman Scott closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Odom motioned to approve application RZ-98-09-02.  Commissioner Hillhouse seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Ordinance 99-02)

Commissioner Udell returned to the meeting at 7:45 p.m.

The twelfth item on the agenda was to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of an ordinance pertaining to LDR 98-04, an application by the Board of County Commissioners, to amend the text of the County’s Land Development Regulations, by amending Section 4.14.5, entitled Special Exceptions and Special Permits (in the Commercial Highway Interchange (CHI) zone district) to add the following uses as special exceptions:  (1) pawn shop; and (2) sporting goods store.  This item had to be discussed at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter could be heard.

Ms. Robinson stated that at the August 18, 1998 meeting, the Board approved to begin the process of amending the Land Development Regulation 98-04 to include pawn shops and sporting goods stores.  On September 24, 1998, the Planning and Zoning Board recommended that the Board grant approval of the application.  On October 5, 1998, the first of two public hearing was held to consider adopting an ordinance amending the text of LDR-98-04.  This was the second and final hearing to consider adoption of an ordinance pertaining to LDR 98-04.

Chairman Scott opened the public hearing.  There were no comments, and Chairman Scott closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve the adoption of an ordinance amending a portion of LDR 98-04 to include pawn shops and sporting goods stores.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.  (See Ordinance 99-01)

The thirteenth item on the agenda was a public hearing to consider approval of budget amendments for Fiscal Year 1997-1998 for the following funds:

a) Budget Amendment No. 98-01

General Fund

Fine & Forfeiture

b) Budget Amendment No. 98-02

Solid Waste Collection Fund

Solid Waste Disposal Fund

Commissioner Hillhouse stated that there were corrections on the budget for Fiscal Year 1998-1999.  Commissioner Hillhouse stated that, simply put, funds were moved from one area of the budget on the balance sheet to another area of the balance sheet.

Chairman Scott opened the public hearing.  There were no comments, and Chairman Scott closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Hillhouse motioned to approve a resolution adopting Budget Amendments 98-01 and 98-02.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution 99-08)

The fourteenth item on the agenda was to consider approval of the budget amendments 98-03 through 98-06 to the General Fund for Fiscal Year ending September 30,1998.  Commissioner Hillhouse stated that this approval would close the books for Fiscal Year 1997-1998.  Commissioner Hillhouse then read the resolution.

Commissioner Hillhouse moved to approve the resolution.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution 99-09)

Commissioner Baker motioned to approve Budget Amendments 98-07 – 98-09.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The fifteenth item on the agenda was to consider authorizing the Department of Environmental Protection to spend up to $1,200.00 to spray Peacock Lake for aquatic vegetation.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve the authorization of $1,200.00 to spray Peacock Lake for aquatic vegetation.  Commissioner Hillhouse seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

At 7:55 p.m., Chairman Scott called a ten-minute break.

Chairman Scott called the meeting back to order.

The sixteenth item on the agenda was to consider awarding a bid for galvanized corrugated metal pipe.  Ray Brown, Public Works Director, was called to the podium.  There were two companies that bid upon the metal pipe: Metal Culverts Incorporated and Southern Culverts Incorporated.  The low bidder for the pipe needed was Metal Culverts Incorporated of Clearwater, Florida.  Mr. Brown asked that Metal Culverts be awarded the bid.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve the purchase of corrugated metal pipes as requested, and Commissioner Hillhouse seconded.  Commissioner Odom asked if the final price included delivery.  Mr. Brown stated that the final price included delivery.  The motion to award the bid to Metal Culverts Incorporated carried unanimously.

The seventeenth item on the agenda was a request by Ray Brown, Public Works Director, to give Columbia Anderson Company a change order for additional DSR work.  Mr. Brown discussed the particulars about the additional DSR work.  Mr. Brown stated that approximately half of the Federal Emergency Management Assistance (FEMA) money has been used, and half of the stated projects have been completed.  Mr. Brown estimates five or six more months are required to finish the stated work if no other disasters occur.  FEMA allows ten months to complete the work.

There was some discussion on further work and the cost thereof.  Approximately $450,000,000.00 had been appropriated by the State for certain projects, but much of this money had already been spent or designated to be spent.  However, the excess money from these projects equates to $130,000,000.00, which are undesignated funds.

Commissioner Baker suggested that the citizens speak with their State representatives to try to get a portion of this money, which would be recurring funds.  Commissioner Baker asked that the Board make a resolution to send to the Florida Legislature to request some of these undesignated funds.

Mr. Brown stated that Suwannee County placed fifth in the amount of secondary roads within a county and the maintenance associated with them.  This meant that the County was high on the list of assistance.  There was further discussion about requesting money from the Florida Legislature.

Mr. Brown stated that if the Columbia Anderson Company were given a change order, he would still come to the Board before appropriating the funds.

Commissioner Hillhouse motioned to approve Mr. Brown’s request to give the Columbia Anderson Company a change order for additional DSR work.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The eighteenth item on the agenda was to consider the appointments of Mary Check-Cason and Marguerite Thompson to serve as alternate members on the I-75 Corridor Council.  Commissioner Baker motioned to approve the aforementioned appointments.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The nineteenth item on the agenda was to consider approval of the public official’s bond for Douglas M. Udell, County Commissioner of District 2.  Commissioner Baker motioned to approve the bond, and Commissioner Hillhouse seconded.  The motion carried unanimously. 

The twentieth item on the agenda was to discuss the procedure for conducting interviews of applicants for the position of County Coordinator.  There were five applicants who were approved for interviews for the position of County Coordinator.  Commissioner Udell also asked to add William E. Green to the list.  Chairman stated that approximately three weeks would be required to draft and send out a letter to the applicants.  There was some discussion, and Chairman Scott set a date for interviews on Friday, the 6th of November, at 2:00 p.m.

The twenty-first item on the agenda was to consider additional agenda items.


The first additional agenda was a request by Greg Scott, Recreation Department Director, for approval of a contract for $250,000 Florida Recreation Development Assistance Program (FRDAP) Grant.  Mr. Scott stated that the item under discussion was actually a Line Item Grant.  The improvements would be to lights, concession stand restrooms, and maintenance.  Mr. Scott then went into some detail as to where the money would actually be used.


Commissioner Baker motioned to approve the contract for the $250,000 Florida Recreation Development Assistance Program (FRDAP) Grant. Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.


Additional item number 2 was a presentation by Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, to discuss several issues pertaining to the creation of a special taxing district to pave 75th Road.  The property in question should be assessed and substantial changes to the ordinance in question should be made quickly.  According to Mr. Airth, an enabling resolution would have to be passed before January 1, 1999.   A special assessment lien could be placed on the property with a different enforcement mechanism.  Mr. Airth stated that if it were a tax lien, the enforcement mechanism would be a tax sale.  If it were a special assessment lien, the enforcement mechanism would be through foreclosure.  For future special assessment districts, Mr. Airth suggested that the changes to the ordinance be made to allow it to be part of the tax roll, but this particular item would be better served by a different enforcement mechanism.  There was further discussion about the penalties of not paying taxes.


Commissioner Baker asked that this item be tabled for further study on the different methods of enforcing the tax.  There was some discussion on the latest date that the Board could reach a decision.


Commissioner Baker motioned to table the item until the November 3, 1998, regular meeting for further study.  Commissioner Hillhouse stated that it would be easier to correct the ordinance and bring the changes to the meeting of November 3, 1998 regular meeting to be discussed.  Commissioner Hillhouse motioned for Mr. Airth to correct the ordinance and bring the changes to the meeting of November 3, 1998.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Item number 3 of additional agenda items was to consider approval of Subordination Agreement in favor of First Federal Savings Bank of Live Oak for Thomas V. and Pamela L. Wainwright regarding S.H.I.P. lien.  Mr. Airth stated that the petitioners had a S.H.I.P. lien that was junior to that of a mortgage from First Federal Savings Bank of Live Oak.  The petitioners had the opportunity to save 2.5% on their interest rate by refinancing and asked that the County S.H.I.P. remain junior to the loan of First Federal Savings Bank.  Commissioner Baker motioned for approval, and Commissioner Udell seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.

The twenty-second item on the agenda was public comments.  There were none.

The twenty-third item on the agenda was staff reports.

Robinette C. Robinson, Interim County Coordinator, had nothing to state.

Ray Brown, Public Works Director, had nothing to report.

John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, brought up a $300,000.00 general liability policy that was held by the Suwannee County Friends of the Library.  Mr. Hales discussed the decision to go ahead with the Branford Library book sale, held by the Suwannee County Friends of the Library.  Saturday, November 7th, will be the first date of the book sale.  Further dates would be Monday, November 9th, Friday, November 15th, and Saturday, November 16th.

Mr. Hales stated that there were 1,100 visitors who signed the guest book during the Live Oak Artist Guilds Fall Art Fest held at the Suwannee County Regional Library.  This included 901 students from public, private, and home schools during the week the Art Fest was held.  Mr. Hales also stated that meetings were being scheduled at the new Branford Library.

Commissioner Odom stated that visitors to the Branford Library had nearly doubled since the new library was completed.

Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, had nothing to report.

Randy Henderson, Clerk of the Circuit Court, was not present.

Major Less Hall of the Suwannee County Sheriff’s Department spoke for Alton K. Williams, Jr., Sheriff.  Major Hall discussed the process in preparing the Criminal Division personnel and equipment for removal.  Renting of jail beds from the two months previous to the meeting of October 20, 1998 had generated approximately $85,000 – $90,000 per month.

Greg Scott, Recreation Director, stated that he and Luanne Mixon would meet with Dave DeLong, a representative of the Musco Company of Gainesville, Florida, to talk about a lighting system for the Recreation Department.  Mr. Scott suggested sole-sourcing the bid unless another bid is necessary, and then described the lighting system in question.  The representative will be present Monday, October 26th, 1998, at 10:00 a.m., for a demonstration at the Sports Complex.  Mr. Scott suggested the Board meet with the representative at that time.

Chairman Scott suggested recessing the present meeting to be reconvened at the Sports Complex at 10:00 a.m. on Monday, October 26th, 1998.  The Board informally agreed to reconvene at the Sports Complex at the stated time and on the stated date to see the options for the lighting system.

The twenty-fourth item on the agenda was to consider payment of invoices.  Commissioner Udell motioned to approve batches 99-0001 – 99-0026, with a grand total of $1,043,384.14, for payment.  Commissioner Hillhouse seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.
