The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a special session at the Sports Complex and the following were present: Chairman Jerry Scott; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Donald M. Odom, Sr.; and Eric Musgrove, Deputy Clerk.  Commissioner Eddy Hillhouse and Commissioner Barry Baker were not present.


Chairman Scott called the meeting to order at 10:04 a.m.  This meeting was a continuation from the recessed meeting of October 20, 1998.

The purpose of this meeting was to discuss lighting systems for the Suwannee County Sports Complex with Dave DeLong, president of Musco Sports Lighting of Florida.

Mr. DeLong presented a video about the Musco Lighting System to the Board, and then asked for questions.

Greg Scott, Recreation Director, was concerned with economy and light spillage.  Mr. DeLong described his lighting system and stated that it was the official lighting system of Little League, Nascar Racing, and Disney World among others.

Mr. DeLong stated that Suwannee County would pay approximately $146,965.00 for the complete lighting system based on the Auburndale, Florida bid in 1995.  Mr. DeLong stated that the Suwannee County bid could piggyback the city of Jacksonville’s bid to save time and money.

Mr. DeLong also stated that contractors or volunteers could install the system, which will total twenty poles for the Suwannee County Sports Complex.  The operating cost for these twenty poles, carrying a total of 146 fixtures, would be $16.35 per hour with all fixtures operating.

There was some discussion on sole-sourcing the bid and the legalities of it.  There was also some discussion on the ability of the Recreation Department to pay for the lighting fixtures.  Mr. Scott, Recreation Director, stated that a $250,000.00 grant that the Recreation Department would receive had to be used for light fixtures, maintenance, and upgrading of facilities.  Using this grant for the lighting system would leave approximately $150,000.00 to be used for upgrading and maintenance.

Commissioner Odom motioned to adjourn the meeting, and Commissioner Udell seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.

There being no further business to discuss, the Board adjourned at 11:10 a.m.
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
