There was also some discussion on the specifics of the position and it was asked of the Board that Ms. Taylor begin her duties as County Extension Director on November 27, 1998.  A $4,000 supplement will be added to her salary, which will be removed if and when she steps down as County Extension Director.

There was also some discussion on additional positions available with the University of Florida.

Commissioner Udell motioned to adjourn the meeting and Commissioner Taylor seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.

There being no further business to discuss, the Board adjourned at 4:13 p.m.
