On the above referenced date time and location, the Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners convened a special meeting.  Present were Chairman Jerry Scott, Commissioner Robert Taylor, Commissioner Douglas Udell, Commissioner Donald Odom, Sr., Commissioner Barry Baker, County Attorney Hal Airth, and Deputy Clerk Michael Tyson.


Chairman Scott called the meeting to Order at 5:00 P. M.


Chairman Scott then introduced the new Suwannee County Coordinator, Mr. Edward C. Harvey, Jr.


Chairman Scott announced the purpose of the special meeting was to address the need for the Board of County Commissioners to pass two Resolutions concerning the “Ingram Road Special Taxing District”.


County Attorney Hal Airth addressed the Chairman and advised that since the publishing of the meeting and resolutions in the newspaper, he had found the need to make a minor correction in the description of the project.  Mr. Airth stated the original description had omitted 71st Drive.  Mr. Airth advised that those persons living on 71st Drive had received the mail notice as required by statute, but it had not been included in the newspaper publication.  Mr. Airth stated he had furnished the Chairman with a copy of the corrected resolution for signature.  



Mr. Airth advised the resolutions should be addressed separately as the first (99-17) creates the Municipal Services Benefit Unit, and the second (99-18) authorizes the County Coordinator and the Road Department to prepare plans for the paving project. 

 
Chairman Scott asked Commissioner Taylor if he would care to make a motion since the project is within his district.


There was some discussion and Attorney Airth advised the meeting required a public hearing on the issues prior to Board action.


Chairman Scott declared the public hearing open on the Ingram Road or 75th Drive Project and asked for comment.  


Mr. Tim Altman approached the podium and addressed the Board.  Mr. Altman advised he lives at lots 9 & 10 on 75th Drive.  He supports the road paving, but has some flooding problems that may be increased by the paving and grade changes.  He stated he has put forth much effort and expense to correct the problem himself.  He asked if the County could make some adjustments to prevent further and worsened flooding and washouts. There is a small creek, which over flows onto his property in hard rains and the major cause is drainage from the road.

Public Works Director Ray Brown stated there may be some problem with county working on the private property, but if D.E.P. and Water Management will permit some changes, there may be some piping or adjustments that the county can help with.  Mr. Brown stated that who will fund the changes will be an issue to resolve.

Mr. Altman stated he was willing to be cooperative with everyone but needs to explore more alternatives, as he is certain the planned paving project will worsen the flooding on his property.

Mr. Brown agreed that Mr. Altman’s problem likely would worsen unless some remedy is devised.

Commissioner Taylor asked for Mr. Altman’s phone number.  Mr. Altman gave a work phone number of  963-2842.

Another gentleman stated it would be a problem for him also, on 71st Drive.  

Commissioner Taylor asked for his name and phone number.

 Mr. Leonard Sparks gave his name and a phone number of 362-2525.

 Mr. Brown said he would look at the problem and get back with the Board.

No one else approached with any comment and Chairman Scott closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Taylor moved to proceed with the resolutions as written to approve the Municipal Services Benefit Unit, Commissioner Odom made a second and the motion carried unanimously. (See Resolution 99-17)

Chairman Scott announced consideration of the second resolution concerning the project and opened a public hearing.  There were no comments and the Chairman closed the public hearing on the second resolution.

Commissioner Taylor moved to approve the second resolution as written and amended and Commissioner Udell made a second.  The motion carried unanimously. (See Resolution 99-18)

Commissioner Udell moved to adjourn the special meeting.  Commissioner Baker made a second and the motion carried unanimously.

The special meeting adjourned at 5:25 P. M.
