The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a regular session and the following were present: Chairman Donald M. Odom, Sr.; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Robert Taylor; Commissioner Jerry Scott; and Commissioner Barry Baker; and Eric Musgrove and Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerks.  Also present was Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.


Chairman Odom called the meeting to order at 6:04 p.m., and asked Commissioner Baker to lead the invocation followed by the pledge of allegiance to the American flag.


Chairman Odom stated that agenda items number fifteen, seventeen, and twenty-one had been withdrawn from the agenda.


The first item on the agenda was to call for additional agenda items.  There were four listed additional agenda items:

1) Set a workshop to review code issues on the Suwannee, Santa Fe, and Ichetucknee Rivers.

2) Request for payment of retroactive county retirement contribution for Paul Dial, former Maintenance Department employee, in the amount of $79.20.

3) Approval of payment in the amount of $43,815.90 to W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Circuit Court, for Clerks Fees’ for the month of March, 2000.

4) Discuss road paving at the Wellborn Community Center by Columbia Anderson Company.

Chairman Odom asked if there were any additional agenda items.  There were no further additional items.

Commissioner Taylor motioned to add the aforementioned items to the agenda under agenda item number twenty-four, Additional Agenda Items.  Commissioner Scott seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The second item on the agenda was to consider approval of minutes from the regular meeting held on March 21, 2000 and regular meeting and workshop held on April 4, 2000.

Commissioner Baker asked that in the meeting of March 21, 2000, referenced as the third page, there be clarification about the Artists’ Guild’s role in his life.  He also stated that on the page referenced as page eight from the same meeting, the Department of Environmental Protection’s match was 75% of the cost, not 25% as written.  After checking the audiotapes from the stated meeting, Deputy Clerk Musgrove clarified the wordings of both phrases.

Commissioner Baker motioned to approve the aforementioned minutes as amended.  Commissioner Scott seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The third item on the agenda was Gloria Gardner Davis, Suwannee 2000 Committee, to request aid from the Board in receiving copies of old photographs pertaining to the history of Suwannee County.

Ms. Davis approached the podium and stated that she was a member of the Suwannee 2000 Committee and was attempting to locate copies of old photographs for a new history of Suwannee County.  She then stated some of the interesting facts about local history and the need to preserve it for future generations.

Commissioner Udell, Commissioner Baker, and Commissioner Taylor gave Ms. Davis several names of people to contact concerning the history of Suwannee County.

The fourth item on the agenda was public concerns or comments.

Mr. Eddie Hillhouse approached the podium.  He stated that the Development Authority had signed an agreement to the City of Live Oak to upgrade the lift station on US 129 North, which would allow more businesses to come into the area.  He then submitted a copy of the proposed schedule to the Board.

Mr. George Fuller expressed concern with the public comments being at the beginning of a meeting instead of the end, as it did not give him a chance to voice his concerns about the items discussed in the remainder of the meeting.

Chairman Odom stated that several people had voiced concern with waiting until midnight to make a comment about something that did not pertain to the current meeting.

The fifth item on the agenda was to continue discussion of Goldkist Boulevard improvements.

Mr. Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer, approached the podium and stated that recently the Board had asked for participation by the City and the Development Authority for equal payment for engineering costs to determine the exact city/county boundaries along Goldkist Boulevard.  Mr. Harvey then read a letter dated April 13, 2000, from the City of Live Oak stating that the Development Authority had not agreed to pay one-third the cost of Goldkist Boulevard.

Commissioner Udell stated that it should be determined who owns Goldkist Boulevard.  Commissioner Udell stated that the Development Authority had withdrawn from the agreement to pay one-third the cost of the repaving because of the rising cost estimates.  Commissioner Udell stated that he did not want to spend County money on Goldkist Boulevard until it was determined who owned what percentage of the road.

Commissioner Baker suggested a meeting between Mr. Harvey, County Coordinator/Budget Officer, Mr. Ray Brown, Public Works Director, Mr. Myron Holmes, City Manager, and Mr. Hewitt, City Public Works Director, to determine the estimated cost for surveys without obligating funds.

Commissioner Scott agreed with Commissioner Baker’s suggestions.

Chairman Odom also concurred.

Commissioner Taylor stated that the maps shown at the last regular meeting showed that little, if any, of Goldkist Boulevard belonged to the County and the County had other obligations.

Commissioner Udell stated that the County had many roads within the rural area that needed paving or repaving, and paving a road that probably was not County-owned would not be in the County’s best interest.

Chairman Odom clarified that a meeting should be held between the City and the County to discuss the issue further, especially the question of ownership, without obligating any funds to the project.

After questioning, Mr. Airth stated that the Chairman could simply direct County staff to set up a committee meeting with the City.

Mr. Harvey clarified further that the purpose of the meeting should be to discuss surveying the road and engineering costs, with surveying the priority.

Chairman Odom directed the County staff to set a meeting with the City.

The sixth item on the agenda was to discuss whether or not to continue providing the City of Live Oak with limerock at no cost.

Commissioner Udell stated that the City of Live Oak had been provided free of charge limerock from the County in the amount of over $1,000 for the past three months.  The original proposal from September, 1981, was outdated and the County had long ago lost any benefits therein.  Commissioner Udell stated that he had not seen a County resolution to that affect and was wary of using County resources for the City’s benefit without reimbursement of any sort.

Mr. Airth stated that the City was not following several of the proposal’s points, and it would be wise to research the issue further.

Commissioner Udell motioned to place a moratorium on providing limerock to the City free of cost until further information was obtained and if no agreement was found, the City would reimburse the County for all limerock obtained since the proposal was apparently initiated.  Commissioner Taylor seconded the motion.  There was clarification on the cost of limerock, the amount of limerock used by the City, and that the County occasionally traded services and equipment with the City.  The motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Odom called a short recess at 6:51 p.m.

Chairman Odom called the meeting back to order.

The seventh item on the agenda was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter could be heard, to open bids for resurfacing of CR 49.

Mr. Ray Brown, Public Works Director, stated that Mr. Curtis Keen, County Engineer, would open the bids.

Mr. Keen approached the podium.

The first bid was from Anderson Columbia Company, Inc., of Lake City, Florida.  They bid $1,359,603.44 for the project.

The second bid was from White Construction Company, Inc. of Chiefland, Florida.  They bid $1,439,279.02 for the project.

The third bid was from John C. Hipp Construction Equipment Company of Alachua, Florida.  They bid $1,746,181.00 for the project.

The fourth bid was from Harlis R. Ellington Construction, Inc. of Lake Butler, Florida.  They bid $1,528,027.60 for the project.

The fifth bid was from APAC-Florida, Inc. (formerly Couch Construction), of Lutz, Florida.  They bid $1,307,861.34 for the project.

Mr. Keen asked to study the bids further for verification.

Chairman Odom stated that the apparent low-bidder was APAC-Florida, at a cost of $1,307,861.34.

Mr. Harvey suggested recessing the meeting until April 27, 2000, to discuss other issues, and asked that the Board agree to table the issue until the recessed meeting.

Commissioner Baker asked how much the State had appropriated for construction of CR 49.  Mr. Keen stated that $1,379,000 had been appropriated, and any excess funds would be returned to the State.

The Board agreed without vote to place the approval of bids at the recessed meeting.

After concerns by Commissioner Udell, Mr. Keen stated that the cost per ton of material was locked in and would not change, although the final price would be determined by the exact tonnage used.  After further questioning, Mr. Keen stated that a full-time inspector would be on the project to monitor asphalt use.

Deputy Clerk Mike Tyson asked who performed the calculations for needed asphalt.  Mr. Keen stated that the calculations were from Department of Transportation specifications but the County had performed the final calculations.  However, the exact amount of asphalt required would depend on the amount needed to level the road.

Mr. Harvey stated that the Board would not know the exact amount of asphalt needed until after the road had been leveled.  Mr. Keen stated that a uniform thickness, with an exact predetermined tonnage of asphalt, would lead to a hilly road.

After questioning by Sue Lamb, reporter, Mr. Keen stated that his fees were 8% of the bid cost.

The eighth item on the agenda was to consider preliminary plat approval of Mallard Landing Subdivision, located on 86th Street in Section 19, Township 2 South, Range 14 East.

Mrs. Robinette Odom approached the podium and stated that the proposed subdivision was located off 86th Street, otherwise known as Old White Springs Road, and would contain eight lots.

Commissioner Taylor asked Mr. Doug Tannenbaum, owner, if the wooded area near the property was his.  Mr. Tannenbaum stated that it was the property of Ms. Alford, a neighbor.

Commissioner Udell asked if the subdivision would landlock the late Mrs. Dixon’s land.  Mr. Tannenbaum stated that there would be no problem with granting an easement to her heirs’ land.

Mrs. Odom clarified that since the land fell within the residential single family zoning district, one acre per lot was allowable instead of the five acres for rural lots.

Mrs. Odom clarified that the Board could accept the road as a County road after one year, but it was not a necessity.

Commissioner Baker suggested creating an easement for the neighbors now instead of later.  Mr. Tannenbaum stated that he would have no problems with the easement, provided the neighbors pay for the survey.

Commissioner Udell suggested contacting the neighbors to allow them an opportunity to request an easement to their property.

Chairman Odom stated that the agenda item was for preliminary plat approval only, and the issue could be finalized before the final plat approval.

Commissioner Udell motioned for preliminary plat approval of Mallard Landing Subdivision.  Commissioner Taylor seconded.  Mr. George Fuller felt that the County should make an easement now instead of running into problems later, as was the case in several instances.  Mr. Airth clarified that subdivisions have no bearing on whether or not a property is landlocked.  The motion carried unanimously.

The ninth item on the agenda was a request to hold a zoning special permit public hearing by the Board of County Commissioners in the main courtroom on May 18, 2000 at 6:00 p.m.

Mrs. Odom approached the podium and stated that there were several lengthy and potentially crowd-drawing permit hearings for the next night meeting.  She requested changing the place, time, and date for the special permit hearing to accommodate the crowd.

There was discussion about setting time limits and recessing the completion of a long meeting until another time.

Commissioner Udell motioned to hold a zoning special permit public hearing by the Board of County Commissioners in the main courtroom on May 18, 2000 at 6:00 p.m.  Commissioner Scott seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The tenth item on the agenda was a request for approval to transfer an old ambulance from Emergency Medical Services to the Sheriff’s Posse.

Mr. Harvey approached the podium and stated that one ambulance had already been transferred to the Sheriff’s Department, and the Sheriff’s Posse was requesting the second, older ambulance for their use.


Commissioner Udell asked if the ambulance would be carried under County insurance.  Mr. Govan Knight, Sheriff’s Posse, stated that all equipment in the Sheriff’s Posse was insured as part of the Sheriff’s Department.

Commissioner Udell motioned to transfer an old ambulance from Emergency Medical Services to the Sheriff’s Posse.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The eleventh item on the agenda was to request authorization to dispose of surplus property.

Mr. Ray Brown approached the podium and stated that the Board had approved to advertise for bids for surplus Road Department property, but no bids had been received.  He requested that the property be disposed.

Mr. Jessie Caruthers stated that he had asked two weeks ago if the equipment had been advertised and had been informed that it had not.  Mr. Brown clarified that he had stated two weeks ago that he had not been sure at the time, but Ms. Mixon had later informed him that the property had been advertised and no bids had been received.

Commissioner Udell asked if everything had been done in accordance with law.  Mr. Airth stated that it had.

Commissioner Udell motioned to dispose of the Road Department’s surplus property.  Commissioner Scott seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The twelfth item on the agenda was to request that certain equipment be declared surplus and approval to take said equipment to auction.

Mr. Brown stated that there were four additional items that he was requesting to auction off along with the tractors already approved by the Board at an earlier meeting.  He stated that the vehicles were old and worn out.

Commissioner Udell motioned to add the four surplus items to the tractors already approved for auction.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The thirteenth item on the agenda was to request approval to pave Rocky Sink Road and 135th Circle off Mitchell Road.

Mr. Brown stated that the repaving of Mitchell Road was proceeding nicely, and was hoping to repave 135th Circle and Rocky Sink Road while the Mitchell Road paving project was proceeding.  He stated that the estimated cost for the 1.8 miles requested would be $70,000, which could be taken from the Road Department paving fund.

Commissioner Scott motioned to pave Rocky Sink Road and 135th Circle off Mitchell Road at an estimated price of $70,000 in Road Department paving funds.  Commissioner Udell seconded.  Chairman Odom asked if it was legal to pave without bidding the work.  Mr. Brown stated that he could piggyback the present bids.  Commissioner Udell asked if this additional work would delay the work on Hughes Road.  Mr. Brown stated that it would not.  Commissioner Baker suggested following the road paving priorities already adopted by the Board, as such extra projects would take away funding for more important ones.  Mr. Brown stated that waiting until a later time would double the cost as the County already had a good price on asphalt, would not have to pay mobilization costs, and Rocky Sink Road was in bad condition.  After questioning by Commissioner Taylor, Mr. Brown stated that Hughes Road would take about three months if there were few bad days.  The motion to pave Rocky Sink Road and 135th Circle carried, with Commissioner Baker opposed.
Chairman Odom called a short recess at 8:06 p.m.

Chairman Odom called the meeting back to order.

The fourteenth item on the agenda was to approve a Department of Environmental Protection contract for cleanup of contamination at the Road Department.

Mr. Brown stated that he had discussed recessing this item until the 27th of April to give the County a chance to find more funding.


Commissioner Udell motioned to table the issue until the proposed recessed meeting to give additional time for funding requests.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The fifteenth item on the agenda was to receive the Fiscal Year 1998-1999 Audit.

This item had been withdrawn from the agenda.

Commissioner Scott expressed concerns with receiving the Fiscal Year 1998-1999 audit on the day of the audit workshop.

Commissioner Baker also expressed concern with not having time to review the audit.

Mr. Harvey stated that the original idea had been to receive the audit at the present meeting, but a delay in exit interviews had pushed back the deadlines.  He suggested that the April 27th workshop, already advertised, go ahead as scheduled to discuss the audit, with a further meeting to be held to actually receive the completed audit from the auditor.

Commissioner Baker and Commissioner Scott saw no problems with having another workshop once the Board had a chance to review the report.

Commissioner Scott asked if it would be better to table the item, and those others that had previously been withdrawn, for the proposed recessed meeting on April 27th.

Mr. Airth stated that it would have been better to table the items, but they had already been withdrawn from the agenda.  The only other option would be to add the items to the agenda later in the meeting to be discussed at the recessed meeting.

The sixteenth item on the agenda was to appoint a committee to shortlist proposals for engineering services for county buildings and parking.

Mr. Harvey approached the podium and stated that the Board had authorized him to advertise for engineering services.  He requested that a committee consisting of Mr. Steve Sharpless, Maintenance Director, a member of the Board of County Commissioners, Mr. Tony Cirigliano, the new budget assistant, and himself to narrow down the number of bids and to interview firms.  Mr. Harvey stated that the committee would only be for the present project, not a permanent committee.

Commissioner Scott motioned to allow the Chairman to appoint a committee to shortlist proposals for engineering services for County buildings and parking.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Odom appointed Mr. Sharpless, Mr. Harvey, Mr. Cirigliano, and Commissioner Udell to the committee.

Mr. Harvey asked the Board the number of firms to which the committee should narrow the bids.

Chairman Odom suggested narrowing down the number of bids to three or five firms.

The seventeenth item on the agenda was to request authorization to advertise for bids to cut pines at the airport.

This item had been withdrawn from the agenda.

The eighteenth item on the agenda was to consider circumstances and appropriate action regarding the removal of trees from the solid waste collection site on CR 49.

Mr. Harvey stated that at the April 4, 2000 regular meeting, Mr. George Fuller had raised the question of which fund had received the money from the sale of the trees.  Mr. Harvey stated that the funds should have been transferred to the Solid Waste Fund instead of the Fire Department Fund, into which it was originally deposited.  He stated that a memo to Clerk of Court Randy Henderson requesting a transfer of funds from the Fire Department fund to Solid Waste fund would suffice.

Mr. Harvey also stated that in the enthusiasm of the moment, he and Mr. Daniel R. Sivyer, Fire Coordinator, had not advertised for bids although the Board had requested such.  The total revenue from cutting the trees was only about $2,500, but it was still necessary to have bid out the process.  Mr. Harvey also stated that the helipad was still under discussion because of the proximity to the solid waste collection site.

Mr. Fuller asked why a twenty-foot-wide area of trees had been removed from around the entire collection facility.  Mr. Harvey stated that he was still discussing the fire station with his staff and would bring the information before the Board at a later date.

Mr. Jessie Caruthers asked who cut the trees.  Mr. Harvey stated that North Florida Timber Dealers, Inc., had cut them.

The nineteenth item on the agenda was to adopt a resolution supporting the Florida World War II Veterans’ Memorial Act.

Mr. Harvey stated that the Wal-Mart Corporation, other businesses, and the State of Florida were proposing that a memorial be created for World War II veterans and were asking for the support of Florida counties.  Mr. Harvey then read the proposed resolution.

Commissioner Baker motioned to adopt a resolution supporting the Florida World War II Veterans’ Memorial Act.  Commissioner Scott seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2000-??)

The twentieth item on the agenda was to request approval of payment of an invoice in the amount of $12,012.00 to Certified Enterprises, Inc., for work performed on the fire station on CR 49.

Mr. Harvey stated that the costs would be for work satisfactorily completed.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve payment of an invoice in the amount of $12,012.00 to Certified Enterprises, Inc., for work performed on the fire station on CR 49.  Commissioner Scott seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The twenty-first item on the agenda was to discuss the county’s loan with Sun Trust Bank.

This item had been withdrawn from the agenda.

The twenty-second item on the agenda was to adopt a resolution amending Resolution No. 99-11 pertaining to expenditure of loan proceeds from Sun Trust Bank.

Mr. Harvey stated that in the April 4, 2000 regular meeting, there had been some question as to the definition of projects funded by the loan and that the resolution on file in the Clerk’s Office was different that that of Sun Trust Bank.  To rectify the problem, Mr. Harvey requested that the Board pass a resolution amending the original resolution, No. 99-11.

Mr. Airth stated that the demolition of the old jail and the old library would still fall under the tax-exempt status of the loan.

Commissioner Scott motioned to adopt a resolution amending Resolution No. 99-11 pertaining to expenditure of loan proceeds from Sun Trust Bank.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2000-36)

The twenty-third item on the agenda was to reappoint Carolyn Spilatore from District 1 to the Development Authority.

Commissioner Scott stated that he had spoken to Ms. Spilatore and she had agreed to serve another term on the Authority.

Commissioner Scott motioned to reappoint Carolyn Spilatore from District 1 to the Development Authority.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.
The twenty-fourth item on the agenda was additional agenda items.  There were four listed additional agenda items.

1) Set a workshop to review code issues on the Suwannee, Santa Fe, and Ichetucknee Rivers.

Mr. Harvey stated that several months ago there had been some discussion about building within the seventy-five foot setback along the aforementioned rivers.  The Suwannee River Water Management District would require that residential activities be permitted along the river, but the County would be responsible for enforcing County laws.

Commissioner Scott stated that he was planning to attend a Suwannee River Water Management District meeting held on April 27th at 7:00 p.m. so that a member of the Board would be present.

Mr. Harvey suggested setting a workshop early in May to discuss the issue.

Commissioner Baker suggested that the Suwannee River Water Management film the April 20th meeting for review by those who could not attend the meeting.

Commissioner Scott motioned to set the workshop at Tuesday, May 2, at 3:00 p.m.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

2) Request for payment of retroactive county retirement contribution for Paul Dial, former Maintenance Department employee, in the amount of $79.20.

Mr. Harvey stated that Mr. Dial had started to work for the County in April, 1970, but the State did not have records for retirement contributions until some four months later.  The Board would need to pay the $79.20 that had not been paid in 1970, or else bring Mr. Dial out of retirement for approximately four months; otherwise, he would lose some $5,000 in retirement per year.

Commissioner Udell motioned to pay $79.20 in retroactive retirement contributions for Mr. Paul Dial.  Commissioner Scott seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

3) Approval of payment in the amount of $43,815.90 to W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Circuit Court, for Clerks Fees’ for the month of March, 2000.

Mr. Harvey stated that request was the normal fees associated with photocopying and other indigent fees for the month of March.

Commissioner Udell asked if the County staff had reviewed the fees.  Mr. Harvey stated that he had, and nothing out of the ordinary had been found.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve payment in the amount of $43,815.90 to the Clerk of Court for Clerks’ Fees for the month of March, 2000.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

4) Discuss road paving at the Wellborn Community Center by Columbia Anderson Company.

Commissioner Taylor stated that Columbia Anderson had offered to pave approximately 2,200 feet of road near the Wellborn Community Center as a contribution to the Recreation Department.  The County would be responsible only for site preparation using two graders in the area.

Commissioner Taylor motioned to accept the donation to pave at the Wellborn Community Center.  Commissioner Udell seconded.  Commissioner Baker expressed some concerns with paving the specific road when the Live Oak/Suwannee County Recreation Complex needed some work, but agreed after Mr. Brown stated that the road was County-owned.  The motion carried unanimously.

The twenty-fifth item on the agenda was staff reports.

Ed C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer, introduced Mr. Tony Cirigliano, new budget assistant.  Mr. Cirigliano had a bachelors’ degree and masters’ degree in business with emphasis in accounting, and had worked with the Department of Transportation.

Mr. Cirigliano thanked the Board for the opportunity to serve.

Ray Brown, Public Works Director, had nothing to discuss.

John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, was not present.

Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, stated that Mr. Steve Durant had sent a settlement offer to Mr. and Mrs. Ed Howell concerning 64th Place, but had as of yet not received an answer.  He had also done some preliminary work on the closing of the Suwannee Valley Electric Cooperative Building.

Randy Henderson, Clerk of the Circuit Court, was not present.

The twenty-sixth item on the agenda was to consider payment of invoices.

Commissioner Scott motioned to approve batches 2000-300 – 2000-324, for a total of $1,050,580.84.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.
