The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for an animal control workshop and the following were present:  Chairman Donald M. Odom, Sr.; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Robert Taylor; Commissioner Jerry Scott; and Commissioner Barry Baker; and Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerk.  Also present was Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.

Chairman Odom opened the meeting and called upon Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator.  Mr. Harvey directed the Board’s attention to a draft copy (revision 1) of an ordinance addressing animal control.  Mr. Harvey stated that he anticipated at least one more workshop prior to an ordinance adoption meeting.  He also informed the Board that the estimated cost of enacting the ordinance is an issue that will need addressing for Fiscal Year 2001 budget purposes.

Mr. Harvey explained that the ordinance would change the Dangerous Animal Control Officer from the jurisdiction of the County Coordinator to the Sheriff or a representative of the Sheriff.

Mr. Harvey addressed some of the definitions within the ordinance.  There was some discussion of the definition or the need to define “probable cause”.  It was determined that probable cause has a legal definition and did not need additional or different wording.

Chairman Odom called a recess until 7:00 p.m.

Chairman Odom turned the floor back over to Mr. Harvey, who continued to review the proposed ordinance.

Mr. Harvey recommended that the holding time on impounded animals be increased from a minimum of 3 days to 4 days to allow time for notification of owner, if determinable, via mail.

Mr. Dean Ray addressed the Board and read comments into the record.

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 8:22 P. M.
