The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a regular session and the following were present: Chairman Donald M. Odom, Sr.; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Robert Taylor; Commissioner Jerry Scott; and Commissioner Barry Baker; and Jean Fieler and Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerks.  Also present was Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.

Chairman Odom called the meeting to order at 6:04 p.m., Commissioner Scott offered the invocation followed by the pledge of allegiance to the American flag.


The first item on the agenda was additional agenda items.

Chairman Odom announced the following request for additional agenda items:

1) Consider an increase of security in the old library for Guardian Ad Litem by Nancy Nydam.


Commissioner Taylor motioned to add the additional agenda item to the agenda.  Commissioner Scott seconded, and it carried unanimously.


The second item on the agenda was to consider approval of minutes of meetings held on May 16, May 18, and May 23, 2000.  Mr. Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, mentioned that the minutes of the meeting of May 18, 2000 were not complete because the meeting had just concluded this afternoon.  They were withdrawn from the list of minutes to approve.


Commissioner Baker noted that on the page reference as 52, fourth paragraph down, the name should be changed to Ms. Rivers rather than Ms. Airth.  The error was corrected.

Chairman Odom stated that on the page referenced as 39, the name Chuck Yagel should be in the place of Gables.  He also asked that the Deputy Clerk research the audiotapes to see if the Board voted to adjourn before the meeting was actually recessed on the page referenced as 54.  After researching by the Deputy Clerk it was determined that a motion and second to adjourn had been made, at which time Chairman Odom adjourned the meeting without a vote.  However, upon further discussion it was decided to recess the meeting and a motion, second, and vote were taken to recess the meeting.

Commissioner Scott stated that on the page referenced as 1, that language be added that Clerk of Court Henderson’s father was in the hospital and he wanted to visit him.


Accordingly, Commissioner Baker motioned for approval of the May 16, and 23, 2000 minutes, with the aforementioned changes.  Commissioner Taylor seconded the motion, and it carried unanimously.


The third item on the agenda was to discuss changing long distance service for the Library to Alltel.

John D. Hales, Director of Libraries, approached the podium and explained that there would be considerable savings by switching to Alltel.

Commissioner Udell motioned for approval to switch the long distance service for the Library to Alltel.  Commissioner Taylor seconded the motion.  Commissioner Baker asked Mr. Hales if he had followed the bid guidelines.  Mr. Hales explained that Alltel approached him and showed him where they could offer better rates.  After clarification with Mr. Airth, it was determined that this was not a bid item.  The motion to switch long distance carriers carried unanimously.

The fourth item on the agenda was public comments.

Mr. Sven Lindskold approached the podium to discuss the cement batch plant.  He referenced several petitions submitted earlier during the recessed meeting and read aloud a statement opposing the plant.  He expressed concern over the traffic, which the Board had addressed in their decision at the recessed meeting.  Mr. Lindskold pointed out that the batch plant did not conform to the Suwannee County Comprehensive Plan.

Mr. Paul Manville spoke on the matter of creating a volunteer fire department for the south end of the county.  He stressed that he had tried to work with Dan Sivyer, Suwannee County Fire Coordinator, to try to create a fire department and had not been successful.  He pointed out that the cement plant was going to bring in more industry, people, and traffic; all the more reason to provide the south end of the county with another volunteer fire department.

Mr. George Fuller brought to the Board’s attention the code violations associated with the Commissioners’ Room, specifically the fact that the doors opened the wrong way, there was no “exit” sign, and the lack of a fire extinguisher.

Mr. Jesse Caruthers commented on the fact that he was denied access on the agenda at the last regular meeting.  At Commissioner Baker’s suggestion, he made a written request to the agenda for this meeting, which was also denied.  He asked the Commissioners why he had not been allowed to speak as an agenda item.

Commissioner Udell clarified that he and the other commissioners were barred from attending the agenda review meetings by law.

Commissioner Baker stated that he did not have a problem with Mr. Caruthers being placed on the regular agenda.

Mr. Harvey pointed out that Mr. Caruthers was now speaking to the Board.  He reminded the Board of Mr. Caruthers’ written request to speak to the Board at the last meeting regarding the County staff, however, at that meeting he did not discuss the County staff.  Again, at the current meeting, Mr. Caruthers did not discuss the matter he requested in writing to discuss.

Mr. Caruthers stressed that he already explained at the last meeting that the five minutes allowed under public comments was not enough.  In addition, the Board cannot take action under public comments and action is what he was trying to seek.  Mr. Caruthers questioned who controlled the Board’s agenda.

Ms. Sharon Neisler, a concerned mother, spoke to the Board about the poor condition of her road, 147th Place, and the hazards posed by it.  She stated that it was not a County road.

Commissioner Udell explained that the Board had no authority regarding the road because it was a private road.

Mr. Airth counseled that this matter was a private civil matter rather than a County matter.

The fifth item on the agenda was for Ed Soules and Dewey Pournelle to discuss a road paving project.

Mr. Ray Brown, Public Works Director, spoke on behalf of Mr. Soules and Mr. Pournelle.  Mr. Brown explained that the road was 1,700 feet long, and they would pay the paving contractor if the Board would lay down the limerock.  He estimated it would take the County approximately two days to get the road ready for paving.

Commissioner Udell was concerned that the limerock would deteriorate if the paving was not completed in a short period of time, and asked Mr. Soules if he would indicate in writing how soon he would pave the road after the county prepared it.  Mr. Soules explained that the road would be paved immediately.

With these conditions, Commissioner Udell motioned for approval of the request to pave a portion of the road in question.  Commissioner Scott seconded the motion.  Commissioner Baker had some questions for Mr. Brown.  Mr. Brown also answered a question for a member of the audience, after which the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Odom recessed for a short break at 6:53 p.m.

Chairman Odom called the meeting back to order.

The sixth item on the agenda was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter could be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of a resolution approving Special Permit Application No. SP-00-06-01 by John Cahill, authorized agent for Frances A. Moran, to permit an airplane landing field (private runway) on property zoned Agriculture-1.


Mr. Airth administered an oath to Robinette Odom, Planning and Zoning Director.  Mrs. Odom proceeded to give her staff report and pointed out that the Mount Olive Baptist Church property was within 5,000 feet of the runway, although the buildings located on the property did not appear to be.  Mrs. Odom recommended the following conditions be contained in the resolution if the Board decided to grant the special permit:  1)  That the airplane landing field be a private airstrip for use only by the applicant, and not a public airstrip; and 2)  That the airplane landing field must receive approval from FAA and FDOT.  She also suggested that the Board make clear in the resolution which runway location was being approved, the first choice or the second option.  Mrs. Odom also presented the Board with five sealed envelopes from Mr. John McLeod, one for each commissioner.  The Board members opened the letters in the public hearing.  She reminded the Board that a copy of the letter would need to be entered into the record.  (See Exhibit 1)


Mrs. Odom answered several questions for Commissioner Udell regarding the definition of a private runway.  Mr. Airth clarified that the owner of a private runway could allow as many people to use the runway as he or she would like.


Mr. Airth swore in Mr. John Cahill.  He requested that he be allowed to read the letter from Mr. McLeod to the Commissioners.  While he read the letter to himself, Chairman Odom called Ms. Odom to the podium for questioning.


Mrs. Odom explained for Commissioner Baker that the proposed land use would go with the property if the property was sold to another individual.  She clarified for Commissioner Udell that the Land Development Regulations do prohibit the private runway within 5,000 feet of a structure that houses or hosts people, which hypothetically would prohibit neighboring property owners from building within 5,000 feet of the proposed runway.


Mr. Cahill stated that his hobby was building airplanes.  It was not his intention to cause trouble with his neighbors; he just wanted to build a runway.  Mr. Cahill submitted several handouts (See Exhibit #2).  He felt that the property value would increase with the location of the runway.  Mr. Cahill explained that the noise would not be a factor because the guidelines were very strict.  He pointed out that the Suwannee County Airport was located on 88 acres, and he had 120 acres.  In addition, one of the most expensive homes in Suwannee County was located under the landing and departure path of the Suwannee County Airport.


Commissioner Baker asked Mr. Cahill if the FAA would regulate the flying hours, such as at night.  Mr. Cahill explained that whether he flies at night or not would be up to him.  In addition, he would not have large numbers of people landing on his runway because he must invite them in, and he did not know many people.  Mr. Cahill did not feel his runway would be a danger to the community.  He offered to move the direction of the runway so that it would not interfere with the church building.  Mr. Cahill pointed out that there have been no airplane crashes in the county for at least the last eight years.  Mr. Cahill also pointed out that each time he flew, he was required to check the tires and oil pressure and other areas of the plane, and he asked how many people did the same with their vehicles.

Mr. Cahill clarified for Commissioner Baker that he would be landing and departing from the same direction on occasion, depending upon the weather.

Commissioner Udell commented that Mr. Cahill’s presentation was educational, and felt that the neighbors that were opposed to the runway were probably more informed after the presentation.  However, many of them have expressed skepticism regarding the runway.  Commissioner Udell suggested that Mr. Cahill attempt to communicate with his neighbors to further enlighten them and further suggested tabling this matter.  He explained that if the application was tabled, the Board would need to designate a time that the item would be brought back before the Board.
Mr. Cahill asked Commissioner Taylor, the commissioner for his district, if he would be willing to mediate between Mr. Cahill and his neighbors.  Commissioner Taylor stated that he would be willing to be present, but not as mediator.

Mr. Cahill called upon Kelly Shira of Poole Realty to address this matter.  Mr. Airth swore in Ms. Shira.  She stated that she contacted several neighbors before the hearing but got no response.  Ms. Shira expressed that this runway would definitely be a private strip and would not host a large number of airplanes.  She reminded the Board that Mr. Cahill was willing to move the proposed runway, if necessary.  Ms. Shira also pointed out that the sale of the property was under negotiation and tabling this application would delay the real estate transaction, as time was of the essence.

Mr. Airth counseled that the Land Development Regulations required that the applicant satisfy the requirements of the regulations, not those of the neighbors.

Ms. Shira asked the Board if the neighbors would be able speak on the matter at this time if the Board decided to table the application, so that the applicant could have some idea of what the complaints were.  Mr. Airth stated that the applicant could withdraw his application at any time.  He further stated that he felt the Board should make a decision on the application tonight.

Mr. Airth swore in three people wishing to testify regarding the application.

The first man to speak was Gerald Gray.  He addressed the fact that the airstrip would restrict future neighboring land uses.  Also, two towers were located within two miles of the property.  Mr. Gray did not feel that Mt. Olive Baptist Church was more than 5,000 from the proposed runway.  He referenced a section in the Land Development Regulations allowing the Board to deny a special permit if the request did not promote public health.  Mr. Gray felt that the runway would negatively impact public safety and drainage in the area.

Wayne Law stated that he is familiar with runways through his affiliation with Suwannee Farms.  The runways were originally established for limited use, and over the years had become very active.  He welcomed Mr. Cahill into the neighborhood but expressed his opposition to the runway.  Mr. Law expressed concern that any future owners of the property would abuse the runway privileges.  He proposed that the Board do an impact study of the environment, especially Rocky Creek.

Owen Sapp spoke in opposition of the runway on behalf of Robert Johns.  He stated that Mr. Johns was in ill health but had invited each commissioner to call Mr. Johns if they had any questions.

Mr. Cahill addressed the neighbors’ comments.  He conceded that there were two towers within the proximity of the runway and apologized for his error.  He did not agree with the rest of Mr. Gray’s statements.  Mr. Cahill pointed out that Mr. Gray lived over two miles from the proposed runway, and he (Mr. Cahill) would be willing to agree in writing to never approach or land in the direction of Mr. Gray’s property.  Mr. Cahill did not agree that there would be more horsepower involved with a grass landing strip because the engine in the proposed airplane would be no larger than a 65-horsepower engine.

There being no further public comment, Chairman Odom closed the public hearing.

Ms. Odom and Mr. Cahill answered several questions for the Board.

Commissioner Taylor motioned to deny Special Permit No. SP-00-06-01 by John Cahill, authorized agent for Frances A. Morgan, to permit an airplane landing field on property zoned Agriculture-1 based upon the fact that the people in the area did not want the airfield.  Mr. Airth counseled that based upon Section 14.611, the denial had to be based on the Land Development Regulations.  Commissioner Taylor referenced Section 4.19.29.  Mr. Airth pointed out that the section referenced dealt with Airport Land Use Restrictions.  Commissioner Taylor stated that he did not find any sections dealing with the airstrip.  The motion died for lack of a second.

Commissioner Udell motioned for approval of Special Permit No. SP-00-06-01 by John Cahill, authorized agent for Frances A. Morgan, to permit an airplane landing field on property zoned Agriculture-1.  Commissioner Udell placed several stipulations on his motion:  that the runway be used as a private airport for private use by the applicant, that no more than three airplanes use the runway at any given time within a twenty-four hour period, that the types of airplanes using the runway be restricted to no more than 72 decibels of sound at any given time, and that the airstrip not to be used for any other purpose except for what was stated tonight at the meeting.  Furthermore, if the airfield was used for any other purpose than what had been stated at the meeting tonight, the Board would pull the special permit.  Commissioner Baker asked that the airstrip not be used during church operating hours.  He also pointed out that the County should state with which option they were going.  After further discussion, Commissioner Udell added to his motion that the airstrip should not be used during church services and that the applicant, at his expense and if it was acceptable by the FAA and the neighbors, clearly mark his property so that it could be used by emergency helicopters.  He also added that the runway approach to be used be determined by Department of Transportation approval, and before it was built, the applicant come before the Board with the plan.  Commissioner Scott seconded the motion.  Commissioner Baker asked for an amendment to the motion:  that the property not be subdivided.  Chairman Odom explained that the matter would have to come back before the Board before it could be subdivided anyway.  Commissioner Baker asked Mr. Cahill if he would agree that the property would not be subdivided.  Mr. Cahill was not able to do that.  He felt that the three-airplane limit was sufficient.  Commissioner Baker motioned for an amendment to the original motion to add that a provision be placed that the property would not be subdivided for use as an air park.  Commissioner Udell seconded the amendment.  The motion to place the aforementioned amendment into the motion carried in a three to two vote, with Commissioners Scott and Taylor opposed.  The motion as amended to allow Special Permit No. SP-00-06-01 by John Cahill, authorized agent for Frances A. Morgan, to permit an airplane landing field on property zoned Agriculture-1 carried in a four to one vote with Commissioner Taylor opposed.  (See Resolution No. 2000-50)

Chairman Odom recessed for a break at 9:12 p.m.

9:23 p.m.


Chairman Odom called the meeting back to order.

The seventh item on the agenda was to open bids for perimeter security fencing at the airport (Bid Number 2000-10).

Mr. Harvey announced that Texas Commercial Fence, Florida Fence, Haley Systems, Arlington Fence, and Special Fence Company attended the mandatory pre-bid conference.  He then opened the bids as follows:

1) Nations Fence Company, d/b/a Arlington Fence Company of Jacksonville, Florida had their bid bond in place, their equal employment opportunity affidavit, a public entity crimes certificate, list of subcontractors, and a base bid of $175,133.89, additive item one - $13,842.00, additive item two - $675.00 (trespassing signs) plus $262.50 (gate numbering signs).

2) Florida Fence and Gate Company of Tallahassee, Florida had their bid bond enclosed, equal employment opportunity certificate, public entity crimes affidavit, list of subcontractors, and a base bid of $177,569.00, additive item one, $12,150.00, additive item two, (trespassing signs), $612.00, with and additional $161.00 for gate number signs.

3) Texas Commerical Fence, Inc. of Burnett, Texas had their bid bond in place, non-segregated facilities affidavit, public entity crimes form, no list of subcontractors, and a base bid of $174,542.30, additive bid item one, $18,000, additive bid item two, $540.00 for trespassing signs and $140 for gate number signs.

Mr. Harvey announced that Haley Systems and Specialty Fence did not submit bids, even though they had attended the pre-bid conference.  The apparent low bidder for the base bid was Texas Commercial Fence in the amount of $174,542.30.  He asked that the engineering staff be allowed to review the bids and bring them back for final approval at the July 5, 2000 regular meeting.

The eighth item on the agenda was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter could be heard, to open bids for renovations to the Suwannee County Courthouse (Bid Number 2000-08).

Mr. Harvey opened the bids from Bradley Construction, Byron & James, Inc., Little & Williams, Marion Service, Mitchell Building Contractor, R. Hyden, Construction, and R. G. White Construction, all of which had attended the pre-bid conference.  The bids were submitted as follows:

1.) Bradley Construction of Live Oak submitted a bid bond, a public entity crimes statement, and a base, lump sum bid in the amount of $517,430.00 with the provision that if lead paint is found on the windows $27,500.00  Alternate One, a deduct alternate, $47,130.00, Alternate Two, $63,600.00.  For unforeseen deteriorated wood there would be an additional $25 and $3 per board foot respectively.

2.) R. Hyden Construction of Gainesville, Florida submitted a base bid of $647,700.00 with Alternate One not applicable and Alternate Two in the amount of $64,000.00.

The apparent low bidder was Bradley Construction of Live Oak in the amount of $517,430.00.  Mr. Harvey requested that he be allowed to review the bids and bring them back to the Board at the July 5, 2000 meeting for final approval.

The ninth item on the agenda was a presentation of a proposal for services for parking and renovation of the building by Suwannee Valley Engineering.

Mr. Harvey introduced Mr. Peter Hahn of Suwannee Valley Engineering.  He requested that Mr. Hahn be allowed to negotiate with the committee consisting of himself, Commissioner Udell, Steve Sharpless, Tony Cirigliano, and Pat Sura if the Board agreed to allow Mr. Hahn to perform the engineering services.  Mr. Harvey turned the podium over to Mr. Hahn.

Commissioner Udell reported that the committee fully endorsed Mr. Hahn as the engineer on the parking and renovation project, and motioned that the Board authorize the committee to negotiate a contract with Peter Hahn of Suwannee Valley Engineering.  Commissioner Scott seconded, and after further discussion the motion carried unanimously.

The tenth item on the agenda was to request approval of an outside work crew consisting of inmates from the Suwannee County Jail to work with the Maintenance Department under the supervision of Tom Bright.

Mr. Bright requested approval for an outside work crew consisting of five trustee-status inmates from the Suwannee County Jail to work with the Maintenance Department under his supervision.  He reported that the Board would save a total of $16,000 per year just on lawn maintenance.  Mr. Bright also reported that Captain John Mills at the Jail has agreed to loan the tools and the van for this work crew.  The work crew would be able to work with the Recreation Department, the Rails for Trails, at the Coliseum, and any other County buildings.

Captain Mills described the program as an opportunity not only to help out with County maintenance, but also to train the inmates in a trade they could use after they had served their sentence and re-entered public life.

Commissioner Baker asked about liability issues with the inmates.  Captain Mills explained that they would fall under the current inmate insurance.

Commissioner Scott motioned for approval of an outside work crew consisting of five trustee-status inmates from the Suwannee County Jail to work with the Maintenance Department under the supervision of Tom Bright. Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The eleventh item on the agenda was to adopt an emergency ordinance prohibiting open fires, activities involving the use of black powder, firecrackers and other pyrotechnic devices.

Mr. Daniel R. Sivyer, County Fire Coordinator, submitted copies of the “KBDI” for Suwannee County and explained the current fire hazard now existing in the county.  As a precaution, he suggested raising the color index on the “KBDI” to 500.  The Commissioners were reluctant to prohibit the fireworks displays on the 4th of July.  Mr. Sivyer explained that the ordinance would not prohibit supervised, professional pyrotechnics with fire trucks on hand in case of fire but only private displays.

Gilbert Bernardo, a member of the community involved with the fireworks displays in Branford, spoke on the matter.  He described for the Board the numerous precautions he took before setting off fireworks, including hosing down the grass field, testing the fireworks to check the wind direction, an inspection of the fallout field after the fireworks, and remaining on site for one hour following the fireworks display.  In eighteen years of firing fireworks, he had never had an accident.

Commissioner Baker motioned that the fireworks be allowed to continue as planned if the index was 500 or below and that the ordinance be adopted with the change of 450 to 500 (in Section 4), and the change of 350 to 400 (in Section 5).  Commissioner Udell seconded the motion.

After further discussion, Commissioner Baker withdrew his motion and Commissioner Udell withdrew his second.

Commissioner Baker motioned that the ordinance be adopted with the following changes:  Section 4 will read “…falls below 500 licensed professional fireworks or pyrotechnic displays…”, and Section 5 will read “This ordinance shall have no force or effect any time after thirty days from the effective date.”  Commissioner Udell seconded the motion, and it carried unanimously.  (See Ordinance No. 2000-07)

The twelfth item on the agenda was to set a workshop for Wednesday, July 12, 2000 at 3:00 p.m. in the Commission Room, Courthouse, for the purpose of reviewing the Suwannee County Fire Service Ten-Year Plan.

Commissioner Udell motioned that the Board set a workshop for Wednesday, July 12, 2000 at 3:00 p.m. in the Commission Room for the purpose of reviewing the Suwannee County Fire Service Ten-Year Plan.  Commissioner Baker seconded the motion and it carried unanimously.

The thirteenth item on the agenda was to consider approval of payment of Pay Request No. 5 (final payment) from Certified Enterprises, Inc., in the amount of $5,252.95 for work done on the fire station on CR 49.

Commissioner Scott motioned for approval of payment of Pay Request No. 5 (final payment) from Certified Enterprises, Inc., in the amount of $5,252.95 for work done on the fire station on CR 49.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The fourteenth item on the agenda was to discuss obtaining an easement from Suwannee Salvage for a drainage ditch and to discuss relocation of a fence.

Ray Brown, Public Works Director, approached the podium and explained that the owners would be willing to quitclaim the easement to the County if the County would pay for the chain-link fence, or in the alternative, the County could purchase the easement.

Commissioner Scott motioned for approval to purchase the easement by Suwannee Salvage.  Commissioner Udell seconded the motion.  Mr. Brown asked if he could go back to the owners and discuss the County’s offer to purchase the easement.

Commissioners Scott and Commissioner Udell withdrew their motion and second respectively.

The fifteenth item on the agenda was to select two roads as candidate projects for funding under the Small County Outreach Program.

Mr. Brown explained that this program was in addition to the Small County Road Assistance Program (SCRAP), and would require a 25% contribution from the County.

Commissioner Udell motioned for 264th Street to be submitted as a candidate project for funding under the Small County Outreach Program.  Commissioner Baker seconded and it carried unanimously.

Commissioner Scott motioned that the North River Road or 183rd Road from Nobles Ferry Road or CR349 to Falmouth be submitted as a candidate project for funding under the Small County Outreach Program.  Commissioner Udell seconded the motion and it carried in a four to one vote with Commissioner Baker opposed.

The sixteenth item on the agenda was to set an executive session to be held on July 5, 2000 to discuss the Howell/County litigation on a road closure/opening..

Mr. Airth, County Attorney, informed the Board that Steve Durant had requested a meeting with the Board to discuss the Howell/County lawsuit.  An Executive Session was tentatively set for Wednesday, July 5, 2000 at 9:05 a.m.

Commissioner Taylor motioned to set an executive session to be held on July 5, 2000 at 9:05 a.m. to discuss the Howell/County litigation.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The seventeenth item on the agenda was a request for approval of payment to W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Courts, in the amount of $42,512.90 for Clerk’s Fees for the month of May, 2000.

Commissioner Udell motioned for approval of payment to W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Circuit Court, in the amount of $42,512.90 for Clerk’s Fees for the month of May, 2000, subject to receipt of back-up documents for the $6,500 in photocopies. Commissioner Scott seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The eighteenth item on the agenda was to consider reappointment of James Dale Allen and Bill Brewer to the Live Oak/Suwannee County Recreation Board.

Commissioner Scott motioned to reappoint James Dale Allen and Bill Brewer to the Live Oak/Suwannee County Recreation Board.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The nineteenth item on the agenda was to consider reappointment of Jan Touchton and Matt Marable to the Suwannee County Construction Board of Adjustments and Appeals.
