The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a Special Permits Public Hearing session and the following were present:
Chairman Donald M. Odom, Sr., Commissioner Douglas M. Udell, Commissioner Robert Taylor, Commissioner Jerry Scott, and Commissioner Barry Baker; and Mike Tyson Deputy Clerk and Keta Asbury Assistant Deputy Clerk.  Also present was Hal A. Airth, County Attorney


Chairman Odom called the meeting to order and Commissioner Scott led the invocation followed by the pledge of allegiance to the American flag.

The first item on the agenda was to consider the adoption of ordinance an approving Rezoning request No. RZ-00-07-01 by James W. Taylor, Charlotte Taylor, J. Moray Taylor and Angie Taylor from Agriculture-1 (A-1) to Commercial Neighborhood (CN), in accordance with site plan submitted as part of the application.

Hal Airth, County Attorney swore in Ms. Robinette Odom, Planning and Zoning Director, who gave the staff report.

Commissioner Udell asked about errors in the original zoning atlas, and whether the application fee of $300 could be waived in those cases of errors in creating the atlas.

Ms. Odom explained the situation:  The two pieces of land were purchased separately.  The store should have previously been classified CN, but was not.  The second piece of land, however would still need to be transferred from A-1 to CN.

There was some discussion by other Commissioners of ownership at the time the atlas was established.  

Sam Carter who is working with the engineering company addressed the Board and commended Ms. Odom on her work on this application.

Commissioner Udell was adamant the applicant should not have to pay the $300 application fee.  There was further discussion in which Ms. Odom explained to the Commissioners that the fee is for the additional land to be reclassified and not for the original store.

Chairman Odom opened the Public Hearing.

George Fuller stated if the fee is lawful, Mr. Taylor should pay the fee.

Commissioner Udell stated Mr. Taylor should pay only half the fee, which would be $150.00.

Chairman Odom reminded Commissioner Udell of the public hearing in progress not Board discussion.

As there were no other public comments, Chairman Odom closed the public hearing.

Commissioner Baker moved, and Commissioner Scott seconded for approval, of the Ordinance, motion carried unanimously.  (See Ordinance No. 2000-09)

Chairman Odom announced the second item on the agenda for consideration of the adoption of a resolution approving Special Permit Request No. SP-00-08-02 by Charles L. Edwards and Cynthia H. Edwards for intensive agriculture (two 43’ x 530’ poultry houses), in accordance with the site plan submitted as part of the application, on property zoned Agriculture-1 (A-1).  

Ms. Odom, while, still under oath gave the staff report on the application.

Commissioner Taylor and Commissioner Udell asked about the number of existing chicken houses.  Mr. Edwards responded that there were currently 2 chicken houses.  

Commissioner Baker wanted to know the location of the compost barn with relation to the roadways.   Mr. Edwards stated that it was over 300 feet.

County Attorney, Hal Airth swore in Mr. Edwards. 

Commissioner Udell asked about disposal of litter and if it would be used on site.  
Mr. Edwards advised that 60 % is used on site, and the rest would be sold to local farmers.

Commissioner Baker asked if there are any drainage problems with this plan.  

Mr. Edwards stated he has very good natural drainage that will cause no problem for the neighbors.

Chairman Odom opened the public hearing.  There were no comments.

Commissioner Udell moved and Commissioner Scott seconded to approve the request for a resolution approving Special Permit Request No. SP-00-08-02 by Charles L. Edwards and Cynthia H. Edwards for intensive agriculture (two 43’ x 530’ poultry houses), in accordance with the site plan submitted as part of the application, on property zoned Agriculture-1 (A-1). The motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2000-58)

Commissioner Udell moved to adjourn, Commissioner Scott seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.
