On the above date and time, the Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners held a meeting to hold a Public Hearing to consider special permit application No. SP-00-09-01 for intensive agriculture for 8 poultry houses by Gail and James Wainwright. The following were present: Chairman Donald M. Odom, Sr.; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Robert Taylor; Commissioner Jerry Scott; and Commissioner Barry Baker.  Also present were County Attorney, Hal Airth; Robinette Odom, Planning and Zoning Director; Deputy Clerk Michael Tyson and Deputy Clerk’s Assistant Keta Asbury.

Chairman Odom called the meeting to order.

Commissioner Baker gave the invocation and led the pledge of allegiance to the American Flag.

County Attorney Airth swore in Ms. Odom.  

Ms. Odom addressed the Board and gave a staff report on the application.  She stated that the property is located on 144th Street about 7 miles outside Live Oak, Florida, and constitutes about 50 acres.

Ms. Odom stated that the proposed use meets the concurrency and level of service standards adopted by the County.  

Commissioner Udell asked how close the nearest neighbor’s residence might be.

Ms. Odom did not know but the application had been advertised and notices sent out and no one objected.

Mr. Carl Wainwright approached to speak on behalf of his son, James Wainwright and was sworn in by Mr. Airth.

Commissioner Udell asked if Mr. Wainwright could give the distance of an existing well or a proposed well from the proposed chicken houses.  Mr. Wainwright responded three to four hundred feet.  Commissioner Udell questioned Mr. Wainwright’s plans for the chicken manure.  Mr. Wainwright stated that his wife owns the eighty acres joined to his property and that is where the manure would be placed. 

Commissioner Baker asked if the compost house would be able to handle the compost from all the chicken houses.  Mr. Wainwright stated that it would.

Commissioner Taylor asked if Mr. Wainwright owned any additional chicken houses.  Mr. Wainwright responded that he does not.

Commissioner Scott moved to accept special permit application No. SP-00-09-01 for intensive agriculture for 8 poultry houses by Gail and James Wainwright, Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  

Commissioner Baker moved to adjourn at 6:11 P.M., Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.
