The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a regular session and the following were present: Chairman Jerry Scott; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Robert Taylor; Commissioner Donald M. Odom, Sr.; and Commissioner Barry Baker; and Mike Tyson and Eric Musgrove, Deputy Clerks.  Also present was Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.


Chairman Scott called the meeting to order at 9:02 a.m., and asked Commissioner Odom to lead the invocation followed by the pledge of allegiance to the American flag.


The first item on the agenda was to call for additional agenda items.  There were four listed additional agenda items.

1) Authorize change in Code Enforcement Officer position from permanent part-time to permanent full-time as approved in Fiscal Year 1999-2000.

2) Discuss contributing $10,000 to $15,000 more to Recreation Department’s budget on the condition that the City Council of Live Oak will match the amount.

3) Consider approval of amendment of Extension Budget for Fiscal Year 1999-2000 to allow a carryover of funds from 1998-1999 Budget to purchase a new telephone system and a video camcorder.

4) Ray Brown, Public Works Director, to request approval to retain Curtis Keen, Keen Engineering and Surveying, for engineering services for Small County Road Assistance Program paving projects.

Chairman Scott then called for further additional items.  Commissioner Baker stated that the second additional agenda item would be more of general discussion rather than money-related.  There were no other items to be discussed.

Commissioner Udell motioned to add the aforementioned item to the agenda.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The second item on the agenda was to consider approval of minutes of meetings held on August 23, 24, 25 and September 1 and 7, 1999.

Commissioner Baker stated that on page 21, the ninth program should have read, “Jeffery Smart Baisden and her husband” instead of “and his wife.”

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve the aforementioned minutes with the aforementioned change.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The third item on the agenda was a request by Meredith Taylor, County Extension Director, for adoption of a resolution proclaiming the week of October 11-17, 1999 as National Family Community Education Week in Suwannee County.

Ms. Taylor approached the podium and read the proposed resolution.

Commissioner Baker motioned to adopt a resolution proclaiming the week of October 11-17, 1999 as National Family Community Education Week in Suwannee County.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution 2000-01)

Chairman Scott asked Ms. Taylor to present her additional agenda item.  Ms. Taylor stated that several purchases had not been finalized before the end of Fiscal Year 1998-1999.

Commissioner Odom motioned to approve the carryover of funds from Fiscal Year 1998-1999 into Fiscal Year 1999-2000 for purchasing of a new telephone system and other equipment.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The fourth item on the agenda was to consider approval of the preliminary plat of the I-10 Commerce Park, Phase I Subdivision that was tabled during the September 21, 1999 meeting.

Mr. Ronnie Poole, Wellborn Investments, Inc., approached the podium and stated that Mr. Greg Bailey from an engineering firm in Lake City was present to discuss the particulars of the proposed Commerce Park.

Commissioner Taylor asked Mr. Bailey where the drainage would flow.

Mr. Bailey stated that runoff would move north beneath I-10 into the natural creek that drains east of CR 137.

Commissioner Baker expressed concern with fires within the area and the lack of dependable water sources.  He asked that a holding pond be placed within the park to aid the fire departments.

Mr. Bailey stated that there were two retention ponds, each of 1 ½ - 2 acres size, that would hold water 80-90% of the time that could be used by fire departments.

Commissioner Taylor asked that one of the retention ponds be deepened to provide adequate room for the siphoning devices of the fire departments.

Mr. Bailey stated that both ponds could be deepened to hold extra water.

Commissioner Baker asked that fences be placed around the ponds to provide a measure of safety.

Commissioner Taylor motioned to approve the preliminary plat of the I-10 Commerce Park, Phase I Subdivision with the changes discussed.  Ms. Robinette Robinson, Planning and Zoning Director, asked that the approval include a variance for EMS response time.  Commissioner Taylor added the wording as part of his motion.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Scott stated that the next three items could not be discussed until after 10:00 a.m., and so he would move on to agenda item number eight.

The eighth item on the agenda was a request by Paul Dial, Maintenance Director, for approval of a change in policy in fees for rental of Coliseum Complex facilities.

Mr. Dial approached the podium and stated that there were no set costs for renting Coliseum Complex facilities, which could be from $100-$500 according to the old policy.  He also stated that all users, including the County, would have liability for cleanup.  Mr. Dial read a letter stating the liability policy and then described in detail the proposed rental fees for the Coliseum Complex.

Chairman Scott asked about proposed deposits and if he wished to have one fee instead of the $150-$200 that was shown.  Mr. Dial stated that from experience it was found that some renters were messier than others and that was why there was a difference in fees.  Chairman Scott asked that the $200 be placed within the proposed deposits to eliminate any distinctions.

Commissioner Udell asked for clarification on bicycle fees and paper product fees.  Mr. Dial stated that the $100 charged for paper products was not per day but for the entire activity.  Mr. Dial then explained why there were differences in charges.

Commissioner Udell asked who to contact to open the Coliseum for renters, because he had been called several months ago asking for the building to be unlocked.  Mr. Dial stated that the County no longer employed the person in question.

Chairman Scott asked that the people be charged to use electricity for large, air-conditioned motor homes.  Mr. Dial suggested adding $5 a day for each electrical hookup, to be paid by those using the electricity.  The Board agreed to add such language within the policy.

Mr. Dial then stated that several dance groups had come to him asking for use of the grounds for more than one hour.  He stated that the proposed policy had a fee schedule for additional hours.

Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Dial to consider adding language outlawing the use of alcoholic beverages at functions.  Mr. Dial stated that outlawing alcoholic beverages was in the general rules and regulations.

Mr. Hal Airth, County Attorney, stated that for purposes of standardization, all dance groups should be charged a deposit.

Mr. Dial stated that outlawing nudity was within the general rules and regulations.

Mr. George Fuller asked for clarification on costs per day for events.

Mr. Airth stated that for purposes of clarification, bicycling charges would be indicated as more than one day for paper products.

Ms. Meredith Taylor, County Extension Director, asked if anyone checked restrooms before events to ascertain their condition.  Mr. Dial stated that the restrooms were checked after events.

Commissioner Taylor asked if the electric poles were within the fenced-in boundaries of the Coliseum.  Mr. Dial stated that he was in charge of whatever electricity was produced, and it was turned off after events.

Commissioner Udell asked if the fence was locked.  Mr. Dial stated that it was most of the time.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve specific changes in policy for rental fees at the Coliseum Complex.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Scott called a short break at 9:51 a.m.
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10:05 a.m.

Chairman Scott called the meeting back to order.

The fifth item on the agenda was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be held, to open bids for construction of 129th Road and resurfacing of 76th Street.

Mr. Ray Brown, Public Works Director, approached the podium and asked Mr. Curtis Keen, County Engineer, to open the bids.  There were two bids.

The first bid was from Anderson Columbia of Columbia County.  They bid $944,087.52 for 129th Road and $516,847.29 for 76th Street.

The second bid was from Couch Construction.  They bid $1,080,683.20 for 129th Road and $499,860 for 76th Street.

Commissioner Udell asked if the Board could use one bid from each bidder.  Mr. Keen and Mr. Brown stated that the advertisement was for both roads to be done by the same company, with one road dropped from construction if funding did not permit.

Chairman Scott stated that perhaps the County could wait and have the State pave the road instead of spending approximately $1,000,000 of County funds on it.  There was some discussion about the specifics of the State’s proposal.

Commissioner Taylor suggested re-advertising with modified requests.

Chairman Scott stated the Mr. Brown could look over the bids and bring them back before the Board.

Commissioner Baker expressed concern with depending upon the State to do the work for the County.

Chairman Scott stated that the total reconstruction of 129th Road would cost the County a large portion of its paving money for only 6 miles of road.

Mr. Brown stated that he would bring the results of the bids before the Board at the October 19, 1999 regular meeting.

The sixth item on the agenda was at 10:00 a.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter can be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of a resolution vacating Lot 20 of Townsend Meadows, Unit Subdivision.

Ms. Robinette Robinson, Planning and Zoning Director, approached the podium and described the proposed vacating of Lot 20.

Chairman Scott opened the floor to public comments.  There were none, and Chairman Scott closed the floor to public comments.

Commissioner Baker motioned to adopt a resolution vacating Lot 20 of Townsend Meadows, Unit Subdivision.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2000-02)

The seventh item on the agenda was to consider final plat approval of the Virginia Lane Phase II Subdivision.

Ms. Robinson described the final plat for Virginia Lane Phase II Subdivision.

Chairman Scott asked where the easement was for entering Lot 5.  Mr. Tim Alcorn described the location of the easement.

Commissioner Baker suggested that no construction or fill should be made on Lots 15-19 as well as Lot 6.  Mr. Alcorn stated that he would place wording within the plat stating that no construction or fill can be placed within Zone A.

Commissioner Baker motioned to approve the final plat of Virginia Lanes, Phase II Subdivision with the described changes.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The eighth item on the agenda was a request by Paul Dial, Maintenance Director, for approval of a change in policy in fees for rental of Coliseum Complex facilities.

This item was discussed prior to agenda item number five.

The ninth item on the agenda was a request by Murel McDonald, Emergency Services Director, for approval of a Hazard Mitigation Grant Agreement with the Department of Community Affairs.

Mr. McDonald approached the podium and described the proposed agreement, which would allow the County to receive money for retrofitting two schools within the County to be used as emergency shelters in case of emergency.  The first grant was for Suwannee Elementary East and second for Suwannee Elementary West.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve a Hazard Mitigation Grant Agreement with the Department of Community Affairs.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and after discussion stating that the County would handle all monies and description of a Dade County Shutter (a specific type of window shutter), the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 2000-05)

The tenth item on the agenda was a request by Murel McDonald, Emergency Services Director, for execution of an agreement for an Emergency Management Preparedness and Assistance Base Grant for Fiscal Year 1999-2000 in the amount of $105,806.

Mr. McDonald approached the podium and described the grant, which provides funding for the salaries of several EMS employees.  The County would be responsible for $3,000.

Commissioner Udell motioned to execute an agreement for an Emergency Management Preparedness and Assistance Base Grant for Fiscal Year 1999-2000 in the amount of $105,806.  Commissioner Taylor seconded the motion.  Commissioner Odom had a question concerning the wording on one of the pages.  Mr. McDonald stated that the word, “charge” should be, “change.”  The motion carried unanimously.

The eleventh item on the agenda was a request by Murel McDonald, Emergency Services Director, for permission to advertise for bids for re-chassis/refurbishment of two ambulances, and request alternate bids for trade-in on newer model ambulances.

Mr. McDonald approached the podium and described the request for advertisement for RFPs.  He stated that asking for RFPs would decrease the amount of time needed to award a bid.  Mr. McDonald stated that EMS would fund the cost.

Commissioner Udell asked if all the ambulances were diesel.  Mr. McDonald stated that all ambulances were diesel and he would request a Ford vehicle, as a chassis from them is of better construction and contains a larger engine.

Commissioner Taylor asked for clarification on warranties.  Mr. McDonald stated that he would like a seven-year warranty, with a five-year warranty as a minimum.

Commissioner Udell asked how many miles were placed on an ambulance during a year.  Mr. McDonald stated that the average was 20,000-25,000 miles per truck per year.

Commissioner Udell also asked for clarification on items with warranties and maintenance by the Road Department.  Mr. McDonald stated that those items under warranty were taken to the dealer for repairs unless they expressly told the County to repair the item and charge it to the warranty.

Commissioner Udell asked about warranties and using labor by the Road Department.  Mr. McDonald stated that he was working on a solution, but there had been no cause so far.  He did state, however, that the dealer paid the Road Department for their time as well.  Commissioner Udell suggested sending vehicles to the dealer to repair items under warranty.  Mr. McDonald stated that for the most part the vehicles were sent to the dealer.

Commissioner Baker asked for clarification on what Mr. McDonald was asking.  Mr. McDonald clarified that he was asking the County to go out for bids as proposed.

Commissioner Udell motioned to advertise for bids for re-chassis/refurbishment of two ambulances and alternate bids for trade-in on newer model ambulances.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Scott called a short break at 10:52 a.m.

11:01 a.m.

Chairman Scott called the meeting back to order.

The twelfth item on the agenda was a request by Mr. Edward C. Harvey, County Coordinator/Budget Officer, for approval of Change Orders 2 and 3 pertaining to the Courthouse Renovations Project.

Mr. Harvey was not present and Chairman Scott presented the proposed change orders, which would allow an additional doorway, a 200 amp panel, and additional costs and individual items.

Commissioner Udell asked if the items were included in the original bid.  Chairman Scott stated that the items were not.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve Change Orders 2 and 3 pertaining to the Courthouse Renovations Project in the amount of $6,252.37 and $33,373.63, respectively, for an increase of total project cost from $218,559 to $270,470.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Baker asked when the Courthouse roof would be repaired.  Mr. Paul Dial stated that it would be in the next phase of renovations, and would be December, 1999 at the earliest.

The thirteenth item on the agenda was to consider adoption of a resolution pertaining to the endorsement and Congressional authorization of the Central and Southern Florida Project Comprehensive Review Study (Restudy) tabled at the September 21, 1999 Board meeting.

Chairman Scott stated that he had nothing additional to provide.

Commissioner Baker stated that he had placed additional information within the Board’s packets and had also spoken to Mr. Jerry Scarborough, Suwannee River Water Management District, about his concerns.  Commissioner Baker was hesitant to vote for something whose funding sources were not expressed.

Commissioner Baker motioned for Suwannee County to take no stand on the issue.

Commissioner Udell was hesitant in allowing water to be moved from North Florida to Central and South Florida.  He asked that the motion be denied.

Commissioner Baker stated that sending the resolution to Martin County would not accomplish anything and it would be necessary to send a resolution to the State.

Commissioner Odom agreed with Commissioner Udell’s suggestion to deny the request.

Commissioner Baker withdrew his motion to take no action on the issue.

Commissioner Baker motioned to deny the request to endorse the proposed resolution and notify the Central and Southern Florida Project Comprehensive Review Study of the County’s denial and send copies of the resolution to the surrounding counties and the State.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and after further discussion the motion carried unanimously.

The fourteenth item on the agenda was consider adoption of a resolution approving becoming a member of the Small County Coalition for Fiscal Year 1999-2000 and agreeing to pay $2,150 for services through September 30, 2000.

Chairman Scott stated that the proposed resolution was the same adopted every year by the County.

Commissioner Odom motioned to adopt a resolution approving becoming a member of the Small County Coalition for Fiscal Year 1999-2000 and agreeing to pay $2,150 for services through September 30, 2000.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution 2000-03)

The fifteenth item on the agenda was to select an airport consultant from presentations made on September 21, 1999.

Commissioner Udell stated that he was pleased with all the presentations made but preferred Reynolds, Smith, and Hill, Inc.

Commissioner Baker was pleased with Kaiser because of the work of Mr. David Lee, who had worked with the airport for years.

Chairman Scott stated that the ballots would be listed 1-3, with 1 being the favorite choice.  He also asked that each Commissioner place his name at the top of each ballot for the record.  The commissioners then made their choices.

The results were:  ICF Kaiser – 8, Reynolds, Hill, and Smith – 9, and LPA – 13.  Since ICF Kaiser had the least amount, they were considered the winner.  Chairman Scott allowed the public to view the ballots.

Representatives of Kaiser thanked the Board for their choice.

The sixteenth item on the agenda was to consider adoption of a resolution authorizing execution of a railroad reimbursement agreement for the installation of grade crossing traffic control devices, and future maintenance and adjustment of said devices.

Mr. Brown approached the podium and described the proposed agreement, which would require Suwannee County to pay 50% of the maintenance cost for the lights off Railroad Street.

Commissioner Udell motioned to adopt a resolution authorizing execution of a railroad reimbursement agreement for the installation of grade crossing traffic control devices, and future maintenance and adjustment of said devices.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution 2000-02)

The seventeenth item on the agenda was a request by Ray Brown, Public Works Director, for a thirty-day extension of temporary employees on payroll to continue road paving projects.

Mr. Brown discussed this item with agenda item number eighteen.

The eighteenth item on the agenda was to discuss restructuring of the Public Works Department that was tabled at the September 21, 1999 Board meeting.

Mr. Brown described the request for an extension of payroll for the three temporary employees for paving projects and then described the proposed restructuring of the Road Department, which would include advertising to change the temporary positions into full-time positions in the amount of $64,198 per year.

Commissioner Udell motioned to extend the payroll for three temporary employees for an additional thirty days.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and after discussion about revenue for the positions, Commissioner Udell amended his motion to allow forty-five days for payroll.  Commissioner Taylor seconded the amendment to the motion, and the motion carried unanimously.

Mr. Brown discussed the proposed restructuring of the Road Department in detail.

Commissioner Baker asked if the changes also required a change in pay.  Mr. Brown stated that there were no changes to pay and they fit into County policies.

Chairman Scott stated that he had seen a difference in the Road Department recently and was pleased with what was being done.

Commissioner Odom asked if felled trees or other small obstacles could be moved by the road crew in the area instead of contacting the bucket truck to drive to distance.  Mr. Brown stated that he left the decision to the supervisors.

Commissioner Taylor was pleased with the work done by the Road Department in the last few months.  He also asked what “VSA” stood for.  Mr. Brown stated that it was an acronym for Vehicle Service Attendant.

The nineteenth item on the agenda was additional agenda items.  There were four listed additional agenda items:

1) Authorize change in Code Enforcement Officer position from permanent part-time to permanent full-time as approved in Fiscal Year 1999-2000.

Commissioner Udell motioned to change the Code Enforcement Officer position from permanent part-time to permanent full-time as approved in Fiscal Year 1999-2000.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

2) Discuss contributing $10,000 to $15,000 more to Recreation Department’s budget on the condition that the City Council of Live Oak will match the amount.

Commissioner Baker asked if the Board would allow Mr. Greg Scott, Recreation Director, to set up a workshop to address the needs of the Recreation Department.

Mr. Greg Scott approached the podium and stated that there were several different proposals to increase revenue and decrease expenses.

Commissioner Udell asked if the Recreation Department had identified which line items were short of funds.  Mr. Scott stated that he had not identified individual line items, but instead was requesting an overall funding source to provide for all line items.  Commissioner Udell suggested asking for funding for specific line items and then asked how much money the Recreation Department needed.  Mr. Scott stated that he needed approximately $18,000 minimum, which would leave no reserves for the next year.  He also stated that his submitted budgets were the bare minimum, with no luxuries for breakdowns and emergencies.

Mr. McDonald suggested holding on to FEMA reserves until all projects were complete and all inspections made.

Commissioner Baker again suggested a workshop to discuss the needs of the Recreation Department.

Mr. Scott described the funding per capita given to the Recreation Department.  Mr. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Court, suggesting using a per capita funding ratio like that of the Federal and State governments.

Chairman Scott suggested discussing the issue at a workshop instead of spending time discussing it at the meeting.

Commissioner Baker asked to set up a time for the workshop with Mr. Harvey and Mr. Scott.  The Board agreed.

3) Consider approval of amendment of Extension Budget for Fiscal Year 1999-2000 to allow a carryover of funds from 1998-1999 Budget to purchase a new telephone system and a video camcorder.

This item had already been discussed after agenda item number three.

4) Ray Brown, Public Works Director, to request approval to retain Curtis Keen, Keen Engineering and Surveying, for engineering services for Small County Road Assistance Program paving projects.

Mr. Brown approached the podium and stated that he had been told by the State that the paving projects required only a local engineer.  Mr. Brown requested using Mr. Keen as engineer.

Commissioner Odom motioned to approve Mr. Curtis Keen to engineer the Small County Road Assistance Program paving projects.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The Board agreed to allow Mr. Keen to engineer the paving projects.

The twentieth item on the agenda was public comments.

Mr. George Fuller approached the podium and stated that he had brought an unnamed complaint before a local department head and then before the Board and asked when something was going to be done.  Mr. Brown stated that Mr. Harvey was in the process of working out a proposal.

Mr. Randy Henderson approached the podium and suggested lowering the prices until the ordinance was amended, or people could sue the Board for paying beyond what was required.

The twenty-first item on the agenda was staff reports.

Mr. Edward C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer, was not present.

Mr. Ray Brown, Public Works Director, stated that the 150th Street and Butterfield Acres Projects were underway and specifications for Ingram Road were being finalized.

Mr. John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, stated that the dedication of the Branford Library had gone well and thanked several County employees.  He stated that the automated checkout system had been implemented in Branford and the Gates computers were arriving at present.  Mr. Hales also discussed the direction for the jobs currently fulfilled by the Secretary of State, which will no longer be an office.

Mr. Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, stated that he had received a letter describing the First Federal vs. Tiffany Carter foreclosure.  He stated that the County was second on the list of lien holders but he did not expect any money out of the process.

Mr. W. Randy Henderson, Clerk of Court, clarified that the Board had two sets of books until the FY 1998-1999 budget was closed out.

Mr. Alton K. Williams, Sheriff, was not present.

Mr. Greg Scott, Recreation Director, described some of the projects that had been completed and grants that were being requested by the State.

The twenty-second item on the agenda was to consider payment of invoices.

Commissioner Udell motioned to pay invoice numbers No. 99-595 – 2000-003, for a total of $2,015,205.47.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.
