The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time for a regular session and the following were present: Chairman Jerry Scott; Commissioner Douglas M. Udell; Commissioner Robert Taylor; Commissioner Donald M. Odom, Sr.; and Commissioner Barry Baker; and Mike Tyson and Eric Musgrove, Deputy Clerks.  Also present was Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.


Chairman Scott called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m., and stated that Mark Sanderson of the Recreation Department had been in an accident and was in Intensive Care.  He asked everyone to rise for a moment of silence and then asked Commissioner Odom to lead the invocation followed by the pledge of allegiance to the American flag.


The first item on the agenda was to call for additional agenda items.  There were two listed additional agenda items.

1) Eddy Hillhouse, president of the Suwannee County Economic Alliance, to discuss possible enterprise zone designation on Interstate 10 and the Interstate 75 interchange.

2) Consider appointment of Patrick Brown to the Development Authority to complete Bonnie Brown’s term who recently passed away.

Chairman Scott then called for further additional items.

3) Commissioner Udell asked that Mr. Bill Strickland be allowed to come before the Board to vacate easements on his property.

4) Commissioner Baker asked for direction on the Recreation Department workshop that will soon be held.

There were no further additional items.

Commissioner Odom motioned to add the aforementioned items to the agenda under agenda item number twenty-one, Additional Agenda Items.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The second item on the agenda was a request by Dianne Williams, School Resource Officer, for adoption of a resolution proclaiming the week of October 23-31, 1999 as Red Ribbon Week in Suwannee County.

Deputy Dianne Williams and Ms. Shelly Monroe, President of the Suwannee High Senior Class, approached the podium and read the proposed proclamation.

Commissioner Odom motioned to adopt the resolution proclaiming the week of October 23 – 31 as Red Ribbon Week.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2000-05)

Chairman Scott then presented the proclamation to Ms. Monroe and Deputy Williams.

The third item on the agenda was a presentation by Windell Musgrove, Forest Area Supervisor, and Neal White, County Forester, of their annual report for Fiscal Year July 1, 1998 through June 30, 1999.

Mr. Musgrove approached the podium and described the status of the Forestry Division since June of 1998, stating that there had been an increase of acreage burned, from some three hundred to over six hundred.  He then described the assistance the Forestry Division had given to the people of Suwannee County.  There was some discussion on air tankers and their capacity.

Commissioner Odom asked about the use of observation towers such as those in Beachville.  Mr. Musgrove stated that most of the towers would no longer be used because of budget cuts, with the exception of those in remote areas.

Commissioner Taylor, on behalf of the Volunteer Fire Departments, thanked the Forestry Division for their service.

Commissioner Odom asked for clarification on assistance to the Suwannee River Water Management District.  Mr. Musgrove stated that the Forestry Division did indeed assist the Suwannee River Water Management District with the same fees as the general public.

Mr. Musgrove then introduced Mr. Neal White, County Forester, to the Board.  Mr. White quickly discussed some aspects of the Forestry Division.

Chairman Scott then recognized three Boy Scouts, Thomas Hingson, John Hales, and Ricky Hannon, who were learning about local government.

The fourth item on the agenda was a request by Steve Sharpless, Maintenance Department Trades Foreman, for authorization to fill the position of Maintenance Technician as budgeted and permission to advertise in-house for the position.

Mr. Sharpless approached the podium and requested approval to hire a mid-level electrical worker.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve the request as stated.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and after further discussion about the aspects of the work, the motion carried unanimously.

The fifth item on the agenda was a request by Paul Dial, Maintenance Director, for permission to advertise for bids for a pickup truck.

Mr. Sharpless, on behalf of Mr. Dial, stated that one of the two service vehicles presently in use had 194,000 miles and had been salvaged from the Road Department.  He asked that advertisements for a 3/4-ton truck with a utility body be placed.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve the advertisement for bids for a 3/4-ton truck with a utility body as requested.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The sixth item on the agenda was a request by Murel McDonald, Emergency Services Director, for approval of a grant for the purchase of a 12 Lead Cardiac Monitor Defibrillator, UHF and VHF radios, three hand-held UHF radios, and multiple training aid items; and adoption of a resolution certifying that monies from the EMS County Grant will improve or expand the County’s pre-hospital EMS system and that the grant monies will not be used to supplant County EMS budget allocations.

Mr. Edward C. Harvey, County Coordinator/Budget Officer, approached the podium on behalf of Mr. McDonald.  He stated that the grant would be 100% funded, with no local matching.  Mr. Harvey then explained in further detail the aspects of the grant, with $30,000 to be used in training aids.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve the grant for the purchase of a 12 Lead Cardiac Monitor Defibrillator, UHF and VHF radios, three hand-held UHF radios, and multiple training aids.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Agreement No. 2000-??)

Commissioner Udell motioned to adopt a resolution certifying that monies from the EMS County Grant will improve and expand the County’s pre-hospital EMS system and the grant monies will not be used to supplant county EMS budget allocations.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The seventh item on the agenda was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as possible as the matter could be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of a resolution approving Special Permit No. 99-10-01 by S. Carter McCollum and Michelle H. McCullum, as agents for George Hass and Sandra Hass, to permit intensive agriculture (4 poultry houses) on property zoned Agriculture-1 (A-1).

This item was discussed after agenda item number ten.

The eighth item on the agenda was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter could be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of a resolution approving Special Permit Request No. 99-10-02 by Walter R. Starling to permit intensive agriculture (4 poultry houses less than 300 feet from lot lines) on property zoned A-1.

This item was discussed after agenda item number ten.

The ninth item on the agenda was a request by Edward Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer, for adoption of a resolution amending the Fine and Forfeiture Budget for Fiscal Year 1998-1999 to add unanticipated revenue.

Mr. Harvey stated that at the end of Fiscal Year 1998-1999, the Sheriff’s Department had an excess balance forward of $34,635, added to the budgeted amount of $5,712,606.  The corrections increased both revenues and expenditures to $5,747,241 for Fiscal Year 1999-2000.

Commissioner Odom motioned to amend the budget to include $34,635 of revenue for the Sheriff’s Department to carry over with appropriate expenditures to match it.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously. (See Resolution No. 2000-07)

The tenth item on the agenda was to authorize the use of county personnel and equipment at the Greenway Trail parking area in Branford.

Mr. Harvey stated that personnel and equipment would be necessary to move limerock before further Greenway Trail improvements could be made by the Suwannee River Water Management District, on behalf of the Department of Transportation.

Chairman Scott clarified that the County employees and equipment should not be used to the detriment of the paving of 150th Street.

Mr. George Fuller expressed concern with using County employees and equipment to do what in essence the town of Branford should do.

Commissioner Odom motioned to use County employees and equipment to move County-owned limerock from the areas that will be modified under the Greenway Trail project.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Scott called a brief recess until 7:00 p.m.
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Chairman Scott called the meeting back to order.

The seventh item on the agenda was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as possible as the matter could be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of a resolution approving Special Permit No. 99-10-01 by S. Carter McCollum and Michelle H. McCullum, as agents for George Hass and Sandra Hass, to permit intensive agriculture (4 poultry houses) on property zoned Agriculture-1 (A-1).

Mr. Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, swore in Ms. Robinette Robinson, County Zoning Director, who approached the podium and described in detail the proposed resolution.  The site is located on 105th Road in McAlpin.

Commissioner Udell asked if the site meets all land setbacks as defined in the County Zoning regulations.  Ms. Robinson stated that the chicken houses would meeet the requirements.

Mr. George Haas approached the podium and was sworn in by Mr. Airth, County Attorney.  He stated that there were no objections to his building of the chicken houses.

Chairman Scott opened the floor to public comments.  There were none, and Chaimran Scott closed the floor to public comments.

Commissioner Odom motioned to adopt a resolution approving Special Permit Request No. 99-10-01, by S. Carter McCollum and Michelle H. McCollum, as agents for George Haas and Sandra Haas, to permit intensive agriculture (four poultry houses) on property zoned A-1.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2000-08)

The eighth item on the agenda was at 7:00 p.m., or as soon thereafter as the matter could be heard, to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of a resolution approving Special Permit Request No. 99-10-02 by Walter R. Starling to permit intensive agriculture (4 poultry houses less than 300 feet from lot lines) on property zoned A-1.

Ms. Robinson described the proposed resolution in detail.  The proposed site lies off 133rd (Delaware) Road.

Mr. Walter Starling approached the podium and was sworn in by Mr. Airth, County Attorney.  There were no questions for Mr. Starling.

Commissioner Baker stated that he and Mr. Starling were distant cousins and that he would refrain from voting if the Board so desired.  The Board agreed that Commissioner Baker could vote on the issue.

Chairman Scott opened the floor to public comments.  There were none, and Chairman Scott closed the floor to public comments.

Commissioner Taylor motioned to adopt a resolution approving Special Permit Request No. 99-10-02 by Walter R. Starling to permit intensive agriculture (4 poultry houses less than 300 feet from lot lines) on property zoned A-1.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2000-09)

The eleventh item on the agenda was to address an ordinance amending tipping fees at the Suwannee County Landfill.

Mr. Harvey approached the podium and stated that the proposed ordinance was in reference to Mr. George Fuller’s requests to address the tipping fees.  Mr. Harvey discussed the changes to the ordinance, which would increase the tipping fees to $50 per ton for most items, excluding asbestos, batteries, and oil.  Mr. Harvey suggested prohibiting any types of oil and batteries from being deposited in the landfill.

Commissioner Baker suggesting clarifying a “truckload,” whether it includes a pickup truck or a dump truck.

Mr. Harvey asked for direction on what the Board wanted placed within the proposed ordinance for the next regular night meeting of November 16, 1999.

Commissioner Udell suggested going forth with preparing the ordinance for review at the next meeting, on November 2, 1999.

Commissioner Taylor suggested putting some teeth in the ordinance to prevent people from dumping tires, especially alongside the road at night.

The twelfth item on the agenda was to authorize payment of $39,148.60 in Clerk’s Fees for the month of September, 1999.

Mr. Harvey stated that the fees were in accordance with the recent pattern of billing.  He also stated that this payment would be the last for Fiscal Year 1998-1999, which brought the total for the year to $514,530.75, which was above the budgeted $300,000.

Commissioner Udell expressed concern with overspending beyond the budget.  Mr. Harvey stated that his definition for a budget was estimated expenditures for the upcoming year.  Commissioner Udell suggested keeping a close check on monthly expenditures so that the Board can determine if there would be cost overruns for the year.

Commissioner Baker asked Deputy Clerk Mike Tyson why some charges were $.30 instead of $.15.  Deputy Clerk Tyson stated that sheets larger than the average 8 ½” x 11” size were necessarily more expensive.

Commissioner Udell motioned to authorize payment of $39,148.60 in Clerk’s Fees for the month of September, 1999.  Commissioner Odom seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The thirteenth item on the agenda was to approve a Courthouse Renovation Project pay request in the amount of $72,759.96.

Mr. Harvey stated that the previous change orders had increased the contract price to rise from $218,559 to $274,907.88. 

Commissioner Odom motioned to approve a Courthouse Renovation Project pay request in the amount of $72,759.96.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The fourteenth item on the agenda was to approve Courthouse Renovation Project Change Order No. 4.

Mr. Harvey stated that the change order would increase the contract price to the $274,907.88 that had just been authorized.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve Courthouse Renovation Project Change Order No. 4 of $4,437.88.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Commissioner Baker asked if Courthouse fees would fund the furnished columns.  Mr. Harvey stated that Courthouse facility fees would furnish anything above the $150,000.

The fifteenth item on the agenda was to consider approval of contract and adoption of a resolution for reimbursement of funds from the Department of Transportation for resurfacing of CR 49 from US 90 East to US 27.

Mr. Harvey stated that contract was the same viewed by the Board at earlier meetings.  The modified contract would allow the Board to invoice the Department of Transportation every month for reimbursements of expenditures.  The total cost of the projects would be $1,516,900, which would include design plans, construction, and construction engineering and inspection.

Commissioner Baker suggested proceeding with the project with as little change orders as possible.

Commissioner Udell stated that the Board going to State meetings for money had probably led to the increase in funding.

Mr. Harvey suggested advertising for the 18-foot wide road, with an alternate bid for widening the road by two feet.

Commissioner Odom motioned to approve the contract and adopt a resolution for reimbursement of funds from the Department of Transportation for resurfacing of CR 49 from US 90 East to US 27.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2000-10)

The sixteenth item on the agenda was to award a bid for construction of 129th Road and resurfacing of 76th Street.

Mr. Ray Brown, Public Works Director, approached the podium and described the proposed construction.  He asked for guidance on the paving and resurfacing, since these two projects would use approximately half of the budgeted funds for roadwork.

Chairman Scott asked that alternatives be presented before a decision was made on paving or resurfacing a mere six miles of road.

Mr. Brown suggested in-house paving and resurfacing on the roads in question, thus saving money.  He suggested further research to determine if it would be feasible to use County employees and equipment to provide most of the work.

Commissioner Odom expressed concerns with the cost of 129th Road and 76th Road.

The Board requested Mr. Brown to investigate alternatives to paving and resurfacing the roads from outside sources.

Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Brown how he felt he could save money.  Mr. Brown stated that his department could do much of the work advertised, such as cutting ditches, removing bad portions, and other small-scale projects.

Commissioner Baker suggested an expedient resolution of the situation because of the bad condition of the roads.

Mr. George Fuller stated that these roads and others had been discussed for at least three years.  He stated that inflation meant that the County could not receive the same quote.  He asked Mr. Brown how many miles of road had been paved since Mr. Brown’s appointment as Road Department head.  Mr. Brown stated that only about six miles had been paved since his appointment as director.

Commissioner Odom motioned to table the issue until further information was gathered.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Chairman Scott called a ten-minute break at 8:11 p.m.
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Chairman Scott called the meeting back to order.

The seventeenth item on the agenda was a request by Ray Brown, Public Works Director, for approval of an 18-foot wide asphalt paving on 150th Street.

Mr. Brown stated that there was not enough right-of-way to create a 20-foot wide asphalt road and that an 18-foot wide road should remain.

Commissioner Taylor motioned to approve an 18-foot wide asphalt paving on 150th Street instead of the original 20-foot width.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The eighteenth item on the agenda was a request by Ray Brown, Public Works Director, for approval of three new Equipment Operator 1 positions.

Mr. Brown asked that the three positions be approved in order to pave and resurface roads in-house.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve three new Equipment Operator 1 positions.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The nineteenth item on the agenda was a discussion by Randy Henderson, Clerk of Court, on a flaw in the land development review and permitting process, which is being fraudulently taken advantage of by some individuals.

Mr. Henderson approached the podium and stated that Land Development Regulations provided loopholes on permitting.  He felt that the loopholes were being used purposely for fraudulent purposes.

Chairman Scott stated that the County staff was working on the issue.

Mr. Harvey clarified that the situation involved a legal description being brought to the Zoning Office for permitting but when the deed was recorded, a smaller and illegal description was recorded, thus breaking the law.  He stated that the matter would necessitate a review after the fact, with possible legal repercussions to follow.  Mr. Harvey stated that it had been suggested to record deeds before permitting was allowed, but there was nothing illegal concerning the actual sale of the land.  Mr. Harvey suggested comparing the date on the contract with the date on the deed to verify that the property was not divided after permitting, and if so, the actual amount recorded versus permitted.  He expressed the difficulty in catching the perpetrators before the illegal transactions occurred.

Commissioner Udell stated that the conversation suggested that Mr. Henderson knew who the person was with whom he was referring.  Mr. Henderson stated that he could not divulge that information since legal proceedings were currently in the process.  He suggested that he and Mr. Harvey be allowed to provide suggestions for the Board at the next Board meeting.

Commissioner Baker suggested that a community planner be involved for recommendations from other counties.  Mr. Henderson stated that a rectification of the problem was not difficult, but that it would close the loophole in the regulations currently allowing some to skirt the law.  Commissioner Baker again suggested asking other counties for their recommendations and answers for the problem and that the Code Enforcement Board be allowed to participate in the actual enforcement.  Mr. Henderson stated that it was the Board’s responsibility to make sure the laws have been followed.  He stated that the reason he had brought the matter before the Board was because nothing had been done in the two to three months since he first suggested it.

The twentieth item on the agenda was to consider appointment of James C. Thompson from District 5 to the Development Authority.

Commissioner Odom motioned to appoint James C. Thompson to the Development Authority.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

The twenty-first item on the agenda was additional agenda items.  There were four listed additional agenda items.

1) Eddy Hillhouse, president of the Suwannee County Economic Alliance, to discuss a possible enterprise zone designation on Interstate 10 and the Interstate 75 interchange.

Mr. Hillhouse approached the podium and updated the Board on the one-stop permitting which would allow someone to access the County via a website and receive all permitting required at one time, without repeated trips to the County in question.  Mr. Hillhouse then discussed an enterprise zone, the intention of which was to qualify that area of Suwannee County for corporate income tax credits, tax advantages, equipment and machinery discounts on taxes, and other advantages, despite the original wording of the State bill.  He asked for direction in the matter.

There was some discussion as to the specifics of the enterprise zone and lands to be encompassed in the project.

The Board agreed for Mr. Hillhouse to apply for the enterprise zone and proceed with the project as a joint venture with Columbia County to create a bi-county commission to supervise the zone.

2) Consider appointment of Patrick Brown to the Development Authority to complete Bonnie Brown’s term who recently passed away.

Commissioner Udell stated that Patrick Brown was the son of the late Bonnie Brown and had agreed to finish out the parent’s term.

Commissioner Udell motioned to appoint Patrick Brown to the Development Authority to complete Bonnie Brown’s term.  Commissioner Baker seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

3) Mr. Bill Strickland requested the Board to vacate easements on his property.

Commissioner Udell stated that there were easements on either side of his property and Mr. Strickland has asked that half be given to him, with the other half to be given to the adjoining property owner.  Commissioner Udell suggested waiting until the next Board meeting to discuss the issue further, at which time he would have additional information.

4) Direction on the Recreation Department workshop that will soon be held.

Chairman Scott suggested a general workshop instead of a specific workshop.  He suggested setting a date.

Commissioner Baker stated that Mr. Greg Scott, Recreation Director, had asked for direction from the Board on how to proceed with the workshop; whether it would include on-site visits or a film presentation.

Commissioner Udell suggested a workshop, with Mr. Scott to be included, because he (Commissioner Udell) had several questions he wanted answered.

Chairman Scott asked that a date be set for a workshop.  He suggested 2:00 p.m. on Tuesday, November 2, 1999.

Commissioner Udell stated that he wanted a few things cleared up before he would go to any of the parks.

The twenty-second item on the agenda was public comments.

Mr. George Fuller approached the podium and thanked the Board for placing the tipping fee ordinance on the agenda after many months of hassling.

The twenty-third item on the agenda was staff reports.

Ed C. Harvey, Jr., County Coordinator/Budget Officer, stated that arrangements for the prison hearing at 6:00 p.m. on October 21, 1999 needed to be modified.  He stated that the middle school cafeteria was available for the proceedings.  He suggested convening the hearing in the Boardroom, as advertised, but recess to reconvene at the middle school cafeteria.

Mr. Henderson stated that it would be cumbersome for him to have two places set up at once, but he could have staff available to route people to the middle school before they stepped out of their cars.

Commissioner Udell suggested advertising for the middle school since the last time such a meeting was held, it was at the middle school.

Mr. Henderson suggested having a sign-up sheet to allow an orderly fashion, as was done at the December 15, 1998 cement plant hearing.

Commissioner Udell expressed concern with a late completion of the meeting.

Mr. Airth, County Attorney, suggested limiting speaking to a certain time.

Commissioner Baker suggested a simple map to be drawn up so that older people would know where to go.

Mr. Harvey stated that Suwannee County was rated number 63 in historical preservation, giving the County $300,000 for Fiscal Year 2001 to continue Courthouse renovations.  He also stated that the Rodeo Arena had been reworked to provide handicap access.  There was concern from the public about having two or more drawings having been created that did not include handicap access.  Mr. Harvey also discussed the analysis on the old library, which to date was inconclusive.  Further analyses would be required before a conclusion was drawn.  He also stated that the School Board had executed the lease for a portion of the Nettie Baisden Building.  Mr. Harvey further stated that the PERC committee will meet on November 4, 1999 and Mr. Jessie Caruthers had filed a further petition concerning disciplinary action.  He also stated that he had authorized Mr. Daniel Sivyer, Fire Coordinator, to spend $5,000 on repairing the Jaws of Life machine, which was technically beyond the $3,500 authorized for Mr. Harvey to spend without Board approval.  Mr. Harvey also spoke about an additional homestead exemption passed by the Florida Legislature.

Commissioner Udell, Commissioner Baker, Commissioner Taylor, and Commissioner Odom were reluctant to erode the tax base of the County.

Commissioner Udell suggested getting additional information prepared for the upcoming general workshop for special assessments and other revenue sources.

Ray Brown, Public Works Director, had nothing to discuss.

John D. Hales, Jr., Director of Libraries, was not present.

Hal A. Airth, County Attorney, had discussed with Mr. Ken Ortel the possibility of the latter becoming co-counsel for the cement plant suit currently underway.

Randy Henderson, Clerk of the Circuit Court, stated that moving the boxes of Board Records from the Boardroom was currently underway.  He also asked that the Board approve the expenditure of up to $5,000 for repairs to the Jaws of Life since the auditor would question a simple request granted by Mr. Harvey.

Commissioner Udell motioned to approve up to $5,000 for repairs to the Jaws of Life.  Commissioner Taylor seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

Alton K. Williams, Sheriff, was not present.

Greg Scott, Recreation Department Director, was not present.

The twenty-fourth item on the agenda was to consider payment of invoices.  Commissioner Odom motioned to approve batches 2000-004 – 2000-029 for a total of $535,822.86.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.
