The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners met on the above date and time to conduct public hearings on several special permits and zoning issues and the following were present:  Chairman Robert Taylor; Commissioner Jessie Caruthers; Commissioner Douglas Udell; Commissioner Jerry Poole; Commissioner Randy Hatch; Mike Tyson, Deputy Clerk, and Keta Asbury, Assistant Deputy Clerk.  Also present was Hal A. Airth, County Attorney.
Chairman Taylor called the meeting to order.

The first item on the agenda was to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of resolution relating to a request by the Advent Christian Village, Inc. for a variance from Article 5, Section B(2) of Floodplain Management Ordinance No. 96-29.

Mrs. Robinette Odom, Zoning Director, addressed the Board and submitted her staff report on the issue.

Mr. Jim Schenck, representing the Advent Christian Village, addressed the Board.  He addressed the planned use of the property and the questions about historical flooding.  Mr. Schenck advised the Board that the building in question would be rendered useless in order to flood proof the building.

Chairman Taylor opened the floor to public comments.  There were none, and Chairman Taylor close the floor to public comments.

Commissioner Poole moved to accept and approve the request and adoption of the resolution in question.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2001-21)

The second item on the agenda was to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of an ordinance relating to a Rezoning Request No. RZ-01-01-01 by Eddy Hillhouse as authorized agent for Wallace Trailer Company, from Industrial Light Warehousing (ILW) to Industrial (I).

Mrs. Odom was sworn in by County Attorney Airth and then submitted her report. 

Mr. Eddy Hillhouse, agent for the applicant, addressed the Board and displayed aerial maps.  County Attorney Airth then swore him in.  Mr. Hillhouse explained that the property in question was adjacent to the new Industrial Park and there was an interested business owner who wished to locate there.  The primary business would be a machine shop and large semi trailer construction.  The Board asked questions regarding planned business and types of operations, and Mr. Hillhouse responded.  

Chairman Taylor opened the floor to public comments.  There were none, and Chairman Taylor closed the floor to public comments.

Commissioner Hatch moved to accept and approve the request ordinance.  Commissioner Caruthers seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Ordinance No. 2001-04)

The third item on the agenda was to hold a public hearing to consider the adoption of a resolution relating to Special Permit Request No. SP-01-01-02 by James W. Prevatt, Jr., authorized agent for DDJ Development, Inc. for removal of existing piles of overburden.

Mrs. Odom submitted her staff report, stating that the property was west of U.S. 129 and south of Interstate 10.  She stated that the Zoning Board had recommended approval of this application.  Ms. Odom advised the Board that the level of concurrency standard would be in compliance and then presented two aerial maps of the property in question.

Mr. Jimmy Prevatt, Jr., addressed the Board and referred to an aerial map of the property, then addressed sections of the proposed resolution and the fact that several issues were not applicable to the request.  He also addressed dusting and the facts that the entrance to the property was paved for one thousand feet, with security provided by gates and cable barricades at all vehicle entrances to the property.


Commissioner Caruthers asked about the makeup of the materials to be removed.  He questioned if the screenings and tailings should be considered as overburden.


Discussion ensued about the makeup and use of the materials and the definition of the existing grade and dusting control.  


Chairman Taylor opened the floor to public comments.


Mr. Irvin Jenkins of Rixford Road addressed the Board and requested that the Board restrict the entrance and exit to the property to the proposed and stated entrance onto U.S. 129.


Mr. George Fuller suggested signs for trucks entering the highway be placed on U.S. 129.  Commissioner Hatch stated that the sign issue would be the responsibility of the Florida Department of Transportation.


Chairman Taylor closed the floor to public comments.

Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the resolution with the stipulation that the trucks use the existing haul roads as requested and described by Mr. Prevatt and enter and exit only onto U.S. 129.  Commissioner Hatch seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2001-??)

The fourth item on the agenda was to hold a public hearing to consider adoption of a resolution relating to Special Permit Request No. SP-01-02-03 by James W. Prevatt, Jr., authorized agent for All South Solid Waste, Inc., for removal of existing piles of overburden.

Mrs. Odom submitted her staff report and stated that the entrance and exit was planned be via Badcock Road.  She stated that the Planning and Zoning Board had recommended a conditional approval of the application.  The recommendations were that a fence be placed between the property and the former C&D landfill where possible and signage to be placed every one hundred feet where fencing was not possible, in order to prevent removal of overburden from property adjacent to the applicant.  Ms. Odom advised the Board that it could impose any conditions it considered necessary if this application was approved and then provided aerial maps of the property, stating that the Zoning and Code Enforcement Offices would be responsible for enforcement of conditions and restrictions.

Mr. Prevatt addressed the Board and referred to an aerial map of the property in question.  He advised the Board that there were plans to only enter and exit the property in question via Badcock Road for the excavation activity and associated vehicles.  He stated that he did wish to be allowed to have passenger vehicle access from the north or other directions.  Mr. Prevatt further advised the Board that there was already a fifty-foot setback from adjoining properties.  

Discussion of using alternatives to Badcock Road was undertaken and the noise and dusting problem around the businesses on Badcock Road and U.S. 129 was also discussed.  Mr. Music and Mr. Tim Alcorn advised the Board that Badcock Road was about 18 feet wide.  

Commissioner Hatch advised the Board that the trucks themselves caused the majority of the dusting problems, not the loading operations.

Commissioner Udell was opposed to the use of Badcock Road as was Commissioner Caruthers.  They both suggested the use of the access road 8/10 of a mile south of Badcock Road that had been in the prior specified approved application of DDJ Development, Inc.

Chairman Taylor opened the floor to public comments.

Clayton J. Logan was sworn in and addressed the Board.   He stated he had been plagued for the past five years with dust and agreed that the trucks would make a lot of noise, which would disturb the motels and businesses at Badcock Road and U.S. 129.  Mr. Logan stated that Mr. Ramsey was in Violation of Florida Statutes 726 and there were problems between the Department of Environmental Protection and North Florida C&D Landfill and Mr. Wainwright with multiple lawsuits.  He suggested that the County should be cautious not to get involved in these suits.

Chairman Taylor called a short recess at 7:45 p.m.

Chairman Taylor called the meeting back to order.


Mr. Logan submitted written materials, photographs, and maps from the Property Appraiser’s Office as Exhibit No. 1.

Chairman Taylor excluded the maps from being introduced as evidence upon objection by Mr. Prevatt.  Exhibit No. 2 was also excluded.  Exhibit No. 3, an enlargement of Exhibit No. 2, was also excluded.

Discussion of parcels and maps ensued.

Commissioner Udell stated that the Board had not convened to discuss the C&D landfill.

The Board recessed at 8: 15 p.m. in order for Chairman Taylor, Mr. Logan, Mr. Prevatt, and Mr. Airth to view a tape submitted by Mr. Logan.

Chairman Taylor called the meeting back to order.


The tape provided by Mr. Logan was excluded as an exhibit.

Mr. Prevatt objected to Exhibits 5, and 6, (written materials), and photographs 1 through 13.  After Mr. Logan identified the photographs, Mr. Prevatt withdrew his objection to Photo No. 7.


Mr. Prevatt objected to Exhibit No. 4, a 5-page written pamphlet and it was excluded.

Mr. Airth advised the Board that All South had agreed to the recommendation of the Zoning Board to withdraw parcel No. 3 of the application.  Mr. Prevatt stipulated to removing this property from the application.

Mr. Aubrey Bussel was sworn in and addressed the Board.  He made reference to a consent order and Mr. Prevatt objected to the reference.

Chairman Taylor sustained Mr. Prevatt’s objection.

There was discussion about the 80 acres in dispute.

Mr. Bussel asked the Board where he and other neighbors were to go to resolve issues such as his contaminated well if the Board was unwilling to address such problems.


Mr. Logan again addressed the Board and stated that his well was also contaminated.

Chairman Taylor closed the floor to public comments.

Commissioner Udell asked Mr. Prevatt about the applicant’s planned operations.  Mr. Prevatt responded.

Commissioner Hatch asked Mr. Prevatt if DDJ had already given permission to All South to traverse DDJ property to get to the more southern exit.  Mr. Prevatt stated that they had.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the aforementioned special zoning permit as the Zoning Board recommended, with only the use of the southern exit as approved for in the DDJ application and not Badcock Road.  Commissioner Udell seconded.  Commissioner Caruthers suggested adding the entire 80 acres that pertained to the original C&D permit as being removed or denied from approval.   Commissioner Caruthers explained his request to deny the 80 acres zoned C&D and then moved to amend the motion to exclude the total 80 acres zoned C&D.  The motion died for lack of a second.  The original motion carried 4-1, with Caruthers opposed.  (See Resolution No. 2001-24)

Commissioner Hatch moved to adjourn the meeting.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

There being no further business to discuss, the meeting adjourned 9:15 p.m.
