The Suwannee County Board of County Commissioners held a special meeting on the above date and time to consider special permit and rezoning issues.  Present were Chairman Robert Taylor, Commissioner Jesse Caruthers, Commissioner Randy Hatch, Commissioner Jerry Poole, Commissioner Douglas Udell, Deputy Clerk’s Michael Tyson and Keta Asbury, and County Attorney Hal Airth.


Commissioner Caruthers led the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag.

The Chairman read the first agenda item.

The first item on the agenda was to hold public hearing to consider adoption of resolution relating to Special Permit Request No. SP-01-03-01 by Gary R. Dillon & Mary Louise Dillon for intensive agriculture (for 4 additional poultry houses, 40’ x 500’ in size), in accordance with site plan submitted as part of application.

Chairman Taylor then called upon Ms. Robinette Odom, Zoning Director.  Ms. Odom was sworn by County Attorney Hal Airth and gave her staff report.  She advised the level of concurrency had been met.  Public comment was opened and closed with no response.

Commissioner Hatch moved to approve the resolution as proposed.  Commissioner Poole seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Resolution No. 2001-26)

The second item on the agenda was to hold public hearing to consider adoption of ordinance relating to Amendment to the Future Land Use Map of the Comprehensive Plan Application No. CPA-01-01 by Pierre Sabourin & Beverly Sabourin, from Residential-1 to Commercial.


Ms. Odom gave her staff report.  The plan for the two-acre site is to build a restaurant in the future. Ms. Odom advised a Site Plan approval would still be required for any construction.  She advised the level of concurrency is met, though the concurrency finding is non binding.  Public comments was opened and closed with no response. Commissioner Hatch abstained as his family sold the property to the applicant and still holds a mortgage on the property.  Commissioner Caruthers moved to approve the requested ordinance. Commissioner Udell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  (See Ordinance No. 2001-05)

Commissioner Udell asked about the $900 fee involved.  Ms. Odom explained that it is the standard fee and is due to amending the future land use plan.

The third item on the agenda was to hold public hearing to consider adoption of ordinance relating to Rezoning Request No. RZ-01-02-01 by Pierre Sabourin & Beverly Sabourin form Residential Single Family-1 (RSF-1) to Commercial General (CG).

Ms. Odom gave her staff report.  Public comment was opened and closed with no response.

Commissioner Poole moved to approve the requested ordinance. Commissioner Udell seconded the motion.  Commissioner Hatch abstained for the same reason as in item No. 2.  The motion carried unanimously.  (See Ordinance 2001-06)

Commissioner Poole moved to adjourn.  Commissioner Udell seconded, and the motion carried unanimously.

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting adjourned at 6:25 p.m.
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
